The Group operates in an oconomic environment predominaed
by enterprises directly or indisectly contralled, jomtly controlbed o significaathe mfluenced by the
government through its awhorities, affiliates or other organisations {collectively the “government-
related entivies™),

Traneactions with other government-related entities inclde insurance policies gobd, reinsurance
purcliased, deposits placed wath banks, investments i debts or bonds and commissions pay o banks
for insurance policics distributed.

The directors consider that transactions with govemment-related entitics are activities conducted
in the ordinary course of business, and that the dealings of the Group have not been significantly
of wkhily affected by the fact that the Group and those government-related entities are ultimately
controlied or owmed by the PRC government. “The Group has also cstablished pricing policies for
products and services and such pricing policies do not depend on whether or not the customers are
government-related entities.

Due 1o the complex ownership structure, the PRC government may hold imdirect interests in many
companics.
