1. Owverview
1.1 Company overview

Infasys is a leading provider of consulting, technology, outsourcing and next-generation digital services and
software. Abong with its subsidiaries, Infosys provides Business [T szervices (comprising application
development and maintenance. independent validation, Infrastruciure management, engineering services
comprising product engineering and life cycle solutions and business process managemeant), Cansulting and
systems integration services (comprising consulting, enferprise solutions, systems integration and advanced
technologies); Preducts, business platforms and solutions o accelerate intellectual property-led innovation. Its
new offerings span areas like digital, big data and analylics, cloud, data and malnframe modernization, cyber
security, (0T enginesrdng Services and API & micro services.

Infasys together with its subsidiaries and controlled trusts is herein after referred to as the “Group™.

The Company i a public limited company incorporated and domiciled in India and has its registered office at
Bengaluru, Karmataka, india. The Company has its primary listings on the BSE Limited and Mational Stock
Exchange of India Limited in India. The Company's American Depositary Sharées representing equily shares
are listed on the New Yark Stock Exchange (NYSE).

Further, the Company’s ADS were also listed on the Euronext London and Euronext Parnis.

On Juty 5, 2018, the Company voluntarity delisted its ADS from Euronext London and Euronext Paris due to
low average daily rading volume of its ADS on these exchanges. Infosys ADSs will continue to be listed on the
NYSE and investors can continue fo trade their ADSs an the New York Stock Exchange.

The Group's consclidated financial statements are authorized for issue by the Company's Board of Directors
an July 18, 2016,

1.2 Basis of preparation of financial statements

These consolidated financial statements have been prepared in compliance with International Financial
Reporting Standards (IFRS) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board, under the historical
cost convention an the accrual basis except for certain financial instruments which have been measured at fair
values. Accounting policies have been applied consistently to all pericds presented in these consclidated
financial statements.

As the year-end figures are taken from the source and rounded to the nearest digits, the figures reparted for the
previous gquarters might not always add up to the year-end figures reported in this statement.

1.3 Basiz of consolidation
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Infosys consolidates entities which it owns or confrols, The consolidated finencial statements comprise the
financial statements of the company. its controlled trusts and its subsidiaries. Contral exists when the parent
has power over the entity, s expased, or has rights, fo variable returns from its involvement with the entity and
has the ability fo affect those returns by using s power over the entity. Power is demonstrated through existing
rights that give the abiity to direct relevant activities, those which significantly affect the entity's returns.
Subsidianes are consolidated from the date confrol commences until the date confrol ceases.

The financial statements of the Group companies are consolidated on a line-by-line basis and infra-group
batances and transactions Including unreadlzed gain / loss from sueh transaclions are elimdnated upon
consalidation. These financial statements are prepared by applying unifarm accounting palicies in use at the
Growp. Non-controdling interests which represent part of the net profit or loss and net assets of subsidiaries that
are not, directly or indirectly, owned or controlled by the company, are excluded,

Associates are entities aver which the group has significant influence but not contred. Investments in assoclates
are accounted for using the equity method of accounting. The invesiment is initlally recagnized at cost, and the
carmying amount is increased or decreasad 1o recognize the investor's share of the profit or loss of the invesies
after ithe acquisiion date. The group's investment in associates includes goodwill identified on acquisition.

1.4 Use of estimates and judgements

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with IFRS requires managament to make estimates,
juggments and assumptions. These estimates, judgments and assumptions affect the application of accounting
poficies and the reponted amounts of assets and liabilties, the disclosures of contingent assets and liakilities at
the date of the financial statements and reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the period.
Application of accounting policies that require crifical accounting esfimates invalving complex and subjective
judgments and the use of assumgptions in these financial statements have been disclosed in MNote 1.5,
Accounting estimates could change fram period fo period, Actual resuits could differ from those estimates.,
Appropriate changes in estimales are made as management becomes aware of changes in circumstances
surrounding the estimates. Changes in estimates and judgments are reflected in the consolidated financial
staterments in the period i which changes are made and, if material, their effects are disclosed in the notes to
the consolidated financial statements.

1.5 Critleal aceounting estimates and jJudgements
a. Revenue recognition

The group uses the percentage-of-complation method in accounting for its fixed-price confracts. Use of the
percentage-of-completion method reguires the group to estimate the efforts or costs expended fo date as a
propartion of the total efforts or costs {o ba expended. Efforts or costs expended have been used o measure
progress towards completion as there ks a direct relationship between input and productivity, Provigions for
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estimated losses, if any, on uncompleted contracts are recorded in the period in which such losses become
probabie based on the expecied confract estimates at the reporting date.

b. Income taxes

The company's two major tax jurisdictions are India and the U.5., though the company also files tax returms in
other oversess jurisdictions. Significant judgments are invalved in delermining the provision for income taxes.
including amount expected to be paidirecovened for uncertain tax positions (Refer to Naote 2.17).

In assessing the realizability of deferred incame tax assats, management considers whether some portion or all
of the deferred income tax assels will not be realized. The witimate realization of deferred income tax assets is
dependent upon the generation of future taxable income during the periods in which the femporary differences
become deductible. Management considers the scheduled reversals of defered income tax labllities,
projected future taxable income and tax planning strategies in making this assesement. Based on the level of
historical taxable income and projections for future laxable income over the periods in which the deferred
income tax assels are deductible, management belleves that the group will realize the benefits of those
deductible differences. The amount of the defered income tax gssets considered realizable, however, could be
reduced in the near term if estimates of future taxable income during the camry forward penod are reduced,

¢, Business combinations and Intanglble assets

Business combinations are accounted for using IFRS 3 (Revised), Business Combinations. IFRS 3 requires
the Identifiable intangible assets and contingent consideration to be fair valued in order to ascenain the net fair
value of identifiable assets, liabiliies and contingent liabilities of the acquiree. Significant estimates are
required to be made in determining the value of contingent consideration and intangible assets. These
valuations are conducted by independent valuation experts (Refer to Note 2.8 and 2.9).

d. Property, plant and equipment

Praperly, plant and equiprient represent a significant proportion of the asset base of the Group, The charge in
respect of pericdic depreciation is derived after determining an estimate of an asset’s expected useful life and
the expected residual value at the end of its life. The useful lives and residual values of the Group's assets are
determined by management at the time the asset is acguired and reviewed penodically. including at each
financial year end, The fives are based on historical axperience with similar assefs as well as anficipation of
future events, which may impact their life, such as changes in technology (Refer to Mote 2.7).

&, Impairmant of Goodwill

Goodwill is tested for impairment on an annual basis and whenever there is an indication that the recoverable
amount of a cash generating unit is less than its carrying amount based on a number of factors including
operating results, business plans, future cash fiows and economic conditions. The recoverable amount of cash
generating unils is determined based on higher of value-in-use and fair value less cost to sell. The goodwill
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impairment test is performed at the level of the cash-generating wnit or groups of cash-generating units which
are banefitting fram the synergies of the acquisition and which represents the lowes! evel at which goadwill |s
monitored for inlernal managemeant purposes.

btarket related information and estimates are used to determine the recoverable amount. Key assumptions on
which management has based its determination of recoverable amount include estimated long term growth
rates, weighted average cost of capital and estimaled operating margins.

Financial risk management
Financial risk factors

The Group's activities expose it to & vansty of financial risks: market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk. The
Group's primary focus is o foresee the unpredictability of financial markets and seek o minimize potential
adverse effects on its financial performance. The primary market risk to the Group is forsign exchangs risk.
The Group uses derivative financial instruments to mitigate foreign exchange related risk exposuras. The
Group's exposure to credit nsk is influenced mainly by the individual charactenstic of each customer and the
concentration of risk from the fop few customers.

Market risk

The Group operates internationally and a major portion of the business is transacted in several currencies and
consequently the Group is exposed to foreign exchange risk through its sales and services in the United States
and elsewhers, and purchases from overseas suppliers in various foreign currencies. The Group holds
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derivative financial instruments such as foreign exchange forward and option confracts to mitigate the risk of
changes in exchange rates on foreign curmency axpasures. The exchanga rale between the Indian rupee and
fareign currencies has changed substanflally In recent years and may fluctuate substantially in the future.
Consequently, the results of the Group's operations are adversely affecled as the rupes appreciates/
depreciates against these currencies.

When the net fair value of the identifiable
assets, liabilities and contingent labilittes scquired exceeds the cost of business acguisition, & gain is
recognized immediately in the statement of comprehensive income. Goodwill s measured at cost less
accumulated impaiment kosses.

Impairment

Goodwill is tested for impairment on an annuel basis and whenever there is an indication that goodwill may be
impaired, relying on a number of factors including operating results, business plans and future cash flows. For
the purpose of impairment testing, goodwill acquired in a business combination is allocated to the Group's cash
genarating units (CGU) or groups of CGU's expected to benafit from the synergies afsing fram the business
combination. A CGU is the smallest identifiable group of assets that generates cash inflows that are largely
independent of the cash infiows from other assets or group of assets. Impaiment ocowrs whan the camying
amount of a CGEU including the goodwill. exceeds the estimated recoverable amount of the CGU. The
recoverable amount of a CGU is the higher of its fair value less cost to sell and its value-in-use. Valuee-in-use is
the present value of future cash flows expected 1o be derived from the CGL

Total impairmeant loss of a CEL is allocated first to reduce the camying amount of goodwill allocated fo the CGU
and then to the other assets of the CGU pro-rata on the basis of the carrying amount of each asset in the CGL.

Further the acquisition is expected to
strangthen Infosys' creative, branding and customer experence capabilities.

(comprising of cash of 538 milion and contingent consideration of $13 milllan). The purchase consideration
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was allocated o net tangible assets of 55 million. cusiomer confracts and relationships of $20 million,
tradename of $1 millicn resulting in a goodwill of 525 million.

b, Disposal group held for sale
Accounting policy

Non-current assets and disposel groups are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount is intended to be
recovered principally throwgh sale rather than through continuing use. The condition for classification of held for
sale is met when the non-current asset or the disposal group s available for immediate sale and the same |s
highly probable af being completed within one year from the date of classification as held for sale. Non-current
assels and disposal groups held for sale are measured at the lower of carrying amount and falr value less cost
to sell. In estimating the fair value, material events and developments, including progress on negotiations
subsaquent to Balance Sheet date, have been considersd.

In March 2018, on conclusion of a strategic review of the portiolio businesses, the Company initialed
identification and evaluation of polential Buyers for its subsidianes, Kallidus and Skava (together referrad (o as
"Skava') and Panaya (collectively referred to as the “disposal group®). The Company anticipates completion of
the sale by March 2018 and accordingly, assets amounting to 3316 milion and fiabilities amounting to 350
millon in respect of the disposal group have been reclassified under “held for sale”. On reciassification, the
disposal group has been measured at the lower of camying amount and fair value less cost fo sell and
consaguently, a reduction in the fair value of Disposal Group held for sale amounting to $18 millkion in respect
of Panaya has been recognized under other income in the consalidated statement of comprehensive income
for the year ended March 31, 2018.

The disposal group does not constitute a separate major compenent of the company and therefore has not
been dassified as discontinued operations.

2.10 Revenue from operations

Accounting policy

The Group derives revenues primarily from software development and refated services and from the licensing
of software products. Arrangements with custorners for software related services are mainly either on a

fized-price, fixed-timeframe or on a time-and-material basis.

Revenue an time-and-material contracts are recognized as the related services are performed and revenus
from the end of the last billing to the balance sheet date is recognized as unbilled revenues, Revenue from
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fixed-price, fixed-timeframe confracts, where there is no uncertainty as o measwrament or collectability of
consideration, is recognized as per the percentage-of-completion method. When there s uncerainty as to
measurement or ulimale collectability, revenue recognilion is postponed until such uncertalnty is resalved.
Effarts or costs expended have been used to measure progress towards completion as there is a direct
relationship between input and productivity, Provisions for estimated lesses, if any, on uncompleted contracts
are recorded in the period in which such losses become probable based on the current contract estimates.
Costs and earmings in excess of billings are classified as unbilled revenus while billings in excess of costs and
earnings are classified as uneamed revenue. Deferred confract costs are amortized over the term of the
contract, Maintenance revenue is recognized ratably over the term of the underlying maintenance
arrangemant.

In arangements for software development and refated services and maintenance services, the Group has
applied the guidance in |AS 18, Revenue, by applying the revenue recognition criteria for each separately
identifiable component of a single transaction. The arrangements generally mest the criteria for considering
software developmen! and related services as separately identifiable components. For allocating the
consideration, the Group has measured the revenue in respect of each separable compaonent of a transacticn
at its fair value, in accordance with principies given in 1AS 18. The price that is regularly charged for an item
when sold separately is the best evidenca of its fair value. In cases where the Group is unable to establish
obective and reliable evidence of fair value for the software development and related services, the Group has
used a residual method to allocate the arangement consideration. In these cases, the balance of the
conssderation, after allocating the fair values of urdelivered compaonents of a transaction has been allocated to
the delivered companents for which spacific fair values do not exist,

License fee revenues are recognized when the general revenue recognition criteria given in IAS 18 are met.
Arrangerments to dellver software procucts generally have three elements: lleense, implementation and Annal
Technical Services (ATS). The Group has applied the principles given in 1A% 18 fo account for revenues from
these multiple element amangements. Objective and reliable evidence of fair value has been established for
ATS. Objective and relisble evidence of fair value is the price charged when the element is sold separately.
When other services are provided in conjunction with the licensing amangemeant and objective and reliabie
evidence of thelr fair values have been established, the revenue from such confracts are allocated to sach
component of the conltract in a manner, whereby revenue is deferred fod the undelivered services and the
residual smounts are recognized as revenue for delivered elerneants, In the absence of objective and relisble
evidence of fair value for implementation, the entire arrangement fee for license and implementation s
recognized using the percentage-of-completion method as the implementation is performed. Revenue from
client training, support and other senvices ansing due to the sale of software products |s recognized as the
services are performad. ATS revenue is recognized rateably over the period i which the services are
rendered,
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Advances received for services and products are reporied a5 olient depogits untll gil conditions for revenue
recognition are met.

The Group accounts for valume discounts and pricing incentives to customers as a reduction of revenue based
on the ratabie allocation of the discounts’ incentives amount to each of the underlying revenue ransaction that
results in progress by the customer fowards eaming the discount’ incentive. Also, when the level of discount
varies with increases in levels of revenue transactions, the Group recognizes the liability based on its estimate
of the customer's future purchases. If it is probable that the criteria for the discount will not be met, or if the
amount therecf cannot be estimated reliably, then discount is not recagnized until the payment is probable and
the ameount can be estimated reliably. The Group recognizes changes in the estimated amount of gbligations
far discounts in the period in which the change ocours. The discounts are passed on o the customer either as
dirgt] payments of 8% @ reduction of payments dug from the customer.

Gratuity

The Grouwp provides for gratuity, a defined benefit retirement plan {‘the Graluity Plan covering eligibie
employees of infosys and its Indian subsidiaries. The Gratuity Plan provides a lump-sum payment fo vesied
employees at retirement, death, incapacitation or termination of employment, of an amount based an the
respective amployea's salary and the tenure of amplayment with the Groug.

Liabilities with regard to the Gratuity Plan are determined by actuarial valuation, performed by an indepandent

actuary, at each balance sheet date using the projected unit credit method. The Campany fully contributes all
ascertained labilities to the infosys Limited Employees’ Gratuity Fund Trust (the Trust). In case of Infosys BPM
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and EdgeVerve, confribadions are made io the Infosys BPM Limited Employess' Graity Fund Trust and
EdgeVerve Systems Limited Employvees' Gratuity Fund Trust, respectively. Trustees administer contributions
made o the Trusts and confributions are nvested in a scheme with Life Insurance Carporation of India as
permitied by Indian 2w,

The Group recognizes the net obligation of a defined benefit plan in its balance sheet as an asset of ability.
Gains and losses through re-measurements of the net defined benafit Hability ¢ asset are recognized in other
comprehensive incoms and not reclassified to profit or loss in subsequent pericd. The aciual return of the
portfolio of plap assets. in excess of the yvields computed by applving the discount rate used to measure the
defined benefit chligation is recognized in oiher comprehensive income. The effect of any plan amendmenis
are recognized in net profits in the statement of comprehensive income.

Provident fund

Eligible employees of Infosys receive benefits from a provident fund, which is a defined benefit plan. Both the
eligible employes and the company make monthly centributions 1o the providant fund plan equal to 8 specified
percentage of the caversd employes's satary. The company contributés a portion of the contributions to the
Infosys Limited Employeas’ Provident Fund Trusl The trust invests in specific designated instruments as
permitted by Indlan law, The remaining portion is contributed to the government admindstered pension fund,
The rate at which the annual interess is pavable to the beneficiaries by the trust (s being administared by the
government. The company has an obligation 1o make good the shartfall, if any, between tha return from tha
investranis of the Trust and the notified interest rate.

In regpect of indian subsidiares, sligible emplovess receive benefits from a provident fund, which i¢ a defined
confribation plan. Bath the eligible employves and the respective companies make monthly contributions to this
provident fund plan egual 1o & specified percentage of the covered amploves’s salary. Amounts collected under
the provident fund plan are deposited in a government administered provident fund. The companies have no
furthar obligation to the plan bayvand their monthly contributions.

Superannuation
Certain employess of Infosys, Infosys BPM and EdgeVerve are panticipants in a defined contribution plan. The
Group has no further obligations 1o the Plan Beyond its monthly contributions which are periodically confributed

o a trust fund, the corpus of which i invested with the Life Insurance Corparation of India.

Compensated absences
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The Group has a policy on compensated absences which are both accumulating and non-accumulating i
nature. The expectsd cost of accumulating compensated absences is determined by actuarial valuation
peformed by an independent actuary at each balance sheet date using projected unit credit method on the
additional amount expecied to be paidiavailed as a result of the unused entiisment that has accumulated at
the balance sheet date. Expense on non-accumulating compensated absences is recognized in the period in
which the absences ocour.

IFRS & establishes standards for the way that public business enterprises report information albout operating
segments and related disclosures about products and services geographic areas, and major customers, The
Group's operations predominantly relale lo providing end-io-end business solubons to enable dlents to
enhance business perfarmance. During the year ended March 31, 2016, the Group reorganized some of its
sagments to enhance &xecutive cusiomer relationships, improve focus of sales investments and increase
management oversight. Conseguent to the internal recrganization, Growth Markets (GMU) comprising
businesses in APAC (Asia Pacificy and Africa have been subsumed across the other verticals and businesses
in India, Japan and China are run as standalone regional business units and Infosys Public services (IPS) |3
reviewed separately by the Chief Operating Decislon Maker (CODM). Further, the erstwhile manufacturing
segment is now being reviewed as Hi-Tech, Manufacturing and others included in ECS. Consequent to the
internal reorganizations. there were changes effected in the reporiable business segments based on the
"management approach” as defined in IFRS & Operating Segments. The CODM evaluates the Group's
performance and allocates resources based on an analysis of various performance indicators by business
segments and geographic segments. Accordingly, information has been presented both along business
segments and geographic segments. The accounting principles used in the preparation of the financial
statements are consistently applied o record revenue and expanditure in individual segments, and are as set

out in the accounting policies.

Business segments of the Group are primanly businesses in Financial Services (FS), businesses in
Blanufacturing (MFG), businesses in Retall, Consumer packaged goods and Logistics (RCL), businesses in the
Energy & utilities, Communication and Services (ECS), businesses in Hi-Tech (Hi-Tech), businesses in Life
Sciences, Healthcare and Insurance (HILIFE) and all other segrments, The FS reporiable segment has been
aggregated to include the Financial Services operating segment and the Finacle operating segment because of
the similarity of the economic characteristics. Al other segments represent the operating segments of
buginasses in India, Japan and China and IPS. Geographic segmeantation is based on business sourced from
that gecgraphic region and delivered from bolth onsite and off-shore locations, North America comprises the
United States of America, Canada and Mexico, Europe includes continental Eurcpe (both the east and the
west), lreland and the United Kingdom, and the Rest of the World comprising all other places except those
mentioned above and india.

Revenue and identifiable operating expenses in relation to segments are categorized based on items that are
individually identifiable to that segment. Revenue for “all other segments”™ represents revenue generated by
IFS and revenue genarated from customers located in India, Japan and China, Allocated expenses of
segments inciude expenses Incwrred for rendering services from the Group's offshore software development
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centers and onsite expenses, which are categorized in relation to the assccisied tumover of the segment.
Certain expenses such as depreciation, which form a significant componant of total axpenses, are mol
specifically allocable to specific segments as the underlying asssts are used interchangeably. Management
belisves that it is not practical to provide segment disclosures relating to those costs and expenses, and
accordingty these expenses are separatedy disclosed as "unallocated” and adjusted against the tatal income of
the Group.

Azszets and liabilities used In the Group's business are nat identified to any of the reportable segments, as
these are used interchangeably betveen segments_ Management befieves that it is currently not practicable to
pravide segment disclosures relating o tolal assets and liabilities since a meaningful segregation of the
Bvailable datas is cnerous.
