L. Organization and Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Chrganiziation

Techpomt, Inc. and its whollv-owned subsidianes (the “Company™) was onginally incorporated in Califorma m Apnl
2012 and reincorporated in Delaware in July 2017, The Company is a fabless semiconductor company that desipns, markets
and sells mixed-signal integrated circuits for multiple video applications in the secunity surveillance and avtomotive
markets. The Company 15 headgquartered in San Jose, Califomia.

Initial Public Offering

On Seplember 2%, 2017, the Company completed ats mitial public offering (“TPO™) of Japanese depositary shares
(=JD5"). In conmection with the TP, the Company sold 1,520,000 JDSs, represented by 1,530,000 shares of our common
stock at a price to the public of 35 85 per share and received net proceesds of $3.1 million, after dedecting underwriting
discounts and commissions of $0.7 millien, Additicnally, offering costs incurred by the Company totaled $3.0 million. Prios
to the clozing of the Company s [P, all outstanding shares of its prefermed stock converted to common stock on & one-to-
one basis.

On October 25, 2017, the managing underwriter of our IPO elected to purchase an additional 228 000 shares of JDSs,
represented by 228,000 shares of common siock, pursuant to the underwriters” over-allotment option. We subsequently
cormpleted the sale at the TPO price of 35,85 per share and received net proceeds of $1.2 million, after deducting
underwriting discounts and commissions of 3001 million.

Basix of Consolidation and Significant Accounting Policiex

The accompanying consolidated financial statements include the accounts of the Company and its wholly-owned
subsidiaries, and have been prepared in conformaty with generally accepted sccounting principles in the United States
(“GAAP") and applicable rules and regulations of the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC™). All imercom pany
balances and transactions have been ehminated. The functional currency of each of the Company s subsidiaries is the U5
dollar. Foreign currency gains or losses are recorded as other income {expense) in the Consolidated Statements of

Operations.

Use of Maragement's Estimates

The preparation of consolidated financial gatements m conformity with GAAP reguires management to make
estimates, judaments and assumplions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent
assets and habalities at the date of the linancial satements and reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the
reporting period, Significant estimates included in the consolidated financial statements melude inventory valuation,
valuation allowance for recorded deferred 1ax assets, and stock-based compensation. These estimates are based upon
information available as of the date of the consolidated financial statements. Actual results could differ materally from
those estimates.

Concentration of Customer and Credis Risk

Financial mstruments that potentially subject the Company 1o concentrations of credit nsk consist principally of cash
and cash equivalents, investments, and trade receivables. Risks associated with cash and cash equivalents, and investments
are mitigated by banking with, and investing in. creditworthy institutions. The Company generally requires advance
pavments from customers. The Company also performs credit evaluations of its customers and provides credit 1o cerain
customers in the normal course of business. The Company has not incurred bad debt write-offs durmg any of the periods.
presented.

Concentration of Supplier Risk

The Compary is 4 fabless producer of semwonductors and s dependent on four subcontractors for substantially all of
its production requirements. The failure of either subcontractor to fulfill the production requirements of the Company ona
timely basis would adversely impact fubure results. Although there are other subcontractors that are capable of providing
similar services, an unexpected change in either subcontractor would cause delays in the Company”s products and
potentially result in & significant boss of revenue.

Cash and Cash Eguivalenis

The Company considers all highly liquid financial instruments purchased with an original maturity of three menaths or
less at the date of purchase to be cash equivalents, Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash on deposit with banks, money
markel funds and commercial papers, the fair value of which approximates cost.

Financial Instruments

Financial mstruments held by the Company consist primanly of corporate bonds, commercial paper and money
market funds. The Company classified the securities with remaining maturities of twelve months or less as short-term
investments, and remaining maturities of over twelve months as long=term investments, The Company”s financial
instruments are classified as available-for-sale, and the long-term investments are inchaded in other assets. Unrealized gains
and losses on securities, net of tax, are recorded in sceumulated cther comprehensive loss and reported as a component of
stockholders” equity. Interest is incheded i other income (expense) on the consolidated statements of operations and
comprehensive income,

The Company evaluates the mvestments periodically for possible ather-than-temporary impaimment and reviews
factors such as the length of time and extent to which fair value kas been below cost basis, the financial condition of the
1ssuer, the Company s intent to hold and whether the Company will mot be required to sell the security before its anticipated
recovery, on g more-likelv-than-not basis. [1 the declines in the far value of the investments are determined to be other-
than-temporary, the Company reports the credit loss portion of such decline in other income, net and the remaining,
noncredit loss portion in accumulated cdher comprehensive loss,

Fair Value of Financial Instruments

The Compary estimates centain financial assets and liabilities at Fair valie based on available market information and
valuation methedelogies considered 1o be appropriste. However, considerable judgment is required in interpreting market
data to develop the estimate of fair value. The use of different market assumptions and/or estimation methodologies could
have a material effect on estimated far value amounts. See Note 3 “Fair Value Measurements of Financial Instruments”™ of
these Notes to Consolidated Financial Statements for a further discussion on fair value of financial instruments.

Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost or net realizable value. Cost 1s computed usimg the standard cost, which
approsimates actual cost determined on a first-mn, first-out basis. [nventories include work in process and finished good
parts that may be specialized in nature and subject to rapid obsolescence. Because of the cyclical nature of the market,
inventory levels, obsolescence of technology, and product life eveles, the Company generally writes down inventories o net
realizable value based on forecasted product demand. Inventory write downs for excess quantity and technological
ohsolescence are charged to cost of sales when evidence indicates clearly that a loss has been sustained. The amount written
down for the years ended December 31, 2019 and 2018 was 30.7 mallion and $0.3 million, respectively.

Property and Equiprent

Property and equipment, are stated &t cost less accumulated depreciation, and are depreciated using the straght-line
method over the estimated useful lives of the assets. The estimated useful lives range from two to three years for computer
equipment and software, funiture and leasehold improvements,

The Company evaluates the recoverability of property, plant and equipment in accordance with ASC Mo, 360,
Aceounimg for the Property, Plans, and Equipment. “ASC 3607, The Company perfoms periodic reviews (o determine
whether facts and circumstances exist that would indicate that the carmyving amounts of property and egquipment exceeds
their fair values. If facts and cireumstances indicate that the carryving amount of property and equipment might not be fully
recoverable, projected undiscounted net cash Nows associated with the related asset or group of assets over ther estimated
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remaining useful lives are compared against their respective carmy ing amounts, In the event that the projected undiscounted
cash flows are not sufficient to recover the camying value of the assets, the &ssets are written down to their estimated fair
values based on their expected discounted future cash flows attributable 1o these assets

Froduet Warranty

The Company generally warrants its products for one year from the date of shipment against defects. The Company
acerues for anticipated warranty costs upon shipment based on the number of shipped units, historical analysis of the
volume of product retumed under the warranty program, management’s judgment regarding anticipated rates of warranty
claims and associated repair costs.

Employee Benefit Plan

The Company sponsors a 401(k) tax-deferred savings plan for all employees in the United States who meet certain
eligihility requirements. Participants may contribute up to the amount allowable as a deduction for federal mcome tax
purpases. The 401(k) Flan provides for a discretionary employer-matching contribution. The Company has not made any
matching contributions to the 401(k) Flan to date,

Reverrue Recognifion

The Company prncipally sells s products to distributors who, in turn, sell to ODMs, contract manufacturers and
design houses. Prior to January 1, 2018, revenue from the sale of the Company’s products was recognized when all of the
following criteria were met: (1) persuasive evidence of an arrangement exists; (2) the product has been delivered; (3) the
price s fined of determinable, and (4) collection is reasonably assured,

The Company adopted ASC Topic 606, or ASC 606, Revenne from Contracts with Custonrers on January 1, 2018
under the modified retrospective approach as applied to customer contracts that were not completed as of January 1, 20138,
Financial information for reperting pertods beginning after January 1, 2018 are reported under the new standard, while
comparative financial nformation has not been adjusted and continues o be reported in accordance with the previus
standard. There was no cumulative impact to adopting the new standard on the Company”s consolidated financial
statements. Under ASC 606, the Company satisfies its performance obligations and recopnize revenue upon shipment, at
which time control of cur products 15 transferred to its customers, The Company applies the following fve-step model for
recognizing revenue from contracts with customers: (1) identify the contract with a customer; (2) identify the performance
obligations in the contract; (3) determine the transaction price; (4) allocate the transaction price 1o the performance
obligations i the contract; ard {3) recognize revenue when the performance obligation is satisfied.

Product revenues consist of sales of mixed-signal infegrated cirewits info the secunty surveillance and autom otive
markets, The Company generally requires advance pavments from customers and records these advance payments, or
contract liabilities, as Customer deposits on our Consolidated Balance Sheet, Since the Company’s performance obligations
relate 1o contracts with a dusation of less than ane year, the Company has elected to apply the opticnal exem plion practical
expedient provided 1n ASC 606 and is therelore not required 1o disclase the aggregate amount of the transaction price
allocated to performance obligations that are unsatisfied or partially unsatisfied at the end of the reporting period. The
Company provides product assurance warranty only and does not offer warranties to be purchased separately, The Company
does not offer vaniable consideration or other significant payment terms and allocates the transaction price to each distinct
product based on a relative standalone selling price. Revenwe i recognized when conirol of the product is transferred 1o our
customers, upen shipment, at which time the performance obligation is satisfied. The Company’'s shupping terms are
primarily FOB {free on board) shipping point, whereby legal title, nsks and rewards of ownership, and physical possession
are transferred to the customer upon shipment. Substantially all of the Company”s customers pay in advance of shipment,
and no stock rotation, price protection or return rights are offered

Research and Developrient Costs

Research and development costs are expensed as incurred. Such costs consst prmanly of expenditures for labor,
benefits and mask sets, design, prototype and software expense.

Stock-Fased Compensation

The Compary measures the cost of emplovee services received in exchange for equity incentive awards, including
stock options and restricted stock unit awards, based on the grant date fair value of the award, The fair value of a stock
option award iz estimated using the Black-Scholes eption pricing mode] which requires us 1o estimate certain key
assumplions ingluding. stock price, future stock price volatility, expected werm of the options, nsk free rates, and dividend
yields The fair value of a restricted stock unit i= determined based on the fair value of our common stock on the date of
grant. The Company adjusts compensation expense for forfeiture of equity incentive awards as they occur. The resulting
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cost i recognized over the period that the employee is required to provide services for the award, which is usually the
vesting peniod. The Company recognizes compensation expense over the vesting period using the straight-line method and
classifies these amounts based on the department 1o which the related emploves is assigned. See Naote 8 “Stock-Based
Compensation™ for a desenption of the Company s stock-based employee compensation plans and the assumplions the
Company uses to calculate the far value of stock-based employee compensation.

Stock-based awards ssued to non-emplovees are recognized as expense over the regquiste serviee period at therr then
current fair value. The Company determmes the fair value of its stock-based awarnds issued to non-emplovees utilizing the
Elack-Scholes option pricing model. Stock-based compensation expenss for stock-based awards ssued to nonemplovees is
recognized over the requisite service period or when it is probable that the performance condition will be satisfied. The fair
value of stock-based awards 1o non-emplovees is measured at each reporting period until a measurement date is reached.
Upon the early adoption of ASU 2018-07 on July 1. 2018 in the third quarter of fscal 2018, non-employee stock awards
were remeasured at fair value on the date of adoption; the remaming unamortized expense on the date of adoption will be
recognized over the remaining vesting term.

Inceme Taxes

The Company accounts [or income taxes using an assel and lability approach as prescribed in ASC 740-10, fnconre
Taces (“ASC 740-10"). The Company records the amount of taxes pavable or refundable for the current and prior vears and
deferred tax assets and liabilities for the future tax consequences of events that have been recognized in the Company’s
financial statements or tax retums, A valuation allowance s recorded to reduce deferred tax assets when it is more likely
than not that a tax benefit will not be realized.

ASC T40-10 preseribes a recognition threshold and measurement framewerk for the financial statement reporting and
disclosure of an income tax position taken or expected to be taken on a tax return, Under ASC 740-10, a tax pesition is
recognized in the financial statements when 1t s more likely than not, based on the technical merits, that the position will be
sustamned upon examination, including resolution of any related appeals or litigation processes. A tax position that meets the
recognition threshold is then measured to determine the largest amount of the benefit that has a greater than 50%: likelihood
of being realized upon settlement. The Company recognizes interest and penalties related to unrecognized tax benefits as a
component of the provision for incame taxes m the Consolidated Statements of Income.
