1. ORGANIZATION

USD-denominated USD Hedged Kokusai Capital Japan Equity Open (the* Sub-Trust” ) a sub-trust of
Kokusai Cayman Trust (the "Trust"), was established under an open-ended Cayman Islands (the

“ Cayman Islands” ) unit trust formed on August 3, 2010. The Trust was established pursuant to a
trust deed executed by Brown Brothers Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited (the“ Trustee” )
and Mitsubishi UFJ Investor Services & Banking (Luxembourg) S.A. (the" Manager” ), under the laws
of the Cayman Islands on August 3, 2010. The Sub-Trust commenced operations on February 19, 2014.

The Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the Cayman Islands Banks
and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

The investment objective of the Sub-Trust is to seek capital appreciation through investment in
USD-denominated USD-hedged Class of Japan Equity Master Fund, a series of Kokusai Trust (the

“ Underlying Sub-Trust” ), which in turn invests primarily in equities and the like listed in
Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). The Sub-Trust pursues an achievement of
its investment objective by investing substantially all of its assets in the Underlying Sub-
Trust. Therefore, the Sub-Trust is structured in a form of a fund of funds. Notwithstanding
anything herein to the contrary, there may be cases where the assets of the Sub-Trust are
invested in any other securities including equities and fixed income securities, if it is
determined that such investment is beneficial to the Sub-Trust or to the unitholder.

The Sub-Trust has met the definition of an Investment Company under the interpretation of the
guidance in ASC 946.

The investment advisor of the Sub-Trust is Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. (the
* Investment Advisor” ).

2. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Sub-Trust®s financial statements reflect the period from October 1, 2018 to September 30,
2019, which is the Sub-Trust®"s fiscal year end. The following is a summary of significant
accounting policies consistently followed by the Sub-Trust in the preparation of its financial
statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America (* U.S. GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

(A) Determination of Net Asset Value of Units. The Sub-Trust"s net asset value will be calculated
each” Business Day” (any day on which: (1) federal, state or local banks are open for business in
London, New York and Tokyo; and (2) the London Stock Exchange and the New York Stock Exchange are
open for trading; or such other day(s) as the Manager may from time to time determine) and at
such other times as the Manager may determine (each an® Accounting Date” ). The Sub-Trust"s net
asset value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities of
the Sub-Trust, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. The Net Asset Value and Net Asset Value per unit of the Sub-Trust are
calculated and rounded off to the nearest sixth decimal place by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co.
(the* Administrator” and“ Transfer Agent” ) as of the close of business on each Business Day.

(B) Fair Value Measurements. In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Sub-Trust discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based upon unadjusted
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurement) and the
lowest priority to valuations based upon unobservable inputs that are significant to the
valuation (Level 3 measurement). The guidance establishes three levels of the fair value
hierarchy as follows:

Level 1 fair value measurements are those derived from quoted prices (unadjusted) in active
markets for identical assets or liabilities;

Level 2 fair value measurements are those derived from inputs other than quoted prices
included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e.
as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices); and

Level 3 fair value measurements are those derived from valuation techniques that include
inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable

inputs).

Inputs are used in applying the various valuation techniques and broadly refer to the assumptions
that market participants use to make valuation decisions, including assumptions about risk.
Inputs may include price information, specific and broad credit data, liquidity statistics, and
other factors. A financial instrument®s level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. However, the
determination of what constitutes® observable” requires significant judgment by the Investment
Advisor. The Investment Advisor considers observable data to be that market data which is readily
available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, and
provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market. The
categorization of a financial instrument within the hierarchy is based upon the pricing
transparency of the instrument and does not necessarily correspond to the perceived risk of that
instrument.

At September 30, 2019, investment in the Underlying Sub-Trust was valued based on Level 1 and
Level 2 inputs. The Sub-Trust uses the" market approach” valuation technique to value its
investments in the Underlying Sub-Trust and derivatives. The Sub-Trust follows the authoritative
guidance under U.S. GAAP for estimating the fair value of investments in the Underlying Sub-Trust
that has calculated Net Asset Value per share in accordance with the specialized accounting
guidance for Investment Companies. Accordingly, if the Sub-Trust determines that the Net Asset
Value per share of an investment is indicative of fair value, the Sub-Trust records the fair
value of an investment iIn an investment company using the Net Asset Value per share of the
investment (or its equivalent) without further adjustment (the* practical expedient” ). The
guidance permits the Sub-Trust to use the practical expedient only if the Net Asset Value per
share of the investment is determined in accordance with the specialized accounting guidance for
Investment Companies as of the reporting entity"s measurement date. Investments in the Underlying
Sub-Trust are valued at fair value based on the closing Net Asset Value each Business Day.

Derivative Instruments. Derivative instruments can be exchange-traded or privately negotiated
over-the-counter (* OTC” ). Exchange-traded derivatives, such as futures contracts and exchange-
traded option contracts, are typically classified within Level 1 or Level 2 of the fair value
hierarchy depending on whether or not they are deemed to be actively traded.

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Sub-Trust®s net position with each
counterparty.

Intertrust Trustees (Cayman) Limited will be referred to as the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee
for Note 3 only as a means of differentiating from the Sub-Trust"s Trustee (Brown Brother®"s
Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited) as defined in Note 1.

The investment manager of the Fund is Capital International K_K. (the" Investment Manager” ).

Yen, the reporting currency. The Net Asset Value per unit of each class is normally calculated on
each Business Day and the Net Asset Value figure per unit is then adjusted up to 4 decimal
places.

(B) Security Valuation. For purposes of calculating the Net Asset Value, portfolio securities and
other assets for which market quotes are readily available are stated at fair value. Fair value
is generally determined on the basis of last reported sales prices on the exchange that is the
primary market for such securities, or if no sales are reported, based on quotes obtained from a
quotation reporting system, established market makers, or independent pricing services.

Securities and other assets for which market quotes are not readily available are valued at fair
value as determined in good faith by the Administrator, subject to the ultimate authority of the
Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee. The Administrator has adopted methods for valuing securities and
other assets in circumstances where market quotes are not readily available. For instance,
certain securities or investments for which daily market quotes are not readily available may be
valued, pursuant to guidelines established by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee, with reference
to other securities or indices.

Market quotes are considered not readily available in circumstances where there is an absence of
current or reliable market-based data (e.g., trade information, bid/ask information, broker
quotes); including where events occur after the close of the relevant market that materially
affect the values of the Fund"s securities or assets. In addition, market quotes are considered
not readily available when, due to extraordinary circumstances, the exchanges or markets on which
the securities trade do not open for trading for the entire day and no other market prices are
available. The Administrator is responsible for monitoring significant events that may materially
affect the values of the Fund®s securities or assets and for determining whether the value of the
applicable securities or assets should be re-evaluated in light of such significant events.

When the Fund uses fair value pricing to determine its Net Asset Value, securities will not be
priced on the basis of quotes from the primary market in which they are traded, but rather may be
priced by another method that the Administrator or persons acting at their direction believe
accurately reflects fair value. Fair value pricing may require subjective determinations about
the value of a security. While the Fund"s policy is intended to result in a calculation of its
Net Asset Value that fairly reflects security values as of the time of pricing, the Fund cannot
ensure that fair values determined by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee or persons acting at
their direction would accurately reflect the price that the Fund could obtain for a security if
it were to dispose of that security as of the time of pricing (for instance, in a forced or
distressed sale). The prices used by the Fund may differ from the value that would be realized if
the securities were sold and the differences could be material to the financial statements.

Fair Value Measurements - In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Fund discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value.

During the year ended September 30, 2019, there were no transfers between Level 1, Level 2 and Level 3.

(C) Securities Transactions and Investment Income. Security transactions are accounted for on trade
date for financial reporting purposes. Realized gains and losses from securities sold are recorded on
the identified cost basis. Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date except that certain
dividends from foreign securities where the ex-dividend date may have passed are recorded as soon as the
Fund is informed of the ex-dividend date in the exercise of reasonable diligence. Investment income is
recorded net of foreign taxes withheld where recovery of such taxes is uncertain. Other income may
include interest income from time deposits.

(D) Distribution Policy. The Fund will declare and arrange for re-investment of distributions (whether

in cash or in specie) for each class as approved by series resolution. With regard to the classes
denominated in currencies other than JPY, the Fund does not intend to make distributions.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

It is contemplated that the distributions will be made on a monthly basis and be calculated as the greater
of (1) positive aggregated amounts contributed from net realized capital gain (including hedge
position), net unrealized capital gains and net income, and (ii) the estimated theoretical income based
on the dividend yield of portfolio, net fund expense and currency hedge premium (cost), which is
calculated by total net assets of the respective class.

It is anticipated that the Fund will declare and re-invest the distribution to each unitholder of a
class, on amonthly basis, the greater amount as determined above by the Administrator. It is anticipated
that the Fund will declare such distributions for the current month on the last Business Day of the
previous month or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may determine at its sole discretion
(the* RecordDate” ), andwill generally reinvest the distributions on the first Business Day of the
current month (if not a Business Day the following Business Day) or any other days the Underlying Sub-
Trust®s Trustee may determine at its sole discretion (the* Dividend Date” ). The Unitholders of each
Class have elected to re-invest distributions; therefore, units will be issued on the relative Dividend
Date.

(E) Cash and Foreign Currency. The functional and reporting currency of the Fund is the Japanese Yen. The
fair values of foreign securities, currency holdings and other assets and liabilities are translated
into the Fund®s functional currency based on the current exchange rates each Business Day. Fluctuations
in the value of currency holdings and other assets and liabilities resulting from changes in exchange
rates are recorded as unrealized foreign currency appreciation or depreciation. Realized gain or loss
and unrealized appreciation or depreciation on investment securities and income and expenses are
translated on the respective dates of such transactions and the reporting date, respectively. The
effects of changes in foreign currency exchange rates on investments in securities and derivatives are
not segregated on the Statement of Operations from the effects of changes in market prices and values of
those securities, but are included with net realized and unrealized gain or loss.

(F) Time Deposits. The Fund, through Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the" Custodian” ), places excess
cash balances into overnight time deposits with one or more eligible depository institutions, as
determined by the Investment Manager. These are classified as short-term investments in the Fund®s
Schedule of Investments. Due to deposit rate cuts by Bank of Japan, interest rates for Japanese Yen
denominated short-term investments may be less than zero percent.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. The Fund enters into forward foreign currency contracts in
connection with settling planned purchases or sales of securities, to hedge the currency exposure
associated with some or all of the Fund"s securities or as a part of an investment strategy. A forward
foreign currency contract is an agreement between two parties to buy and sell a currency at a set price on
a future date. The fair value of a forward foreign currency contract fluctuates with changes in foreign
currency exchange rates. Forward foreign currency contracts are marked to market daily based on rates
obtained from pricing vendors and the change in value is recorded by the Fund as an unrealized
appreciation or depreciation. Realized gains or losses equal to the difference between the value of the
contract at the time it was opened and the value at the time it was closed are recorded upon delivery or
receipt of the currency. These contracts may involve market risk in excess of the unrealized
appreciation or depreciation reflected on the Statement of Assets and Liabilities. Inaddition, the Fund
could be exposed to risk if the counterparties are unable to meet the terms of the contracts or if the
value of the currency changes unfavorably to the base currency. The Fund is also authorized to enter into
forward foreign currency contracts for the purpose of hedging exchange risk for an investor. Gain and
loss arising from class specific forward foreign currency contracts are allocated to those specific
classes. Forward foreign currency contracts outstanding at September 30, 2019 are listed in the Schedule
of Investments.

(H) Derivative Instruments. ASC 815-10-50 requires disclosures about derivative instruments and
hedging activities. It requires that the Fund disclose: a) how and why an entity uses derivative
instruments, b) how derivative instruments and related hedged items are accounted for and c) how
derivative instruments and related hedged items affect an entity"s financial position, financial
performance and cash flows. The Fund does not designate derivative instruments as hedging instruments
under ASC 815.

The fair value of the forward foreign currency contracts is included in the Statement of Assets and
Liabilities with changes in fair value reflected as realized gain (loss) or net change in unrealized
appreciation (depreciation) within the Statement of Operations. During the year ended September 30,
2019, the Fund"s transactions in derivative instruments consisted of only forward foreign currency
contracts.

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Fund"s net position with each counterparty.
Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S. government or related agencies
or other securities as agreed to by the Fund and the applicable counterparty. With respect to certain
counterparties, inaccordance with the terms of the master netting agreements, collateral posted to the
Fund, ifany, isheld in a segregated account by the Custodian and with respect to those amounts which can
be sold or repledged, are presented in the Schedule of Investments. Collateral pledged by the Fund, if
any, is segregated by the Custodian and identified in the Schedule of Investments. As of September 30,
2019, there were no securities or cash pledged as collateral.

Termination events applicable to the Fund may occur upon a decline in the Fund®s net assets below a
specified threshold over a certain period of time. Termination events applicable to counterparties may
occur upon a decline in the counterpartys credit rating below a specified level. In each case, upon
occurrence, the other party may elect to terminate early and cause settlement of all derivative and
foreign exchange contracts outstanding, including the payment of any losses and costs resulting from
such early termination, as reasonably determined by the terminating party. Any decision by one or more of
the Fund"s counterparties to elect early termination could impact the Fund®s future derivative
activity.

(1) UNITS

As of September 30, 2019 all issued units were held by three related unitholders, established by
Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Limited. The three unitholders held an interest of 100% in the
net assets.

Units are issued in classes that participate pro rata based on Net Asset Value in the profits and
distributions of the Fund and to the extent applicable, as described below, in its assets in the event of
termination. Units, which are of no par value and which must be fully paid for upon issue, carry no
preferential or pre-emptive rights. The Administrator may issue whole or fractional units.

Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units of each class will be available for

subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant Business Day on which the
relevant subscription order was accepted.

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be received by
the Administrator before the" Specified Time” (18:00 Tokyo time for classes denominated in Japanese
Yen, and 13:00 Luxemburg time for classes denominated in currencies other than the Japanese Yen, or as
deemed appropriate by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee) on that Business Day unless otherwise agreed
by the Administrator. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have been
received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by the Custodian on the fifth Business Day from (and including)
the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to the Administrator.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units (if
specifical ly requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any application to
subscribe for units inwhole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

Redemptions. A unitholder may request that the Fund redeem all or part of such unitholder®s units as of
each Business Day and at any other time in the discretion of the Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee (each
such date, a“ Redemption Date” ). Unitholders need to submit a request to redeem units as of a Redemption
Date to the Sub-Trustee"s Administrator prior to the Specified Time on the Redemption Date. Any
application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business
day.

Redemption requests must specify the Redemption Date and either a percentage of the redeeming
unitholder®s units, a specific number of the unitholder®s units or the respective currency amount of
such units to be redeemed.

No redemption request will be effective if the Fund commences winding-up on or before the relevant
Redemption Date. Redemption price shall be equal to Net Asset Value per units of such class at Redemption
Date. The Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee, in its sole discretion, or its delegate, may waive or modify
any of the terms governing redemptions made by unitholders.

Redemption Proceeds for classes denominated in JPY will generally be paid within four” Tokyo Business
Days” (any day on which the banks are open for business in Tokyo) of the relevant Redemption Date in
Japanese Yen. With regard to classes denominated in currencies other than JPY, there will generally be
paid within four Business Days of the relevant Redemption Date in the respective currency.

Transfers. Because the offering of units is not registered under the U.S. Securities Act of 1933, as
amended, each purchaser must represent and warrant in the Subscription Agreement that the purchaser is
purchasing its units for investment and not with a view to the transfer, or dispositionofall ora
portion of such units.

A unitholder may not transfer, or otherwise dispose of, by gift or otherwise, all or any portion of such
unitholder®s units without giving prior written notice to the Fund and receiving the Fund®s prior
written consent, which the Fund may withhold in its sole and absolute discretion (and which it does not,
ingeneral, intend to give). IT aproposed transfer or disposition arises by reason of the death of a
unitholder, the notice may be given by the duly authorized representative of the estate of the
unitholder. The notice must be supported by proof of legal authority acceptable to the Fund. The Fund
reserves the right to redeem mandatorily the units held by any person becoming entitled to units by
operation of law.

(J) Fees and Expenses. The Underlying Sub-Trust bears its own expenses, including, but not limited to,
Accounting and Administration Fees, Investment Management Fees, the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee
Fees, Custody Fees, Transfer Agent Fees, Currency Administration Agent Fees and other expenses
associated with the operation of the Underlying Sub-Trust. These fees are indirectly paid by the Sub-
Trust through the Net Asset Value of its investment in the Underlying Sub-Trust.

4. UNITS

As of September 30, 2019, 100% of the units issued by the Sub-Trust were held by one unitholder.
Investment activities of this unitholder could have a material impact on the Sub-Trust.

The unitholder will be required to comply with such anti-money laundering procedures as are required by
the Proceeds of Crime Law, 2008 (as amended from time to time) of the Cayman Islands and also by any anti-
money laundering legislation applicable to the Administrator.

5. RISK FACTORS

The units are speculative and illiquid securities involving substantial risk of loss and are suitable
for investment only by sophisticated persons for which an investment in the Sub-Trust does not represent
a complete investment program and who ful ly understand and are capable of assuming the risks of an
investment in the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust"s equity securities concentration may make it unsuitable for
certain portfolios. References to the Sub-Trust and the Sub-Trust"s investments and portfolio in the
following summary of risks refer to the combined risks relating to the investments and portfolio of the
Sub-Trust as well as the Underlying Sub-Trust. The fol lowing considerations, which do not purport to be a
complete list of all risks involved in an investment in the Sub-Trust, should be carefully evaluated
before investing in the Sub-Trust.

(A) Market Risk. Market risk is the risk that one or more markets in which the Sub-Trust investswill go
down invalue, including the possibility that a market will go down sharply and unpredictably. Selection
risk is the risk that the securities that the Sub-Trust"s management selects will underperform the
markets, the relevant indices or the securities selected by other funds with similar investment
objectives and investment strategies.

(B) Exchange Rate Risk. The Underlying Sub-Trust primarily invests in assets denominated in JPY. Since
the Sub-Trust is denominated in United States Dol lars fluctuations in exchange rates can affect the
value of the Sub-Trust"s portfolio. This risk, generally known as“ exchange rate risk” means that a
strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may reduce returns to investors while a weak functional
currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those returns. In respect of those underlying assets denominated
in JPY, foreign currency hedging transactions against USD will be implemented in principle by the
Underlying Sub-Trust as a way of seeking to reduce exchange rate risks. For this reason, changes in
foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the Sub-Trust"s investment in the Underlying
Sub-Trust.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(C) Liquidity Risk. Liquidity risk means the risk when purchasing or selling securities or other
financial instruments, the sale of them is impossible because of no demand or the purchase of them is
impossible because of no supply. For example, portfolio securities and other instruments may be required
to sell at a lower price than the prevai ling market price depending on market conditions, the circulation
status or the scale repurchase amount of the securities or other instruments, which may cause a decline
in the Net Asset Value per unit.

(D) Counterparty and Broker Risk. The financial institutions and counterparties, including banks and
brokerage firms, with which the Underlying Sub-Trust or a delegate on behalf of the Underlying Sub-Trust
trades or invests, may encounter financial difficulties and default on their respective obligations to
the Underlying Sub-Trust. Any such default could result in material losses to the Sub-Trust. In
addition, the Underlying Sub-Trust may pledge collateral to the counterparties in order to secure
certain transactions.

The Sub-Trust attempts to reduce its exposure to counterparty credit risk by entering into a master
netting agreement with each of its counterparties. The master netting agreement gives the Sub-Trust the
right to terminate all transactions traded under such agreement upon deterioration in the credit quality
of the counterparty beyond specified levels. The master netting agreement gives each party the right,
upon an event of default by the other party or a termination of the agreement, to close out all
transactions traded under such agreement and to net amounts owed under each transaction to one payable by
one party to the other. The Sub-Trust"s maximum risk of loss from counterparty credit risk related to OTC
derivatives is generally the aggregate unrealized appreciation and unpaid counterparty payments in
excess of any collateral pledged by the counterparty to the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust may be required to
pledge col lateral for the benefit of the counterparties on OTC derivatives in an amount not less than
each counterparty"s unrealized appreciation on outstanding derivative contracts, subject to certain
minimum transfer provisions, and such pledged collateral, if any, is identified in the Schedule of
Investments.

(E) Custody Risk. The Sub-Trust does not control the custodianship of all of its securities. The

Custodian or other banks or brokerage firms selected to act as custodians may become insolvent, causing
the Sub-Trust to lose all or a portion of the Sub-Trust"s securities held by those custodians.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(F) Currency Risk. Securities and other instruments in which the Sub-Trust invests may be denominated or
quoted in currencies other than the United States Dollar. For this reason, changes in foreign currency
exchange rates can affect the value of the Sub-Trust"s portfolio. This risk, generally known as

“ currency risk,” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may reduce returns to
investors while aweak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those returns.

(G) Derivatives. The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek to
enhance returns. Derivatives al low the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure more quickly
and efficiently than other types of instruments. Derivatives are volatile and involve significant
risks, including:

Credit Risk - the risk that the counterparty (the party on the other side of the transaction) on a
derivative transaction will be unable to honor its financial obligation to the Sub-Trust.

Leverage Risk - the risk associated with certain types of investments or trading strategies that
relatively small market movements may result in large changes in the value of an investment. Certain
investments or trading strategies that involve leverage can result in losses that greatly exceed the
amount originally invested.

Liquidity Risk - the risk that certain securities may be difficult or impossible to sell at the time
that the seller would like or at the price that the seller believes the security is currently worth.

5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

The Sub-Trust may use derivatives for hedging purposes, including anticipatory hedges. Hedging is a
strategy inwhich the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the risks associated with other Sub-Trust
holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it canalso reduce or eliminate gains or cause losses if the
market moves in a manner different from that anticipated by the Sub-Trust or if the cost of the derivative
outweighs the benefit of the hedge. Hedging also involves the risk that changes in the value of the
derivative will not match those of the holdings being hedged as expected by the Sub-Trust, inwhich case
any losses on the holdings being hedged may not be reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance
that the Sub-Trust"s hedging strategy will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either
available or cost effective. The Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to do so.
Because the Sub-Trust may use derivatives to seek to enhance returns, its investments will expose the
Sub-Trust to the risks outlined above to a greater extent than if the Sub-Trust used derivatives solely
for hedging purposes. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative.

6. GUARANTEES AND INDEMNIFICATION

Under the Sub-Trust"s organizational documents, certain parties (including the Trustee and Investment
Manager) are indemnified against certain liabilities that may arise out of performance of their duties
to the Sub-Trust. Additionally, in the normal course of business, the Sub-Trust enters into contracts
that contain a variety of indemnification clauses. The Sub-Trust®s maximum exposure under these
arrangements is unknown as this would involve future claims that may be made against the Sub-Trust that
have not yet occurred. However, the Sub-Trust has not had prior claims or losses pursuant to these
contracts.

7. INCOME TAX

The Sub-Trust is subject to the Cayman Islands laws in respect to its tax status. Under current laws of
Cayman Islands, there are no tax or duty to be levied on profits, income or on gains or appreciation, or
any tax in the nature of estate duty or inheritance tax that will apply to any property comprised in or any
income arising under the Sub-Trust, or the unitholders thereof, in respect of any such property or
income. No withholding tax is applicable to distributions by the Sub-Trust or with regard to the payment
of Net Asset Value on the repurchase of units. As a result, no provision for income taxes has been made in
the financial statements.

7. INCOME TAX (continued)

The Sub-Trust generally intends to conduct its activities so as to avoid being treated as engaged in a
trade or business in the United States for U.S. federal income tax purposes. Specifically, the Sub-Trust
intends to qualify for safe harbors in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, pursuant to which
the Sub-Trust will not be treated as engaged in such a business if its activities are limited to trading
in stocks and securities or commodities for its own account. If the Sub-Trust®s income is effectively
connected with aU.S. trade or business carried on by the Sub-Trust, certain categories of income
(including dividends and certain types of interest income) derived by the Sub-Trust from U.S. sources
will be subject to a U.S. tax of thirty percent, which tax is generally withheld from such income.

Authoritative guidance on accounting for and disclosure of uncertainty in tax positions (Financial
Accounting Standards Board-Accounting Standards Codification 740) requires the Trustee to determine
whether a tax position of the Sub-Trust is more likely than not to be sustained upon examination,
including resolution of any related appeals or litigation processes, based on the technical merits of
the position. For tax positions meeting the more likely than not threshold, the tax amount recognized in
the financial statements is reduced by the largest benefit that has a greater than fifty percent
likelihood of being realized upon ultimate settlement with the relevant taxing authority. The Trustee
has reviewed the Sub-Trust"s tax positions and has concluded that no provision for taxes is required in
the financial statements. There are currently no interest or penalties related to uncertain tax
positions.

As of September 30, 2019 the tax year that remains subject to examination by the major tax jurisdictions,
other than the U.S., under the statute of limitations range from 2014 (commencement of operations)
through the current fiscal year. The years subject to examination by the U.S. federal jurisdiction range
from 2014 (commencement of operations), through September 30, 2019.

8. FEES AND EXPENSES

(A) Administrator®s and Transfer Agent"s Fees. The Administrator and Transfer Agent receive a fee
accrued daily and paid monthly based on the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. The Administrator and
Transfer Agent are entitled to receive an annual fee of 0.05% on the first USD500,000,000; 0.04% on the
next USD500,000,000 and 0.03% on assets over USD1,000,000,000. The Administrator also receives a
monthly asset-based fund accounting minimum of USD3,750. Such fees shall accrue daily and are payable
monthly in arrears. The fees earned by the Administrator and Transfer Agent during the year ended
September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Administrator and Transfer Agent as of September
30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(B) Custodian”s Fees. The Trustee has a custody agreement with the Custodian for which the Custodian
receives safekeeping fees ranging between 0.01 - 0.55% of net assets. The Custodian earns a monthly
minimum fee of USD400. The Custodian also receives transaction charges for specialized processing
ranging from USD10 to USD150 per transaction. The fees earned by the Custodian during the year ended
September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Custodian as of September 30, 2019 have been
disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(C) Trustee”s Fees. The Trustee receives a fee of 0.01% of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust, subject
to aminimum fee of USD10,000 per annum. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly basis. The fees
earned by the Trustee during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the
Trustee as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(D) Investment Advisor™s Fees. The Investment Advisor®"s receives an annual fee of 0.35% of the Net Asset
Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly basis. The fees earned by the
Investment Advisor during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the
Investment Advisor as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the
Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(E) Agent Company"s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the* Agent Company” )
ensures compliance with the rules and requirements of the Japan Securities Dealer”s Association, is
responsible for distributing fund documents, publicizing the Net Asset Value and making available the
financial statements of the Sub-Trust in Japan and receives an annual fee of 0.05% per annum of the Net
Asset Value of each class of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees
earned by the Agent Company during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the
Agent Company as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the
Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(F) Distributor®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the* Distributor” ) is
responsible for completing unit transactions placed by investors in accordance with Japanese law and
receives a fee of 0.70% per annum of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid
on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Distributor during the year ended September 30, 2019 and
outstanding fees payable to the Distributor as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement
of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(G) Manager-s Fees. The Manager provides fund management and investment management services as directed
by the Investment Advisor and receives a fee of 0.04% per annum of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust.
Fees are accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Manager during the year ended
September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Manager as of September 30, 2019 have been
disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(H) Other Expenses. The Sub-Trust may bear other expenses related to its operations that are not covered
by the investment advisor, administrative, custody and transfer agent fees including but not limited to
governmental fees; brokerage fees and commissions and other portfolio transaction expenses; costs of
borrowing money, including interest expenses; extraordinary expenses, including costs of litigation
and indemnification expenses; organizational expenses; and audit fees.

9. RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Sub-Trust is permitted to enter into forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers Harriman
& Co., arelated party to the Trustee. During the year ended September 30, 2019, there was net realized
gain of $412 on forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. which is disclosed
in the Statement of Operations. There were no forward foreign currency contracts outstanding with Brown
Brothers Harriman & Co. at September 30, 2019.

10. RECENT ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS

In March 2017, the Financial Accounting Standards Board issued an Accounting Standards Update, ASU 2017-
08, Receivable - Nonrefundable Fees and Other Costs (Subtopic 310-20), Premium Amortization on
Purchased Callable Debt Securities (the* ASU” ) which amends the amortization period for certain
purchased callable debt securities held at a premium, shortening such period to the earliest call date.
The ASU does not require any accounting change for debt securities held at a discount; the discount
continues to be amortized to maturity. The ASU is effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15,
2019 and interim periods within Fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2020. Management is currently
evaluating the application of ASU 2017-08 and its impact, if any, on the Fund"s financial statements.

On August 28, 2018, the FASB issued an Accounting Standards Update, ASU 2018-13, Fair Value Measurement
(Topic 820): Disclosure Framework-Changes to the Disclosure Requirements for Fair Value Measurement

1. ORGANIZATION

USD-denominated USD Hedged Kokusai Capital Japan Equity Open (the“ Sub-Trust” ) a sub-trust of
Kokusai Cayman Trust (the "Trust'™), was established under an open-ended Cayman Islands (the

“ Cayman Islands” ) unit trust formed on August 3, 2010. The Trust was established pursuant to a
trust deed executed by Brown Brothers Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited (the" Trustee” )
and Mitsubishi UFJ Investor Services & Banking (Luxembourg) S.A. (the" Manager” ), under the laws
of the Cayman Islands on August 3, 2010. The Sub-Trust commenced operations on February 19, 2014.

The Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the Cayman Islands Banks
and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

The investment objective of the Sub-Trust is to seek capital appreciation through investment in
USD-denominated USD-hedged Class of Japan Equity Master Fund, a series of Kokusai Trust (the

“ Underlying Sub-Trust” ), which in turn invests primarily in equities and the like listed in
Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). The Sub-Trust pursues an achievement of
its investment objective by investing substantially all of its assets in the Underlying Sub-
Trust. Therefore, the Sub-Trust is structured in a form of a fund of funds. Notwithstanding
anything herein to the contrary, there may be cases where the assets of the Sub-Trust are
invested in any other securities including equities and fixed income securities, if it is
determined that such investment is beneficial to the Sub-Trust or to the unitholders.

The Sub-Trust has met the definition of an Investment Company under the interpretation of the
guidance in ASC 946.

The investment advisor of the Sub-Trust is Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. (the
“ Investment Advisor” ).

2. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Sub-Trust®"s financial statements reflect the period from October 1, 2017 to September 30,
2018 which is the Sub-Trust®s fiscal year end. The following is a summary of significant
accounting policies consistently followed by the Sub-Trust in the preparation of its financial
statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America (* U.S. GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

(A) Determination of Net Asset Value of Units. The Sub-Trust"s net asset value will be calculated
each Business Day (any day on which: (1) federal, state or local banks are open for business in
London, New York and Tokyo; and (2) the London Stock Exchange and the New York Stock Exchange are
open for trading; or such other day(s) as the Manager may from time to time determine) and at
such other times as the Manager may determine (each an “ Accounting Date” ). The Sub-Trust®s net
asset value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities of
the Sub-Trust, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. The Net Asset Value and Net Asset Value per unit of the Sub-Trust are
calculated and rounded off to the nearest sixth decimal place by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co.
(the* Administrator” and “ Transfer Agent” ) as of the close of business on each Business Day.

(B) Fair Value Measurements. In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Sub-Trust discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based upon unadjusted
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurement) and the
lowest priority to valuations based upon unobservable inputs that are significant to the
valuation (Level 3 measurement). The guidance establishes three levels of the fair value
hierarchy as follows:

Level 1 fair value measurements are those derived from quoted prices (unadjusted) in active
markets for identical assets or liabilities;

Level 2 fair value measurements are those derived from inputs other than quoted prices
included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e.
as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices); and

Level 3 fair value measurements are those derived from valuation techniques that include
inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable

inputs).

Inputs are used in applying the various valuation techniques and broadly refer to the assumptions
that market participants use to make valuation decisions, including assumptions about risk.
Inputs may include price information, specific and broad credit data, liquidity statistics, and
other factors. A financial instrument®s level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. However, the
determination of what constitutes® observable” requires significant judgment by the Investment
Advisor. The Investment Advisor considers observable data to be that market data which is readily
available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, and
provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market. The
categorization of a financial instrument within the hierarchy is based upon the pricing
transparency of the instrument and does not necessarily correspond to the perceived risk of that
instrument.

At September 30, 2018, investment in the Underlying Sub-Trust and derivatives were valued based
on Level 1 and Level 2 inputs. The Sub-Trust uses the* market approach” valuation technique to
value its investments in funds and derivatives. The Sub-Trust follows the authoritative guidance
under U.S. GAAP for estimating the fair value of investments in the Underlying Sub-Trust that has
calculated Net Asset Value per share in accordance with the specialized accounting guidance for
Investment Companies. Accordingly, if the Sub-Trust determines that the Net Asset Value per share
of an investment is indicative of fair value, the Sub-Trust records the fair value of an
investment in an investment company using the Net Asset Value per share of the investment (or its

equivalent) without further adjustment (the “ practical expedient” ). The guidance permits the
Sub-Trust to use the practical expedient only if the Net Asset Value per share of the investment
is determined in accordance with the specialized accounting guidance for Investment Companies as
of the reporting entity"s measurement date.

Certain OTC
derivatives, such as generic forward foreign currency contracts have inputs which can generally
be corroborated by market data and are therefore classified within Level 2.

While the
valuations of these OTC derivatives may utilize some Level 1 and/or Level 2 inputs, they also
include other unobservable inputs which are considered significant to the fair value
determination.

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. The Sub-Trust enters into forward foreign currency
contracts in connection with settling planned purchases or sales of securities to hedge the
currency exposure associated with some or all of a Sub-Trust"s securities or as a part of an
investment strategy. A forward foreign currency contract is an agreement between two parties to
buy and sell a currency at a set price on a future date. The fair value of a forward foreign
currency contract fluctuates with changes in forward foreign currency exchange rates. Forward
foreign currency contracts are marked to market daily based on rates obtained from pricing
vendors and the change in value is recorded by the Sub-Trust as an unrealized gain or loss.
Realized gains or losses equal to the difference between the value of the contract at the time it
was opened and the value at the time it was closed are recorded upon delivery or receipt of the
currency. These contracts may involve market risk in excess of the unrealized gain or loss
reflected on the Statement of Assets and Liabilities. In addition, the Sub-Trust could be exposed
to risk if the counterparties are unable to meet the terms of the contracts or if the value of
the currency changes unfavorably to the base currency. The Sub-Trust is also authorized to enter
into forward foreign currency contracts for the purpose of hedging exchange risk for an investor.
Gains and losses arising from class specific foreign currency contracts are allocated to those
specific classes.

The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek to enhance
returns. Derivatives allow the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure more quickly
and efficiently than other types of instruments.

The Sub-Trust may use forward foreign currency contracts for hedging purposes, including
anticipatory hedges. Hedging is a strategy in which the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the
risks associated with other Sub-Trust holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it can also
reduce or eliminate gains or cause losses if the market moves in a manner different from that
anticipated by the Sub-Trust or if the cost of the derivative outweighs the benefit of the hedge.
Hedging also involves the risk that changes in the value of the derivative will not match those
of the holdings being hedged as expected by the Sub-Trust, in which case any losses on the
holdings being hedged may not be reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance that the
Sub-Trust"s hedging strategy will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either
available or cost effective. The Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to
do so. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative.

The Sub-Trust is a party to master netting agreements, such as an International Swaps and
Derivatives Association Master Agreement, International Foreign Exchange Master Agreement or
Foreign Exchange and Options Master Agreement, with certain counterparties that govern over the
counter derivative and foreign exchange contracts entered into from time to time. The Master
Agreements may contain provisions regarding, among other things, the parties® general
obligations, representations, agreements, collateral requirements, events of default and early
termination.

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Sub-Trust®s net position with each
counterparty. Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S.
Government or related agencies or other securities as agreed to by the Sub-Trust and the
applicable counterparty. With respect to certain counterparties, in accordance with the terms of
the Master Agreements, collateral posted to the Sub-Trust, if any, is held in a segregated
account by the Sub-Trust®"s custodian and with respect to those amounts which can be sold or
repledged, are presented in the Schedule of Investments. Collateral pledged by the Sub-Trust, if
any, is segregated by the Sub-Trust®s custodian and identified in the Schedule of Investments. As
of September 30, 2018, there were no securities or cash pledged as collateral by the Sub-Trust.

Termination events applicable to the Sub-Trust may occur upon a decline in the Sub-Trust®s net
assets below a specified threshold over a certain period of time. Termination events applicable
to counterparties may occur upon a decline in the counterparty"s credit rating below a specified
level. In each case, upon occurrence, the other party may elect to terminate early and cause
settlement of all derivative and foreign exchange contracts outstanding, including the payment of
any losses and costs resulting from such early termination, as reasonably determined by the
terminating party. Any decision by one or more of the Sub-Trust"s counterparties to elect early
termination could impact the Sub-Trust®"s future derivative activity.

3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

The following information has been taken from the September 30, 2018, audited financial
statements of the Underlying Sub-Trust and is consistent with the information of the Underlying
Sub-Trust as of September 30, 2018.

3.1. ORGANIZATION OF THE UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

Japan Equity Master Fund (the" Fund” ) is a series trust established by supplemental deed dated
October 3, 2013 (the“ Supplemental Deed” ) under an open-ended Cayman Islands unit trust formed
on September 2, 2009 (the* Master Trust” ). The Master Trust was established pursuant to a
declaration of trust executed by Intertrust Trustees (Cayman) Limited (the “ Underlying Sub-
Trust"s Trustee” ), a trust company incorporated under the laws of the Cayman Islands. The Fund
commenced operations on October 24, 2013.

Intertrust Trustees (Cayman) Limited will be referred to as the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee
for Note 3 only as a means of differentiating from the Sub-Trust"s Trustee (Brown Brother®"s
Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited as defined in Note 1.

The Underlying Sub-Trust®"s Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the
Cayman Islands Banks and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

Currently, there are thirteen classes of units being offered to investors. There were eleven
classes of units offered to investors at the commencement of operations of the Fund: AUD Class,
BRL Class, CNY Class, EUR Class, IDR Class, JPY Class, MXN Class, RUB Class, TRY Class, USD
Class, and ZAR Class. Each class, except the AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and the USD-
denominated USD-hedged Class will be subscribed to in Japanese Yen. The AUD-denominated AUD-
hedged Class and the USD-denominated USD-hedged Class will be subscribed in Australian Dollars
and U.S. Dollars, respectively. In addition each of the share classes, except the JPY Class, will
have a currency hedging position by executing forward foreign currency contracts or non-
deliverable forward contracts to seek currency hedge premiums equivalent to the difference in
interest rate and foreign exchange gains from appreciation of the share class currency (the

“ Class Currency” ). When taking the hedge positions, the Fund agrees to utilize the hedging and
overlay services of which are provided by Credit Suisse International (the" Currency
Administration Agent” ).

The Fund has been established solely as a master fund for certain Japanese Investment Trusts that
have been established by Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. except for AUD-
denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class, which will be offered solely
to sub trusts of the Cayman Islands trust, named Kokusai Cayman Trust, to which Mitsubishi UFJ
Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. provides investment advisory service.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

The functional and reporting currency for the Fund is the Japanese Yen (the“ functional

currency” ). The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee may designate a class in an operational currency.
Subscription for, and redemptions of, units are processed in the operational currency of the
class, and the net asset value per unit of the class is calculated and quoted in such operational
currency. The operational currency of AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class is the Australian Dollar,
for the AUD Class, BRL Class, CNY Class, EUR Class, IDR Class, JPY Class, MXN Class, RUB Class,
TRY Class, USD Class, and ZAR Class it is the Japanese Yen, for USD-denominated USD-hedged Class
it is the United States Dollar. The net asset values per unit in the operational currency for
classes AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class at September 30,
2018 were AUD159.2831 and USD151.4140, respectively.

The investment objective of the Fund is to seek capital appreciation through investment primarily
in equities and the like listed on Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). Over
a full market cycle, the Investment Manager will seek to outperform the TOPIX (Total Return)
Index by 1.5% per annum (before fees) in JPY terms.

The Fund is an investment company and accordingly follows the investment company accounting and
reporting guidance of the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Accounting Standards
Codification Topic 946 Financial Services - Investment Companies.

The investment manager of the Fund is Capital International K_K. (the" Investment Manager” ).

3.2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES OF THE UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

The Fund"s financial statements reflect the period from October 1, 2017 through September 30,
2018, which is the Fund"s fiscal year end. The following is a summary of significant accounting
policies consistently followed by the Fund in the preparation of its financial statements in
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (* U.S.
GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and disclosures in the
financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

(A) Determination of Net Asset Value of Units. Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the

“ Administrator” ), subject to the ultimate authority of the Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee, will
conduct all asset valuations for the Fund. The Fund®s Net Asset Value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is
calculated each Business Day (any day which is not a national holiday in Japan and on which the
New York Stock Exchange and banks in New York, London and Japan are open for business) and at
such other times as the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may determine (each an* Accounting

Date” ). The Fund"s Net Asset Value is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities
of the Fund, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. Net Asset Value per unit will be calculated in Japanese Yen. Net Assets Value
for AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class which calculate Net
Asset Value in Australian Dollars and U.S. Dollars, respectively and translated into the Japanese
Yen, the reporting currency. The Net Asset Value per unit of each class is normally calculated on
each Business Day and the Net Asset Value figure per unit is then adjusted up to 4 decimal
places.

(B) Security Valuation. For purposes of calculating the Net Asset Value, portfolio securities and
other assets for which market quotes are readily available are stated at fair value. Fair value
is generally determined on the basis of last reported sales prices on the exchange that is the
primary market for such securities, or if no sales are reported, based on quotes obtained from a
quotation reporting system, established market makers, or independent pricing services.

Securities and other assets for which market quotes are not readily available are valued at fair
value as determined in good faith by the Administrator, subject to the ultimate authority of the
Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee. The Administrator has adopted methods for valuing securities and
other assets in circumstances where market quotes are not readily available. For instance,
certain securities or investments for which daily market quotes are not readily available may be
valued, pursuant to guidelines established by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee, with reference
to other securities or indices.

Market quotes are considered not readily available in circumstances where there is an absence of
current or reliable market-based data (e.g., trade information, bid/ask information, broker
quotes); including where events occur after the close of the relevant market that materially
affect the values of the Fund"s securities or assets. In addition, market quotes are considered
not readily available when, due to extraordinary circumstances, the exchanges or markets on which
the securities trade do not open for trading for the entire day and no other market prices are
available. The Administrator is responsible for monitoring significant events that may materially
affect the values of the Fund®s securities or assets and for determining whether the value of the
applicable securities or assets should be re-evaluated in light of such significant events.

When the Fund uses fair value pricing to determine its Net Asset Value, securities will not be
priced on the basis of quotes from the primary market in which they are traded, but rather may be
priced by another method that the Administrator or persons acting at their direction believe
accurately reflects fair value. Fair value pricing may require subjective determinations about
the value of a security. While the Fund"s policy is intended to result in a calculation of its
Net Asset Value that fairly reflects security values as of the time of pricing, the Fund cannot
ensure that fair values determined by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee or persons acting at
their direction would accurately reflect the price that the Fund could obtain for a security if
it were to dispose of that security as of the time of pricing (for instance, in a forced or
distressed sale). The prices used by the Fund may differ from the value that would be realized if
the securities were sold and the differences could be material to the financial statements.

Fair Value Measurements - In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Fund discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based upon unadjusted
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurement) and the
lowest priority to valuations based upon unobservable inputs that are significant to the
valuation (Level 3 measurement). The guidance establishes three levels of the fair value
hierarchy as follows:

Level 1 Fair value measurements are those derived from quoted prices (unadjusted) in active
markets for identical assets or liabilities;

Level 2 Fair value measurements are those derived from inputs other than quoted prices
included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e.
as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices); and

Level 3 Fair value measurements are those derived from valuation techniques that include
inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable
inputs).

Inputs are used in applying the various valuation techniques and broadly refer to the assumptions
that market participants use to make valuation decisions, including assumptions about risk.
Inputs may include price information, specific and broad credit data, liquidity statistics, and
other factors. A financial instrument®s level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. However, the
determination of what constitutes” observable” requires significant judgment by the Investment
Manager. The Investment Manager considers observable data to be that market data which is readily
available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, and
provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market. The
categorization of a financial instrument within the hierarchy is based upon the pricing
transparency of the instrument and does not necessarily correspond to the Underlying Sub-Trust®s
Trustee"s perceived risk of that instrument.

Investments Investments whose values are based on the quoted market prices in active markets, and
therefore classified within Level 1, include equity and money market securities. The Underlying
Sub-Trust"s Trustee does not adjust the quoted price for such instruments, even in situations
where the Fund holds a large position and a sale could reasonably impact the quoted price.

These include corporate bonds, sovereign bonds and some
preferred stocks. As Level 2 investments include positions that are not traded in active markets
and/or are subject to transfer restrictions, valuations may be adjusted to reflect illiquidity
and/or non-transferability, which are generally based on available market information.

During the year ended September 30, 2018, there were no transfers between Level 1, Level 2 and
Level 3.

(C) Securities Transactions and Investment Income. Security transactions are accounted for on
trade date for financial reporting purposes. Realized gains and losses from securities sold are
recorded on the identified cost basis. Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date except
that certain dividends from foreign securities where the ex-dividend date may have passed are
recorded as soon as the Fund is informed of the ex-dividend date in the exercise of reasonable
diligence. Investment income is recorded net of foreign taxes withheld where recovery of such
taxes is uncertain. Other income may include the interest income from time deposits.

(D) Distribution Policy. The Fund will declare and arrange for re-investment of distributions
(whether in cash or in specie) for each class as approved by series resolution. With regard to
the classes denominated in currencies other than JPY, the Fund does not intend to make
distributions.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

It is contemplated that the distributions will be made on a monthly basis and be calculated as
the greater of (i) positive aggregated amounts contributed from net realized capital gain
(including hedge position), net unrealized capital gains and net income, and (ii) the estimated
theoretical income based on the dividend yield of portfolio, net fund expense and currency hedge
premium (cost), which is calculated by total net assets of the respective class.

It is anticipated that the Fund will declare and re-invest the distribution to each unitholder of
a class, on a monthly basis, the greater amount as determined above by the Administrator. It is
anticipated that the Fund will declare such distributions for the current month on the last
Business Day of the previous month or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may
determine at its sole discretion (the" Record Date” ), and will generally reinvest the
distributions on the first Business Day of the current month (if not a Business Day the following
Business Day) or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may determine at its sole
discretion (the* Dividend Date” ). The Unitholders of each Class have elected to re-invest
distributions; therefore, units will be issued on the relative Dividend Date.

(E) Cash and Foreign Currency. The functional and reporting currency of the Fund is the Japanese
Yen. The fair values of foreign securities, currency holdings and other assets and liabilities
are translated into the Fund"s functional currency based on the current exchange rates each
Business Day. Fluctuations in the value of currency holdings and other assets and liabilities
resulting from changes in exchange rates are recorded as unrealized foreign currency gains or
losses. Realized gain or loss and unrealized appreciation or depreciation on investment
securities and income and expenses are translated on the respective dates of such transactions
and the reporting date, respectively. The effects of changes in foreign currency exchange rates
on investments in securities and derivatives are not segregated on the Statement of Operations
from the effects of changes in market prices and values of those securities, but are included
with net realized and unrealized gain or loss.

(F) Time Deposits. The Fund, through Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the* Custodian” ), places
excess cash balances into overnight time deposits with one or more eligible depository
institutions, as determined by the Investment Manager. These are classified as short-term
investments in the Fund"s Schedule of Investments. Due to deposit rate cuts by Bank of Japan,
interest rates for Japanese Yen denominated short-term investments may be less than zero percent.

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. The Fund enters into forward foreign currency contracts
in connection with settling planned purchases or sales of securities, to hedge the currency
exposure associated with some or all of a Fund®s securities or as a part of an investment
strategy. A forward foreign currency contract is an agreement between two parties to buy and sell
a currency at a set price on a future date. The fair value of a forward foreign currency contract
fluctuates with changes in foreign currency exchange rates. Forward foreign currency contracts
are marked to market daily based on rates obtained from pricing vendors and the change in value
is recorded by the Fund as an unrealized gain or loss. Realized gains or losses equal to the
difference between the value of the contract at the time it was opened and the value at the time
it was closed are recorded upon delivery or receipt of the currency. These contracts may involve
market risk in excess of the unrealized gain or loss reflected on the Statement of Assets and
Liabilities. In addition, the Fund could be exposed to risk if the counterparties are unable to
meet the terms of the contracts or if the value of the currency changes unfavorably to the base
currency.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

The Fund is also authorized to enter into forward foreign currency contracts for the purpose of
hedging exchange risk for an investor. Gain and loss arising from class specific forward foreign
currency contracts are allocated to those specific classes. Forward foreign currency contracts
outstanding at September 30, 2018 are listed in the Schedule of Investments.

(H) Derivative Instruments. ASC 815-10-50 requires disclosures about derivative instruments and
hedging activities. It requires that the Fund disclose: a) how and why an entity uses derivative
instruments, b) how derivative instruments and related hedged items are accounted for and c) how
derivative instruments and related hedged items affect an entity"s financial position, financial
performance and cash flows. The Fund does not designate derivative instruments as hedging
instruments under ASC 815.

The fair value of the forward foreign currency contracts is included in the Statement of Assets
and Liabilities with changes in fair value reflected as realized gain (loss) or net change in
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) within the Statement of Operations. During the year, the
Fund®s transactions in derivative instruments consisted of only forward foreign currency
contracts.

The Fund is a party to master netting agreements, such as an International Swaps and Derivatives
Association Master Agreement, International Foreign Exchange Master Agreement or Foreign Exchange
and Options Master Agreement, with certain counterparties that govern OTC derivative and foreign
exchange contracts entered into from time to time. The master netting agreements may contain
provisions regarding, among other things, the parties® general obligations, representations,
agreements, collateral requirements, events of default and early termination.

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Fund"s net position with each counterparty.
Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S. government or related
agencies or other securities as agreed to by the Fund and the applicable counterparty. With
respect to certain counterparties, in accordance with the terms of the master netting agreements,
collateral posted to the Fund, if any, is held in a segregated account by the Custodian and with
respect to those amounts which can be sold or repledged, are presented in the Schedule of
Investments. Collateral pledged by the Fund, if any, is segregated by the Custodian and
identified in the Schedule of Investments. As of September 30, 2018, there were no securities or
cash pledged as collateral.

Termination events applicable to the Fund may occur upon a decline in the Fund"s net assets below
a specified threshold over a certain period of time. Termination events applicable to
counterparties may occur upon a decline in the counterparty™s credit rating below a specified
level. In each case, upon occurrence, the other party may elect to terminate early and cause
settlement of all derivative and foreign exchange contracts outstanding, including the payment of
any losses and costs resulting from such early termination, as reasonably determined by the
terminating party. Any decision by one or more of the Fund®s counterparties to elect early
termination could impact the Fund®s future derivative activity.

Units are issued in classes that participate pro rata based on Net Asset Value in the profits and
distributions of the Fund and to the extent applicable, as described below, in its assets in the
event of termination. Units, which are of no par value and which must be fully paid for upon
issue, carry no preferential or pre-emptive rights. The Administrator may issue whole or
fractional units.

Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units of each class will be
available for subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant
Business Day on which the relevant subscription order was accepted.

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be
received by the Administrator before the* Specified Time” (18:00 Tokyo time for classes
denominated in Japanese Yen, and 13:00 Luxemburg time for classes denominated in currencies other
than the Japanese Yen, or as deemed appropriate by the Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee) on that
Business Day unless otherwise agreed by the Administrator. Any application received after the
Specified Time shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by the Custodian on the fifth Business Day from (and
including) the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to the Administrator.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units
(if specifically requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any
application to subscribe for units in whole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

Redemptions. A unitholder may request that the Fund redeem all or part of such unitholder®s units
as of each Business Day and at any other time in the discretion of the Underlying Sub-Trust"s
Trustee (each such date, a“ Redemption Date” ). Unitholders need to submit a request to redeem
units as of a Redemption Date to the Administrator prior to the Specified Time on the Redemption
Date. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have been received on
the next Business day.

Redemption requests must specify the Redemption Date and either a percentage of the redeeming
unitholder®s units, a specific number of the unitholder®s units or the respective currency amount
of such units to be redeemed.

No redemption request will be effective if the Fund commences winding-up on or before the
relevant Redemption Date. Redemption price shall be equal to Net Asset Value per units of such
class at Redemption Date. The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee, in its sole discretion, or its
delegate, may waive or modify any of the terms governing redemptions made by unitholders.

Redemption Proceeds for classes denominated in JPY will generally be paid within four “ Tokyo
Business Days” (any day on which the banks are open for business in Tokyo) of the relevant
Redemption Date in Japanese Yen. With regard to classes denominated in currencies other than JPY,
there will generally be paid within four Business Days of the relevant Redemption Date in the

respective currency.

Transfers. Because the offering of units is not registered under the U.S. Securities Act of 1933,
as amended, each purchaser must represent and warrant in the Subscription Agreement that the
purchaser is purchasing its units for investment and not with a view to the transfer, or
disposition of all or a portion of such units.

A unitholder may not transfer, or otherwise dispose of, by gift or otherwise, all or any portion
of such unitholder®s units without giving prior written notice to the Fund and receiving the
Fund®s prior written consent, which the Fund may withhold in its sole and absolute discretion
(and which it does not, in general, intend to give). If a proposed transfer or disposition arises
by reason of the death of a unitholder, the notice may be given by the duly authorized
representative of the estate of the unitholder. The notice must be supported by proof of legal
authority acceptable to the Fund. The Fund reserves the right to redeem mandatorily the units
held by any person becoming entitled to units by operation of law.

(J) Fees and Expenses. The Underlying Sub-Trust bears its own expenses, including, but not
limited to, Accounting and Administration Fees, Investment Management Fees, the Underlying Sub-
Trust"s Trustee Fees, Custody Fees, Transfer Agent Fees, Currency Administration Agent Fees and
other expenses associated with the operation of the Underlying Sub-Trust. These fees are
indirectly paid by the Sub-Trust through the net asset value of its investment in the Underlying
Sub-Trust.

4_ UNITS

As of September 30, 2018, 100% of the units issued by the Sub-Trust were held by one related
unitholder. Investment activities of this unitholder could have a material impact on the Sub-
Trust.

(A) Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units in the Sub-Trust will be
available for subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant
Business Day on which the relevant subscription order was accepted.

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be
received by the Administrator before the Specified Time (13:00 Luxembourg time) on that Business
Day unless otherwise agreed by the Manager. Any application received after the Specified Time
shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the* Custodian” ) on the
fifth Business Day from (and including) the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to
the Manager.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units
(if specifically requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Manager, the Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any application to
subscribe for units in whole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

The unitholder will be required to comply with such anti-money laundering procedures as are

required by the Proceeds of Crime Law, 2008 (as amended from time to time) of the Cayman Islands
and also by any anti-money laundering legislation applicable to the Administrator.
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4. UNITS (continued)

(B) Repurchases. After and including the initial closing date, unitholders may repurchase all or
any of their units on any Business Day. In order for an application for repurchase of units to be
dealt with on a Business Day, it must be received by the Administrator before the Specified Time
on that Business Day. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have
been received on the next Business Day.

The Manager in its sole discretion reserves the right to decline any order to repurchase units in
whole or in part.

Payment of the repurchase price will be made by the Custodian or its agents in the reference
currency of the Sub-Trust generally not later than the fifth Business Day counting from and
including the day of acceptance by the Manager of the request for repurchase.

The repurchase price of a unit will be the Net Asset Value per unit as of the applicable Business
Day on which the relevant repurchase request was accepted by the Manager. The Administrator may
deduct any third party charges or withholding taxes, if applicable, from the repurchase proceeds
remitted to the repurchasing unitholder. Repurchases must be made in multiples of 1 unit.

5. RISK FACTORS

The units are speculative and illiquid securities involving substantial risk of loss and are
suitable for investment only by sophisticated persons for which an investment in the Sub-Trust
does not represent a complete investment program and who fully understand and are capable of
assuming the risks of an investment in the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust®"s equity securities
concentration may make it unsuitable for certain portfolios. References to the Sub-Trust and the
Sub-Trust"s investments and portfolio in the following summary of risks refer to the combined
risks relating to the investments and portfolio of the Sub-Trust as well as the Underlying Sub-
Trust. The following considerations, which do not purport to be a complete list of all risks
involved in an investment in the Sub-Trust, should be carefully evaluated before investing in the
Sub-Trust.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(A) Market Risk. Market risk is the risk that one or more markets in which the Sub-Trust invests
will go down in value, including the possibility that a market will go down sharply and
unpredictably. Selection risk is the risk that the securities that the Sub-Trust"s management
selects will underperform the markets, the relevant indices or the securities selected by other
funds with similar investment objectives and investment strategies.

(B) Exchange Rate Risk. The Underlying Sub-Trust primarily invests in assets denominated in JPY.
Since the Sub-Trust is denominated in United States Dollars fluctuations in exchange rates can
affect the value of the Sub-Trust®s portfolio. This risk, generally known as “ exchange rate
risk” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may reduce returns to investors
while a weak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those returns. In respect of those
underlying assets denominated in JPY, foreign currency hedging transactions against USD will be
implemented in principle by the Underlying Sub-Trust as a way of seeking to reduce exchange rate
risks. For this reason, changes in foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the
Sub-Trust"s investment in the Underlying Sub Trust.

(C) Liquidity Risk. Liquidity risk means the risk when purchasing or selling the securities or
other financial instruments, the sale of them is impossible because of no demand or the purchase
of them is impossible because of no supply. For example, portfolio securities and other
instruments may be required to sell at a lower price than the prevailing market price depending
on market conditions, the circulation status or the scale repurchase amount of the securities or
other instruments, which may cause a decline in the Net Asset Value per unit.

(D) Counterparty and Broker Risk. The financial institutions and counterparties, including banks
and brokerage firms, with which the Underlying Sub-Trust or a delegate on behalf of the
Underlying Sub-Trust trades or invests, may encounter financial difficulties and default on their
respective obligations to the Underlying Sub-Trust. Any such default could result in material
losses to the Sub-Trust. In addition, the Underlying Sub-Trust may pledge collateral to the
counterparties in order to secure certain transactions.

The Sub-Trust attempts to reduce its exposure to counterparty credit risk by entering into a
master netting agreement with each of its counterparties. The master netting agreement gives the
Sub-Trust the right to terminate all transactions traded under such agreement upon deterioration
in the credit quality of the counterparty beyond specified levels. The master netting agreement
gives each party the right, upon an event of default by the other party or a termination of the
agreement, to close out all transactions traded under such agreement and to net amounts owed
under each transaction to one payable by one party to the other. The Sub-Trust®s maximum risk of
loss from counterparty credit risk related to OTC derivatives is generally the aggregate
unrealized appreciation and unpaid counterparty payments in excess of any collateral pledged by
the counterparty to the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust may be required to pledge collateral for the
benefit of the counterparties on OTC derivatives in an amount not less than each counterparty®s
unrealized appreciation on outstanding derivative contracts, subject to certain minimum transfer
provisions, and such pledged collateral, if any, is identified in the Schedule of Investments.

(E) Custody Risk. The Sub-Trust does not control the custodianship of all of its securities. The
Custodian or other banks or brokerage firms selected to act as custodians may become insolvent,
causing the Sub-Trust to lose all or a portion of the Sub-Trusts or securities held by those
custodians.

(F) Currency Risk. Securities and other instruments in which the Sub-Trust invests may be
denominated or quoted in currencies other than the United States Dollar. For this reason, changes
in foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the Sub-Trust"s portfolio. This risk,
generally known as" currency risk,” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may
reduce returns to investors while a weak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those
returns.

(G) Derivatives. The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek
to enhance returns. Derivatives allow the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure
more quickly and efficiently than other types of instruments. Derivatives are volatile and
involve significant risks, including:

Credit Risk - the risk that the counterparty (the party on the other side of the transaction)

on a derivative transaction will be unable to honor its financial obligation to the Sub-
Trust.

Leverage Risk - the risk associated with certain types of investments or trading strategies
that relatively small market movements may result in large changes in the value of an
investment. Certain investments or trading strategies that involve leverage can result in
losses that greatly exceed the amount originally invested.

Liquidity Risk - the risk that certain securities may be difficult or impossible to sell at
the time that the seller would like or at the price that the seller believes the security is
currently worth.

The Sub-Trust may use derivatives for hedging purposes, including anticipatory hedges. Hedging is
a strategy in which the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the risks associated with other
Sub-Trust holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it can also reduce or eliminate gains or
cause losses if the market moves in a manner different from that anticipated by the Sub-Trust or
if the cost of the derivative outweighs the benefit of the hedge. Hedging also involves the risk
that changes in the value of the derivative will not match those of the holdings being hedged as
expected by the Sub-Trust, in which case any losses on the holdings being hedged may not be
reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance that the Sub-Trust®s hedging strategy
will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either available or cost effective. The
Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to do so. Because the Sub-Trust may
use derivatives to seek to enhance returns, its investments will expose the Sub-Trust to the
risks outlined above to a greater extent than if the Sub-Trust used derivatives solely for
hedging purposes. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative.

6. GUARANTEES AND INDEMNIFICATION

Under the Sub-Trust®s organizational documents, certain parties (including the Trustee and
Investment Manager) are indemnified against certain liabilities that may arise out of performance
of their duties to the Sub-Trust. Additionally, in the normal course of business, the Sub-Trust
enters into contracts that contain a variety of indemnification clauses. The Sub-Trust®s maximum
exposure under these arrangements is unknown as this would involve future claims that may be made
against the Sub-Trust that have not yet occurred. However, the Sub-Trust has not had prior claims
or losses pursuant to these contracts.

7. INCOME TAX

The Sub-Trust is subject to the Cayman Islands laws in respect to its tax status. Under current
laws of Cayman Islands, there are no tax or duty to be levied on profits, income or on gains or
appreciation, or any tax in the nature of estate duty or inheritance tax that will apply to any
property comprised in or any income arising under the Sub-Trust, or the unitholders thereof, in
respect of any such property or income. No withholding tax is applicable to distributions by the
Sub-Trust or with regard to the payment of Net Asset Value on the repurchase of units. As a
result, no provision for income taxes has been made in the financial statements.

The Sub-Trust generally intends to conduct its activities so as to avoid being treated as engaged
in a trade or business in the United States for U.S. federal income tax purposes. Specifically,
the Sub-Trust intends to qualify for safe harbors in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, pursuant to which the Sub-Trust will not be treated as engaged in such a business if its
activities are limited to trading in stocks and securities or commodities for its own account. If
the Sub-Trust®s income is effectively connected with a U.S. trade or business carried on by the
Sub-Trust, certain categories of income (including dividends and certain types of interest
income) derived by the Sub-Trust from U.S. sources will be subject to a U.S. tax of thirty
percent, which tax is generally withheld from such income.

Authoritative guidance on accounting for and disclosure of uncertainty in tax positions
(Financial Accounting Standards Board-Accounting Standards Codification 740) requires the Trustee
to determine whether a tax position of the Sub-Trust is more likely than not to be sustained upon
examination, including resolution of any related appeals or litigation processes, based on the
technical merits of the position. For tax positions meeting the more likely than not threshold,
the tax amount recognized in the financial statements is reduced by the largest benefit that has
a greater than fifty percent likelihood of being realized upon ultimate settlement with the
relevant taxing authority.

8. FEES AND EXPENSES

(A) Administrator®s and Transfer Agent"s Fees. The Administrator and Transfer Agent receive a fee
accrued daily and paid monthly based on the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. The Administrator
and Transfer Agent are entitled to receive an annual fee of 0.05% on the first USD500,000,000;
0.04% on the next USD500,000,000 and 0.03% on assets over USD1,000,000,000. The Administrator
also receives a monthly asset-based fund accounting minimum of USD3,750. Such fees shall accrue
daily and are payable monthly in arrears. The fees earned by the Administrator and Transfer Agent
during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Administrator and
Transfer Agent as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and
the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(B) Custodian®s Fees. The Trustee has a custody agreement with the Custodian for which the
Custodian receives safekeeping fees ranging between 0.01 - 0.55% of net assets. The Custodian
earns a monthly minimum fee of USD400. The Custodian also receives transaction charges for
specialized processing ranging from USD10 to USD150 per transaction. The fees earned by the
Custodian during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Custodian
as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(C) Trustee®s Fees. The Trustee receives a fee of 0.01% of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust,
subject to a minimum fee of USD10,000 per annum. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly
basis. The fees earned by the Trustee during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding
fees payable to the Trustee as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of
Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(D) Investment Advisor®s Fees. The Investment Advisor®s receives an annual fee of 0.35% of the
Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly basis. The fees
earned by the Investment Advisor during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees
payable to the Investment Advisor as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement
of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(E) Agent Company®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the" Agent

Company” ) ensures compliance with the rules and requirements of the Japan Securities Dealer®s
Association, is responsible for distributing fund documents, publicizing the Net Asset Value and
making available the financial statements of the Sub-Trust in Japan and receives an annual fee of
0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value of each class of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and
paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Agent Company during the year ended September
30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Agent Company as of September 30, 2018 have been
disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(F) Distributor®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the “ Distributor” )
is responsible for completing unit transactions placed by investors in accordance with Japanese
law and receives a fee of 0.70% per annum of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are
accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Distributor during the year
ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Distributor as of September 30, 2018
have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(G) Manager®s Fees. The Manager provides fund management and investment management services as
directed by the Investment Advisor and receives a fee of 0.04% per annum of the Net Asset Value
of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the
Manager during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Manager as
of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(H) Other Expenses. The Sub-Trust may bear other expenses related to its operations that are not
covered by the investment advisor, administrative, custody and transfer agent fees including but
not limited to governmental fees; brokerage fees and commissions and other portfolio transaction
expenses; costs of borrowing money, including interest expenses; extraordinary expenses,
including costs of litigation and indemnification expenses; organizational expenses; and audit
Tees.

9. RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Sub-Trust is permitted to enter into forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers
Harriman & Co., a related party to the Trustee. During the year ended September 30, 2018, there
was net realized gain of USD46 on forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers Harriman
& Co. which is disclosed in the Statement of Operations. There were no forward foreign currency
contracts outstanding with Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. at September 30, 2018.

10. RECENT ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS

On January 5, 2016, the FASB issued an Accounting Standards Update ASU 2016-01, Financial
Instruments - Overall (Subtopic 825-10): Recognition and Measurement of Financial Assets and
Financial Liabilities (* ASU 2016-01" ). The update intends to enhance the reporting model for
financial instruments to provide users of financial instruments with more decision-useful
information and addresses certain aspects of the recognition, measurement, presentation, and
disclosure of financial instruments. ASU 2016-01 will also address measurement of credit losses
on financial assets. The update is effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2017,
including interim periods within those fiscal years. Early application is permitted.

At this time, it is not anticipated that these changes will have an impact on the financial
statements.

1. ORGANIZATION

AUD-denominated AUD-Hedged Kokusai Capital Japan Equity Open (the“ Sub-Trust” ) a sub-trust of
Kokusai Cayman Trust (the "Trust'™), was established under an open-ended Cayman Islands (the

“ Cayman Islands” ) unit trust formed on August 3, 2010. The Trust was established pursuant to a
trust deed executed by Brown Brothers Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited (the" Trustee” )
and Mitsubishi UFJ Investor Services & Banking (Luxembourg) S.A. (the" Manager” ), under the laws
of the Cayman Islands on August 3, 2010. The Sub-Trust commenced operations on February 19, 2014.

The Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the Cayman Islands Banks
and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

The investment objective of the Sub-Trust is to seek capital appreciation through investment in
AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class of Japan Equity Master Fund, a series of Kokusai Trust (the

“ Underlying Sub-Trust” ), which in turn invests primarily in equities and the like listed in
Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). The Sub-Trust pursues an achievement of
its investment objective by investing substantially all of its assets in the Underlying Sub-
Trust. Therefore, the Sub-Trust is structured in a form of a fund of funds. Notwithstanding
anything herein to the contrary, there may be cases where the assets of the Sub-Trust are
invested in any other securities including equities and fixed income securities, if it is
determined that such investment is beneficial to the Sub-Trust or to the unitholder.

The Sub-Trust has met the definition of an Investment Company under the interpretation of the
guidance in ASC 946.

The following is a summary of significant
accounting policies consistently followed by the Sub-Trust in the preparation of its financial
statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America (* U.S. GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

(A) Determination of Net Asset Value of Units. The Sub-Trust"s net asset value will be calculated
each” Business Day” (any day on which: (1) federal, state or local banks are open for business in
London, New York and Tokyo; and (2) the London Stock Exchange and the New York Stock Exchange are
open for trading; or such other day(s) as the Manager may from time to time determine) and at
such other times as the Manager may determine (each an® Accounting Date” ). The Sub-Trust"s net
asset value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities of
the Sub-Trust, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. The Net Asset Value and Net Asset Value per unit of the Sub-Trust are
calculated and rounded off to the nearest sixth decimal place by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co.
(the* Administrator” and“ Transfer Agent” ) as of the close of business on each Business Day.

(B) Fair Value Measurements. In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Sub-Trust discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based upon unadjusted
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurement) and the
lowest priority to valuations based upon unobservable inputs that are significant to the
valuation (Level 3 measurement). The guidance establishes three levels of the fair value
hierarchy as follows:

Level 1 fair value measurements are those derived from quoted prices (unadjusted) in active
markets for identical assets or liabilities;

Level 2 fair value measurements are those derived from inputs other than quoted prices

included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e.
as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices); and

Level 3 fair value measurements are those derived from valuation techniques that include
inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable
inputs).

Inputs are used in applying the various valuation techniques and broadly refer to the assumptions
that market participants use to make valuation decisions, including assumptions about risk.
Inputs may include price information, specific and broad credit data, liquidity statistics, and
other factors. A financial instrument®s level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. However, the
determination of what constitutes® observable” requires significant judgment by the Investment
Advisor. The Investment Advisor considers observable data to be that market data which is readily
available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, and
provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market. The
categorization of a financial instrument within the hierarchy is based upon the pricing
transparency of the instrument and does not necessarily correspond to the perceived risk of that
instrument.

At September 30, 2019, investment in the Underlying Sub-Trust and derivatives were valued based
on Level 1 and Level 2 inputs. The Sub-Trust uses the* market approach” valuation technique to
value its investments in the Underlying Sub-Trust and derivatives. The Sub-Trust follows the
authoritative guidance under U.S. GAAP for estimating the fair value of investments in the
Underlying Sub-Trust that has calculated Net Asset Value per share in accordance with the
specialized accounting guidance for Investment Companies. Accordingly, if the Sub-Trust
determines that the Net Asset Value per share of an investment is indicative of fair value, the
Sub-Trust records the fair value of an investment in an investment company using the Net Asset
Value per share of the investment (or its equivalent) without further adjustment (the* practical
expedient” ). The guidance permits the Sub-Trust to use the practical expedient only if the Net
Asset Value per share of the investment is determined in accordance with the specialized
accounting guidance for Investment Companies as of the reporting entity"s measurement date.
Investments in the Underlying Sub-Trust are valued at fair value based on the closing Net Asset
Value each Business Day.

Derivative Instruments. Derivative instruments can be exchange-traded or privately negotiated
over-the-counter (* OTC” ). Exchange-traded derivatives, such as futures contracts and exchange-
traded option contracts, are typically classified within Level 1 or Level 2 of the fair value
hierarchy depending on whether or not they are deemed to be actively traded.

OTC derivatives, including forward foreign currency contracts, are valued using observable
inputs, such as quotations received from the counterparty, dealers or brokers, whenever available
and considered reliable. In instances where models are used, the value of an OTC derivative
depends upon the contractual terms of, and specific risks inherent in, the instrument as well as
the availability and reliability of observable inputs. Such inputs include market prices for
reference securities, yield curves, credit curves and correlation of such inputs. Certain OTC
derivatives, such as generic forward foreign currency contracts have inputs which can generally
be corroborated by market data and are therefore classified within Level 2.

Those OTC derivatives for which inputs are unobservable are classified within Level 3. While the
valuations of these OTC derivatives may utilize some Level 1 and/or Level 2 inputs, they also
include other unobservable inputs which are considered significant to the fair value
determination.

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. A forward foreign currency contract is an agreement
between two parties to buy and sell a currency at a set price on a future date. The fair value of
a forward foreign currency contract fluctuates with changes in forward foreign currency exchange
rates. Forward foreign currency contracts are marked to market daily based on rates obtained from
pricing vendors and the change in value is recorded by the Sub-Trust as an unrealized
appreciation or depreciation. Realized gains or losses equal to the difference between the value
of the contract at the time it was opened and the value at the time it was closed are recorded
upon delivery or receipt of the currency. These contracts may involve market risk in excess of
the unrealized appreciation or depreciation reflected on the Statement of Assets and Liabilities.
In addition, the Sub-Trust could be exposed to risk if the counterparties are unable to meet the
terms of the contracts or if the value of the currency changes unfavorably to the base currency.
The Sub-Trust is also authorized to enter into forward foreign currency contracts for the purpose
of hedging exchange risk for an investor.

The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek to enhance
returns. Derivatives allow the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure more quickly
and efficiently than other types of instruments.

The Sub-Trust may use forward foreign currency contracts for hedging purposes, including
anticipatory hedges. Hedging is a strategy in which the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the
risks associated with other Sub-Trust holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it can also
reduce or eliminate gains or cause losses if the market moves in a manner different from that
anticipated by the Sub-Trust or if the cost of the derivative outweighs the benefit of the hedge.
Hedging also involves the risk that changes in the value of the derivative will not match those
of the holdings being hedged as expected by the Sub-Trust, in which case any losses on the
holdings being hedged may not be reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance that the
Sub-Trust"s hedging strategy will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either
available or cost effective. The Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to
do so. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative. Forward
foreign currency contracts outstanding at September 30, 2019 are listed in the Schedule of
Investments.

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Sub-Trust®s net position with each
counterparty. Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S.
Government or related agencies or other securities as agreed to by the Sub-Trust and the
applicable counterparty. With respect to certain counterparties, in accordance with the terms of
the Master Agreements, collateral posted to the Sub-Trust, if any, is held in a segregated
account by the Sub-Trust®"s custodian and with respect to those amounts which can be sold or
repledged, are presented in the Schedule of Investments. Collateral pledged by the Sub-Trust, if
any, is segregated by the Sub-Trust®s custodian and identified in the Schedule of Investments. As
of September 30, 2019, there were no securities or cash pledged as collateral by the Sub-Trust.

Termination events applicable to the Sub-Trust may occur upon a decline in the Sub-Trust®s net
assets below a specified threshold over a certain period of time. Termination events applicable
to counterparties may occur upon a decline in the counterparty"s credit rating below a specified
level. In each case, upon occurrence, the other party may elect to terminate early and cause
settlement of all derivative and foreign exchange contracts outstanding, including the payment of
any losses and costs resulting from such early termination, as reasonably determined by the
terminating party. Any decision by one or more of the Sub-Trust"s counterparties to elect early
termination could impact the Sub-Trust®"s future derivative activity.

3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

The following information has been taken from the September 30, 2019, audited financial
statements of the Underlying Sub-Trust and is consistent with the information of the Underlying
Sub-Trust as of September 30, 2019.

Intertrust Trustees (Cayman) Limited will be referred to as the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee
for Note 3 only as a means of differentiating from the Sub-Trust"s Trustee (Brown Brother®"s
Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited) as defined in Note 1.

The Underlying Sub-Trust®"s Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the
Cayman Islands Banks and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

Currently, there are thirteen classes of units being offered to investors. There were eleven
classes of units offered to investors at the commencement of operations of the Fund: AUD Class,
BRL Class, CNY Class, EUR Class, IDR Class, JPY Class, MXN Class, RUB Class, TRY Class, USD
Class, and ZAR Class. Each class, except the AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and the USD-
denominated USD-hedged Class will be subscribed to in Japanese Yen. The AUD-denominated AUD-
hedged Class and the USD-denominated USD-hedged Class will be subscribed in Australian Dollars
and U.S. Dollars, respectively. In addition each of the share classes, except the JPY Class, will
have a currency hedging position by executing forward foreign currency contracts or non-
deliverable forward contracts to seek currency hedge premiums equivalent to the difference in
interest rate and foreign exchange gains from appreciation of the share class currency (the

“ Class Currency” ). When taking the hedge positions, the Fund agrees to utilize the hedging and
overlay services of which are provided by Credit Suisse International (the" Currency
Administration Agent” ).

The Fund has been established solely as a master fund for certain Japanese Investment Trusts that
have been established by Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. except for AUD-
denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class, which will be offered solely
to sub trusts of the Cayman Islands trust, named Kokusai Cayman Trust, to which Mitsubishi UFJ
Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. provides investment advisory service.

The functional and reporting currency for the Fund is the Japanese Yen (the“ functional

currency” ). The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee may designate a class in an operational currency.
Subscription for, and redemptions of, units are processed in the operational currency of the
class, and the net asset value per unit of the class is calculated and quoted in such operational
currency. The operational currency of AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class is the Australian Dollar,
for the AUD Class, BRL Class, CNY Class, EUR Class, IDR Class, JPY Class, MXN Class, RUB Class,
TRY Class, USD Class, and ZAR Class it is the Japanese Yen, for USD-denominated USD-hedged Class
it is the United States Dollar. The net asset values per unit in the operational currency for
classes AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class at September 30,
2019 were AUD142.7100 and USD136.4000, respectively.

The investment objective of the Fund is to seek capital appreciation through investment primarily
in equities and the like listed on Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). Over
a full market cycle, the Investment Manager will seek to outperform the TOPIX (Total Return)
Index by 1.5% per annum (before fees) in JPY terms.

The Fund is an investment company and accordingly follows the investment company accounting and
reporting guidance of the Financial Accounting Standards Board (* FASB” ) Accounting Standards
Codification Topic 946 Financial Services - Investment Companies.

The investment manager of the Fund is Capital International K_K. (the" Investment Manager” ).

3.2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES OF THE UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

The Fund"s financial statements reflect the period from October 1, 2018 through September 30,
2019, which is the Fund"s fiscal year end. The following is a summary of significant accounting
policies consistently followed by the Fund in the preparation of its financial statements in
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (* U.S.
GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and disclosures in the
financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

(A) Determination of Net Asset Value of Units. Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the

“ Administrator” ), subject to the ultimate authority of the Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee, will
conduct all asset valuations for the Fund. The Fund®s Net Asset Value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is
calculated each” Business Day” (any day which is not a national holiday in Japan and on which the
New York Stock Exchange and banks in New York, London and Japan are open for business) and at
such other times as the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may determine (each an* Accounting

Date” ). The Fund"s Net Asset Value is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities
of the Fund, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. Net Asset Value per unit will be calculated in Japanese Yen. Net Asset Value
for AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class which calculate Net
Asset Value in Australian Dollars and U.S. Dollars, respectively and translated into Japanese
Yen, the reporting currency. The Net Asset Value per unit of each class is normally calculated on
each Business Day and the Net Asset Value figure per unit is then adjusted up to 4 decimal
places.

(B) Security Valuation. For purposes of calculating the Net Asset Value, portfolio securities and
other assets for which market quotes are readily available are stated at fair value. Fair value
is generally determined on the basis of last reported sales prices on the exchange that is the
primary market for such securities, or if no sales are reported, based on quotes obtained from a
quotation reporting system, established market makers, or independent pricing services.

Securities and other assets for which market quotes are not readily available are valued at fair
value as determined in good faith by the Administrator, subject to the ultimate authority of the
Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee. The Administrator has adopted methods for valuing securities and
other assets in circumstances where market quotes are not readily available. For instance,
certain securities or investments for which daily market quotes are not readily available may be
valued, pursuant to guidelines established by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee, with reference
to other securities or indices.

Market quotes are considered not readily available in circumstances where there is an absence of
current or reliable market-based data (e.g., trade information, bid/ask information, broker
quotes); including where events occur after the close of the relevant market that materially
affect the values of the Fund"s securities or assets. In addition, market quotes are considered
not readily available when, due to extraordinary circumstances, the exchanges or markets on which
the securities trade do not open for trading for the entire day and no other market prices are
available. The Administrator is responsible for monitoring significant events that may materially
affect the values of the Fund®s securities or assets and for determining whether the value of the
applicable securities or assets should be re-evaluated in light of such significant events.

When the Fund uses fair value pricing to determine its Net Asset Value, securities will not be
priced on the basis of quotes from the primary market in which they are traded, but rather may be
priced by another method that the Administrator or persons acting at their direction believe
accurately reflects fair value. Fair value pricing may require subjective determinations about
the value of a security. While the Fund"s policy is intended to result in a calculation of its
Net Asset Value that fairly reflects security values as of the time of pricing, the Fund cannot
ensure that fair values determined by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee or persons acting at
their direction would accurately reflect the price that the Fund could obtain for a security if
it were to dispose of that security as of the time of pricing (for instance, in a forced or
distressed sale). The prices used by the Fund may differ from the value that would be realized if
the securities were sold and the differences could be material to the financial statements.

Fair Value Measurements - In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Fund discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based upon unadjusted
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurement) and the
lowest priority to valuations based upon unobservable inputs that are significant to the
valuation (Level 3 measurement). The guidance establishes three levels of the fair value
hierarchy as follows:

Level 1 Fair value measurements are those derived from quoted prices (unadjusted) in active
markets for identical assets or liabilities;
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

Level 2 Fair value measurements are those derived from inputs other than quoted prices
included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e.
as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices); and

Level 3 Fair value measurements are those derived from valuation techniques that include
inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable
inputs).

Inputs are used in applying the various valuation techniques and broadly refer to the assumptions
that market participants use to make valuation decisions, including assumptions about risk.
Inputs may include price information, specific and broad credit data, liquidity statistics, and
other factors. A financial instrument®s level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. However, the
determination of what constitutes” observable” requires significant judgment by the Investment
Manager. The Investment Manager considers observable data to be that market data which is readily
available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, and
provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market. The
categorization of a financial instrument within the hierarchy is based upon the pricing
transparency of the instrument and does not necessarily correspond to the Underlying Sub-Trust®s
Trustee"s perceived risk of that instrument.

Investments Investments whose values are based on the quoted market prices in active markets, and
therefore classified within Level 1, include equity and money market securities. The Underlying
Sub-Trust"s Trustee does not adjust the quoted price for such instruments, even in situations
where the Fund holds a large position and a sale could reasonably impact the quoted price.

Investments that trade in markets that are not considered to be active, but are valued based on
quoted market prices, dealer quotations or alternative pricing sources supported by observable
inputs are classified within Level 2. These include corporate bonds, sovereign bonds and some
preferred stocks. As Level 2 investments include positions that are not traded in active markets
and/or are subject to transfer restrictions, valuations may be adjusted to reflect illiquidity
and/or non-transferability, which are generally based on available market information.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

Derivative Instruments Derivative Instruments can be exchange-traded or privately negotiated
over-the-counter (* OTC” ). Exchange-traded derivatives, such as exchange-traded futures and
option contracts, are typically classified within Level 1 or Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy
depending on whether or not they are deemed to be actively traded.

OTC derivatives, including foreign forward currency contracts, are valued using observable
inputs, such as quotations received from the counterparty, dealers or brokers, whenever available
and considered reliable. In instances where models are used, the value of an OTC derivative
depends upon the contractual terms of, and specific risks inherent in, the instrument as well as
the availability and reliability of observable inputs. Such inputs include market prices for
reference securities, yield curves, credit curves and correlation of such inputs. Certain OTC
derivatives, such as generic forwards, have inputs which can generally be corroborated by market
data and are therefore classified within Level 2.

Those OTC derivatives for which inputs are unobservable are classified within Level 3. While the
valuations of these OTC derivatives may utilize some Level 1 and/or Level 2 inputs, they also
include other unobservable inputs which are considered significant to the fair value
determination.

During the year ended September 30, 2019, there were no transfers between Level 1, Level 2 and
Level 3.

(C) Securities Transactions and Investment Income. Security transactions are accounted for on
trade date for financial reporting purposes. Realized gains and losses from securities sold are
recorded on the identified cost basis. Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date except
that certain dividends from foreign securities where the ex-dividend date may have passed are
recorded as soon as the Fund is informed of the ex-dividend date in the exercise of reasonable
diligence. Investment income is recorded net of foreign taxes withheld where recovery of such
taxes is uncertain. Other income may include interest income from time deposits.

(D) Distribution Policy. The Fund will declare and arrange for re-investment of distributions
(whether in cash or in specie) for each class as approved by series resolution. With regard to
the classes denominated in currencies other than JPY, the Fund does not intend to make
distributions.

It is contemplated that the distributions will be made on a monthly basis and be calculated as
the greater of (i) positive aggregated amounts contributed from net realized capital gain
(including hedge position), net unrealized capital gains and net income, and (ii) the estimated
theoretical income based on the dividend yield of portfolio, net fund expense and currency hedge
premium (cost), which is calculated by total net assets of the respective class.

It is anticipated that the Fund will declare and re-invest the distribution to each unitholder of
a class, on a monthly basis, the greater amount as determined above by the Administrator. It is
anticipated that the Fund will declare such distributions for the current month on the last
Business Day of the previous month or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may
determine at its sole discretion (the" Record Date” ), and will generally reinvest the
distributions on the first Business Day of the current month (if not a Business Day the following
Business Day) or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may determine at its sole
discretion (the* Dividend Date” ). The Unitholders of each Class have elected to re-invest
distributions; therefore, units will be issued on the relative Dividend Date.

(E) Cash and Foreign Currency. The functional and reporting currency of the Fund is the Japanese
Yen. The fair values of foreign securities, currency holdings and other assets and liabilities
are translated into the Fund"s functional currency based on the current exchange rates each
Business Day. Fluctuations in the value of currency holdings and other assets and liabilities
resulting from changes in exchange rates are recorded as unrealized foreign currency appreciation
or depreciation. Realized gain or loss and unrealized appreciation or depreciation on investment
securities and income and expenses are translated on the respective dates of such transactions
and the reporting date, respectively. The effects of changes in foreign currency exchange rates
on investments in securities and derivatives are not segregated on the Statement of Operations
from the effects of changes in market prices and values of those securities, but are included
with net realized and unrealized gain or loss.

(F) Time Deposits. The Fund, through Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the* Custodian” ), places
excess cash balances into overnight time deposits with one or more eligible depository
institutions, as determined by the Investment Manager. These are classified as short-term
investments in the Fund"s Schedule of Investments. Due to deposit rate cuts by Bank of Japan,
interest rates for Japanese Yen denominated short-term investments may be less than zero percent.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. The Fund enters into forward foreign currency contracts
in connection with settling planned purchases or sales of securities, to hedge the currency
exposure associated with some or all of the Fund"s securities or as a part of an investment
strategy. A forward foreign currency contract is an agreement between two parties to buy and sell
a currency at a set price on a future date. The fair value of a forward foreign currency contract
fluctuates with changes in foreign currency exchange rates. Forward foreign currency contracts
are marked to market daily based on rates obtained from pricing vendors and the change in value
is recorded by the Fund as an unrealized appreciation or depreciation. Realized gains or losses
equal to the difference between the value of the contract at the time it was opened and the value
at the time it was closed are recorded upon delivery or receipt of the currency. These contracts
may involve market risk in excess of the unrealized appreciation or depreciation reflected on the
Statement of Assets and Liabilities. In addition, the Fund could be exposed to risk if the
counterparties are unable to meet the terms of the contracts or if the value of the currency
changes unfavorably to the base currency. The Fund is also authorized to enter into forward
foreign currency contracts for the purpose of hedging exchange risk for an investor. Gain and
loss arising from class specific forward foreign currency contracts are allocated to those
specific classes. Forward foreign currency contracts outstanding at September 30, 2019 are listed
in the Schedule of Investments.

(H) Derivative Instruments. ASC 815-10-50 requires disclosures about derivative instruments and
hedging activities. It requires that the Fund disclose: a) how and why an entity uses derivative
instruments, b) how derivative instruments and related hedged items are accounted for and c) how
derivative instruments and related hedged items affect an entity"s financial position, financial
performance and cash flows. The Fund does not designate derivative instruments as hedging
instruments under ASC 815.

The fair value of the forward foreign currency contracts is included in the Statement of Assets
and Liabilities with changes in fair value reflected as realized gain (loss) or net change in
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) within the Statement of Operations. During the year ended
September 30, 2019, the Fund"s transactions in derivative instruments consisted of only forward
foreign currency contracts.

The Fund is a party to master netting agreements, such as an International Swaps and Derivatives
Association Master Agreement, International Foreign Exchange Master Agreement or Foreign Exchange
and Options Master Agreement (“ Master Agreements” ), with certain counterparties that govern OTC
derivative and foreign exchange contracts entered into from time to time. The master netting
agreements may contain provisions regarding, among other things, the parties® general
obligations, representations, agreements, collateral requirements, events of default and early
termination.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Fund"s net position with each counterparty.
Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S. government or related
agencies or other securities as agreed to by the Fund and the applicable counterparty. With
respect to certain counterparties, in accordance with the terms of the master netting agreements,
collateral posted to the Fund, if any, is held in a segregated account by the Custodian and with
respect to those amounts which can be sold or repledged, are presented in the Schedule of
Investments. Collateral pledged by the Fund, if any, is segregated by the Custodian and
identified in the Schedule of Investments. As of September 30, 2019, there were no securities or
cash pledged as collateral.

Termination events applicable to the Fund may occur upon a decline in the Fund®s net assets below
a specified threshold over a certain period of time. Termination events applicable to
counterparties may occur upon a decline in the counterparty™s credit rating below a specified
level. In each case, upon occurrence, the other party may elect to terminate early and cause
settlement of all derivative and foreign exchange contracts outstanding, including the payment of
any losses and costs resulting from such early termination, as reasonably determined by the
terminating party. Any decision by one or more of the Fund"s counterparties to elect early
termination could impact the Fund®s future derivative activity.

(1) UNITS

As of September 30, 2019 all issued units were held by three related unitholders, established by
Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Limited. The three unitholders held an interest of 100%
in the net assets.

Units are issued in classes that participate pro rata based on Net Asset Value in the profits and
distributions of the Fund and to the extent applicable, as described below, in its assets in the
event of termination. Units, which are of no par value and which must be fully paid for upon
issue, carry no preferential or pre-emptive rights. The Administrator may issue whole or
fractional units.

Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units of each class will be

available for subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant
Business Day on which the relevant subscription order was accepted.

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be
received by the Administrator before the* Specified Time” (18:00 Tokyo time for classes
denominated in Japanese Yen, and 13:00 Luxemburg time for classes denominated in currencies other
than the Japanese Yen, or as deemed appropriate by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee) on that
Business Day unless otherwise agreed by the Administrator. Any application received after the
Specified Time shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by the Custodian on the fifth Business Day from (and
including) the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to the Administrator.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units
(if specifically requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any
application to subscribe for units in whole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

Redemptions. A unitholder may request that the Fund redeem all or part of such unitholder®s units
as of each Business Day and at any other time in the discretion of the Underlying Sub-Trust"s
Trustee (each such date, a“ Redemption Date” ). Unitholders need to submit a request to redeem
units as of a Redemption Date to the Sub-Trustee"s Administrator prior to the Specified Time on
the Redemption Date. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have
been received on the next Business day.

Redemption requests must specify the Redemption Date and either a percentage of the redeeming
unitholder®s units, a specific number of the unitholder®s units or the respective currency amount
of such units to be redeemed.

No redemption request will be effective if the Fund commences winding-up on or before the
relevant Redemption Date. Redemption price shall be equal to Net Asset Value per units of such
class at Redemption Date. The Underlying Sub-Trust's Trustee, in its sole discretion, or its
delegate, may waive or modify any of the terms governing redemptions made by unitholders.

Redemption Proceeds for classes denominated in JPY will generally be paid within four* Tokyo
Business Days” (any day on which the banks are open for business in Tokyo) of the relevant
Redemption Date in Japanese Yen. With regard to classes denominated in currencies other than JPY,
there will generally be paid within four Business Days of the relevant Redemption Date in the
respective currency.

Transfers. Because the offering of units is not registered under the U.S. Securities Act of 1933,
as amended, each purchaser must represent and warrant in the Subscription Agreement that the
purchaser is purchasing its units for investment and not with a view to the transfer, or
disposition of all or a portion of such units.

A unitholder may not transfer, or otherwise dispose of, by gift or otherwise, all or any portion
of such unitholder®s units without giving prior written notice to the Fund and receiving the
Fund®s prior written consent, which the Fund may withhold in its sole and absolute discretion
(and which it does not, in general, intend to give). If a proposed transfer or disposition arises
by reason of the death of a unitholder, the notice may be given by the duly authorized
representative of the estate of the unitholder. The notice must be supported by proof of legal
authority acceptable to the Fund. The Fund reserves the right to redeem mandatorily the units
held by any person becoming entitled to units by operation of law.

(J) Fees and Expenses. The Underlying Sub-Trust bears its own expenses, including, but not
limited to, Accounting and Administration Fees, Investment Management Fees, the Underlying Sub-
Trust"s Trustee Fees, Custody Fees, Transfer Agent Fees, Currency Administration Agent Fees and
other expenses associated with the operation of the Underlying Sub-Trust. These fees are
indirectly paid by the Sub-Trust through the Net Asset Value of its investment in the Underlying
Sub-Trust.

4_ UNITS

As of September 30, 2019, 100% of the units issued by the Sub-Trust were held by one unitholder.
Investment activities of this unitholder could have a material impact on the Sub-Trust.

(A) Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units in the Sub-Trust will be
available for subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant
Business Day on which the relevant subscription order was accepted.
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4. UNITS (continued)

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be
received by the Administrator before the Specified Time (13:00 Luxembourg time) on that Business
Day unless otherwise agreed by the Manager. Any application received after the Specified Time
shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the* Custodian” ) on the
fifth Business Day from (and including) the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to
the Manager.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units
(if specifically requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Manager, the Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any application to
subscribe for units in whole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

The unitholder will be required to comply with such anti-money laundering procedures as are
required by the Proceeds of Crime Law, 2008 (as amended from time to time) of the Cayman Islands
and also by any anti-money laundering legislation applicable to the Administrator.

(B) Repurchases. After and including the initial closing date, unitholder may repurchase all or
any of their units on any Business Day. In order for an application for repurchase of units to be
dealt with on a Business Day, it must be received by the Administrator before the Specified Time
on that Business Day. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have
been received on the next Business Day.

The Manager in its sole discretion reserves the right to decline any order to repurchase units in
whole or in part.

Payment of the repurchase price will be made by the Custodian or its agents in the reference

currency of the Sub-Trust generally not later than the fifth Business Day counting from and
including the day of acceptance by the Manager of the request for repurchase.
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4. UNITS (continued)

The repurchase price of a unit will be the Net Asset Value per unit as of the applicable Business
Day on which the relevant repurchase request was accepted by the Manager. The Administrator may
deduct any third party charges or withholding taxes, if applicable, from the repurchase proceeds
remitted to the repurchasing unitholder. Repurchases must be made in multiples of 1 unit.

5. RISK FACTORS

The units are speculative and illiquid securities involving substantial risk of loss and are
suitable for investment only by sophisticated persons for which an investment in the Sub-Trust
does not represent a complete investment program and who fully understand and are capable of
assuming the risks of an investment in the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust"s equity securities
concentration may make it unsuitable for certain portfolios. References to the Sub-Trust and the
Sub-Trust"s investments and portfolio in the following summary of risks refer to the combined
risks relating to the investments and portfolio of the Sub-Trust as well as the Underlying Sub-
Trust. The following considerations, which do not purport to be a complete list of all risks
involved in an investment in the Sub-Trust, should be carefully evaluated before investing in the
Sub-Trust.

(A) Market Risk. Market risk is the risk that one or more markets in which the Sub-Trust invests
will go down in value, including the possibility that a market will go down sharply and
unpredictably. Selection risk is the risk that the securities that the Sub-Trust®"s management
selects will underperform the markets, the relevant indices or the securities selected by other
funds with similar investment objectives and investment strategies.

(B) Exchange Rate Risk. The Underlying Sub-Trust primarily invests in assets denominated in JPY.
Since the Sub-Trust is denominated in Australian Dollars fluctuations in exchange rates can
affect the value of the Sub-Trust®"s portfolio. This risk, generally known as“ exchange rate

risk” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may reduce returns to investors
while a weak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those returns. In respect of those
underlying assets denominated in JPY, foreign currency hedging transactions against AUD will be
implemented in principle by the Underlying Sub-Trust as a way of seeking to reduce exchange rate
risks. For this reason, changes in foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the
Sub-Trust"s investment in the Underlying Sub-Trust.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(C) Liquidity Risk. Liquidity risk means the risk when purchasing or selling securities or other
financial instruments, the sale of them is impossible because of no demand or the purchase of
them is impossible because of no supply. For example, portfolio securities and other instruments
may be required to sell at a lower price than the prevailing market price depending on market
conditions, the circulation status or the scale repurchase amount of the securities or other
instruments, which may cause a decline in the Net Asset Value per unit.

(D) Counterparty and Broker Risk. The financial institutions and counterparties, including banks
and brokerage firms, with which the Underlying Sub-Trust or a delegate on behalf of the
Underlying Sub-Trust trades or invests, may encounter financial difficulties and default on their
respective obligations to the Underlying Sub-Trust. Any such default could result in material
losses to the Sub-Trust. In addition, the Underlying Sub-Trust may pledge collateral to the
counterparties in order to secure certain transactions.

The Sub-Trust attempts to reduce its exposure to counterparty credit risk by entering into a
master netting agreement with each of its counterparties. The master netting agreement gives the
Sub-Trust the right to terminate all transactions traded under such agreement upon deterioration
in the credit quality of the counterparty beyond specified levels. The master netting agreement
gives each party the right, upon an event of default by the other party or a termination of the
agreement, to close out all transactions traded under such agreement and to net amounts owed
under each transaction to one payable by one party to the other. The Sub-Trust®"s maximum risk of
loss from counterparty credit risk related to OTC derivatives is generally the aggregate
unrealized appreciation and unpaid counterparty payments in excess of any collateral pledged by
the counterparty to the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust may be required to pledge collateral for the
benefit of the counterparties on OTC derivatives in an amount not less than each counterparty”s
unrealized appreciation on outstanding derivative contracts, subject to certain minimum transfer
provisions, and such pledged collateral, if any, is identified in the Schedule of Investments.

(E) Custody Risk. The Sub-Trust does not control the custodianship of all of its securities. The
Custodian or other banks or brokerage firms selected to act as custodians may become insolvent,
causing the Sub-Trust to lose all or a portion of the Sub-Trust®s securities held by those
custodians.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(F) Currency Risk. Securities and other instruments in which the Sub-Trust invests may be
denominated or quoted in currencies other than the Australian Dollar. For this reason, changes in
foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the Sub-Trust®"s portfolio. This risk,
generally known as“ currency risk,” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may
reduce returns to investors while a weak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those
returns.

(G) Derivatives. The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek
to enhance returns. Derivatives allow the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure
more quickly and efficiently than other types of instruments. Derivatives are volatile and
involve significant risks, including:

Credit Risk - the risk that the counterparty (the party on the other side of the transaction)
on a derivative transaction will be unable to honor its financial obligation to the Sub-
Trust.

Leverage Risk - the risk associated with certain types of investments or trading strategies
that relatively small market movements may result in large changes in the value of an
investment. Certain investments or trading strategies that involve leverage can result in
losses that greatly exceed the amount originally invested.

Liquidity Risk - the risk that certain securities may be difficult or impossible to sell at

the time that the seller would like or at the price that the seller believes the security is
currently worth.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

The Sub-Trust may use derivatives for hedging purposes, including anticipatory hedges. Hedging is
a strategy in which the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the risks associated with other
Sub-Trust holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it can also reduce or eliminate gains or
cause losses if the market moves in a manner different from that anticipated by the Sub-Trust or
if the cost of the derivative outweighs the benefit of the hedge. Hedging also involves the risk
that changes in the value of the derivative will not match those of the holdings being hedged as
expected by the Sub-Trust, in which case any losses on the holdings being hedged may not be
reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance that the Sub-Trust®"s hedging strategy
will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either available or cost effective. The
Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to do so. Because the Sub-Trust may
use derivatives to seek to enhance returns, its investments will expose the Sub-Trust to the
risks outlined above to a greater extent than if the Sub-Trust used derivatives solely for
hedging purposes. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative.

6. GUARANTEES AND INDEMNIFICATION

Under the Sub-Trust®s organizational documents, certain parties (including the Trustee and
Investment Manager) are indemnified against certain liabilities that may arise out of performance
of their duties to the Sub-Trust. Additionally, in the normal course of business, the Sub-Trust
enters into contracts that contain a variety of indemnification clauses. The Sub-Trust®s maximum
exposure under these arrangements is unknown as this would involve future claims that may be made
against the Sub-Trust that have not yet occurred. However, the Sub-Trust has not had prior claims
or losses pursuant to these contracts.

7. INCOME TAX

The Sub-Trust is subject to the Cayman Islands laws in respect to its tax status. Under current
laws of Cayman Islands, there are no tax or duty to be levied on profits, income or on gains or
appreciation, or any tax in the nature of estate duty or inheritance tax that will apply to any
property comprised in or any income arising under the Sub-Trust, or the unitholder thereof, in
respect of any such property or income. No withholding tax is applicable to distributions by the
Sub-Trust or with regard to the payment of Net Asset Value on the repurchase of units. As a
result, no provision for income taxes has been made in the financial statements.
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7. INCOME TAX (continued)

The Sub-Trust generally intends to conduct its activities so as to avoid being treated as engaged
in a trade or business in the United States for U.S. federal income tax purposes. Specifically,
the Sub-Trust intends to qualify for safe harbors in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, pursuant to which the Sub-Trust will not be treated as engaged in such a business if its
activities are limited to trading in stocks and securities or commodities for its own account. If
the Sub-Trust®s income is effectively connected with a U.S. trade or business carried on by the
Sub-Trust, certain categories of income (including dividends and certain types of interest
income) derived by the Sub-Trust from U.S. sources will be subject to a U.S. tax of thirty
percent, which tax is generally withheld from such income.

Authoritative guidance on accounting for and disclosure of uncertainty in tax positions
(Financial Accounting Standards Board-Accounting Standards Codification 740) requires the Trustee
to determine whether a tax position of the Sub-Trust is more likely than not to be sustained upon
examination, including resolution of any related appeals or litigation processes, based on the
technical merits of the position. For tax positions meeting the more likely than not threshold,
the tax amount recognized in the financial statements is reduced by the largest benefit that has
a greater than fifty percent likelihood of being realized upon ultimate settlement with the
relevant taxing authority. The Trustee has reviewed the Sub-Trust®"s tax positions and has
concluded that no provision for taxes is required in the financial statements. There are
currently no interest or penalties related to uncertain tax positions.

As of September 30, 2019 the tax year that remains subject to examination by the major tax
jurisdictions, other than the U.S., under the statute of limitations range from 2014
(commencement of operations) through the current fiscal year. The years subject to examination by
the U.S. federal jurisdiction range from 2014 (commencement of operations), through September 30,
2019.
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8. FEES AND EXPENSES

(A) Administrator®s and Transfer Agent"s Fees. The Administrator and Transfer Agent receive a fee
accrued daily and paid monthly based on the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. The Administrator
and Transfer Agent are entitled to receive an annual fee of 0.05% on the first AUD500,000,000;
0.04% on the next AUD500,000,000 and 0.03% on assets over AUD1,000,000,000. The Administrator
also receives a monthly asset-based fund accounting minimum of USD3,750. Such fees shall accrue
daily and are payable monthly in arrears. The fees earned by the Administrator and Transfer Agent
during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Administrator and
Transfer Agent as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and
the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(B) Custodian®s Fees. The Trustee has a custody agreement with the Custodian for which the
Custodian receives safekeeping fees ranging between 0.01 - 0.55% of net assets. The Custodian
earns a monthly minimum fee of USD400. The Custodian also receives transaction charges for
specialized processing ranging from USD10 to USD150 per transaction. The fees earned by the
Custodian during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Custodian
as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(C) Trustee®s Fees. The Trustee receives a fee of 0.01% of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust,
subject to a minimum fee of USD10,000 per annum. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly
basis. The fees earned by the Trustee during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding
fees payable to the Trustee as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of
Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(D) Investment Advisor®s Fees. The Investment Advisor®s receives an annual fee of 0.35% of the
Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly basis. The fees
earned by the Investment Advisor during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees
payable to the Investment Advisor as of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement
of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.
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8. FEES AND EXPENSES (continued)

(E) Agent Company®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the" Agent

Company” ) ensures compliance with the rules and requirements of the Japan Securities Dealer®s
Association, is responsible for distributing fund documents, publicizing the Net Asset Value and
making available the financial statements of the Sub-Trust in Japan and receives an annual fee of
0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value of each class of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and
paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Agent Company during the year ended September
30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Agent Company as of September 30, 2019 have been
disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(F) Distributor®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the* Distributor” )
is responsible for completing unit transactions placed by investors in accordance with Japanese
law and receives a fee of 0.70% per annum of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are
accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Distributor during the year
ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Distributor as of September 30, 2019
have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(G) Manager®s Fees. The Manager provides fund management and investment management services as
directed by the Investment Advisor and receives a fee of 0.04% per annum of the Net Asset Value
of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the
Manager during the year ended September 30, 2019 and outstanding fees payable to the Manager as
of September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(H) Other Expenses. The Sub-Trust may bear other expenses related to its operations that are not
covered by the investment advisor, administrative, custody and transfer agent fees including but
not limited to governmental fees; brokerage fees and commissions and other portfolio transaction
expenses; costs of borrowing money, including interest expenses; extraordinary expenses,
including costs of litigation and indemnification expenses; organizational expenses; and audit
Tees.
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9. RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Sub-Trust is permitted to enter into forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers
Harriman & Co., a related party to the Trustee. All forward foreign currency contracts
outstanding with Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. at September 30, 2019 have been disclosed in the
Schedule of Investments. During the year ended September 30, 2019 there was a net realized gain
of $2,436 on forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. which is
disclosed in the Statement of Operations.

10. RECENT ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS

In March 2017, the Financial Accounting Standards Board issued an Accounting Standards Update,
ASU 2017-08, Receivable - Nonrefundable Fees and Other Costs (Subtopic 310-20), Premium
Amortization on Purchased Callable Debt Securities (the® ASU” ) which amends the amortization
period for certain purchased callable debt securities held at a premium, shortening such period
to the earliest call date. The ASU does not require any accounting change for debt securities
held at a discount; the discount continues to be amortized to maturity. The ASU is effective for
fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2019 and interim periods within fiscal years beginning
after December 15, 2020. Management is currently evaluating the application of ASU 2017-08 and
its impact, if any, on the Sub-Trust®s financial statements.

On August 28, 2018, the FASB issued an Accounting Standards Update, ASU 2018-13, Fair Value
Measurement (Topic 820): Disclosure Framework-Changes to the Disclosure Requirements for Fair
Value Measurement (“ ASU 2018-13" ). ASU 2018-13 modifies the disclosure objective paragraphs of
ASC 820 to eliminate (1)“ at a minimum” from the phrase an entity shall disclose at a minimum”
and (2) other similar® open ended” disclosure requirements to promote the appropriate exercise of
discretion by entities. ASU 2018-13 also eliminates and modifies other requirements under ASC
820. ASU 2018-13 is effective for all entities for fiscal years, and interim periods within those
fiscal years, beginning after December 15, 2019. Early application is permitted.

Management does not expect the application of ASU 2017-08 and ASU 2018-13 will have a significant
impact on the Sub-Trust"s financial statements.

1. ORGANIZATION

AUD-denominated AUD-Hedged Kokusai Capital Japan Equity Open (the“ Sub-Trust” ) a sub-trust of
Kokusai Cayman Trust (the "Trust'™), was established under an open-ended Cayman Islands (the

“ Cayman Islands” ) unit trust formed on August 3, 2010. The Trust was established pursuant to a
trust deed executed by Brown Brothers Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited (the" Trustee” )
and Mitsubishi UFJ Investor Services & Banking (Luxembourg) S.A. (the “ Manager” ), under the
laws of the Cayman Islands on August 3, 2010. The Sub-Trust commenced operations on February 19,
2014.

The Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the Cayman Islands Banks
and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

The investment objective of the Sub-Trust is to seek capital appreciation through investment in
AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class of Japan Equity Master Fund, a series of Kokusai Trust (the

“ Underlying Sub-Trust” ), which in turn invests primarily in equities and the like listed in
Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). The Sub-Trust pursues an achievement of
its investment objective by investing substantially all of its assets in the Underlying Sub-
Trust. Therefore, the Sub-Trust is structured in a form of a fund of funds. Notwithstanding
anything herein to the contrary, there may be cases where the assets of the Sub-Trust are
invested in any other securities including equities and fixed income securities, if it is
determined that such investment is beneficial to the Sub-Trust or to the unitholders.

The Sub-Trust has met the definition of an Investment Company under the interpretation of the
guidance in ASC 946.

The investment advisor of the Sub-Trust is Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. (the
“ Investment Advisor” ).

2. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Sub-Trust®"s financial statements reflect the period from October 1, 2017 to September 30,
2018 which is the Sub-Trust®s fiscal year end. The following is a summary of significant
accounting policies consistently followed by the Sub-Trust in the preparation of its financial
statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America (* U.S. GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements.

The Sub-Trust"s net
asset value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities of
the Sub-Trust, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. The Net Asset Value and Net Asset Value per unit of the Sub-Trust are
calculated and rounded off to the nearest sixth decimal place by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co.
(the* Administrator” and“ Transfer Agent” ) as of the close of business on each Business Day.

(B) Fair Value Measurements. In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value
measurements and disclosures under U.S. GAAP, the Sub-Trust discloses the fair value of its
investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure
the fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based upon unadjusted
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurement) and the
lowest priority to valuations based upon unobservable inputs that are significant to the
valuation (Level 3 measurement).

Level 3 fair value measurements are those derived from valuation techniques that include
inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable
inputs).

At September 30, 2018, investment in the Underlying Sub-Trust and derivatives were valued based
on Level 1 and Level 2 inputs. The Sub-Trust uses the* market approach” valuation technique to
value its investments in funds and derivatives. The Sub-Trust follows the authoritative guidance
under U.S. GAAP for estimating the fair value of investments in the Underlying Sub-Trust that has
calculated Net Asset Value per share in accordance with the specialized accounting guidance for
Investment Companies. Accordingly, if the Sub-Trust determines that the Net Asset Value per share
of an investment is indicative of fair value, the Sub-Trust records the fair value of an
investment in an investment company using the Net Asset Value per share of the investment (or its

equivalent) without further adjustment (the “ practical expedient” ). The guidance permits the
Sub-Trust to use the practical expedient only if the Net Asset Value per share of the investment
is determined in accordance with the specialized accounting guidance for Investment Companies as
of the reporting entity"s measurement date.

Derivative Instruments. Derivative instruments can be exchange-traded or privately negotiated
over-the-counter (* OTC” ). Exchange-traded derivatives, such as futures contracts and exchange-
traded option contracts, are typically classified within Level 1 or Level 2 of the fair value
hierarchy depending on whether or not they are deemed to be actively traded.

OTC derivatives, including forward foreign currency contracts, are valued using observable
inputs, such as quotations received from the counterparty, dealers or brokers, whenever available
and considered reliable.

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. The Sub-Trust enters into forward foreign currency
contracts in connection with settling planned purchases or sales of securities to hedge the
currency exposure associated with some or all of a Sub-Trust"s securities or as a part of an
investment strategy. A forward foreign currency contract is an agreement between two parties to
buy and sell a currency at a set price on a future date. The fair value of a forward foreign
currency contract fluctuates with changes in forward foreign currency exchange rates. Forward
foreign currency contracts are marked to market daily based on rates obtained from pricing
vendors and the change in value is recorded by the Sub-Trust as an unrealized gain or loss.
Realized gains or losses equal to the difference between the value of the contract at the time it
was opened and the value at the time it was closed are recorded upon delivery or receipt of the
currency. These contracts may involve market risk in excess of the unrealized gain or loss
reflected on the Statement of Assets and Liabilities. In addition, the Sub-Trust could be exposed
to risk if the counterparties are unable to meet the terms of the contracts or if the value of
the currency changes unfavorably to the base currency. The Sub-Trust is also authorized to enter
into forward foreign currency contracts for the purpose of hedging exchange risk for an investor.
Gains and losses arising from class specific foreign currency contracts are allocated to those
specific classes.

The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek to enhance
returns. Derivatives allow the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure more quickly
and efficiently than other types of instruments.

The Sub-Trust may use forward foreign currency contracts for hedging purposes, including
anticipatory hedges. Hedging is a strategy in which the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the
risks associated with other Sub-Trust holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it can also
reduce or eliminate gains or cause losses if the market moves in a manner different from that
anticipated by the Sub-Trust or if the cost of the derivative outweighs the benefit of the hedge.
Hedging also involves the risk that changes in the value of the derivative will not match those
of the holdings being hedged as expected by the Sub-Trust, in which case any losses on the
holdings being hedged may not be reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance that the
Sub-Trust"s hedging strategy will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either
available or cost effective. The Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to
do so. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative.

It requires that the Sub-Trust disclose: a) how and why an entity uses
derivative instruments, b) how derivative instruments and related hedged items are accounted for
and ¢) how derivative instruments and related hedged items affect an entity"s financial position,
financial performance and cash flows.

During the year ended September 30, 2018 the average monthly notional amount of open forward
foreign currency contracts was approximately $11,916.

The Sub-Trust is a party to master netting agreements, such as an International Swaps and
Derivatives Association Master Agreement, International Foreign Exchange Master Agreement or
Foreign Exchange and Options Master Agreement, with certain counterparties that govern over the
counter derivative and foreign exchange contracts entered into from time to time. The Master
Agreements may contain provisions regarding, among other things, the parties® general
obligations, representations, agreements, collateral requirements, events of default and early
termination.

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Sub-Trust®s net position with each
counterparty. Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S.
Government or related agencies or other securities as agreed to by the Sub-Trust and the
applicable counterparty. With respect to certain counterparties, in accordance with the terms of
the Master Agreements, collateral posted to the Sub-Trust, if any, is held in a segregated
account by the Sub-Trust"s custodian and with respect to those amounts which can be sold or
repledged, are presented in the Schedule of Investments. Collateral pledged by the Sub-Trust, if
any, is segregated by the Sub-Trust®s custodian and identified in the Schedule of Investments. As
of September 30, 2018, there were no securities or cash pledged as collateral by the Sub-Trust.

3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

The following information has been taken from the September 30, 2018, audited financial
statements of the Underlying Sub-Trust and is consistent with the information of the Underlying
Sub-Trust as of September 30, 2018.

3.1. ORGANIZATION OF THE UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

Japan Equity Master Fund (the" Fund” ) is a series trust established by supplemental deed dated
October 3, 2013 (the" Supplemental Deed” ) under an open-ended Cayman Islands unit trust formed
on September 2, 2009 (the* Master Trust” ). The Master Trust was established pursuant to a
declaration of trust executed by Intertrust Trustees (Cayman) Limited (the “ Underlying Sub-
Trust™s Trustee” ), a trust company incorporated under the laws of the Cayman Islands. The Fund
commenced operations on October 24, 2013.

Intertrust Trustees (Cayman) Limited will be referred to as the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee
for Note 3 only as a means of differentiating from the Sub-Trust"s Trustee (Brown Brother's

Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited as defined in Note 1.

The Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee is licensed to carry on business as a trust company under the
Cayman Islands Banks and Trust Companies Law (as amended).

Currently, there are thirteen classes of units being offered to investors. There were eleven
classes of units offered to investors at the commencement of operations of the Fund: AUD Class,
BRL Class, CNY Class, EUR Class, IDR Class, JPY Class, MXN Class, RUB Class, TRY Class, USD
Class, and ZAR Class. Each class, except the AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and the USD-
denominated USD-hedged Class will be subscribed to in Japanese Yen. The AUD-denominated AUD-
hedged Class and the USD-denominated USD-hedged Class will be subscribed in Australian Dollars
and U.S. Dollars, respectively. In addition each of the share classes, except the JPY Class, will
have a currency hedging position by executing forward foreign currency contracts or non-
deliverable forward contracts to seek currency hedge premiums equivalent to the difference in
interest rate and foreign exchange gains from appreciation of the share class currency (the

“ Class Currency” ). When taking the hedge positions, the Fund agrees to utilize the hedging and
overlay services of which are provided by Credit Suisse International (the" Currency
Administration Agent” ).

The Fund has been established solely as a master fund for certain Japanese Investment Trusts that
have been established by Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. except for AUD-
denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class, which will be offered solely
to sub trusts of the Cayman Islands trust, named Kokusai Cayman Trust, to which Mitsubishi UFJ
Kokusai Asset Management Co., Ltd. provides investment advisory service.

The functional and reporting currency for the Fund is the Japanese Yen (the" functional

currency” ). The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee may designate a class in an operational currency.
Subscription for, and redemptions of, units are processed in the operational currency of the
class, and the net asset value per unit of the class is calculated and quoted in such operational
currency. The operational currency of AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class is the Australian Dollar,
for the AUD Class, BRL Class, CNY Class, EUR Class, IDR Class, JPY Class, MXN Class, RUB Class,
TRY Class, USD Class, and ZAR Class it is the Japanese Yen, for USD-denominated USD-hedged Class
it is the United States Dollar. The net asset values per unit in the operational currency for
classes AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class at September 30,
2018 were AUD159.2831 and USD151.4140, respectively.

The investment objective of the Fund is to seek capital appreciation through investment primarily
in equities and the like listed on Japanese stock exchanges (including similar instruments). Over
a full market cycle, the Investment Manager will seek to outperform the TOPIX (Total Return)
Index by 1.5% per annum (before fees) in JPY terms.

The Fund is an investment company and accordingly follows the investment company accounting and
reporting guidance of the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Accounting Standards
Codification Topic 946 Financial Services - Investment Companies.

The investment manager of the Fund is Capital International K.K. (the* Investment Manager” ).

3.2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES OF THE UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST

The Fund"s financial statements reflect the period from October 1, 2017 through September 30,
2018, which is the Fund"s fiscal year end. The following is a summary of significant accounting
policies consistently followed by the Fund in the preparation of its financial statements in
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (“ U.S.
GAAP” ). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with U.S. GAAP requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts and disclosures in the
financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

(A) Determination of Net Asset Value of Units. Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the

“ Administrator” ), subject to the ultimate authority of the Underlying Sub-Trust's Trustee, will
conduct all asset valuations for the Fund. The Fund®s Net Asset Value (“ Net Asset Value” ) is
calculated each Business Day (any day which is not a national holiday in Japan and on which the
New York Stock Exchange and banks in New York, London and Japan are open for business) and at
such other times as the Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee may determine (each an“ Accounting

Date” ). The Fund"s Net Asset Value is calculated taking into account all assets and liabilities
of the Fund, including, without limitation, administration, legal, audit and other professional
fees and expenses. Net Asset Value per unit will be calculated in Japanese Yen. Net Assets Value
for AUD-denominated AUD-hedged Class and USD-denominated USD-hedged Class which calculate Net
Asset Value in Australian Dollars and U.S. Dollars, respectively and translated into the Japanese
Yen, the reporting currency. The Net Asset Value per unit of each class is normally calculated on
each Business Day and the Net Asset Value figure per unit is then adjusted up to 4 decimal
places.

(B) Security Valuation. For purposes of calculating the Net Asset Value, portfolio securities and
other assets for which market quotes are readily available are stated at fair value. Fair value
is generally determined on the basis of last reported sales prices on the exchange that is the
primary market for such securities, or if no sales are reported, based on quotes obtained from a
quotation reporting system, established market makers, or independent pricing services.

Securities and other assets for which market quotes are not readily available are valued at fair
value as determined in good faith by the Administrator, subject to the ultimate authority of the
Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee. The Administrator has adopted methods for valuing securities and
other assets in circumstances where market quotes are not readily available. For instance,
certain securities or investments for which daily market quotes are not readily available may be
valued, pursuant to guidelines established by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee, with reference
to other securities or indices.

Market quotes are considered not readily available in circumstances where there is an absence of
current or reliable market-based data (e.g., trade information, bid/ask information, broker
quotes); including where events occur after the close of the relevant market that materially
affect the values of the Fund"s securities or assets. In addition, market quotes are considered
not readily available when, due to extraordinary circumstances, the exchanges or markets on which
the securities trade do not open for trading for the entire day and no other market prices are
available. The Administrator is responsible for monitoring significant events that may materially
affect the values of the Fund"s securities or assets and for determining whether the value of the
applicable securities or assets should be re-evaluated in light of such significant events.

The
categorization of a financial instrument within the hierarchy is based upon the pricing
transparency of the instrument and does not necessarily correspond to the Underlying Sub-Trust®s
Trustee®s perceived risk of that instrument.

Investments Investments whose values are based on the quoted market prices in active markets, and
therefore classified within Level 1, include equity and money market securities. The Underlying
Sub-Trust"s Trustee does not adjust the quoted price for such instruments, even in situations
where the Fund holds a large position and a sale could reasonably impact the quoted price.

Investments that trade in markets that are not considered to be active, but are valued based on
quoted market prices, dealer quotations or alternative pricing sources supported by observable
inputs are classified within Level 2. These include corporate bonds, sovereign bonds and some
preferred stocks. As Level 2 investments include positions that are not traded in active markets
and/or are subject to transfer restrictions, valuations may be adjusted to reflect illiquidity
and/or non-transferability, which are generally based on available market information.

Derivative Instruments Derivative Instruments can be exchange-traded or privately negotiated
over-the-counter (* OTC” ). Exchange-traded derivatives, such as exchange-traded futures and
option contracts, are typically classified within Level 1 or Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy
depending on whether or not they are deemed to be actively traded.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

OTC derivatives, including foreign forward currency contracts, are valued using observable
inputs, such as quotations received from the counterparty, dealers or brokers, whenever available
and considered reliable. In instances where models are used, the value of an OTC derivative
depends upon the contractual terms of, and specific risks inherent in, the instrument as well as
the availability and reliability of observable inputs. Such inputs include market prices for
reference securities, yield curves, credit curves and correlation of such inputs. Certain OTC
derivatives, such as generic forwards, have inputs which can generally be corroborated by market
data and are therefore classified within Level 2.

Those OTC derivatives for which inputs are unobservable are classified within Level 3. While the
valuations of these OTC derivatives may utilize some Level 1 and/or Level 2 inputs, they also
include other unobservable inputs which are considered significant to the fair value
determination.

During the year ended September 30, 2018, there were no transfers between Level 1, Level 2 and
Level 3. The Fund accounts for investments it transfers in and out of each level at the end of
the year.

(C) Securities Transactions and Investment Income. Security transactions are accounted for on
trade date for financial reporting purposes. Realized gains and losses from securities sold are
recorded on the identified cost basis. Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date except
that certain dividends from foreign securities where the ex-dividend date may have passed are
recorded as soon as the Fund is informed of the ex-dividend date in the exercise of reasonable
diligence. Investment income is recorded net of foreign taxes withheld where recovery of such
taxes is uncertain. Other income may include the interest income from time deposits.

(D) Distribution Policy. The Fund will declare and arrange for re-investment of distributions
(whether in cash or in specie) for each class as approved by series resolution. With regard to
the classes denominated in currencies other than JPY, the Fund does not intend to make
distributions.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

It is contemplated that the distributions will be made on a monthly basis and be calculated as
the greater of (i) positive aggregated amounts contributed from net realized capital gain
(including hedge position), net unrealized capital gains and net income, and (ii) the estimated
theoretical income based on the dividend yield of portfolio, net fund expense and currency hedge
premium (cost), which is calculated by total net assets of the respective class.

It is anticipated that the Fund will declare and re-invest the distribution to each unitholder of
a class, on a monthly basis, the greater amount as determined above by the Administrator. It is
anticipated that the Fund will declare such distributions for the current month on the last
Business Day of the previous month or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may
determine at its sole discretion (the" Record Date” ), and will generally reinvest the
distributions on the first Business Day of the current month (if not a Business Day the following
Business Day) or any other days the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee may determine at its sole
discretion (the* Dividend Date” ). The Unitholders of each Class have elected to re-invest
distributions; therefore, units will be issued on the relative Dividend Date.

(E) Cash and Foreign Currency. The functional and reporting currency of the Fund is the Japanese
Yen. The fair values of foreign securities, currency holdings and other assets and liabilities
are translated into the Fund"s functional currency based on the current exchange rates each
Business Day. Fluctuations in the value of currency holdings and other assets and liabilities
resulting from changes in exchange rates are recorded as unrealized foreign currency gains or
losses. Realized gain or loss and unrealized appreciation or depreciation on investment
securities and income and expenses are translated on the respective dates of such transactions
and the reporting date, respectively. The effects of changes in foreign currency exchange rates
on investments in securities and derivatives are not segregated on the Statement of Operations
from the effects of changes in market prices and values of those securities, but are included
with net realized and unrealized gain or loss.

(F) Time Deposits. The Fund, through Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the* Custodian” ), places
excess cash balances into overnight time deposits with one or more eligible depository
institutions, as determined by the Investment Manager. These are classified as short-term
investments in the Fund"s Schedule of Investments. Due to deposit rate cuts by Bank of Japan,
interest rates for Japanese Yen denominated short-term investments may be less than zero percent.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

(G) Forward Foreign Currency Contracts. The Fund enters into forward foreign currency contracts
in connection with settling planned purchases or sales of securities, to hedge the currency
exposure associated with some or all of a Fund"s securities or as a part of an investment
strategy. A forward foreign currency contract is an agreement between two parties to buy and sell
a currency at a set price on a future date. The fair value of a forward foreign currency contract
fluctuates with changes in foreign currency exchange rates. Forward foreign currency contracts
are marked to market daily based on rates obtained from pricing vendors and the change in value
is recorded by the Fund as an unrealized gain or loss. Realized gains or losses equal to the
difference between the value of the contract at the time it was opened and the value at the time
it was closed are recorded upon delivery or receipt of the currency. These contracts may involve
market risk in excess of the unrealized gain or loss reflected on the Statement of Assets and
Liabilities. In addition, the Fund could be exposed to risk if the counterparties are unable to
meet the terms of the contracts or if the value of the currency changes unfavorably to the base
currency. The Fund is also authorized to enter into forward foreign currency contracts for the
purpose of hedging exchange risk for an investor. Gain and loss arising from class specific
forward foreign currency contracts are allocated to those specific classes. Forward foreign
currency contracts outstanding at September 30, 2018 are listed in the Schedule of Investments.

(H) Derivative Instruments. ASC 815-10-50 requires disclosures about derivative instruments and
hedging activities. It requires that the Fund disclose: a) how and why an entity uses derivative
instruments, b) how derivative instruments and related hedged items are accounted for and c) how
derivative instruments and related hedged items affect an entity"s financial position, financial
performance and cash flows. The Fund does not designate derivative instruments as hedging
instruments under ASC 815.

The fair value of the forward foreign currency contracts is included in the Statement of Assets
and Liabilities with changes in fair value reflected as realized gain (loss) or net change in
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) within the Statement of Operations. During the year, the
Fund"s transactions in derivative instruments consisted of only forward foreign currency
contracts.

The Fund is a party to master netting agreements, such as an International Swaps and Derivatives
Association Master Agreement, International Foreign Exchange Master Agreement or Foreign Exchange
and Options Master Agreement, with certain counterparties that govern OTC derivative and foreign
exchange contracts entered into from time to time. The master netting agreements may contain
provisions regarding, among other things, the parties” general obligations, representations,
agreements, collateral requirements, events of default and early termination.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

Collateral requirements are determined based on the Fund"s net position with each counterparty.
Collateral can be in the form of cash or debt securities issued by the U.S. government or related
agencies or other securities as agreed to by the Fund and the applicable counterparty. With
respect to certain counterparties, in accordance with the terms of the master netting agreements,
collateral posted to the Fund, if any, is held in a segregated account by the Custodian and with
respect to those amounts which can be sold or repledged, are presented in the Schedule of
Investments. Collateral pledged by the Fund, if any, is segregated by the Custodian and
identified in the Schedule of Investments. As of September 30, 2018, there were no securities or
cash pledged as collateral.

Termination events applicable to the Fund may occur upon a decline in the Fund®s net assets below
a specified threshold over a certain period of time. Termination events applicable to
counterparties may occur upon a decline in the counterparty™s credit rating below a specified
level. In each case, upon occurrence, the other party may elect to terminate early and cause
settlement of all derivative and foreign exchange contracts outstanding, including the payment of
any losses and costs resulting from such early termination, as reasonably determined by the
terminating party. Any decision by one or more of the Fund"s counterparties to elect early
termination could impact the Fund®s future derivative activity.

(1) UNITS

As of September 30, 2018 all issued units were held by three related unitholders, established by
Mitsubishi UFJ Kokusai Asset Management Limited. The three unitholders held an interest of 100%
in the net assets.

Units are issued in classes that participate pro rata based on Net Asset Value in the profits and
distributions of the Fund and to the extent applicable, as described below, in its assets in the
event of termination. Units, which are of no par value and which must be fully paid for upon
issue, carry no preferential or pre-emptive rights. The Administrator may issue whole or
fractional units.

Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units of each class will be

available for subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant
Business Day on which the relevant subscription order was accepted.

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be
received by the Administrator before the* Specified Time” (18:00 Tokyo time for classes
denominated in Japanese Yen, and 13:00 Luxemburg time for classes denominated in currencies other
than the Japanese Yen, or as deemed appropriate by the Underlying Sub-Trust®s Trustee) on that
Business Day unless otherwise agreed by the Administrator. Any application received after the
Specified Time shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by the Custodian on the fifth Business Day from (and
including) the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to the Administrator.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units
(if specifically requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Underlying Sub-Trust"s Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any
application to subscribe for units in whole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

Redemptions. A unitholder may request that the Fund redeem all or part of such unitholder®s units
as of each Business Day and at any other time in the discretion of the Underlying Sub-Trust"s
Trustee (each such date, a“ Redemption Date” ). Unitholders need to submit a request to redeem
units as of a Redemption Date to the Administrator prior to the Specified Time on the Redemption
Date. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have been received on
the next Business day.

Redemption requests must specify the Redemption Date and either a percentage of the redeeming
unitholder®s units, a specific number of the unitholder®s units or the respective currency amount
of such units to be redeemed.

No redemption request will be effective if the Fund commences winding-up on or before the
relevant Redemption Date. Redemption price shall be equal to Net Asset Value per units of such
class at Redemption Date. The Underlying Sub-Trust's Trustee, in its sole discretion, or its
delegate, may waive or modify any of the terms governing redemptions made by unitholders.
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3. UNDERLYING SUB-TRUST (continued)

Redemption Proceeds for classes denominated in JPY will generally be paid within four* Tokyo
Business Days” (any day on which the banks are open for business in Tokyo) of the relevant
Redemption Date in Japanese Yen. With regard to classes denominated in currencies other than JPY,
there will generally be paid within four Business Days of the relevant Redemption Date in the
respective currency.

Transfers. Because the offering of units is not registered under the U.S. Securities Act of 1933,
as amended, each purchaser must represent and warrant in the Subscription Agreement that the
purchaser is purchasing its units for investment and not with a view to the transfer, or
disposition of all or a portion of such units.

A unitholder may not transfer, or otherwise dispose of, by gift or otherwise, all or any portion
of such unitholder®s units without giving prior written notice to the Fund and receiving the
Fund®s prior written consent, which the Fund may withhold in its sole and absolute discretion
(and which it does not, in general, intend to give). If a proposed transfer or disposition arises
by reason of the death of a unitholder, the notice may be given by the duly authorized
representative of the estate of the unitholder. The notice must be supported by proof of legal
authority acceptable to the Fund. The Fund reserves the right to redeem mandatorily the units
held by any person becoming entitled to units by operation of law.

(J) Fees and Expenses. The Underlying Sub-Trust bears its own expenses, including, but not
limited to, Accounting and Administration Fees, Investment Management Fees, the Underlying Sub-
Trust"s Trustee Fees, Custody Fees, Transfer Agent Fees, Currency Administration Agent Fees and
other expenses associated with the operation of the Underlying Sub-Trust. These fees are
indirectly paid by the Sub-Trust through the net asset value of its investment in the Underlying
Sub-Trust.

4. UNITS
As of September 30, 2018, 100% of the units issued by the Sub-Trust were held by one related

unitholder. Investment activities of this unitholder could have a material impact on the Sub-
Trust.

(A) Subscriptions. After and including the initial closing date, units in the Sub-Trust will be
available for subscription each Business Day at the Net Asset Value per unit on the relevant
Business Day on which the relevant subscription order was accepted.

In order to be dealt with on a specific Business Day, a Subscription Application Form must be
received by the Administrator before the Specified Time (13:00 Luxembourg time) on that Business
Day unless otherwise agreed by the Manager. Any application received after the Specified Time
shall be deemed to have been received on the next Business Day.

Subscription monies should be received by Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (the Custodian” ) on the
fifth Business Day from (and including) the applicable Business Day unless otherwise agreed to
the Manager.

Certificates shall not be issued in respect of units but confirmation of the issuance of units
(if specifically requested), shall be delivered by the Administrator provided that payment of the
subscriptions proceeds has been received by the Custodian.

The Manager, the Trustee and the Administrator reserve the right to decline any application to
subscribe for units in whole or in part in their respective sole discretion.

The unitholder will be required to comply with such anti-money laundering procedures as are
required by the Proceeds of Crime Law, 2008 (as amended from time to time) of the Cayman Islands
and also by any anti-money laundering legislation applicable to the Administrator.

(B) Repurchases. After and including the initial closing date, unitholders may repurchase all or
any of their units on any Business Day. In order for an application for repurchase of units to be
dealt with on a Business Day, it must be received by the Administrator before the Specified Time
on that Business Day. Any application received after the Specified Time shall be deemed to have
been received on the next Business Day.

The Manager in its sole discretion reserves the right to decline any order to repurchase units in
whole or in part.

Payment of the repurchase price will be made by the Custodian or its agents in the reference

currency of the Sub-Trust generally not later than the fifth Business Day counting from and
including the day of acceptance by the Manager of the request for repurchase.

The repurchase price of a unit will be the Net Asset Value per unit as of the applicable Business
Day on which the relevant repurchase request was accepted by the Manager. The Administrator may
deduct any third party charges or withholding taxes, if applicable, from the repurchase proceeds
remitted to the repurchasing unitholder. Repurchases must be made in multiples of 1 unit.

5. RISK FACTORS

The units are speculative and illiquid securities involving substantial risk of loss and are
suitable for investment only by sophisticated persons for which an investment in the Sub-Trust
does not represent a complete investment program and who fully understand and are capable of
assuming the risks of an investment in the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust"s equity securities
concentration may make it unsuitable for certain portfolios. References to the Sub-Trust and the
Sub-Trust"s investments and portfolio in the following summary of risks refer to the combined
risks relating to the investments and portfolio of the Sub-Trust as well as the Underlying Sub-
Trust. The following considerations, which do not purport to be a complete list of all risks
involved in an investment in the Sub-Trust, should be carefully evaluated before investing in the
Sub-Trust.

(A) Market Risk. Market risk is the risk that one or more markets in which the Sub-Trust invests
will go down in value, including the possibility that a market will go down sharply and
unpredictably. Selection risk is the risk that the securities that the Sub-Trust®"s management
selects will underperform the markets, the relevant indices or the securities selected by other
funds with similar investment objectives and investment strategies.

(B) Exchange Rate Risk. The Underlying Sub-Trust primarily invests in assets denominated in JPY.
Since the Sub-Trust is denominated in Australian Dollars fluctuations in exchange rates can
affect the value of the Sub-Trust®"s portfolio. This risk, generally known as“ exchange rate

risk” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may reduce returns to investors
while a weak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those returns. In respect of those
underlying assets denominated in JPY, foreign currency hedging transactions against AUD will be
implemented in principle by the Underlying Sub-Trust as a way of seeking to reduce exchange rate
risks. For this reason, changes in foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the
Sub-Trust"s investment in the Underlying Sub Trust.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(C) Liquidity Risk. Liquidity risk means the risk when purchasing or selling the securities or
other financial instruments, the sale of them is impossible because of no demand or the purchase
of them is impossible because of no supply. For example, portfolio securities and other
instruments may be required to sell at a lower price than the prevailing market price depending
on market conditions, the circulation status or the scale repurchase amount of the securities or
other instruments, which may cause a decline in the Net Asset Value per unit.

(D) Counterparty and Broker Risk. The financial institutions and counterparties, including banks
and brokerage firms, with which the Underlying Sub-Trust or a delegate on behalf of the
Underlying Sub-Trust trades or invests, may encounter financial difficulties and default on their
respective obligations to the Underlying Sub-Trust. Any such default could result in material
losses to the Sub-Trust. In addition, the Underlying Sub-Trust may pledge collateral to the
counterparties in order to secure certain transactions.

The Sub-Trust attempts to reduce its exposure to counterparty credit risk by entering into a
master netting agreement with each of its counterparties. The master netting agreement gives the
Sub-Trust the right to terminate all transactions traded under such agreement upon deterioration
in the credit quality of the counterparty beyond specified levels. The master netting agreement
gives each party the right, upon an event of default by the other party or a termination of the
agreement, to close out all transactions traded under such agreement and to net amounts owed
under each transaction to one payable by one party to the other. The Sub-Trust®"s maximum risk of
loss from counterparty credit risk related to OTC derivatives is generally the aggregate
unrealized appreciation and unpaid counterparty payments in excess of any collateral pledged by
the counterparty to the Sub-Trust. The Sub-Trust may be required to pledge collateral for the
benefit of the counterparties on OTC derivatives in an amount not less than each counterparty”s
unrealized appreciation on outstanding derivative contracts, subject to certain minimum transfer
provisions, and such pledged collateral, if any, is identified in the Schedule of Investments.

(E) Custody Risk. The Sub-Trust does not control the custodianship of all of its securities. The
Custodian or other banks or brokerage firms selected to act as custodians may become insolvent,
causing the Sub-Trust to lose all or a portion of the Sub-Trusts or securities held by those
custodians.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

(F) Currency Risk. Securities and other instruments in which the Sub-Trust invests may be
denominated or quoted in currencies other than the Australian Dollar. For this reason, changes in
foreign currency exchange rates can affect the value of the Sub-Trust®"s portfolio. This risk,
generally known as“ currency risk,” means that a strong functional currency of the Sub-Trust may
reduce returns to investors while a weak functional currency of the Sub-Trust may increase those
returns.

(G) Derivatives. The Sub-Trust may use derivative instruments to hedge its investments or to seek
to enhance returns. Derivatives allow the Sub-Trust to increase or decrease its risk exposure
more quickly and efficiently than other types of instruments. Derivatives are volatile and
involve significant risks, including:

Credit Risk - the risk that the counterparty (the party on the other side of the transaction)
on a derivative transaction will be unable to honor its financial obligation to the Sub-
Trust.

Leverage Risk - the risk associated with certain types of investments or trading strategies
that relatively small market movements may result in large changes in the value of an
investment. Certain investments or trading strategies that involve leverage can result in
losses that greatly exceed the amount originally invested.

Liquidity Risk - the risk that certain securities may be difficult or impossible to sell at

the time that the seller would like or at the price that the seller believes the security is
currently worth.
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5. RISK FACTORS (continued)

The Sub-Trust may use derivatives for hedging purposes, including anticipatory hedges. Hedging is
a strategy in which the Sub-Trust uses a derivative to offset the risks associated with other
Sub-Trust holdings. While hedging can reduce losses, it can also reduce or eliminate gains or
cause losses if the market moves in a manner different from that anticipated by the Sub-Trust or
if the cost of the derivative outweighs the benefit of the hedge. Hedging also involves the risk
that changes in the value of the derivative will not match those of the holdings being hedged as
expected by the Sub-Trust, in which case any losses on the holdings being hedged may not be
reduced and may be increased. There can be no assurance that the Sub-Trust®"s hedging strategy
will reduce risk or that hedging transactions will be either available or cost effective. The
Sub-Trust is not required to use hedging and may choose not to do so. Because the Sub-Trust may
use derivatives to seek to enhance returns, its investments will expose the Sub-Trust to the
risks outlined above to a greater extent than if the Sub-Trust used derivatives solely for
hedging purposes. Use of derivatives to seek to enhance returns may be considered speculative.

6. GUARANTEES AND INDEMNIFICATION

Under the Sub-Trust®s organizational documents, certain parties (including the Trustee and
Investment Manager) are indemnified against certain liabilities that may arise out of performance
of their duties to the Sub-Trust. Additionally, in the normal course of business, the Sub-Trust
enters into contracts that contain a variety of indemnification clauses. The Sub-Trust®s maximum
exposure under these arrangements is unknown as this would involve future claims that may be made
against the Sub-Trust that have not yet occurred. However, the Sub-Trust has not had prior claims
or losses pursuant to these contracts.

7. INCOME TAX

The Sub-Trust is subject to the Cayman Islands laws in respect to its tax status. Under current
laws of Cayman Islands, there are no tax or duty to be levied on profits, income or on gains or
appreciation, or any tax in the nature of estate duty or inheritance tax that will apply to any
property comprised in or any income arising under the Sub-Trust, or the unitholders thereof, in
respect of any such property or income. No withholding tax is applicable to distributions by the
Sub-Trust or with regard to the payment of Net Asset Value on the repurchase of units. As a
result, no provision for income taxes has been made in the financial statements.

7. INCOME TAX (continued)

The Sub-Trust generally intends to conduct its activities so as to avoid being treated as engaged
in a trade or business in the United States for U.S. federal income tax purposes. Specifically,
the Sub-Trust intends to qualify for safe harbors in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, pursuant to which the Sub-Trust will not be treated as engaged in such a business if its
activities are limited to trading in stocks and securities or commodities for its own account. If
the Sub-Trust®s income is effectively connected with a U.S. trade or business carried on by the
Sub-Trust, certain categories of income (including dividends and certain types of interest
income) derived by the Sub-Trust from U.S. sources will be subject to a U.S. tax of thirty
percent, which tax is generally withheld from such income.

Authoritative guidance on accounting for and disclosure of uncertainty in tax positions
(Financial Accounting Standards Board-Accounting Standards Codification 740) requires the Trustee
to determine whether a tax position of the Sub-Trust is more likely than not to be sustained upon
examination, including resolution of any related appeals or litigation processes, based on the
technical merits of the position. For tax positions meeting the more likely than not threshold,
the tax amount recognized in the financial statements is reduced by the largest benefit that has
a greater than fifty percent likelihood of being realized upon ultimate settlement with the
relevant taxing authority. The Trustee has reviewed the Sub-Trust®"s tax positions and has
concluded that no provision for taxes is required in the financial statements. There are
currently no interests or penalties related to uncertain tax positions.

As of September 30, 2018 the tax year that remains subject to examination by the major tax
jurisdictions, other than the U.S., under the statute of limitations range from 2014
(commencement of operations) through the current fiscal year. The years subject to examination by
the U.S. federal jurisdiction range from 2014 (commencement of operations), through September 30,
2018.
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8. FEES AND EXPENSES

(A) Administrator®s and Transfer Agent"s Fees. The Administrator and Transfer Agent receive a fee
accrued daily and paid monthly based on the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. The Administrator
and Transfer Agent are entitled to receive an annual fee of 0.05% on the first AUD500,000,000;
0.04% on the next AUD500,000,000 and 0.03% on assets over AUD1,000,000,000. The Administrator
also receives a monthly asset-based fund accounting minimum of USD3,750. Such fees shall accrue
daily and are payable monthly in arrears. The fees earned by the Administrator and Transfer Agent
during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Administrator and
Transfer Agent as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and
the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(B) Custodian®s Fees. The Trustee has a custody agreement with the Custodian for which the
Custodian receives safekeeping fees ranging between 0.01 - 0.55% of net assets. The Custodian
earns a monthly minimum fee of USD400. The Custodian also receives transaction charges for
specialized processing ranging from USD10 to USD150 per transaction. The fees earned by the
Custodian during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Custodian
as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(C) Trustee®s Fees. The Trustee receives a fee of 0.01% of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust,
subject to a minimum fee of USD10,000 per annum. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly
basis. The fees earned by the Trustee during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding
fees payable to the Trustee as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of
Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(D) Investment Advisor®s Fees. The Investment Advisor®s receives an annual fee of 0.35% of the
Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a monthly basis. The fees
earned by the Investment Advisor during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees
payable to the Investment Advisor as of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement
of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities, respectively.
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8. FEES AND EXPENSES (continued)

(E) Agent Company®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the" Agent

Company” ) ensures compliance with the rules and requirements of the Japan Securities Dealer®s
Association, is responsible for distributing fund documents, publicizing the Net Asset Value and
making available the financial statements of the Sub-Trust in Japan and receives an annual fee of
0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value of each class of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and
paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Agent Company during the year ended September
30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Agent Company as of September 30, 2018 have been
disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(F) Distributor®s Fees. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (the “ Distributor” )
is responsible for completing unit transactions placed by investors in accordance with Japanese
law and receives a fee of 0.70% per annum of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Trust. Fees are
accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the Distributor during the year
ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Distributor as of September 30, 2018
have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of Assets and Liabilities,
respectively.

(G) Manager®s Fees. The Manager provides fund management and investment management services as
directed by the Investment Advisor and receives a fee of 0.04% per annum of the Net Asset Value
of the Sub-Trust. Fees are accrued daily and paid on a quarterly basis. The fees earned by the
Manager during the year ended September 30, 2018 and outstanding fees payable to the Manager as
of September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the Statement of Operations and the Statement of
Assets and Liabilities, respectively.

(H) Other Expenses. The Sub-Trust may bear other expenses related to its operations that are not
covered by the investment advisor, administrative, custody and transfer agent fees including but
not limited to governmental fees; brokerage fees and commissions and other portfolio transaction
expenses; costs of borrowing money, including interest expenses; extraordinary expenses,
including costs of litigation and indemnification expenses; organizational expenses; and audit
Tees.

9. RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Sub-Trust is permitted to enter into forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers
Harriman & Co., a related party to the Trustee. All forward foreign currency contracts
outstanding with Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. at September 30, 2018 have been disclosed in the
Schedule of Investments. During the year ended September 30, 2018 there was a net realized gain
of USD1,079 on forward foreign currency contracts with Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. which is
disclosed in the Statement of Operations.

10. RECENT ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS

On January 5, 2016, the FASB issued an Accounting Standards Update, ASU 2016-01, Financial
Instruments - Overall (Subtopic 825-10): Recognition and Measurement of Financial Assets and
Financial Liabilities (* ASU 2016-01" ). The update intends to enhance the reporting model for
financial instruments to provide users of financial instruments with more decision-useful
information and addresses certain aspects of the recognition, measurement, presentation, and
disclosure of financial instruments. ASU 2016-01 will also address measurement of credit losses
on financial assets. The update is effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2017,
including interim periods within those fiscal years. Early application is permitted.

At this time, 1t is not anticipated that these changes will have an impact on the financial
statements.

On August 28, 2018, the FASB issued an Accounting Standards Update, ASU 2018-13, Fair Value

NOTE 1 - GENERAL

1.1.

Corporate matters

MITSUBISHI UFJ INVESTOR SERVICES & BANKING (LUXEMBOURG) S.A. (the "Bank') was incorporated
in Luxembourg on April 11, 1974 as a société anonyme.

On April 1, 1996, the Parent Bank, The Bank of Tokyo, Ltd., merged with The Mitsubishi
Bank, Limited to form The Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi Ltd., and Bank of Tokyo (Luxembourg)
S_A. changed its name to Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi (Luxembourg) S.A..

On October 1, 2005, the indirect shareholder, Mitsubishi Tokyo Financial Group, Inc. (MTFG)
merged with UFJ Holdings, Inc. (UFJ) and formed a new financial group, Mitsubishi UFJ
Financial Group (MUFG).

On January 1, 2006, the Parent Bank, The Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi, Ltd. merged with UFJ
Bank Limited to form The Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi UFJ Ltd., and Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi
(Luxembourg) S.A. changed its name to Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi UFJ (Luxembourg) S.A..

On April 2, 2007, the Bank became a jointly capitalized subsidiary of Mitsubishi UFJ Trust
and Banking Corporation by 70% and Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi UFJ Ltd. by 30%, which are
under the same holding company Mitsubishi UFJ Financial Group (MUFG). Consequently, Bank of
Tokyo-Mitsubishi UFJ (Luxembourg) S.A. changed its name to MITSUBISHI UFJ Global Custody
S.A. (MUGC).

On April 28, 2008, MITSUBISHI UFJ Global Custody S.A., has issued 49.080 new shares and the
capital of the Bank has been increased by USD 1.817.968,52. The total subscribed share
capital is currently set at USD 37.117.968,52. The two major shareholders of the Bank hold
92,25% of the capital, Mitsubishi UFJ Trust and Banking Corporation by 63,72% and Bank of
Tokyo-Mitsubishi UFJ Ltd. by 28,53%.

On August 7, 2014, MITSUBISHI UFJ Global Custody S.A. has established an external branch
located at Ormonde House, 12-13 lower Lesson Street, Dublin 2, lreland. Mitsubishi UFJ
Global Custody S.A., Dublin Branch is registered as credit institution pursuant to UE
Regulation, 1993, under the number 907648.

On May 1, 2016, MITSUBISHI UFJ Global Custody S.A. has changed its name to MITSUBISHI UFJ INVESTOR
SERVICES & BANKING (LUXEMBOURG) S.A. (MIBL).

On May 31, 2017, Mitsubishi UFJ Trust and Banking Corporation obtained 100% of the voting shares of
Mitsubishi UFJ Investor Services & Banking (Luxembourg) S.A..

The members of the Board of Directors are Senior Executives of Mitsubishi UFJ Trust and Banking
Corporation Group and Independent Directors. The business policy and valuation principles,
unless prescribed by the legal requirements existing in Luxembourg, are determined and monitored
by the Board of Directors in accordance with those applied in Mitsubishi UFJ Financial Group.

1.2. Nature of business

The object of the Bank is the undertaking for its own account, as well as for the account of third
parties either within or outside the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg, of any banking or financial
operations, as well as all other operations, whether industrial or commercial or in real estate,
which directly or indirectly relate to the main object described above.

More specifically, the Bank concentrates its activities on investment management services.

A significant volume of the Bank"s transactions is concluded directly or indirectly with
companies of Mitsubishi UFJ Financial Group.

1.3. Annual accounts

The Bank prepares its annual accounts in US Dol lars (USD), the currency inwhich the capital is
expressed. The Bank"s accounting year coincides with the calendar year.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The Bank prepares its annual accounts under the historical cost principle in accordance with the

laws and regulations in force in the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg and on the basis of accounting
principles generally accepted in the banking sector in the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg.

In observing these, the fol lowing significant accounting policies are applied.

The date of recording of transactions in the balance sheet

Assets and liabilities are stated in the balance sheet on the date the amounts concerned become
cleared funds, that is, on their date of effective transfer.

Foreign currencies

The Bank maintains a multi-currency accounting systemwhich records all transactions in the
currency or currencies of the transaction, on the day on which the contract is concluded.

Assets and liabilities are converted into USD at the spot exchange rates applicable at the balance
sheet date. Both realised and unrealised profits and losses arising on revaluation are accounted
for in the profit and loss account for the year, except for those resulting from items specifically
covered by a forward foreign exchange contract (swap and hedging forward foreign exchange
contract) which are recorded at historical exchange rates.

Revenues and expenses in foreign currencies are translated into USD daily at the prevailing
exchange rates.

At the year-end, all unsettled forward transactions are translated into USD at the forward rate
prevailing on the Balance Sheet date for the remaining maturities.

Results on unsettled forward transactions linked to spot transactions and on swap transactions
are accrued at the balance sheet date. In case of unrealised results on position covered by foreign

exchange swap, these are neutralized at year end.

Financial instruments derivatives

The Bank™s commitments deriving from the derivatives financial instruments such as interest rate
swaps, forward rate agreements, financial futures and options are recorded on the transaction
date among the off balance sheet items.

At the year-end, where necessary, a provision is set up in respect of individual unrealised losses
resulting from the revaluation of the Bank"s commitments at market value. There is no provision
for unrealized losses on forward deals recorded for the year 2018 (2017: USD nil).

No provision is set up in those cases where a financial instrument clearly covers an asset or a
liability and economic unity is established or where a financial instrument is hedged by a reverse

transaction so that no open position exists.

Specific value adjustments in respect of doubtful and irrecoverable debts

It is the Bank™s policy to establish specific value adjustments in respect of doubtful and
irrecoverable debts, as deemed appropriate by the Board of Directors.

Value adjustments, if any, are deducted from the assets to which they relate.

Value adjustments for possible losses on bills, loans and advances and leasing transactions

The value adjustments for possible losses on loans and advances, if any, are deducted from the
assets to which they relate.

Lump-sum provision for risk exposures

In accordance with the Luxembourg tax legislation, the Bank can establish a lump-sum provision for
risk exposures, as defined in the legislation governing prudential supervision of banks. The
purpose of the provision is to take account of risks which are likely to crystallise but which have
not yet been identified as at the date of preparation of the annual accounts.

Pursuant to the Instructions issued by the Directeur des Contributions on December 16, 1997, this
provision should be made before taxation and should not exceed 1,25% of the Bank"s risk exposures.

The Bank has not constituted any provision as of December 31, 2018 (2017: USD 0).

2.7. Transferable securities

Transferable securities are recorded initially at their purchase price. The average cost method
is used for initial recognition. Value adjustments, calculated as described in note 2.5. or
arising from a diminution of value, are deducted from the account balance.

2.8. Tangible and intangible assets

Tangible and intangible assets are valued at purchase price. The value of tangible and intangible
fixed assets with limited useful economic lives is reduced by value adjustments calculated to
write off the value of such assets systematical ly over their useful economic lives as fol lows:

Hardware equipment: 4 years;
Software: 4 years and 5 years;
Other intangible assets: 5 years;
Other tangible assets: 10 years.

2.9. Shares in affiliated undertakings

At the Balance Sheet date, shares in affiliated undertakings held as financial fixed assets are
stated at the lower of cost or market value.

2.10. Taxes

Taxes are accounted for on an accruals basis in the accounts of the year to which they relate.

2.11. Prepayment and accrued income

This asset item includes expenditure incurred during the financial year but relating to a
subsequent financial year.

2.12. Accruals and deferred income

This liability item includes income received during the financial year but relating to a
subsequent financial year.

2.13. Provisions

Provisions are intended to cover losses or debts the nature of which is clearly defined and which,
at the date of the balance sheet are either likely to be incurred or certain to be incurred but
uncertain as to their amount or as to the date onwhich they will arise.

2.14. Revenue recognition

The Bank"s main streams of revenue are comprised of interests and commissions income. The Bank
earns fee and commission income from a wide range of services it provides to its customers.
Revenue is generally recognized when the related services are performed or recognized over the
period that the services are provided.

Under Luxembourg fiscal regulations, the Bank"s fiscal Balance Sheet and its results of
operations are required to be expressed in Euro. The earnings of the Bank as determined for
fiscal purposes can differ substantially from earnings reported for accounting purposes as
a result of unrealised profits or losses on the translation of the Bank®"s equity into Euro
equivalents for fiscal purposes.

In accordance with the Law of July 16, 1987 (as modified), which allows the fiscal
neutralisation of translation gains on exchange on the investment of equity in banks,
unrealised gains which may be caused by a rise in the USD against the Euro can, under
normal circumstances, be neutralised to the extent of the amount that exceeds the
unrealised translation losses previously carried forward.

In accordance with the Law of July 23, 1983, however, which allows the fiscal
neutralisation of translation gains on exchange on the investment of equity in banks,
future unrealised gains which may be caused by a rise in the US dollar against the Euro
can, under normal circumstances, only be neutralised to the extent of the amount that
exceeds the unrealised translation losses previously carried forward.

Under Luxembourg law, the Bank must appropriate to a legal reserve an amount equivalent to
at least 5% of the annual net profit until such reserve is equal to 10% of the share
capital. This appropriation is made in the following year. Distribution of the legal
reserve is restricted. This requirement is satisfied as the Bank has reached 10% of the
issued subscribed capital.

Based on the Luxembourg tax law, the Bank has elected to get a tax credit for all or part
of the net worth tax due for that year. This tax credit is however, limited to the amount
of the corporate income tax due for the previous year before the imputation of any tax
credits. In order to profit from this credit, the Bank must commit itself to post before
the end of the subsequent year an amount equal to five times the net worth tax credit to a
special reserve, which has to be maintained for a period of five years.

The Circular |. Fort. N° 47bis issued by the Luxembourg Tax Authorities on November 19,
2015, provides for a dedicated rule allowing the taxpayer to create only one net wealth tax
reserve to fully benefit from the Net Wealth Tax reduction for both 2014 and 2015. This
reserve should correspond to five times the amount of the highest reduction available for
2014 and 2015 (transitional measure). The special reserve for net worth tax is included in
the Bank"s other reserve for a total amount of USD 22.444.927 (2017: USD 17.049.049).

The law related to the resolution, reorganisation and winding-up measures of credit institutions
and certain investment firms and on deposit guarantee and investor compensation schemes (the
"Law'™), transposing into Luxembourgish law the directive 2014/59/EU establishing a framework for
the recovery and resolution of credit institutions and investment firms and the directive
2014/49/EU related to deposit guarantee and investor compensation schemes, was passed on
December 18, 2015.

The deposit guarantee scheme (Fonds de garantie des dép6ts Luxembourg" (FGDL)) and the
investor compensation system ("'Systéme d"indemnisation des investisseurs Luxembourg"
(S1IL)) cover eligible deposits of each depositor up to an amount of EUR 100.000 and
investments up to an amount of EUR 20.000. The Law also provides that deposits resulting from
specific transactions or fulfilling a specific social or other purpose are covered for an amount
above EUR 100.000 for a period of 12 months.

Credit institutions contribute on an annual basis to the Luxembourg banking resolution fund
("'Fonds de resolution Luxembourg" (FRL)), respectively to the FGDL.

The funded amount of the FRL shall reach by the end of 2024 at least 1% of covered deposits, as
defined in article 107(1) of the Law, of all authorized credit institutions inall participating
Member States. This amount will be collected during the years 2015 to 2024.

The target level of funding of the FGDL is set at 0,8% of covered deposits, as defined in article
179(1) of the Law, of the relevant credit institutions and is to be reached by the end of 2018
through annual contributions. This amountwill be collected during the years 2016 to 2018. When
the level of 0,8% is reached, the Luxembourgish credit institutions are to continue to contribute
for 8 additional years in order to constitute an additional safety buffer of 0.8% of covered
deposits as defined in article 180(1) of the Law.

Commission receivable amounted to USD
115,660,720 as of December 31, 2018.
Commission receivable mainly derives from
fund administration, fiduciary and global
custody operations.

Different underlying bases and rates are
applicable depending on the underlying
investments, agreed terms and services
provided.

The process of commission receivable
recognition for the Bank includes significant
manual interventions.

Accordingly, the calculation of commission
receivable are considered to be a key audit
matter due to the significance of the amounts
involved, combined with the complexity and
operational risk associated with determining
the calculation of the commission receivable.

We obtained an understanding of the commission
receivable recognition process, and we
reviewed key controls in the process. Due to
deficiencies identified related to the manual
processing of commission receivable, we did
not use a control reliance approach and our
assurance was obtained based on substantive
audit procedures, consisting of a combination
of tests of details and substantive analytical
procedures.

We developed expectations for the aggregate
amounts per type of commission income and we
compared the expectations to the amounts
recorded by the Bank.

For a sample of the different types of
commissions:
we tested commission receivable by
performing independent recalculation of
the commissions. This also included the
reconciliation of the underlying basis to
external evidence;
we agreed the receipt of the commissions
to subsequent payments.

Other information

The Board of Directors is responsible for the other information. The other information

comprises the information stated in the management report but does not include the annual

accounts and our report of the Réviseur d"Entreprises Agréé thereon.

Our opinion on the annual accounts does not cover the other information and we do not

express any form of assurance conclusion thereon.
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In connection with our audit of the annual accounts, our responsibility is to read the other
information and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially
inconsistent with the annual accounts or our knowledge obtained in the audit or otherwise
appears to be materially misstated. If, based on the work we have performed, we conclude
that there is a material misstatement of this other information, we are required to report
this fact.
