Note 1 - Significant accounting policies

1.1 - Presentation of financia statements

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with Luxembourg generally accepted accounting
principles applicable to investment funds.

1.2 - Vauaion of the investments and other assets

(a) collective investment schemes, investment funds and mutual funds are valued at the most recent net
asset value available as of the relevant valuation day (or, if anet asset value as of such valuation day
isnot available, the net asset value as of the immediately preceding day shall be used);

(b) securities which are traded on a securities exchange are valued at their latest available market price
(as more fully described in the Master Trust Deed and/or relevant supplemental trust deed) on such
securities exchange or whichever securities exchange shall be selected by the Manager in
consultation with the Administrator;

(c) securities not traded on a securities exchange but traded over-the-counter are valued as determined
from any reliable source selected by the Manager in consultation with the Administrator;

(d) “swaps’ and other over-the-counter instruments held by the Series Trust are valued in good faith by
the Manager based on quotations received from dealers deemed appropriate by the Manager in
consultation with the Administrator;

(e) short-term money market instruments and bank deposits are valued at the cost plus accrued interest;
() if, on the date of which any valuation is being made, the exchange or market herein designated for the
valuation of any given assets is not open for business, the valuation of such assets shall be made as

of the last preceding date on which such exchange or market was open for business;

(g) all other assets and liahilities shall be valued in good faith by the Manager in consultation with the
Administrator, including assets and liabilities for which there is no identifiable market value;

(h) net change in unrealised appreciation or depreciation comprises changes in the net asset value of
investments for the year and the reversal of prior year's unrealised appreciation or depreciation for
investments which were realised in the reporting year;

(i) net realised gains and losses on the disposal of investments are calculated using the average cost
method.

1.3 - Formation expenses

Formation expenses of the Series Trust are to be amortised by the Series Trust within the first five financial
years of the Series Trust. Formation expenses of the Class JPY (Hedged) Unit are to be amortised by the
Class USD and Class JPY (Hedged) within five financial years, unless the Trustee or the Manager decides
that some other method shall be applied. Formation expenses of the Class USD Inheritance Unit are to be
amortised by the Class USD Inheritance Unit within five financia years, unless the Trustee or the Manager
decides that some other method shall be applied.

1.4 - Interest income

Interest income is accrued on a daily basis, recorded net of withholding tax.

1.5 - Foreign currency trandation

Assets and liabilities expressed in currencies other than the US dollar (*USD”) are trandated at exchange
rates prevailing at year-end. Transactions in currencies other than USD are trandated into USD at exchange

rates prevailing at the transaction dates.

Net change in unrealised appreciation and depreciation and net realised gains or losses on foreign exchange
are recorded in the statement of operations and changes in net assets for the year.

1.6 - Forward foreign currency exchange contracts

Forward foreign currency exchange contracts are valued at the forward rate applicable at the date of the
statement of net assets for the remaining period until maturity.

Net change in unrealised appreciation and depreciation and net realised gains or losses resulting from
forward foreign currency exchange contracts is recorded in the statement of operations and changes in net
assets.

Note 2 - Trustee fees

The Trustee is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.010% per annum of
the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable quarterly
in arrears (with aminimum of USD 15,000 per annum and a maximum of

USD 30,000 per annum).

The fee set out above is subject to review on an annual basis. Where the Trustee is required to consider or
engage in further activities, litigation or other exceptional matters, additional fees will be subject to further
negotiation at the relevant time with the Manager and, in the absence of contrary agreement, additional fees
will be charged by the Trustee at its hourly rates in effect from time to time.

Note 3 - Manager fees

The Manager is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.03% per annum of
the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable monthly
in arrears.

Note 4 - Investment Manager fees

The Investment Manager receives a fee out of the assets of the Underlying Fund and therefore does not
receive any fee out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 5 - Administrator fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.06% per
annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 12,500 per year.

Note 6 - Custodian fees

The Custodian is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at a rate of 0.04% per annum
of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 3,000 per year.

Note 7 - Agent Company fees

The Agent Company is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.09% per
annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears.

Note 8 - Distributor fees and Sales Handling Company fees

The Distributor is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.02% per annum
of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears.

In addition to the above fee, the Distributor and the Sales Handling Company are each entitled to receive
out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 1.15 % per annum of the portion of the net assets of the
Series Trust corresponding to the units handled by each of them, accrued on and calculated as at each
valuation day and payable monthly in arrears.

The Investment Manager is considered as a related party to the Series Trust because it belongs to the same
corporate group as the management company of the Underlying Fund.

Note 14 - Subsequent events

The Manager has made an assessment of the situation of the Series Trust in the context of the COVID-19
pandemic and, while financial markets have been very volatile and the worldwide health situation remains
difficult, confirms that it has no plan to terminate the Series Trust either as of the date of the Auditors
opinion or in the foreseeable future. The Manager will continue to closely monitor the situation of the
Series Trust in the best interests of the unitholders.

1.3 - Formation expenses

Formation expenses of the Series Trust are to be amortised by the Series Trust within the first five financial
years of the Series Trust, unless the Trustee or the Manager decides that some other method shall be
applied. Formation expenses of the Class JPY (Hedged) Unit (created on April 6, 2016) are to be amortised
by the Class USD and Class JPY (Hedged) within five financial years, unless the Trustee or the Manager
decides that some other method shall be applied. Formation expenses of the Class USD Inheritance Unit
(created on April 16, 2018) are to be amortised by the Class USD Inheritance Unit within five financial
years, unless the Trustee or the Manager decides that some other method shall be applied.

1.4 - Interest income

Interest income is accrued on a daily basis, recorded net of withholding tax.

1.5 - Foreign currency trandation

Assets and liabilities expressed in currencies other than the US dollar (“USD”) are trandated at exchange
rates prevailing at year-end. Transactions in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at exchange

rates prevailing at the transaction dates.

Net unrealised appreciation and depreciation and change in realised gains or losses on foreigh exchange are
recorded in the statement of operations and changes in net assets for the year.

The Trustee is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.010% per annum of
the net assets of the Series Trust accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable quarterly in
arrears (with aminimum of USD 15,000 per annum and a maximum of USD 30,000 per annum).

The fee set out above is subject to review on an annual basis. Where the Trustee is required to consider or
engage in further activities, litigation or other exceptional matters, additional fees will be subject to further
negotiation at the relevant time with the Manager and, in the absence of contrary agreement, additional fees
will be charged by the Trustee at its hourly rates in effect from time to time.

The Manager is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.03% per annum of
the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable monthly
in arrears.

Note 4 - Investment Manager fees

The Investment Manager, being the investment manager of the Underlying Fund, receives a fee out of the
assets of the Underlying Fund and therefore does not receive any fee out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 5 - Administrator fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.06% per
annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 12,500 per year.

Note 6 - Custodian fees

The Custodian is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at a rate of 0.04% per annum
of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 3,000 per year.

Note 7 - Agent Company fees

On December 7, 2018, the Manager resolved to inject approximately USD 23,244.74 in the assets of the
Class USD Inheritance Unit in order to avoid a situation where a low level of assets of the class would
prevent the unitholder from receiving any significant proceeds of termination, and to settle invoices related
to the Class USD Inheritance Unit.

Note 1 - Activity

SMBC Nikko Investiment Fund Management Company S.A. (the “Company™) was
incorporated under the laws of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg as “Société Anonvme™ on

Note 2 - Sienificant accounting policies

The Company maintains its books in Euro ("EUR™) and these annual accounts have been
prepared on a going concern basis in accordance with Luxembourg legal and regulatory
requirements mcluding the following significant accounting policies.

2.1 - Foreign currency translation

Transactions expressed in currencies other than EUR are translated into EUR at the exchange
rate effective at the time of the transaction,
