The Fund's investing activities through the Master Sub-Fund expose it to vanous types of nsks that are
associated with the financial investments and markets in which it and the Master Sub-Fund invest (the
“Imvestment Risks")

The Fund's investment portfolio is comprised of a collective investment scheme at year end, The Directors of
the Manager have appointed the Investment Adviser to manage the investment risks of the Fund. The main
types of financial risks which the Fund is expesed to through the Master Sub-Fund are market rigk, liquidity
risk and credt nsk. The prospectus provides details of these and other types of nisk some of which are
additional to that ifformation provided in these financial statements.

Asset allocation of the Master Sub-Fund is determined by the Master Sub-Fund's Irvestment Adviser who
manages the allocation of assats to achieve the investment objectives as detailed in Note 2. Achievement of
the Master Sub-Fund's investment cbjectives involves taking risks. The Master Sub-Fund's Investment
Adviser exercises judgement based on analysis, research and risk managemert techrigques when making
imrvestment decisions. Divergence from the benchmark andfor the target asset allocation and the composition
of the portfalio is monitored in accordance with the Master Sub-Fund's risk management policy.

The rigk management palicies employed in relation to the Fund are cutlined below:

{a) Market Risk
The potential for changes in the fair value of the Fund’s investment in the Master Sub-Fund is referred to as
market risk. Commonly used categories of market risk include curmency risk, interest rate risk and other price
risk.

(i) Currency risks may result from exposures to changes in spot prices, forward prices and volatiities of
currency rates,

(1) Interest rate risks may result from exposures to changes in the level, slope and curvature of the yield
curve, the volatiity of interest rates, martgage prepayment speeds and credit spreads

(i) Other price nsks are the risk that the fair value of an imvestment will fluctuate as a result of changes in
market prices other than those ansing from currency risk or interest rate risk and may result from
exposures to changes in the prices and volatiliies of individual equities, equity baskets, equity indices,
and commodities,

The Master Sub-Fund's market nisk strategy is driven by its imvestment risk and retum abyedtives.

Market risk is managed through the application of risk budgeting principles. The Master Sub-Fund's
Investrent Adviser determines an appropriate risk target, commonly referred to as expected or predicted (e
forward-locking) Tracking Emar, employing a nisk budgeting framewaork.

A Market Risk Analysis Group at Goldman Sachs (*IMD MRA") is responsible for independently monitoring,
analysing and reporting the market risks taken by the Master Sub-Fund's Investmeant Adviser. IMD MRA usss
a number of risk metrics to monitor the market risks including monitoring sensitivities. IMD MRA presents on
the market risks to the Board no less frequently than semi-anmually

Dretails of the Fund's investment pertfolio at the reperting date are disclosed in the Schedule of Investments.
i. Currency Risk

The Master Sub-Fund, in which the Fund invests, only irvests in assets denominated in its functional
cirrency so it has no exposure to currency risk.

ii. Interest Rate Risk

The Master Sub-Fund, in which the Fund invests, may invest in fixed income securities. Amy change to the
relevant interest rates for particular secunties may result in the Master Sub-Fund's Investment Advisar being
unable to secure similar retwrns upon the expiry of contracts or the sale of securities. In addition, changes to
prevailing interest rates or changes in expectations of future rates may result in an increase or decrease in
the value of the securities held, In general, if interest rates rise, the value of the fixed income securities will
decline. A decline in interest rates will, in general, have the opposite effect. All fixed income securities and
floating rate securities. together with their coupon rate and maturity date, are disclosed in the Schedule of
Investments of the Master Sub-Fund.

At the year end the only investments of the Fund were in the Master Sub-Fund. The Master Sub-Fund is a
meoney market fund with a maximum weighted average matunty of 50 days. Given the nature of the
imvestments in the underlying Master Sub-Fund, it would be expected that the MAY of the Master Sub-Fund
would have a very low sensitivity o changing interest rates and other market conditions. However, it is
expected that the yields on the underying Master Sub-Fund will move consistently with changes in the
averright rates and prevailing money market benchmarks,

The Fund's investments in collective investment schemes are based upon the net asset values per share as
supplied by the collective investment scheme, in accordance with the valuation policy of the applicable
collective investment scheme as outlined in its prospectus. While it is expected that the assets of the
collective investment schemes will generally be valued by an independent third party administrator or other
service provider, there may be circumstances in which cerain secunties or other assets of a collectve
imvestment scheme may not have a readily ascertainable market price. In such circumstances, the manager
of the relevant collective investment scheme may be required to value such securities or instruments.

The Fund has no significant exposure to other price nsk,

Currency, interest rate and other prnce risks are managed by the Master Sub-Fund's Irvestment Adviser as
part of the integrated market risk management processes described above,

(b) Liguidity Risk

Liquidity risk is the nsk that the Fund will encounter difficulty in meeting obligations associated with financial
liabilities that are settled by delivering cash or ancther financial asset. Among other things, liquidity could be
impaired by an inability to access secured andlor unsecured sources of financing, an inakility to sell assets or
unforeseen outflows of cash or collateral, This situation may anse due to circumstances outside of the Fund's
control, such as a general market disruption or an aperational problem affecting the Fund or third parties.
Alzo, the ability to sell assets may be impaired if other market participants are seeking to sell similar assets at
the same ime.

The Fund's investment in the Master Sub-Fund may impose greater restrictions on redemptions than those
imposad by the Fund. This includes offening less frequent redemption dates than are offered by the Fund to
its unitholders.

The Fund provides for the subscription and redemption of Units and it is therefore exposed to the liguidity risk
associated with Unitholder redemptions in accordance with the terms in the prospectus. The Fund is
managed to indude liquid investments which the Investment Adviser believes are sufficient to meet normal
liquidity needs although substantial redemptions of Units in the Fund could require the Fund to liguidate their
irvestments more rapidly than otherwise desirable in crder to raise cash for the redemptions and changes in
the liquidity of the Fund's underlying irvestments once acquired can adversely impact its position in this
respect. These factors could adversely affect the value of the Units redeemed, the valuation of the Urits that
remain outstanding and the liguidity of the Fund's remaining assets if more liquid assets have been sold to
meet redemplions.

Before
transacting with any counterparty, the Investment Adviser or its related parties evaluate both credit-
worthiness and reputation by conducting a credit analysis of the party, their business and reputation. The
credit risk of approved counterparties is then monitored on an ongoing basis, including pericdic reviews of
financial statermerts and irterim financial reports as needed
