MOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1. General Information

PassiM Trust {the “Trust™), is a unit trust established as an umbrella fund under the laws of the Cayman
Islands pursuant to the Trust Deed dated 2 December 2014, as amended and restated pursuant to an
Amended and Restated Declaration of Trust dated 25 July 2018 (the “Trust Deed™).

For the purposes of AIFMD, the Trust will constitute a Non-European Economic Area (“NOM-EEA™) AIF with
a European Economic Area (“EEA") AIFM. The distribution of this trust is restricted to lapanese investors
only.

The Trust has been established as an umbrella fund and accordingly the assets of the Trust are separated
into different sub-Funds (together, the “Sub-Funds™). As at 30 June 2020, the Trust holds 14 Sub-Funds,
Serles 2016 IPX-Nikkei 400 Fund, Series 2016 MNikkel 225 Fund, Series 2016 TOPIX Fund,
Series 2018 S&P 500 Fund, China 2x Bull Fund, China 2x Bear Fund, Gold 2x Bull Fund, Gold 2x Bear Fund,
Imdia 2% Bull Fund, India 2x Bear Fund, AUD Target Maturity Bond Fund 201609, AUD Target Maturity Bond
Furmd 201612, US Technology 2X Bull Fund and US Technalogy 2X Bear Fund.

For the Sub-Funds Serles 2016 TOPIX Fund, Serles 2016 IPX — Nikkei 400 Fund, Serles 2016 Nikkel 225 Fund
and Serles 2018 S&P 500 Fund for which this Annual Report and Audited Financial Statements have been
prepared, the fund administrators are State Street Fund Services (lreland) Limited and State Street
Cayman Trust Company Limited. Fund custodian are State Street Custodial Services (Ireland) Limited and
State Street Bank and Trust Company. For the remaining 10 Sub-Funds, the fund administrators are BNP
Paribas Securities Services and BMP Paribas Fund Administration Services {lreland) Limited and fund
custodian is BNP Paribas Securities Services, A separate Annual Report and Audited Financial Statements
have been prepared for these 10 Sub-Funds.

Series 2016 TOPIX Fund commenced its operations from 20 September 2016, Series 2016 JPX = Nikkei 400
Fund commenced its operations from 14 October 2016, Series 2016 Mikkei 225 Fund commenced its
operations from 24 October 2016 and Series 2018 5&P 500 Fund commenced its operations from 27
November 2018,

The Sub-Funds invest in Index Securities (as defined in the Supplements of the Sub-Funds) having
significantly the same weightings as those of the IPX-Nikkei Index 400, Nikkei 225 Index, S&P 500 Index
and TOPIX Index and Financial Derivative Instruments (“FDI"), including, but not limited to, futures for
tracking the parformance of the IPX-Nikkel Index 400, Nikkel 225 Index, S&P 500 Index and TOPIX Indax
and for the purpose of efficient portfolio management, including equitisation of cash exposures.

The Sub-Funds operate principally as index tracking funds and as such, the adverse performance of an
Index Security will not ardinarily result in the elimination of that |ndex Security from the Sub-Funds'
portfolios. The Sub-Funds may not be invested in all the Index Securities of the IPX-Nikkel index 400,
Mikkel 225 |ndex, S&P 500 Index and TOPIX Index at all times due to various factors such as, but not limited
to, the passive investment strategy of the Sub-Funds and changes to the composition of the JPX-Nikkei
Index 400, Nikkei 225 Index, S&P 500 Index and TOPIX Index. For example, when an Index Security ceases
to be a constituent of the JPX-Nikkei Index 400, Nikkei 225 Index, &P 500 Index and TOPIX Index, Nikko
Asset Management Co., Ltd. ("Investment Manager”) may rebalance the Sub-Funds' portfolio by selling
the outgoing Index Security and using the proceeds to invest in a replacement Index Security, which will
reflect the replacement constituent of the JPX-Nikkei Index 400, Nikkei 225 Index, S&P 500 Index and
TOPIX Index. However, the Sub-Funds' portfolio may at any time contain securities which are not a
constituent of the JPX-Nikkei Index 400, Nikkei 225 Index, S&P 500 Index and TOPIX Index, but will be
within the permitted investment univerze of the Sub-Funds.

2.  Summary of significant accounting policies

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out
below. These policies have been consistently applied to the financial year presented, unless otherwise
stated.

All references to net asset value (“NAYV™) throughout these financial statements refer to net assets
attributable to registered holders of Units {"Unitholders™) unless otherwize stated.

{a) Basis of preparation

The financial statements of the Sub-Funds have been prepared in accordance with International Financial
Reporting Standards (“IFRS").

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention as modified by the
revaluation of financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss. The financial
statements have been prepared on a going concern basis.

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with IFRS requires management to make
judgements, estimates and assumptions that effect the application of accounting policies and the
reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expenzes.

Actual results may differ from these estimates, Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an
ongoing basis.

The base currency of the Sub-Fund:s (excluding Serles 2018 S&P 500 Fund) az well as the operational
currency of the redeemable participating units (the "Units”) is lapanese Yen ("JPY"). The base currency of
Serles 2018 S&P 500 Fund is United States Dollar ("USD™). The financial statements of the Sub-Funds
{excluding Series 2018 S&P 500 Fund) are presented in JPY. The financial statements of Series 2018 5&P
500 Fund are presented in USD.

Realised gains and losses on financial assets at fair value through profit or loss represent the
difference between disposal proceeds or valuation and historic cost and take into account all
brokers' charges and commissions. Realised and unrealised gains or losses on financlal assets at fair
value through profit or loss are recorded in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

{ifi) Recognition and derecognition

Purchases and sales of investments are recognised on trade date - the date on which the Sub-Funds
commit to purchase or sell the investments. Imvestments are derecognised when the rights to
receive cash flows from the investments have expired or the Sub-Funds have transferred
substantially all risks and rewards of ownership.

{e) Financial Derivative Instruments

FD1 are recognised at fair value on the date onwhich a FD| contract is entered into and subsequently
are re-measured at their Fair value. All FDI are carried as assets when their fair value is positive and
as liabilities when their fair value is negative. Changes in fair values of FDI are included in the
Statement of Comprehensive Income. The price is based on counterparty tradeable market price.
The fair value of future contracts is based upon daily quoted settlernent prices. Changes in the value
of the contract are recognized as unrealized gain or losses in the income statement.

When the Sub-Funds hold FDI with offsetting market risks, it uses mid-market prices as a basis
for establishing fair values for the offsetting risk positions and applies this bid or asking price to the net
open position, as appropriate.The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not traded in an
active market is determined using bid price of broker quotes. In particular, the fair value of debt securities
is determined by reference to the broker quotes as obtained from independent pricing sources including
Financial Times Evaluated and Bloomberg.

{e] Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the Statement of Financial
Position when thera iz a legally enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an
intention to settle on a net basis, or realize the asset and settle the liability simultanecusly.

() Amounts due from,/to broker

Amounts due from/fto broker represent recelvables for securities sold and payables for securities
purchased that have been contracted for but not yet settled or delivered at the financial year end

respectivehy.

(g} Income and expenses

Imterest income is recognised on a time-proportionate basis using the effective interest method. It
includes interest income from cash and cash eguivalents and on debt securities at fair value through profit

or loss.

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates
prevailing at the dates of the transactions.

Foraign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the

The Manager has complete discretion as to the amount and timing of the distributions payable to the
Unitholders of the Sub-Funds.

3. Financial risk management

The Sub-Funds activities expose them to a variety of risks, including but not limited to market price risk,
interest rate risk, currency rizk, credit risk and liguidity risk arizing from the financial instruments held.
The financial instruments are held in accordance with the published investment policies of the Sub-Funds
and managed accordingly to achieve the investment objectives.

The risks and respective risk management policies employed to manage these risks are disclosed below:

{a) Market price risk

Market risk arises mainly from uncertainty about future prices of financial instruments held. It represents
the potential loss the Sub-Funds might suffer through holding market positions in the face of price
movements, Market risk is managed by the Manager. In the case of these Sub-Funds, market risk within
the FDI will be significant, but is entirely in line with investor returns. Realised and unrealised gains are
recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive Income in the financial year in which they arise.

The Sub-Funds' capital iz represented by the Units in the Sub-Funds and shown as net assets attributable
to the holders of redeemable units in the Statement of Financial Position. In order to achleve the
Imvestrment objectives, the Sub-Funds endeavar to imiest its capital in accordance with the investment
policies as autlined in the Prospectus, whilst maintaining sufficient liguidity to meet redemption requests.
Such liquidity is augmented by the holding of liquid investments.

4. Fair value measurement

The Sub-Funds classify fair value measurements using a fair value hierarchy that reflects the significance
of the inputs used in making the measurements. The fair value hierarchy has the following levels:

Level 1 - Inputs that reflects unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities
that the Sub-Funds have the ability to access at measurement date;

Imvestments whoze values are bazed on quoted market prices in active markets, and are therefore
classified within Level 1.

Level 2 - Inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability either directly or
indirectly, ineluding inputs in markets that are not considerad to be active;

Imvestrments that trade in markets that are not considered to be active, but are valued bazed on guoted
market prices, dealer guotations or alternative pricing sources supported by obsarvable input: are
clazsified within Level 2.

As Level 2 Iinvestments include positions that are not traded in active markets andfor are subject to
transfer restrictions, valuations may be adjusted to reflect illiquidity and/for non-transferability, which are
generally based on available market information.

Lewvel 3 - Valuation technigues using significant unobservable inputs. This category includes all instruments
where the valuation technigue includes inputs not based on observable data and the unobservable inputs
could have a significant impact on the instrument’s valuation. This category includes instruments that are
valued based on guoted prices for similar instruments where significant unobservable adjustments or
assumptions are required to reflect differences between the instruments.

It is the current Intention of the Manager (althaugh it s under no obligation to do so) to make semi-annual
distributions in February and August for Clazs A, and in May and Nevember for Clazs B of each year to
Unitholders of record of the Sub-Funds on the Business Day immediately preceding the relevant
distribution date.

Distributions may be made out of the net income, realised and unrealised capital gains net of realised and
unrealised losses and capital of the Sub-Funds for the relevant financial year, or in such ather manner as
specified in the Trust Deed. The Manager has complete discretion as to the amount and timing of the
distributions payable to the Unitholders of the Sub-Funds.

However, the Manager will on each occasion consult with the Investment Manager as to the amount of
such distributions and will rely on the Administrator's continuing calculations and information as to the
amount available to be distributed based on the pozsibility of continuing sustainable pay-out amounts on
such semi-annual basis.

15. Taxation

The Trust and its sub-funds are not subject to any income, withholding or capital gains taxes in the Cayman
Izlands. The only taxes which will be chargeable on the Trust and its Sub-Funds in the Cayman Islands are
nominal amounts payable to the registrar of Sub-Fund.

The Sub-Funds are registered as an exempted trust pursuant to Section 74 of the Trusts Law. The Trustee
has obtained a tax exemption certificate from the Governor-in-Cabinet of the Cayman lslands, which
provides that, for a period of 50 years from the date of the creation of the Sub-Funds, no law that is
thereafter enacted in the Cayman Islands imposing any tax or duty to be levied on income or on capital
assets, gaing, or appreciation or any tax in the nature of estate duty or inheritance tax will apply to amy
property comprised in the Sub-Funds, or to any income arising under the Sub-Funds or to the Trustee or
to the Unitholders in respect of any such property or income. Accordingly, no provision for income taxes
is included in these financial statements.

Unitholders will not be subject to any income, withholding or capital gains taxes in the Cayman lslands,
with respect to the Units owned by them and distributions received on such Units, nor will they be subject
to any estate or inheritance taxes in the Cayman |slands. There are no exchange controls in Cayman.

Dividend and interest income received by the Sub-Funds may be subject to withholding tax imposed in
the country of arigin. Investment income is recorded gross of such taxes.

The Trust and its Sub-Funds have been formed as a unit trust under the Cayman Islands law. The Trust
and its Sub-Funds are assumed to be treated as a foreign investment trust, as a matter of Japanese law,
which is similar to a securities investment trust under the Law concerning Inwestment Trusts and
Investrment Corporations of Japan. Further, it iz anticipated that the Sub-Funds are not listed on any stock
exchange.

The Cayman lslands are not party to any double taxation treaties. Under current Cayman Islands law no
tax will be charged in the Cayman lslands on profits or gains of the Sub-Funds and dividends of the
Sub-Funds will be payable to Unitholders reside in or outside the Cayman lslands without deduction of
tax. Mo stamp duty is levied in the Cayman Islands on the transfer or redemption of Units inthe Sub-Funds.
The Sub-Funds invest in securities issued by entities which are domiciled in countries ather than the
Cayrman Islands.

1. General information

The Company is a prvale limited company incorporated and domiciled in England and Wales. The Company’s immediate pareni
undertaking is The Bear Stearns Companies LLC, incarporated in the state of Delaware in the Undled States of Amenca ("U.5.") The
Company's ullimate parent undertaking, and the paren! undertaking of the only group in which the resulls of the Company are
consolidated, is JPMorgan Chase & Co. (the “Firm® or “JPMorgan Chase”}, which Is incorporated in the state of Delaware in the
U.5. The consolidated financial statermenis of the Firm can be obtained from the Company's registered office at 25 Bank Street,
Canary Wharf, London, E14 5JF, England.

Principal activities

The Company is an assel management company which provides risk managemeni and stralegic assel management services 1o
clients, The Company promates, launches and manages funds, investments and other investment solulisns in line with its regulatory
permissions as set by the Financial Conduct Authority ("FCAT), The Company is authorized and regulated by the Financial Conduct
Authority "FCA").

4.  Significant accounting policies

been applied consistently in each of the years presented, unless otherwise siated.

4.1 Forelgn currency translation

Asset management foas

This revenue calegory includes fees from invesimen! managemen! and related services,

Invesimen! management fees are typically based on the value of assets under management and are collected and recognised at
the end of each period over which Ihe management services are provided and the valee of the managed assels is known. The
Company has contraciual arrangements with third parties for providing distribution and other services in connection with its asset
management activities,

Amounis paid to third-party sarvice providers are recorded in operating expenses under fund related expense. Operaling expenses
include, but not limited to custody costs, setilement and exchange fees, regulatory fees, administrative, audit or legal fees. Expenses
are recognised when the underying contract becomes legally binding o at the agreed due date if laler.

Income from Access agreement:

The Company has contractual arangements with another Group entity Tor providing services in the form of principal manager and
of imvestiment manager for cerain investment structure and 1o assist with the indtial preparations. of such products, [ncome from this
agreement is arrived by Group enlity recouping cerain fixed cosis as defined in the agreement and expenses incurred lowards
eslablishing the Fund subject to the Emits prescribed therain.

4.4 Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present legal or consiructive cbligation as a result of past events, i is probabla
that an outflow of economic benefits will be regquired to settle the obligation, and a raliable astimate of the amount of the obligation
can be made.

4.5 Pensions and other post-retirement benefits
The Company operates a defined contribulion scheme for its employees.

A defined contribution plan is a pension plan under which the Company pays a defined level of contributions. Obligations for
coniributions lo defined contribution pension plans are recognised as an expense and charged 1o the income statement on an accrual
bagis

4.6 Share-based payment awards

Share-based payment awards may ba made lo employees of the Company under the Firm's incentive awards schemes. The fair
value of any such shares, nighls 1o shares or share oplions is measured when the conditional award is made. This value is recognised
as the compensalion expense to the Company over the period to which the pedarmance criteria relate together with employer's
social security expenses or other payroll taxes, All of the awards granted are equity sellied. The Company estimates the level of
forfeitures and applies this forfeiture rate at the grant date,

Additionadly, the conditions that must be satshied before an employes becomes enfithed to equity instruments under the Farm's
incentive programs iz laken into consideration. The Firm's Retirement ENgibility rules for restnicted stock awarded a8 part of ncentive
programs require the acceleration of the amontisation of the award such that the award is fully expensed at the time the retwement
eligibility comes info force.

4.8 Current and deferred income tax

Income tax payable on taxable profits (current tax) is recognised as an expense in the period in which the profits arise. Income tax
recoverable on tax allowable losses is recognised as a current tax asset only 1o the extent that it is regarded as recoverable by offset
againg! laxable profits ansing in the curtent of preor peniod. Cufrent tax is measured using 1ax rales and lax laws thal have been
enacled or substantively enacted al the balance sheet date.

Dweferred tax is provided in full, using the Eability method, on temparary differences arising from the differences between the tax
bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements, Deferred tax is determined using iax rates and
legisiation enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet date, which are expacted to apply when the deferred lax asset is
realised or the deferred tax liability is settled.

Forward-looking
infermation reflects a range of scenarios that incorporate macro-economic factors that are composed and monitored by JPMaorgan
Chase’s firm-wide specialised sconomic forecasling leam.

The key input componenis for the quantification of expected credit koss through the ECL model includes the probability of default
("PD"), loss given default "LGD") and exposure at defaull ("EAD"). The Company seeks o efficienlly and effectively laverage as
minth 45 possible existing regulatory and capital frameworks where overlap is present for IFRS 9. Differences observed between
conlent in exksting frameworks and requirements under IFRS 9 have been identified and are adjusied accordingly, The inpuls to the
ECL model caplure historical dalasels and a reagonable and supportable forecasting horizon to estimate expecled credit logses.
