Notes to the Financial Statements
for the year ended July 31, 2020

Note 1 - Organisation

THE TRUST

Nomura Global Select Trust (hereinafter referred to as the “ Trust” ), organised in and under the laws of the
Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg as an open-ended umbrella mutual investment fund (fonds commun de placement a
compartiments multiples), is an unincorporated co-proprietorship of securities and other assets (hereinafter
referred to as “ securities” ), managed in the interest of its co-owners (hereinafter referred to as the

“ Unitholders” ) by Global Funds Management S_A. (hereinafter referred to as the “ Management Company” ), a
société anonyme incorporated under the laws of the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg and having its registered office in
the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg. The assets of the Trust are segregated from those of the Management Company and
from those of other investment funds managed by the Management Company.

The Trust may issue different classes of Units, the issue proceeds of which will be separately invested pursuant
to investment policies fixed by the board of directors of the Management Company (the “ Board of Directors” ) for
each class of Units. The different classes of Units and corresponding portfolios of investments will be hereafter

referred to as the “ Funds” .

The Management Company is an alternative investment fund manager within the meaning of article 1(46) of the law
of July 12, 2013 on alternative investment fund managers, as amended (the “ 2013 Law” ).

The Trust qualifies as an undertaking for collective investment regulated by the provisions of part 1l of the
Luxembourg law of December 17, 2010 on undertakings for collective investment, as amended (the “ 2010 Law” ), as
well as an alternative investment fund within the meaning of article 1(39) of the 2013 Law.

The Trust has been established for an undetermined period. The Trust may be dissolved at any time by agreement
between the Management Company and the Depositary.

THE FUNDS

At the date of this report, there are three existing Funds (individually known as a “ Fund” ) under the Trust.
Nomura Global Select Trust - U.S. Dollar Money Market Fund, Nomura Global Select Trust - Australian Dollar Money
Market Fund and Nomura Global Select Trust - New Zealand Dollar Money Market Fund have also been created for an
undetermined period.

The investment objective of the Funds is to seek a stable rate of income in line with money market rates while
seeking preservation of capital and maintenance of liquidity. The Funds seek to achieve this objective through
investment in cash including deposits and in a diversified portfolio comprising primarily of U.S. Dollar (USD),
Australian Dollar (AUD) and New Zealand Dollar (NZD) denominated Public Debt Money Market Instruments
respectively of high credit quality and liquidity issued or guaranteed separately or jointly by local or national
governments or central banks of EU Member States, by the government, or other central authority or central bank
of Japan, of the United States of America, of Australia and of New Zealand, or any other member state of the
OECD.
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The Trust and the Funds qualify as short-term money market funds (* MMF” ) within the meaning of the provisions
of regulation (EU) 2017/1131 of the European Parliament and of the Council of June 14, 2017 on MMF (the “ MMF
Regulation” ). More specifically, each Fund qualifies as a public debt constant NAV MMF within the meaning of
article 2(11) of the MMF Regulation.

Note 2 - Significant Accounting Policies
The Trust maintains the books and records of each individual Fund in its respective currency and prepares
combined financial statements in USD.

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with Luxembourg regulations relating to investment funds. The
financial statements of Nomura Global Select Trust - New Zealand Dollar Money Market Fund have been prepared on a
liquidation basis as the decision was taken by the Management Company to terminate on October 22, 2020. The
following is a summary of significant accounting policies:

INVESTMENT IN SECURITIES
(a) money market instruments will be valued in accordance with the Amortised Cost Method;

(b) shares or units in Targeted Short-Term MMFs shall be valued at their last available Net Asset Value as
reported by such Targeted Short-Term MMFs;

(c) the value of any cash on hand or on deposit, bills and demand notes and accounts receivable, prepaid
expenses, cash dividends and interest declared or accrued as aforesaid, and not yet received shall be deemed
to be the full amount thereof, unless, however, the same is unlikely to be paid or received in full, in
which case the value thereof shall be determined after making such discount as the Management Company may
consider appropriate in such case to reflect the true value thereof;

(d) cash and other liquid assets will be valued at their face value with interest accrued.

INVESTMENT TRANSACTIONS AND INVESTMENT INCOME
Investment transactions are accounted for on trade date (the date the order to buy or sell is executed). Realised
profits or losses on investment transactions are calculated on a weighted-average cost basis.

Interest income is recorded on the basis of interest accrued. The Trust does not accrue income when payment is

delinquent or when the Investment Advisor believes payment is questionable.

CONVERSION OF FOREIGN CURRENCIES

Assets and liabilities stated in currencies other than the reporting currency of the respective Funds are
translated at the exchange rates prevailing at the date of the financial statements. Income and expenses not
denominated in the reporting currency of the respective Funds have been translated at the exchange rates
prevailing on the transaction dates.

For preparation of combined financial statements in USD, the statements of each Fund denominated in currencies
other than USD are translated at the exchange rates prevailing at year-end.

The variation of exchange rate from the previous year applied to the net asset value at the beginning of year is presented

as exchange movement in the combined statement of changes in net assets.

NAV CALCULATION POLICY

The net asset value per unit of each Fund is determined on every Dealing Day immediately after the daily declaration of
dividends. The net asset value per unit is determined by adding the value of all investments and other assets in the
respective Fund, deducting its liabilities and by dividing the resulting amount by the number of units outstanding.

Nomura Bank (Luxembourg) S-A. has been appointed by the Management Company to determine the daily net asset value per unit
and the amount of daily dividend per unit to be declared in respect of each Fund which will be available on each Deal ing Day
at the offices of the Management Company and the Depositary at around 6 p.m. Luxembourg time.

FORMATION EXPENSES
The cost have been incurred in relation to the restructuring of the Trust in order to comply with the MMF Regulation. These
are amortised on a straight-line basis over 5 years.

Note 3 - Management Company and Investment Management fees
The Management Company is entitled to a management fee payable quarterly, inarrears, out of the assets of each Fund at an
annual rate of up to 0.010% of the average daily Net Asset Values of such Fund during the relevant quarter.

The annual rate of 0.010% shall be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Management Company fees is
effective after December 29, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.30%, subject to further reductions

as follows:

The Investment Manager to each Fund is entitled to investment management fees payable quarterly, inarrears, out of the
assets of the relevant Fund at an annual rate of up to 0.150% of the average of the daily Net Asset Values of such Fund during

the relevant quarter.
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The annual rate of 0.150% shall be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the investment management fees is

effective after December 19, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.30%, subject to further reductions

as follows:

The Depositary and Administrator is entitled to a Depositary and Administrative Agent fee payable out of the assets of each
Fund at an annual rate of up to 0.070% of the average of the daily Net Asset Values of each Fund during the relevant quarter.

The annual rate of 0.070% shal l be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Depositary and Administrative

Agent fees is effective after December 19, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund fal Is below 0.30%, subject to

further reductions as follows:

Any reasonable disbursements and out-of-pocket expenses (including without limitation telephone, telex, cable and
postage expenses) incurred by the Depositary, and any custody charges of banks and financial institutions to whom custody

of assets of a Fund is entrusted, shall be borne by such Fund.

Note 5 - Agent Company fees
The Agent Company in Japan is entitled to a fee of up to 0.080% p.a. of the average daily Net Asset Value of each Fund, to be
paid quarterly.

The annual rate of 0.080% shal l be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Agent Company fees is effective
after December 19, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.30%, subject to further reductions as

follows:

Falls below 0.30% 0.064%

Falls below 0.20% 0.048%

Falls below 0.10% 0.032%

Falls below 0.10% again 0.016%

Note 6 - Distributor fees

Each of the Distributors in Japan is entitled to a fee payable quarterly, inarrears, out of the assets of each Fund, at an
annual rate up to 0.35% of the average daily Net Assets Value of such Fund during the relevant quarter attributable to the
units sold by the relevant Distributor in Japan.

The annual rate of 0.35% shall be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Distributor fees is effective after
December 10, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.45%, subject to further reductions as fol lows:

Note 8 - Taxation

The Trust is subject to Luxembourg law in respect of its tax status. Under legislation and regulations currently
prevailing in Luxembourg, the Trust is subject to a capital tax on its net assets at an annual rate of 0.01% calculated and
payable quarterly. Under present law neither the Trust nor the Unitholders (except persons or companies who have or, in
certain limited circumstances, formerly had their residence, registered office or a permanent establishment in
Luxembourg) are subject to any Luxembourg tax on income or capital gains nor to any Luxembourg withholding or estate tax.
The Trust collects the income produced by the securities in its portfolio after deduction of any withholding tax in the
relevant countries.

Note 9 - Distributions
It is the intention of the Board of Directors of the Management Company to proceed to a daily declaration of dividends in an

amount necessary to maintain each Fund®s net asset value per unit at the amount specified in its investment policy.
No distribution may be made as a result of which the total net assets of the respective Fund would fall below the equivalent
in Euro of the minimum amount of the net assets of undertakings for collective investment, as required by Luxembourg law.

Distributions not claimed within five years from their due date will lapse and will revert to the respective Fund.

During the year ended July 31, 2020, the U.S. Dol lar Money Market Fund, Australian Dol lar Money Market Fund and New Zealand
Dollar Money Market Fund paid dividends of USD 2,844,381, AUD 266,574 and NZD 124,199 respectively.

Notes to the Financial Statements
for the year ended July 31, 2019

Note 1 - Organisation

THE TRUST

Nomura Global Select Trust (hereinafter referred to as the “ Trust” ), organised in and under the laws of the
Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg as an open-ended umbrella mutual investment fund (fonds commun de placement a
compartiments multiples), is an unincorporated co-proprietorship of securities and other assets (hereinafter
referred to as “ securities” ), managed in the interest of its co-owners (hereinafter referred to as the

“ Unitholders” ) by Global Funds Management S_A. (hereinafter referred to as the “ Management Company” ), a
société anonyme incorporated under the laws of the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg and having its registered office in
the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg. The assets of the Trust are segregated from those of the Management Company and
from those of other investment funds managed by the Management Company.

The Trust may issue different classes of Units, the issue proceeds of which will be separately invested pursuant
to investment policies fixed by the board of directors of the Management Company (the “ Board of Directors” ) for
each class of Units. The different classes of Units and corresponding portfolios of investments will be hereafter

referred to as the “ Funds” .

The Management Company is an alternative investment fund manager within the meaning of article 1(46) of the law
of July 12, 2013 on alternative investment fund managers, as amended (the “ 2013 Law” ).

The Trust qualifies as an undertaking for collective investment regulated by the provisions of part 1l of the
Luxembourg law of December 17, 2010 on undertakings for collective investment, as amended (the “ 2010 Law” ), as
well as an alternative investment fund within the meaning of article 1(39) of the 2013 Law.

The Trust has been established for an undetermined period. The Trust may be dissolved at any time by agreement
between the Management Company and the Depositary.

THE FUNDS

At the date of this report, there are three existing Funds (individually known as a “ Fund” ) under the Trust.
Nomura Global Select Trust - U.S. Dollar Money Market Fund, Nomura Global Select Trust - Australian Dollar Money
Market Fund and Nomura Global Select Trust - New Zealand Dollar Money Market Fund have also been created for an
undetermined period.

The investment objective of the Funds is to seek a stable rate of income in line with money market rates while
seeking preservation of capital and maintenance of liquidity. The Funds seek to achieve this objective through
investment in cash including deposits and in a diversified portfolio comprising primarily of U.S. Dollar (USD),
Australian Dollar (AUD) and New Zealand Dollar (NZD) denominated Public Debt Money Market Instruments
respectively of high credit quality and liquidity issued or guaranteed separately or jointly by local or national
governments or central banks of EU Member States, by the government, or other central authority or cental bank of
Japan, of the United States of America, of Australia and of New Zealand, or any other member state of the OECD.

The Trust and the Funds qualify as short-term money market funds (* MMF” ) within the meaning of the provisions
of regulation (EU) 2017/1131 of the European Parliament and of the Council of June 14, 2017 on MMF (the “ MMF
Regulation” ). More specifically, each Fund qualifies as a public debt constant NAV MMF within the meaning of
article 2(11) of the MMF Regulation.

The first financial period of Nomura Global Select Trust - New Zealand Dollar Money Market Fund is from October
1, 2018 to July 31, 2019.
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Note 2 - Significant Accounting Policies
The Trust maintains the books and records of each individual Fund in its respective currency and prepares combined
financial statements in USD.

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with Luxembourg regulations relating to investment funds, including

the following significant accounting policies:

INVESTMENT IN SECURITIES
(a) money market instruments will be valued in accordance with the Amortised Cost Method;

(b) shares or units in Targeted Short-Term MMFs shall be valued at their last available Net Asset Value as
reported by such Targeted Short-Term MMFs;

(c) the value of any cash on hand or on deposit, bills and demand notes and accounts receivable, prepaid
expenses, cash dividends and interest declared or accrued as aforesaid, and not yet received shall be deemed
to be the full amount thereof, unless, however, the same is unlikely to be paid or received in full, in
which case the value thereof shall be determined after making such discount as the Management Company may
consider appropriate in such case to reflect the true value thereof;

(d) cash and other liquid assets will be valued at their face value with interest accrued.

INVESTMENT TRANSACTIONS AND INVESTMENT INCOME
Investment transactions are accounted for on trade date (the date the order to buy or sell is executed). Realised profits
or losses on investment transactions are calculated on a weighted-average cost basis.

Interest income is recorded on the basis of interest accrued. The Trust does not accrue income when payment is delinquent

or when the Investment Advisor believes payment is questionable.

CONVERSION OF FOREIGN CURRENCIES

Assets and liabilities stated in currencies other than the reporting currency of the respective Funds are translated at
the exchange rates prevailing at the date of the financial statements. Income and expenses not denominated in the
reporting currency of the respective Funds have been translated at the exchange rates prevailing on the transaction dates.

For preparation of combined financial statements in USD, the statements of each Fund denominated in currencies other than
USD are translated at the exchange rates prevailing at year-end.

As at July 31, 2019, the following exchange rates were used:
1USD =1.44896 AUD
1USD =1.50795 NZD

EXCHANGE MOVEMENT
The variation of exchange rate from the previous year applied to the net asset value at the beginning of year/period is
presented as exchange movement in the combined statement of changes in net assets.

NAV CALCULATION POLICY

The net asset value per unit of each Fund is determined on every Dealing Day immediately after the daily declaration of
dividends. The net asset value per unit is determined by adding the value of all investments and other assets in the
respective Fund, deducting its liabilities and by dividing the resulting amount by the number of units outstanding.
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Nomura Bank (Luxembourg) S-A. has been appointed by the Management Company to determine the daily net asset value per unit

and the amount of daily dividend per unit to be declared in respect of each Fund which will be available on each Deal ing Day
at the offices of the Management Company and the Depositary at around 6 p.m. Luxembourg time.

FORMATION EXPENSES
The cost have been incurred in relation to the restructuring of the Trust in order to comply with the MMF Regulation. These
are amortised on a straight-line basis over 5 years.

Note 3 - Management Company and Investment Management fees
For the set-up of New Zealand Dol lar Money Market Fund, the Management Company is entitled to receive a one-time set-up fee
of EUR 7,500 payable out of the assets of such Fund.

The Management Company is entitled to a management fee payable quarterly, inarrears, out of the assets of each Fund at an
annual rate of up to 0.010% of the average daily Net Asset Values of such Fund during the relevant quarter.

The annual rate of 0.010% shall be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Management Company fees is
effective after December 29, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.30%, subject to further reductions

as follows:

The Investment Manager to each Fund is entitled to investment management fees payable quarterly, inarrears, out of the
assets of the relevant Fund at an annual rate of up to 0.150% of the average of the daily Net Asset Values of such Fund during
the relevant quarter.

The annual rate of 0.150% shall be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the investment management fees is
effective after December 19, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund fal Is below 0.30%, subject to further reductions

as follows:

Note 4 - Depositary and Administrative Agent fees
The Depositary and Administrator is entitled to a Depositary and Administrative Agent fee payable out of the assets of each
Fund at an annual rate of up to 0.070% of the average of the daily Net Asset Values of each Fund during the relevant quarter.

The annual rate of 0.070% shal l be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Depositary and Administrative

Agent fees is effective after December 19, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund fal s below 0.30%, subject to

further reductions as follows:

Any reasonable disbursements and out-of-pocket expenses (including without limitation telephone, telex, cable and
postage expenses) incurred by the Depositary, and any custody charges of banks and financial institutions to whom custody

of assets of a Fund is entrusted, shall be borne by such Fund.

Note 5 - Agent Company fees
The Agent Company in Japan is entitled to a fee of up to 0.080% p.a. of the average daily Net Asset Value of each Fund, to be
paid quarterly.

The annual rate of 0.080% shal l be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Agent Company fees is effective
after December 19, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.30%, subject to further reductions as

follows:

Falls below 0.10% 0.032%

Note 6 - Distributor fees

Each of the Distributors in Japan is entitled to a fee payable quarterly, inarrears, out of the assets of each Fund, at an
annual rate up to 0.35% of the average daily Net Assets Value of such Fund during the relevant quarter attributable to the
units sold by the relevant Distributor in Japan.

The annual rate of 0.35% shall be reduced to rates as shown below. The reduction of the Distributor fees is effective after
December 10, 2008 where the average 7-day yield of a Fund falls below 0.45%, subject to further reductions as fol lows:

Note 8 - Taxation

The Trust is subject to Luxembourg law in respect of its tax status. Under legislation and regulations currently
prevailing in Luxembourg, the Trust is subject to a capital tax on its net assets at an annual rate of 0.01% calculated and
payable quarterly. Under present law neither the Trust nor the Unitholders (except persons or companies who have or, in
certain limited circumstances, formerly had their residence, registered office or a permanent establishment in
Luxembourg) are subject to any Luxembourg tax on income or capital gains nor to any Luxembourg withholding or estate tax.
The Trust col lects the income produced by the securities in its portfolio after deduction of any withholding tax in the
relevant countries.

Note 9 - Distributions

It is the intention of the Board of Directors of the Management Company to proceed to a daily declaration of
dividends in an amount necessary to maintain each Fund's net asset value per unit at the amount specified in its
investment policy.

No distribution may be made as a result of which the total net assets of the respective Fund would fall below the
equivalent in Euro of the minimum amount of the net assets of undertakings for collective investment, as required
by Luxembourg law. Distributions not claimed within five years from their due date will lapse and will revert to

the respective Fund.

Note 1 — General
Global Funds Management S.A. (the “ Company” ) was incorporated on July 8, 1991 in Luxembourg as a “ Société

Anonyme” governed by Luxembourg laws and holds the following trade register identification: Luxembourg B 37 359.

The Company®s registered address is at Building A — 33, rue de Gasperich, L-5826 Hesperange, Grand Duchy of
Luxembourg.

The principal activity of the Company is the creation, administration and management of investment funds for
which it receives management fees disclosed in the Profit and Loss Account as “ Gross profit or loss” .

The Company has been granted with Alternative Investment Fund Manager (AIFM) licence with effect on February 14, 2014.
Moreover the Company has been granted with Chapter 15 of the modified law of December 17, 2010 license by the CSSF on
November 16, 2017.

The Company is included in the consolidated accounts of Nomura Holdings Inc., forming the largest body of undertakings of
which the Company forms a part as a subsidiary undertaking. The registered office of Nomura Holdings Inc. is located in
Tokyo and the consolidated financial statements are available at 1-9-1 Nihonbashi, Chuo-Ku, Tokyo 103-8645, Japan.

In addition, the Company is included in the consolidated accounts of Nomura Europe Holdings Plc, forming the
smallest body of undertakings included in the body of undertakings referred to in the above-mentioned paragraph
of which the Company forms part as a subsidiary undertaking. The registered office of Nomura Europe Holdings Plc
is located in London and the consolidated accounts are available at 1 Angel Lane, London, EC4R 3AB, UK.

Note 2 — Summary of significant accounting policies
The annual accounts of the Company are prepared in accordance with Luxembourg laws and regulatory requirements and
according to general ly accepted accounting principles applicable in Luxembourg.

The significant accounting policies applied by the Board of Directors are summarised as fol lows:

Foreign currency translation
The Company maintains its accounts in Euro (* EUR” ) and the annual accounts are expressed in this currency.

All transactions expressed in currencies other than the EUR are translated into EUR at exchange rates prevailing at the
transaction date.

Cash at bank is translated at the exchange rates effective at the balance sheet date. Exchange losses and gains are

recorded in the profit and loss account of the year.

Other assets and liabilities are translated separately at the lower or at the higher, respectively, of the value converted
at the historical exchange rates or at their value determined at the exchange rates prevailing at the balance sheet date.

Realised exchange gains and losses and unrealised exchange losses are accounted for in the profit and loss account.

Debtors

Trade debtors are recorded at their nominal value. They are subject to value adjustments where their recovery is
compromised. These value adjustments are not continued if the reasons for which the value adjustments were made have
ceased to apply.

Provisions

Provisions are intended to cover loss on debts the nature of which is clearly defined and which, at the date of the balance
sheet, are either likely to be incurred or certain to be incurred but uncertain as to their amount or as to the date on which
they will arise.

Creditors
Creditors include expenses to be paid during the subsequent financial year but related to the current financial year.

Gross profit or loss
Gross profit or loss includes the management fees earned from funds under management less other external charges. The
turnover is recorded on an accrual basis.

Interest income and interest expenses
Interest income and interest expenses are recorded on an accruals basis.

Note 3 — Trade debtors

Legal reserve

In accordance with Luxembourg legal requirements, at least 5% of the annual net profit is to be transferred to legal
reserve fromwhich distribution is restricted. This requirement is satisfied when the reserve reaches 10% of the issued
share capital.

Other non available reserves

Based on the Circular Fort. N° 47ter dated June 16, 2016, which determines the criteria for the reduction of the
NWT as from 2016, the Luxembourg direct tax authorities issued on July 25, 2016 a circular I.Fort N° 51 (the

“ Circular” ) indicating that a company may reduce its NWT for a given year by determining the minimum NWT that
should be subject to (subtracting the Corporate Income Tax for the precedent year), and by comparing this amount
with the NWT that is due based on the unitary value. For the NWT purpose, the company should be liable to the
highest of the said amounts (the minimum NWT after reduction or the NWT due based on the unitary value).

In order to avail of the above, the Company must set up a restricted reserve equal to five times the amount of
the NWT credited.

This reserve has to be maintained for a period of five years following the year in which it was created. In case
of distribution of the restricted reserve, the tax credit falls due during the year in which it was distributed.

The Company has decided to maintain this restricted reserve under “ Other non available reserves” .

As at March 31, 2020, the restricted reserve amounted EUR 1,230,000 representing five times the NWT credited for
the years from 2014 to 2020 (March 31, 2019: EUR 1,095,000).

As per Annual General Meeting held on June 11, 2019, the 2013 NWT reserve was fully released for an amount of EUR
115,000, and a NWT reserve of EUR 250,000 was constituted for 2020.
