GENERAL

Wietnam Fund, {a sub trust of FC Global) (the *Fund™), a Cavman [slands Trust, was constituted in
Cayman Islands on 28 August 2006 and commenced operations on 5 October 2006, The address of
the Fund’s registered office 15 Caledonian House, 69 Dr, Rov's Drive, PO, Box 1043, Grand
Cayman KY1-1102, Cayvman [slands. The Fund registered with the Cavman Islands Monetary
Authority on 23 Movember 2006 and also regisiered with the Japanese Finanaial Services Agency
on 15 September 2006,

The investment objective of the Fund is to derive income and long-term capital appreciation through
the acquisition of equity and equity-related securities, including convertible bonds, warrants and
bonds with warranis and fixed income secunities issued by companies established i Vietnam (herein
after “Vietnam Companies™) or companies that are listed on Ho Chi Minh City Stock Exchange
("HOSE™y or Hanoi Stock Exchange (“"HNX™) or that have operations in Vietnam or business
exposures to the Vietnamese economy and are listed on any stock exchanges (herein after “Vietnam
Related Companies™) or funds mvesting in such secunties and options related to such secuntics or
cash and cash equivalents including money market instruments such as treasury bills. at a reasonable
level of risk.

FC Investments Lid {the “Manager™), a Cayman Islands company, acts as the fund manager. The
Manager has appomted Capital Asset Management Co., Lid. (the “Investment Manager™), a
Japanese company, 1o provide investment advisory and fund management services to the Fund.

In accordance with the Master Trust Deed, G ALK, (Cayman) Limited {the “Trustee™), a Cayman
Izlands company, provides trustee and registrar services to the Fund and has delegated certain of its
custodian fimetions to Sumitomo Mitsui Trust Bank, Limited { London Branch) (effective 2 March.
20207 (formerly Sumitomeo Mitsui Trust {UK) Limited) and certain of its registrar and transfer agent
functions to SMT Fund Services (Ireland) Limited. SMT Fund Services (Ireland) Limited (the
“Administrator™), a related company of the Trustee, provides fund administration services and
delegate registrar services 1o the Fund, Sumitomo Mitsw Trust Bank, Limited (London Branch)
{effective 2™ March, 2020) (formerly Sumitomo Mitsui Trust (UK) Limited) (the “Custodian™), a
related company of the Trustee, provides delegate custodian services to the Fund,

The Manager has appointed Adzawa Secunties Co, Lid, (the “Distributor’™) a5 the agent company

for the manager and distributor of wnits in Japan. The agent company and distributor was
incorporated as a joint stock company under the Commercial Code of Japan.

The Fund has a finite life of 100 vears from the date of the revised Supplemental Trust Deed on 1
September 20013, In the event in which the Net Asset Value (“NAV™) of the Fund at any time falls
below USS3,000,000, the Fund may be terminated by the Manager, In the event that the Fund is
terminated, the Manager must publish (or cause the distributor to publish) or notify (or cause the
distributor to notity) all unitholders and beneficiaries of such termination and any other mformation
as required under the applicable law forthwith upon such termination.

During the financial year, the COVID-19 outbreak was declared a pandemic by the World Health
Organisation on 11 March 2020. The Fund is closely monitoring the development of the COVIID-
19 outbreak and its related impact on the Fund’s investments. As at the statement of financial
position date, the Fund is not aware of anv material impact on the financial statements arising from
COVID-19 cuthreak.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
2.1 Basis of preparation

The financial statements of the Fund have been prepared in accordance with Singapore Financial
Reporting Standards (“FRS™). The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
convention, as modified by the revaluation of financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value
through profit or loss.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with FRS requires the use of certain critical
accounting estimates, I alse requires the Manager to exercise s judgement in the process ol
applying the Fund’s accounting policies. The areas involving a higher degree of judgement or
complexity, or arcas where and assumptions and estimates are significant 1o financial statements,
are disclosed in Note 4.

(a) Standards and amendments to existing standards effective 1 October 2019

There are no standards, amendments 1o standards or interpretations that are effective for annual
penods begimming on 1 October 20019 that have a matenal effect on the Onancial statements of the
Fund.

2.2 Foreign currency translation
fa) Functional and presentation currency

ltems included in the financial statements are measured using the currency of the primary economic
environment i which the Fund operates (“the functional curreney™). The financial statements are
presented in United States Dollars (“UJSS™), which is the Fund’s functional currency.

ih) Transactions and balances

Transactions in a currency other than USS are translated into USS using the exchange rates
prevanling at the dates of the transactions, Curreney translation ansing from the setilement of such
transactions and from the translation of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign
currencies. at the closing rates at the reporting date are recognised in the Statement of
Comprehensive Income. Foreign currency assets and liabilities held at reporting date are translated
into the functional currency using the exchange rate prevailing at the Statement of Financial Position
date.

Foreign exchange gains and losses relating to the financial assets and financial liabilities carried at
fair value through profit or loss are presented in the Statement of Comprehensive Income within
“net change in fair value on financial assets and liabilities a1 fair value through profit or loss™,

The Fund classifies its investments based on both the Fund’s business model for managing those
financial assets and the contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial assets. The portfolio of
financial assets 1s managed and performance 15 evaluated on a Far value basis, The Fund s primarly
focused on fair value information and uses that information to assess the assets” performance and to
make decisions, The Fund has not taken the option to imevocably designate any equity securities as
fair value through other comprehensive income.

The contractual cash flows of the Fund’s debt securities are solely principal and interest, however,
these securities are neither held for the purpose of collecting contractual ¢ash flows nor held both
for collecting contractual cash flows and for sale. The collection of contractual cash flows is only
incidental to achieving the Fund's business model’s objective. Consequently, all investments are
measured at fair value through profit or loss.

(it} Liabalitics

Drerivative contracts that have a negative fair value are presented as liabilities at fair value through
profit or loss. As such, the Fund classifies all of its investment portfolio as financial assets or
liabilities as fair value through profit or loss,

The Fund’s policy requires the Investment Manager and the Trstee to evaluate the information
about these financial assets and liabilities on a fair value basis together with other related financial
information.

h) Recognition, derecognition and measirement

Regular purchases and sales of investments are recognised on the trade date — the date on which the
Fund commits to purchase or sell the investment. Financial assets and financial liabilities at fair
value through profit or loss are initially recognised at fair value. Transaction costs are expensed as
incurred in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

Fimaneal assets are derecognised when the nghts to receive cash Mows from the mvestments have
expired or the Fund has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership, On sale of an
investment, the difference between the net sale proceeds and its carrving amount 18 recognised in
profit or loss. Realised gains or losses from investment transactions are recorded on the First-In-

The impaimment methodology applied depends on whether there has
been a significant increase in credit sk, Note 3.4 details how the Fund determines whether there

has been a significant increase in credit sk,

For trade receivables, the Fund applies the simplified approach permitted by the FRS 109, which
requires expected lifetime losses to be recognised from initial recognition of the trade receivables.

For cash and cash equivalents, the general 3 stage approach is applied. Credit loss allowance is
based on 12-month expected credit loss iF there is no significant increase in credit risk since initial
recognition of the assets. If there is a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition,
lifetime expected credit loss will be calculated and recognised.

{i} Transfers between levels of the fair value hierarchy

Transfers between levels of the fair value hierarchy are deemed to have occurred at the beginning
of the reporting period.,

2.5 Provisions for other liahilities and charges

Provisions for other liabilities and charges are recognised when the Fund has a present legal or
constructive obligation as a result of past events, it is more likely than not that an outflow of
resources will be required 1o settle the obligation and the amount has been reliably estimated.

2.6 Fair value estimation of financial assets and financial linbilities

The Fair value of financial instruments traded in active markets, such as trading securities, are based
on quoted market prices at the reporting date. The quoted market price used for financial assets and
financial lahilitics held by the Fund s the last traded price. For the purpose of caleulating the
published NAV per unit, the fair value of financial instruments is based on last traded price as set
forth in the Fund's Offening Memorandum,

The fair values of financial nstruments that are not traded n an active market such as unlisted
securities are determined by using valuation technigques. The Fund uses a variety of methods and
makes assumplions that are based on market conditions existing at each reporting date. Valuation
techmigques used include the use of corporate recent arm’s length transactions, discounted cash Now
analvsis and other valuation techniques commonly used by markel participants making the
maximum use of market input and relving as Litle as possible on entitv-speciflic inputs,

The trading volume in respect of the sccunitics histed on the Vietnam stock exchanges may be
substantially less than that of the world's leading stock markets. In addition, the valuation and
recoverability of the securities in these financial statements are based on conditions prevailing and
information available at 30 September 2020, updated for material changes to the date of these
financial statements. The ongoing economic uncertainties in the countries in the region will continue
to impact on the assessment of such valuations,

The fwr values of curmrent Nnancial assets and financial habalities carmed at amorhised cost
approximate their carrying amounts,

2.7 Taxation

The Fund is domiciled in the Cayman Islands. Under current laws of the Caviman Islands, there is
no income, estate, transfer, sales or other Cayman Islands taxes payable by the Fund.

The Fund intends generally to conduct its affairs such that it will not be subject to income tax in any
Jurisdiction, The Fund may mcur withholding tax imposed by certain countries on investment
income. Such income would be recorded gross of withholding tax in the Statement of
Comprehensive Income, Withholding tax would be shown as a separate line tem in the Statement
of Comprehensive Income.

In accordance with FRS 12 - Income Taxes, the Fund is required to recognise a tax liability when it
is possible that the tax laws of foreign countries require a tax liability to be assessed on the Fund's
capital gains sourced from such foreign countries, assuming the relevant taxing authorities have full
knowledge of the Facts and circumstances,

2.7 Taxation (continued)

The tax Liability is then measured at the amount expected to be paid to the relevant tax authorities
using the tax laws and rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the
reporting period, There is sometimes uncertaimty about the way enacted law 15 applicd to offshore
investment funds. This creates uncertainty about whether or not a tax lability will ultimately be
pand by the Fund. Therefore, when measuring any uncertain tax habilibies, management considers
all relevant facts and circumstances available at the time which could influence the likelihood of
pavments, including any formal or informal tax practices of the relevant tax authorities.

As of 30 September 2020 and 2019, the Fund has reviewed and evaluated its cumulative tax
positions m all magor junsdictions and has determined that there are no uncerfam tax positions,
While this represents the management’s best estimate, this determination could differ from the
amount ultimately pavable,

2.8 Pavahles

Payables are initially recognised at fair value, subsequently carried at amortised cost using the
effective interest method. All expenses are recognised on an acerual basis.

2.9 Due from broker

Amounts due from broker represent receivables for secunhies sold that have been contracted For but
not vet settled on the Statement of Financial Position date.

These amounts are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost.
At each reporting date, the Fund shall measure the loss allowance on amounts due from broker at
an amount equal to the lifetime expected credit losses if the credit risk has increased significantly
since initial recognition. If, at the reporting date, the eredit risk has not increased significantly since
initial recognition, the Fund shall measure the loss allowance at an amount equal 1o 12-month
expected credit losses. Significant financial difficulties of the broker, probability that the broker will
enter bankruptey or financial reorgamisation, and default in payments are all considered indicators
that a loss allowance may be required. If the credit risk increases to the point that it is considered to
be credit impaired, interest income will be caleulated based on the gross carrving amount adjusted
for the loss allowance. A significant increase in credit risk is defined by management as any
contractual payment which is more than 30 days past due. Any contractual pavment which is more
than 90 days past due is considered credit impaired,

2.10 Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are ofTset and the net amount 15 reported in the Statement of
Finangial Position when there 15 a legally enforceable right to ofTzet the recognised amounts and
there is an intention 1o settle on anet basis, or realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.
The legally enforceable nght must not be contimgent on fulure events and must be enforceable 1n
the normal course of business and in the event of default, insolvency or bankruptey of the Fund or
the counterpary.

2.11 Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include bank balances held with financial institutions which are subject
to an nsignificant sk of change in value,

2.12 Units

The Fund issues one class of redeemable units in USS, which are redeemable at the holder’s option
and are classified as equity.

The redeemable units are carried at the redemption amount that is payable a1 the Statement of
Financial Position date if the holder exercises the right to put the units back to the Fund.

Should the terms or conditions of the redeemahle units change such that they do not comply with
the strict eriteria contained in FRS 32 “Financial Instruments: Prezsentation’, the redeemable units
would be reclassified to a fimancial hability from the date the mstrument ceases to meet the eriteria,
The financial liability would be measured at the instrument’s fair value at the date of reclassification.
Any difference between the carrving value of the equity instrument and fair value of the liability on
the date of reclassification would be recognised as equity.

Units are issoned and redeemed at the holder’s oplion at prices based on the Fund's NAY per umt at
the time of issue or redemption. The Fund’s NAV per unit is calculated by dividing the net assets
atiributable to unitholders with the total number of oulstanding wnits, In accordance with the
provisions of the Fund’s Offering Memorandum, investment positions are valued based on the last
traded market price for the purpose of determining the NAV per umit for subscriptions and
redemptions.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

3.1 Strategy in using financial instruments

The Fund is involved in investment trading and its activities expose il to a variety of risks but not
limited to market risk (including price sk, imterest rate nisk and curreney nisk). credit risk and
liguidity risk. The overall responsibility for the implementation of the Fund’s financial risk
management policies hes with the Investment Manager, who, among other things, focuses on the
unpredictability of financial markets and seeks to minimise potential adverse effects on the financial
performance of the Fund,

The Fund mayv undentake hedging only to the extent that it is practical taking into account the costs
invalved and the timing of investments. Recognising the unpredictability of financial markets, the
Investment Manager seeks to minimise potential adverse effects on the financial performance of the
Fund by adopting restrictions and policies relating to the activities and investment of assets of the
Fund. The Fund has laid down policies and procedures for risk containment by ensuring that the
portfolio risks are well diversified through appropriate portfolioc mix and stnct adherence o
investment restrictions as set out in the Fund’s Offering Memorandum. These policies are approved
by the Manager of the Fund.

Derivative financial instruments may be used from time to either create an exposure to an underlving
instrument, or to leverage the portfolio within acceptable constraints. The Fund's overall market
positions are monitored on a dailv basis by the Investment Manager. The Fund did not hold any
dervative instruments as al 30 September 2020 and 2019,

3.2 Market risk
Market risk is the risk of potential adverse changes to the value of financial instruments because of
changes in market conditions such as interest rate and currency rate movements and volatility in

security prices.

At reporting date, the Fund's market risk comprises three main components, namely changes in
actual market prices of mvestments (“price nsk™), mterest rates and foreign currency movemenis,

3.2.0 Price risk
The Fund is exposed to price risk from its investment in listed equities and related derivatives,

The Fund's investments are susceplible to price risk arising from uncertainties about future prices
of these financial instruments. In the case of ils invesiments in Vietnam, it invelves cerlain
considerations and risks not typically associated with investments in more developed market. In
addition to their smaller size, lesser liguidity and greater volatility, the Vienamese securities
markets are less developed and there is often substantially less publicly available information about
Vietnamese issuers than there is in developed markets,

Price risk represents the potential loss the Fund might suffer through holding market positions in
the face of price movements, The nature of the Fund's activitics directly results in market risk
exposures being taken so as to maximise returns.

The Fund’s objective when
managing capital is to safeguard the Fund’s ability to continue as a going concern in order to provide
retums for umitholders and benefits for other stake holders and to maimtain a strong capital base to
support the development of the investment activities of the Fund.
