Offsetting Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities
Derivalives

In order to better define its contractual rights and to secure rights that will help Sub-Trusts miti gate their counterparty
risk, the Sub-Trusts may enter into an Intemabonal Swaps and Dervatives Association, Inc. Master Agreement (*ISDA,
Master Agreement”) or =imilar agreements with #s derivative contract counterparbes. An 150w Master Agreement is
2 bilateral agreement between the Sub-Trusts and a counterparty that governs OTC dervatives, including forsign
exchange contracts, and typically contains, among other things, collateral posting terms and netting provisions in the
event of a default and/or termination event. The provisions of the 1504 Master Agreement typically perrmit a single
net payment in the event of a defaull (close-out neting) or smdlar event, includng the bankruptey or insobrency of the
counterparty.

Collateral and margin requirements differ between exchange traded derivatives and OTC derivatives. Margin
requiremnents are estabiished by the broker or clearing house for exchange-traded and centrally cleared derivatives
{financial futures contracts, options and centrally cleared swaps) pursuant to the governing agreements for those
instrument types. Brokers can ask for margin in excess ofthe minimum in certain crcumstances. Collateral terms are
contrack-spacific for OTC dedvatives (foreign currency exchange contracts, options and certain swaps). For dervatives
traded under an ISDA Master Agreement, the collateral requirements are typically calculated by netting the mark-to-
market amount for each tranzacton under such agreement and cormparing that amount to the value of any collateral
currently pledged by a Sub-Trust and the counterparty. Addtionally, the Sub-Trusts may be required to post addiional
collateral to the counterparty in the form of initkal margin, the terms of which would be outlined in the confirmation of
tha OTC transaction.

Fer financtal reperting purposes, cash collateral for OTC derivatives that has been pledged to cover cbligations of
the Sub-Trusts and cash collateral received from the counterparty, if any, is reported separately on the Statements
of Financial Position as due fromydue 1o broker. Non-cash collateral pledged by the Sub-Trusts, if any, is noted in the
Schedules of Investments. Generally, the amount of collateral due from or to a counterparty must exceed a minimum
transfer amount threshold before a transfer is required to be made. To the extent amounts due to the Sub-Trusts
from its counterparties are not fully collateralized, contractually or ctherwise, the Sub-Trusts bear the risk of loss from
counterparty nonperformance. The Sub-Trusts atbempt bo mitigate counterparty risk by only entedqing into agreaments
with counterparties that it believes to be of good standing and by monitoring the financial stability of those counterparties.

Additionally, the netting of assets and labilities and the offsetting of collateral pledged or received for OTC derivatives
are bazed on contractual netting/sat-off pravizions in the ISDA Master Agresment or similar agresments, However, in
the event of a default or insolvency of a counterparty, a court could determine that such rights are not enforceable due
to restrictions or prohibitons against the right of setolf that may be imposed due toa particular jurisdction’s bankruptey
of insolvency laws.

Taxation

There are at present no corporation, income, capital gaing, profits or other taxes in the Cayman Islands which would
apply to the profits in respect of the Sub-Trusts. Nor are there gift, estate or inheritance taxes in the Cayman tslands.
The Trustee has applied for and has received from the Governer in Cabinet of the Cayman |slands an undertaking in
accordance with Section 81 of the Trusts Law (as amended) that for a peried of 50 years from the date of the creation
of the Master Trust no law which is thereafter enacted in the Cayman Izlands impasing any tax or duty to be levied
of income of on capital assels, gains of appreciation of any tax in the nature of estate duly or mheritance tax shall
apply to the property comprized in or any income arising under the Sub-Trusts or to the Trustee or the Unitholders
theseof in respect of any such property or income; provided that a Unitholder who is at any time resident or domiciled
in the Cayman Islands {cther than any object of a charitable trust or power or an exempted or ordinary non-resident
company inccporated in the Cayman |slands) shall be lable in and in respect of such time to all and any tax and duty
as if such undenaking had never been given and nothing in the relevant section of the Trusts Law shall be construed
as exempting any such person resident or domicded in the Islands fFom any law imposing any tax or duty referred to
inthe Trusts Law,

For the Gobdman Sachs US Technology Equity Sub-Trust, the Master Fund Trustes has received a similar undertaking
in respect of the Master Fund.

The Sub-Trusts may mcur withholding taxes imposed by cerdain countries on imvestment income and capital gains.
Such incorme or gain is recorded gross of withholding taxes in the Staternents of Comprehensive Income. Withhalding
taxes, ifany, are shown as a separate item in the Statements of Comprehensive Income.

The Sub-Trusts invest n securities issued by entiies which are domiciled in countries other than the Cayman Islands.
Many of these foreign countries have tax laws which indicate that capital gains taxes may be applicable to non-residents,
such as the Sub-Trusts, Typically, these capital gains taxes & required to be delermaned on a selfassessment basis
and, therefore, such taxes may not be deducted by the Sulb-Trusts’ brokers on a “withholding™ basis.

In accordance with 1A45 12, Income Taxes, the Sub-Trusts are required to recognize a tax liakility when it is probable
that the tax laws of foreign countries require a tax kability to be assessed on the Sub-Trusts’ capital gains scurced from
such foreign country, assuming the relevant taxing authorities have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances.

The tax liakility is then measured at the amount expected to be paid to the relevant taxation authorities using the tax
|lawss and rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the reporting period. There is somatimes
uncertainty about the way enacted tax law is applied o offshore investment funds, This creates uncerainty about
whether or not & tax Rability will ulimately be paid by the Sub-Trusts. Therefore, when measuring any uncertain tax
lrabilities, managament considers all of the relevant facts and creumstances available at the ime which could influence
the likelihood of payment, including any formal or infermal practices of the relevant tax autheorities,

At 3 Decomber 2020 and 31 December 2019, the Sub-Trusts have measured uncertain tax Eabilities and related
interest and penalties with respect to foreign capital gains taxes at nil. While this represents management's bast
estimate there remains a risk that foreign tax authorities will atbernpt to collect taxes on capital gains earned by the
Sub-Trusts. This could happen without giving any prior waming, possibly on a retrospective basis, and could result in
a substantial loss to the Sub-Trusts.

In the normal
course oftheir operations, the Sub-Trusts may enterinto fransactions in secunties, curmencies or ather investmants with
Gaoldman Sachs or Goldman Sachs affiistes, For the years ended 31 December 2020 and 31 December 2019, there
were no fees paid in connection with transactions entered into with Goldman Sachs affiliates.

Under the terms of the Management Agreement, the Investment Manager receives, from the assets of the Sub-Trusts,
a fee accruing daily and paid on @ monthly basis in arears. based on the Sub-Trusts' average net aszets of the Fee-
Bearing Units, determined as of the last business day of the applicable month, adjusted to reflect any subscrptions,
redemnptions and distributions during the applicable month.

Financial Investments and Associaled Risks

The Trust's investing activities exposa it to various types of risks that are associated with the firancial investments and
markets in which it and the underlying Sub-Trusts invest. These may be both derivative and non-derivative financial
investments. The Trust's underlying Sub-Trusts' mvestment portiolios are comprised of equity, collectve investrment
sehemes and derivative investrments at the perod end. The Trustes has appainted the |meestment Advisor to manage
the investment risks of the Sub-Trusts. The significant types of fimnancial risks which the Sub-Trusts are exposed to are
market nsk, igudity sk and credit msk. The Offenng Memarandum provides detals of these and other types of risk
some of which are additional to that information provided in these financial statements,

Asset allocation is determined by the Trust's Investment Advisor who manages the allocation of assets o achisve
the investment objectives as detailed in Mote 2. Achievermnent of the investment objectives involves taking risks. The
Investment Advisor exercises judgment based on analysis, research and risk managerment techniques when making
investment decisions. Divergence fom the benchmark andfor the target asset allocation and the composition of the
portfiolio s meonitored in accordance with the Trust's nsk management policy.

The maserfesder structure, and in parbicular the existence of mulbple imestment vehicles vesting in the same
portfolio, presents certain unique risks to investors. A Sub-Trust may be materally affected by the actions of ancther
entity investing in the Master Fund, For example, if another Unitholder of the Master Fund redeems some or all of its
interests in the Master Fund, the Master Fund and, in turn, the Sub-Trust, may experience higher pro rata cperating
expenses, theseby producing lower retums. Sirlarly, the Master Fund may become less dverse due to redemptions
from its other Unitholders, resulting in increased portiolio risk. The Master Fund may restrict s investment activities
of ba precluded from mvesting in certain instruments due to regulatory restrictions on certain of its direct or indirect
imvestors or otherwise, which may have an adverse effect on the performance of the Master Fund, and, in turn, the
Sub-Trust,

The risk management policies employed in relation to the Sub-Trusts are detailed below:

Market Risk

The potential for changes in the fairvalue of the Sub-Trusts' mvestment pont folios is referred to as market nsk. Commanly
used categories of markel rigk inclede currency risk, interest rate risk and other price rigk.

. Currency risk may result from exposures to changes in spot prices, forward prices and volatilities of currency
rates.
* Interest rate risk may result from exposures to changes in the level, slope and curvature of the various yield

curves, the volatility of interest rates, mortgage prepayment speeds and credit spreads.

. Ciher price risk is the risk that the value of an investment will fluctuate as a result of changes in market prices
other than those arising from curency risk or interest rate risk and may result from exposures to changes in
the prices and volatilites of individual equities, equity baskets, equity indices, and commodities.

The Trust's market risk strategy is diven by the Sub-Trusts' imvestment risk and retum objectives.

Market risk is managed through the application of risk budgeting principles. The Investment Advisor determines an
appropriate risk target. commanly refemred to as Tracking Ermor, employing a risk budgeting framewark.

A Markat Risk Analysis Group at Goldman Sachs (“IMD MRA) is responsible for independently monitering, analyzing
and reporting the market rizks taken by the Investment Advizors. IMD MRA uses a number of risk metrics to monitor the
market risks including monitoring sensitivities, and Tracking Emor.

Details of the Sub-Trusis' investment portfclio at the reporting date are disclosed in the Schedules of Investments. Al

The Sub-Trusts may invest in financial investments and enter into transactions dencminated in currencies other
than their functional currency. Consegquently, the Sub-Trusts may be exposed to rigks that the exchange rate of their
funchional curmency relative to other foreign currencies may change in a manner that has an adverse effect on the value
of that portion of the Sub-Trusts’ assets or liabities denominated in currencies cther than their functional cumrency.
Pieaze refer to the Schedules of Investments of each Sub-Trust which details the investments in currencies other than
thesr functional currency.

When an investor invests into a unit/ share class which isin a different currency to the base currency of the Sub-Trust
inwhich it invests, the currency risk of the investor will be different to the currency rick of the Sub-Trust,

When an investor imvests into a hedged share class, which is in a different currency to the base currency of the Sub-
Trust in which itinvests, the Sub-Trust hedges the currency nisk on behaif of the hedged share class. As the hedges are
used solelty to hedge the currency risk ofthe hedged share class, they are not included in the sensitivity anakysis for the
Sub-Trust. Realized gains and losses attnbutabie bo hedges are allocated to the relevant hedged share class. Certain
Classes of the Sub-Trusts are hedged to the currency of that Class. However, hedging with the relevant Class currency
i not necessarily complete and each currency may be subjectto currency exchange fluctuation of the currency in which
itz imvestments have been issued.

{ivi  Limitations of Sensitivity Analysis

Some of the limitations of the sensithity analysis tables above include:

. the analysis is based on historical data and cannot take account of the fact that future market price mavements,
correlations between markets and levels of market liquidity may bear no relation to histonical pattemns;

. the analysis is a relative estimate of risk rather than a precise and accurate number,;

. the analysis represents a hypothetical outcome and is not intended to be predictive; and

. future market conditions could vary significantly from those experienced in the past.

Liquidity Risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Sub-Trusts will encounter difficulty in meeting obligations associated with financial
lizbilities that are setfled by delivesing cash or ancther financial asset. Among cther things liquidity could be impaired by
an inability 1o access secured andfor unsecured sources offinancing, an inability to sell assets or unforeseen cutflows
of cash or collateral or viclations of counterparty or prime broker terms or covenants. This sitvation may anze due
to eircumstances oulside of the Sub-Trusts' contral, such &s a genoral market disuption of an oparational problem
affecting the Sub-Trusts or third parties. Alzo, the ability to sell assets may be impaired if other market participants are
seeking to sell Emilar assets at the same time.

The Sub-Trusts' investments include collective investment schemes. which may impese greater restrichons on

redemptions than those imposed by the Sub-Trests, This may include offering less frequent redemption dates than are
offered by the Sub- Trusts to its Unitholders.

The Sub-Trusts’ fmancial assets and financial Eabilities include investments in derivative contracts traded over the
counter, which are not tradad in an organized public market and which may be illiquid and in investments which may
represent a significant percentage of issue size, A% a result. the Sub-Trusts may not be able to liquidate quickly some
of these investments at an amount close to fair value in order to meet requirements, or to respond to specific events
such as deterioration in the craditwarthiness of any particular issuer. The forced liqusdation of investment positions may
cause financial losses.

The Sub-Trusts provide for the subscription and redemption of Units and it is therefore exposed to the liguidity risk
associated with Unitholder redermptions in accordance with the terms in the Offesing Memorandum. The Sub-Trusts
are managed to include kquid investments sufficient to meet normal liquidity needs although substantial redemptions
of Units in the Sub-Trusts could require the Sub-Trusts and the Master Fund to liquidate their investments more rapidly
than otherwise desirable in order to raise cash for the redemptions. These factors could adversely affect the value of
the Units redeemed and the valuation of the Units that remain cutstanding and the liquidity of the Sub-Trusts' remaining
assets if more liquid assets have been sold to meet redemplions.

The Sub-Trusts’ Offering Memorandum provides for the daily subscription and redemption of Units. The Sulb-Trusts are
therefore exposed to the Bquidity risk of meeting Unithclder redemplions.

Expiration or terrmination of available financing for leveraged positions, and the reguiremaents to post collateral in respect
of changes in the fair value of leveraged exposures or changes in advance rates or other terms and conditions of the
Sub-Trusts' fmancing arrangements, can result in adverse efects to the Sub-Trusts' access to liquidty and ability to
maintain leveraged positions, and may cause the Sub-Trusts to incur material losses. The Sub-Trusts may borrow o
utilize ather forms of leverage (on a secured and unsecured basis) for any purpose Including. increasing imvestrent
capacity, and covering operating expenses or for the settlement of tranzactions. However, there is no guarantee that
any such amangements for cbtaining leverage will be available, or, if avalable, will be available on terms and condiions
acceptable to the Sub-Trusts. Unfavorable ecenomic conditions also could increase funding costs, limit access to the
capital markets or result in a decision by lenders not to extend credit to the Sub-Trusts.

The use of leverage also increases sk as it magnifies the efect of amy volatility in far values on the Sub-Trusts’ equity,

A decline in the market value of the Sub-Trusts” assets may have particular adverse consequences in instances where
they have borrowed money on the market value of those assets, A decrease in the marke! value of those assels
may result in the lender {including derrvative counterparties) requiring the Sub-Trusts to post additional collateral or
otherwise sel assels at a ime when # may not be in the Sub-Trusts' best interest to do 50,

Credit Risk

Credit risk is the rizh that one party to a financial investment will cause a financial loss for the other party by failing to
discharge an obligation,

The Invastment Advisor has adopted proceduses o reduce cradit risk related to Rz dealings with counterparties o
issuersin the Sub-Trusts. Before tranzacting, the Investrent Advisor or its related parties evaluate both creditworthiness
and reputation by conducting a credit analysis of the party, their business and reputation. The credit risk of approved
counterpartios or issuers is then monitored on an ongoing basis, including percdc reviews of financial statements and
interim financial reports as needed.

In order to reduce exposwre to credit losses, some over-the-counter derivative agreements entered into by the Sub-
Trusts permit netting of transactions ansing under such agreaments, excuding those with counterparties executing only
spot foreign exchange confracts. While such netfing rights do not resull in an offset of reported assets and liabilities,
they do provide for the reduction of credt risk on favorable over-the-counter ransactions with a single counterparty to
the extent of the value ofunfavorable over-the-counter transactions with the same counterparty upon the ccowrence of
an evant of dafaull of lermination svent a5 all oved-thie-counter iransactions with the ¢ cunterparty Under Suth sgreanment
