Notes to Financial Statements

Year Ended December 30, 2021

1. Organization

Nineteen77 Global Merger Arbitrage Opportumity Fund (the Trust) is an exempted unit trust
organized m the Cayman Islands and registered under the Cayman Islands Trusts Act and
commenced operations on December 6, 2019. The Trust 1s registered under the Cayman Islands
Mutual Funds Act. The Trust’s investment objective is to realize consistently high risk-adjusted
appreciation in the value of its assets. The Trust seeks to achieve its investment objective primarily
through investments in the secunties of entities involved in announced mergers, acquisitions or
contests for control (including by shorting such securities), however, the Trust also may make
investments in entities involved in other types of restructuring or corporate events when, in the
manager’s opinion, attractive opportunities exist,

The Trust’s adviser is UBS O’Comnnor LLC (the Investment Manager), a Delaware limited liability
company, which is registered with the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission as an investment
adviser. The Investment Manager may use certain personnel of one or more of its affiliates, or
engage one or more of its affiliates as sub-advizers fo provide investment advice for certain assets
of the Trust. The Investment Manager is a wholly-owned subsidiary of UBS Asset Management
(Americas) Inc. UBS Asset Management (Americas) Inc. and any affiliated sub-advisers are
wholly owned subsidiaries of UBS AG (UBS) and are part of UBS Asset Management, which
provides various operational and managerial support services to the Investment Manager.

The Trust’s administrator is MUFG Alternative Fund Services (Ireland) Limited (the
Admnstrator). The Admimstrator provides certain admimstrative services to the Trust, including
maintenance of the Trust’s books and records, and serves as registrar for the Trust’s umts. AFS
Controlled Subsidiary 3 Ltd. (the Trustee), a trust company, wholly-owned by an affiliate of the
Administrator and licensed to undertake trust services pursuant to the provisions of the Banks and
Trust Compames Act (as amended) of the Cayman Islands, has been appointed as trustee to the
Trust.

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The Investment Manager has evaluated the structure, objectives and activities of the Trust and
determined that it meets the characteristics of an investment company. As such, these financial
statements have applied the guidance set forth in Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 946,
Financial Services—Investment Companies. The following is a summary of significant accounting
and reporting policies used in preparing the financial statements.

Use of Estimates

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with U.S. generally accepted
accounting principles (GAAP). The preparation of these financial statements requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial statements and
accompanying notes. Actual results could differ from such estimates.

Investment Transactions

Investment transactions, which include secunties sold, not vet purchased, are accounted for on a
trade-date basis. Dividends are recognized on the ex-dividend date, and interest is accrued as
earned or incurred. Realized gains and logses on securities transactions are recorded on a first-in,
first-out cost basis,

Fair Value of Financial Instruments

The fair value of the Trust’s assets and liaalities, which qualify as financial instruments under
ASC 825, Financial Instruments, approximates the carrying amounts presented in the financial
statements.

ASC B20, Fair Value Measurement, clanfies the definition of fair value for financial reporting,
establishes a framework used to measure fair value and enhances disclosure requirements for fair
value measurements. The Investment Manager has categorized the Trust’s financial instruments,
based on the priority of the valuation techmique, into a three-level fair value hierarchy. The
valuation hierarchy is based upon the observability of the inputs to the valuation of the financial
asset or liability as of the measurement date. A financial instrument’s categorization within the
valuation hierarchy 1s based on the lowest level of input that is significant to the fair value
measurement,

The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are as follows:

Level 1 — Inputs to the valuation methodology are quoted prices (unadjusted) for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets.

Level 2 — Inputs to the valuation methodology include quoted prices for similar assets and
liabilities in active markets, and inputs that are observable for the asset or liability, either
directly or indirectly.

Level 3 — Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair value
measurement. This includes situations where there is little, if any, market activity for the asset
or liability.

Fair value iz the price that would be received in the sale of an asset or paid to transfer a liability in
an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. Where available, fair
value 1s based on observable market prices or parameters, or derived from such prices or
parameters using market standard models. These valuation models involve some level of
estimation and judgment, the degree of which iz dependent on the price transparency for the
instruments or market and the instrument complexity. Assets and Labilities recorded at fair value
are categorized for disclosure purposes based on the level of judgment associated with the inputs
used to measure their value as described above.

The availability of observable inputs can vary depending on the financial asset or liability and is
affected by a wide varety of factors, including, for example, the type of product, whether the
product is new, whether the product is traded on an active exchange or in the secondary market
and the current market conditions. To the extent that the valuation is based on models or inputs
that are less obgervable or unobservable in the market, the determination of fair value requires
more judgment. Accordingly, the degree of judgment exercised by the Investment Manager in
determiming fair value 15 least for assets and liabihities classified as Level 1 and greatest for assets
and liabilities classified as Level 3. In certain cases, inputs used to measure fair value may fall into
different levels of the fair value hierarchy.

The valuation process 18 governed by the Investment Manager’s Valuation Policy and Procedures
(the Valuation Policy), which has been approved by the Trustee of the Trust. The Valuation Policy
governs the wvaluation of all investments and defines the valuation principles and pricing
conventions for each investment type as described below. In addition, the Valuation Policy
establishes a wvaluation committee (the Valuation Committee). The Valuation Committee
membership includes representation from the Investment Manager’s Legal, Compliance, Product
Control, Valuaton and Market Risk Control teams. The Valuation Committee 15 specifically
responsible for the implementation of the Valuation Policy. The Valuation Committee will escalate
issues to the Trustee as deemed necessary. The Valuation Committee also reviews and approves
the valuation methodology implemented for any new investment types, as well as for investments
in private securities or securities where the valuation is driven by unobservable inputs, The voting
members of the Valuation Committee are non-investment team personnel, chaired by the
Investment Manager’s Chief Operating Officer, although the Valuation Committee may obfain
input from investment team personnel in reaching their conclusions. The Product Control team of
the Investment Manager holds a monthly valuation meeting attended by representatives of the
Trust’s Admimstrator to discuss the valuation process and any valuations that sigmficantly diverge
from the independent sources. [f these items cannot be resolved, they are escalated to the Valnation
Committee as appropriate.

The Investment Manager 15 responsible for the valuation of all assets and habilities of the Trust.
The Administrator also performs an independent review of all assets and liabilities, as defined by
the Valuation Policy. Any changes to the wvaluation methodology are reviewed by the
Admimstrator and the Valuation Committee. Any material changes are reviewed and approved by
the Trustee.

In addition to the Valuation Committee, the Investment Manager has created a committee for
transactions requiring pre-approval (TRPA Committee). Thiz committee iz compriged of
representatives from the logistics teams of the Investment Manager, including Product Control,
Tax, Valuation, Legal, Compliance, Market Risk Control and Information Technology. Under the
TRPA Committee’s remit is the approval of new instrument types prior to trading, and also an
annual evaluation of dormant instrument types. An instrument type made dormant would need re-
approval through the TRPA Committee prior to trading. The TRPA Committee evaluates the
relevant pricing models or pricing sources to be used in determining the instrument’s fair value
and agrees on a valuation methodology. The Product Control team of the Investment Manager also
reviews daily profit and loss reporting and analyzes matenal changes to assist in evaluating the
reasonableness of investment valuations. In addition, reviews of stale pricing and back-testing of
prices for certain less liquid investments are performed, and a summary of these results is provided
to the Valuation Committee on a quarterly basis for review.

The following 1s a description of the valuation methodologies used for instruments measured at
fair value, including the general classification of such instruments pursuant to the valuation
hierarchy as described above. The valuation methodologies disclosed below are general guidelines
and the actual valuation methodology could vary from instrument to instrument to provide the
most appropriate fair value measurement. The net change in unrealized appreciation/depreciation
on these instruments is reflected in the statement of operations.

Exchange and Non-Exchange-Traded Instruments

Generally, the fair value of financial instruments that are listed on a securities exchange are
determined by their last sales price or the official closing price on the date as of which the value 15
being determined on the primary exchange on which such financial instruments are trading. The
fair values for exchange-traded common and preferred equity securities are determined in this
manner. The fair value of exchange-traded funds 15 determined by the official composite of the
closing prices. Exchange-traded options and warrants represent standard derivative contracts
(derivatives) fraded on aregulated exchange. The fair values for non-U 5. exchange-traded options
and warrants are determined by the seftlement price as quoted on the exchange on which the
instrument is traded. The fair value of U 8. exchange-traded options and warrants is determined
by the composite exchange mid-price. Exchange-traded common equity securities, funds, options
and warrants are generally classified within Level 1 of the fair value hierarchy.

Securities traded ontside of exchanges, and actively quoted by brokers or dealers, are classified
within Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy. but if they are rarely quoted or the quotes or pricing
sources are not deemed to be representative of fair value, other inputs and assumptions, such as
analysis performed by the Investment Manager, may be used in the valuation that may result in
the classification of the secunty within Level 3 of the fair value lherarchy. Generally, fair value
for non-exchange traded mstruments 15 based on the market approach, the income approach or the
asset-based approach. The Investment Manager may consider the cost of the secunty, accrued
interest and dividends related to the investment, discount rates, the fair value of similar publicly
traded securities, discounts for lack of control, discounts for lack of marketability, developments
since the acquisition of the secunty and other factors relevant to the valuation. Also, the Investment
Manager may receive independent valuations provided by a third-party valuation agent.

Fived Income Mstruments

The fair value for fixed income instruments 1s determined by using quoted market prices, broker
or dealer quotations, external prnicing providers or alternative pricing sources with reasonable
levels of price transparency. The types of instruments valued based on quoted market prices
include bonds backed by governments worldwide. These securities are generally classified within
Level 1 of the fair value hierarchy. The types of instruments that trade in markets that are not
considered fo be as active as the markets described above, but are valued based on quoted market
prices, broker or dealer quotations, external pricing providers or alternative pricing sources with
reasonable levels of price transparency. include corporate bonds. Such instruments are generally
clagsified within Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy. If a fixed income instrument ig rarely quoted
or the quotes or pricing sources are not deemed to be representative of fair value, other inputs and
assumptions, such as analysis performed by the Investment Manager, may be used in the valuation
that may result in the classification of the secunty within Level 3 of the fair value hierarchy.

Cver-the-Counter Derivatives

The fair values for over-the-counter (OTC) derivatives are generally determined using market
standard quantitative pricing models using imputs based on observable market data or inputs
corroborated by observable market data in addition to counterparty quotes. The appropriate model
is selected based upon the contractual terms of and specific risks inherent in the instrument.
Valuaion models require a varety of inputs, including, but not limited to, the terms of the
derivative, observable market prices, time value of money, credit spreads, vield curves and
measures of volatility. For OTC derivatives that trade in liquid markets, such as certain swaps,
model inputs can generally be venfied and observed, and model selection does not require
significant judgment by the Investment Manager. These model valuations are also validated by
comparing such values to quotes provided by the counterparty to the transaction or an independent
party. The Trust trades OTC options, warrants and contracts for differences. As the significant
inputs for these instruments can generally be corroborated to market observable inputs, these
instruments are generally classified within Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy. Certain of these
instruments may be classified within Level 3 of the fair value hierarchy because they trade
infrequently and therefore have little or no pricing transparency, or the lowest level of significant
input to the valuation model may not be readily observable.

Although the Trust’s functional currency i1s the U.S, Dollar, a portion of the Trust’s units are
denominated in Japanese Yen (JPY). For the YEN Class (Hedged) Units the Trust enters into
forward currency contracts with an affiliate of the Administrator to minimize the fluctmations of
the net asset values of the units denominated in foreign currency. The fair value for forward
currency contracts 1s determined by obtaining independent mid-market quotes for vanous forward
currency seftlements as available and interpolating values falling between those settlement dates
to arrive at a value for the individual contract. These contracts are generally classified within Level
2 of the fair value hierarchy.

Due from brokers and due to brokers include accrued commissions, net receivables and payables
for unsettled trades, net unrealized gains and losses on foreign currency balances, cash, foreign
currencies, margin balances and collateral held at the brokers. The Trust has elected to not offset
fair value amounts recogmized for cash collateral receivables and pavables against fair value
amounts recognized for net derivative positions executed with the same counterparty under the
same master netting arrangement. Margin balances are collateralized by certain of the Trust’s
securities and cash balances held by the brokers. In relation to margin debit balances, the Trust 1s
charged interest at fluctuating rates based on a predefined index rate and a predefined spread.
Certain investments in securities are pledged to the brokers on terms that permit the brokers to sell
or repledge the securities, subject to certain limitations. Certain cash and securities at the brokers
that are related to securities sold, not yet purchased, are partially restncted until the secunties are
purchased.

Cash and Cash Equivalenis

Cash consists of monies held at the Administrator. The Trust has not experienced any losses in
such accounts and does not believe it 15 exposed to any sigmficant credit nsk on such accounts.
Cash equivalents consist of short-term investments that have maturities of three months or less at
the date of purchase. As of December 30, 2021, the Trust held no cash equivalents.

Taxation

There is currently no taxation imposed on income or capital gains by the government of the
Cayman Islands. The only taxes payable by the Trust are withholding taxes applicable to certain
investment income and capitals gains faxes in certain jurisdictions. For the year ended
December 30, 2021, no other tax hability or expense has been recorded in the financial statements.

ASC 740, Income Taxes, defines how uncertain tax positions should be recognized, measured,
presented and disclosed in the financial statements. The Trust has evaluated tax positions taken or
expected to be taken in the course of prepanng the Trust’s tax returns to determine whether the tax
positions are more likely than not to be sustained by the applicable tax authority. Based on this
analysis of all significant tax junisdictions and open tax years subject to examination, all maternial
tax positions were deemed to meet a more likely than not threshold. Therefore, no additional tax
expense, including any interest or penalties, was recorded for the year ended December 30, 2021.
To the extent the Trust i required to record interest and penalties, they would be included in
interest expense and other expenses, respectively, in the statement of operations,

Generally, the tax authorities in the jurisdictions in which the Trust conducts its business can
initiate examinations of tax returns or security transactions within various time periods from the

Foreign Currency Translation

The functional currency of the Trust is the United States Dollars (U.S. Dollar). Assets and
liabilities denominated in a currency other than the U.S. Dollar are translated into U.S. Dollars at
the mid-market rate of exchange as reported by an independent pricing service. Purchases and
sales of investments and income and expenses denominated in currencies other than U.S. Dollars
are translated at the rates of exchange on the respective dates of such transactions. The resulting
gains and losses from such translation are included in realized and unrealized gains (losses) in the
statement of operations.

3. Fees

Management Fee

As defined in the Confidential Offering Memorandum. the Investment Manager eams a
management fee, payable monthly in arrears. The management fee 12 accrued as of each calendar
day, calculated at a rate of 1.10% per annum of the Trust’s net aszet value, prior to any redemptions
and performance fees. Umits held by the Investment Manager’s affiliates will not bear any
management fees,

Performance Fee

As defined in the Confidential Offering Memorandum, the Investment Manager earns a monthly
performance fee equal to 15% of the New Profit in respect of YEN Class Units. YEN Class
(Hedged) Units and USD Class Units. The performance fee 15 accrued on each business day and
ig payable as of the last business day of each calendar month and upon any intra-month redemption
or transfer of Units. The performance fee will be calculated and reported in the currency in which
the applicable class of Units 15 denominated. With respect to the YEN Class Units and the YEN
Class (Hedged) Units, each performance fee will be calculated without taking into account any
effect on the net asset value of such Units due to fluctuations in the exchange rate with respect to
the Trust’s USD-denominated assets during the period in respect of which such performance fee
iz being calculated. Additionally, with respect to the YEN Class (Hedged) Umts, the performance
fee will be calculated without taking into account any expenses, profits or losses relating to any
currency hedge. Units held by the Investment Manager’s affiliates will not bear any performance
fees.

4. Related Parties

UBS Investment Bank, an affiliate of the Investment Manager, 15 one of the Trust’s executing and
prime brokers. The Trust incurred $634 in commissions and other charges on investment
transactions with UBS Investment Bank for the vear ended December 30, 2021.

During the yvear ended December 30, 2021, the Trust conducted investment transactions, in the
normal course of business, at fair value with certain affiliated funds sponsored by the Investment
Manager. For the yvear ended December 30, 2021, related party purchases and sales were $981.244
and $36,657 982, respectively. Any resulting gains and losges are included in net realized gain on
investments in securities and foreign currency and net realized loss on derivative contracts and
foreign currency in the statement of operations.

Certain brokerage arrangements provide that the Investment Manager and its affiliates receive soft
dollar credits related to brokerage commissions paid by the Trust and other affihated funds. Such
credits can be used by the Investment Manager for research and related services that would then
be paid for, or provided by, the brokers. The research services obtained by the Investment Manager
through the use of soft dollar credits can be for the benefit of the Trust or other funds managed by
the Investment Manager.

Due to Investment Manager represents payable for management fees.
5. Risk Management

The Trust is subject to market risk associated with changes in the value of its investments and
denvative financial instruments, as well as credit nisk from the loss of appreciation if a counterparty
fails to perform. The Investment Manager takes an active role in managing and monitoring the
Trust’s market and credit risks and has established formal control procedures, which are reviewed
on an ongoing basis.

The Investment Manager has appointed an Investment Risk Committee comprised of senior
personnel from different disciplines throughout the Investment Manager and its affihates. The

Investment Risk Committee meets regulardy and reviews the Trust’s potential exposures to market
and credit risks bazed on analyses performed by Risk Managers and Risk Control.

Market Risk

The Investment Manager monitors the risk parameters and expected volatility of individual
positions and the Trust’s aggregate portfolio. Additionally, the Investment Manager seeks to
control portfolio risks through selective and dynamic sizing of positions based on a regular
evaluation of each investment’s risk and reward charactenistics. Regular mark-to-market portfolio
momnitoring helps the Investment Manager monitor the investments. The Investment Manager has
also developed and uses proprietary statistical models to identify and hedge systemic portfolio
risk, as well as individual position specific risk. While the Investment Manager generally seeks to
hedge certain portfolio nsks in an effort to increase the proportion of the Trust’s retumn attnibutable
to perceived high value-added risk exposures, the Investment Manager does not attempt to hedge
all market or other risks inherent in the Trust’s positions.

Securities sold, not yet purchased, represent obligations of the Trust to deliver specified financial
instruments at contracted prices, thereby creating commitments to purchase the financial
instruments in the market at prevailing prices. Consequently, the Trust’s ultimate obligation to
satisfy the sale of securities sold, not vet purchased, may exceed the amount recognized in the
statement of assets and liabilities.

Risks associated with epidemic and pandemic diseases (such as COVID-19), including, without
limitation, travel restrictions, closed international borders, quarantines, disruptions to supply
chains and lower consumer demand;, a rize in protectionist trade policies; slowing global economic
growth; the nisk of trade disputes and the possibility of changes to some international trade
agreements has impacted the mvestments held by the Trust during the year and could continue to
affect the economies of many nations, in ways that cannot be foreseen at the present time, and may
adversely impact the markets in which the Trust invests.

Credit Risk

All of the Trust’s positions. including cash. due from brokers and derivative assets are held with
its brokers, counterparties and other financial mstitutions. In the event these parties are unable to
fulfill their obligations, the Trust wounld be subject to credit risk. As a result of the Trust’s trading
relationship with these firms, the Trust could have a significant concentration of credit risk with a
certain broker(s). To the extent the Trust invests in derivatives, synthetic instruments (contracts
for differences) or it effects OTC transactions, the Trust may take on credit risk with regard to
parties with whom it trades and may also bear the risk of settlement default. In an effort to
mimimize this nsk, the Investment Manager employs a margin momtonng and management
protocol on a daily basis to monitor exposure levels, The Investment Manager attempts to diversify
the credit risk associated with its trading activities by trading with multiple entities and allocating
transaction volume to counterparties with higher credit ratings. but it cannot guarantee its efforts
will be successful. In addition, the Investment Manager attempts to remain active across multiple
counterparties where possible in order to maintain flexibility. The goal of the Investment Manager
15 to balance operating, counterparty credit. counterparty settlement and financial nsks.
Additionally, refer to Note 6 for further discussion on the use of master netting arrangements to
help mitigate counterparty credit risk.

Aside from daily momtorning of such relahonships, these relationships are governed by vanous
contracts, Generally, these contracts are standard industry agreements such as International Swaps
and Derivatives Association (ISDA) agreements for OTC contracts. These agreements zet forth
each party’s basic rights, responsibilities and duties. These agreements algo contain information
regarding financial terms and conditions, as well as termination and events of default provisions.
The Trust’s trading strategies are dependent upon the existence of these agreements. The Trust’s
counterparties nsually have multiple specified events under which they can terminate individual
transactions or the entire agreement. These events are most commonly related to declines in agsets
under management or performance below certain thresholds during a specified period. Should a
trigger event occur, counterparties have the right to terminate individual transactions or entire
agreements, which could severely impact the Trust’s portfolio. The Trust 15 not aware of any
“trigger events™ occurring during the year ended December 30, 2021, Certain swap agreements
contain provisions that require the Trust to either post additional collateral or immediately settle
any outstanding liability balances upon the occurrence of specific credit nsk related events.

The Trust invests in corporate bonds and government bonds, Until such investments are sold or
mature, the Trust i exposed to credit risk related to whether the izsner will meet its obligation
when the securities come due.

Currency Risk

The Trust may invest a portion ofits agsets in non-U.S. currencies, or in instruments denominated
in non-U.8. currencies, the prices of which are determined with reference to currencies other than
the U.S. Dollar. The Trust, however, values its securities and other assets in U.S. Dollars. The
Trust generally seeks to hedge all or any portion of its foreign currency exposure. To the extent
the Trust’s investments are not hedged, the value of the Trust’s assets will fluctuate with U.S.
Dollar exchange rates as well as the price changes of the Trust’s investments in the various local
markets and currencies.

6. Derivative Contracts

In the normal coursze of business, the Trust enters into derivatives for trading purposes. Derivatives
are either exchange-traded or OTC contracts. Exchange-traded derivatives are standard contracts
traded on a regulated exchange. OTC contracts are private contracts negotiated with
counterparties,

The primary differences in risks associated with OTC contracts and exchange-traded contracts are
credit and liquidity risks. For exchange-traded contracts, credit risk iz limited due to the role of the
exchange or clearing corporation. The Trust’s maxamum nisk of loss from counterparty credit nsk
on OTC contracts is limited to the unrealized gain amount on any open contracts, net of any
collateral received or collateral paid, plus any unsettled trade amounts. For the year ended
December 30, 2021, derivatives include forward currency contracts, options, warrants and swaps.
Details of these derivatives are provided below.

Forward Contracis

The Trust 1z subject to foreign currency exchange nigk in the normal course of pursuing its
investment objectives. The Trust may use OTC forward contracts to gain exposure to or hedge
against changes in the walue of its foreign currencies. A forward contract is a cash market
transaction in which two parties agree to the purchase or sale of a currency at a specified price on
a specified date in the future. Upon entering into such contracts, the Trust bears the risk of
exchange rates moving unexpectedly, in which case, the Trust may not achieve the anticipated
benefits of the forward contract and may realize a loss. Forward contracts are traded in unregulated
markets and are typically liquidated by settling cash.

Options and Warrants

The Trust 1s subject to equity price nisk, interest rate nsk and foreign currency exchange risk in the
normal course of pursuing its investment objectives. The Trust may use exchange-traded or OTC
options or warrants to gain exposure to or hedge against changes in the value ofits equities, interest
rates or foreign currencies. Options, which include warrants, are contracts that grant the holder,
for a premium payment, either the nght to purchase or sell a financial instrument at a specified
price within a specified time or on a specified date from or to the writer of the option. Options
written by the Trust do not give rise to counterparty credit risk, as they obligate the Trust and not
its counterparty to perform. Options written by the Trust are subject to off-balance-sheet risk, as
the Trust’s satisfaction of the obligations may exceed the amount recogmzed in the statement of
assets and liabilities. Options and warrants are typically liquidated by selling, exercising or through
expiration.

Swaps

The Trust 15 subject to equity price nsk in the normal course of pursuing its investment objectives.
In certain instances, the Trust may enter into swap contracts to obtain equity price exposure or to
help hedge against equity price risk. Swaps, which include contracts for differences, are
agreements between two parties to exchange cash flows based on an agreed amount of underlying
equity shares. Swaps are traded in unregulated markets and are either liquidated or held to maturity.
The unrealized gain or loss, rather than the contract or notional amounts, represents the
approximate future cash flows. The Trust may elect to receive or pay equity returns based on the
agreed number of underlying shares versus paying or receiving a financing amount. Swaps are
marked to market based on the move of the underlying equity security and the accrued financing
amount, and the change, 1f any, is recorded as net change in unrealized appreciation/depreciation
on denivative contracts and foreign currency in the statement of operations. The risks of swaps
include changes in market conditions affecting the value of the contract or the cash flows and the
possible inability of the counterparty to fulfill its obligations under the agreement.

7. Financial Guarantees
The Trust enters into contracts that contain a variety of indemnifications. The Trust’s maximum

exposure under these arrangements is not known. However, the Trust has not had prior claims or
losses pursuant to these contracts and expects the risk of'loss to be remote.

8. Units

The Trust 1ssues its umts of beneficial interest (Umits) in three (3) separate classes: USD Class
Units, YEN Class Units and YEN Class (Hedged) Units. The liabilities of the Trust arising in
relation to any class of Units will be met from such undivided assets; provided, however, the
Trustee will attribute all gains and losses on any currency hedge to the YEN Class (Hedged) Units
and may, if appropriate, also attribute other assets and liabilities of the Trust to one or more
particular classes of Units.

The Units are offered in Japan as a public offering under Article 2, Paragraph 3, Item 1 of the
Financial Instruments and Exchange Law.

Units are issued monthly as of the first business day of a calendar month and at such other times
as the Trustee may from time to time determine. YEN Clasgs Units and YEN Class (Hedged) Units
are initially offered at a purchase price of JPY 10,000 per Unit and USD Class Units are initially
offered at a purchase price of $100 per Unit. A fter the initial issuance of Units, Units may continue
to be offered at the prevailing net asset value per Unit. The Trust is currently offering a single
series of YEN Class Units. YEN Class (Hedged) Units and USD Class Units; however, the
Investment Manager, may determine to issue additional series of YEN Class Units, YEN Class
(Hedged) Units and USD Class Units in the future. The minimum initial subseription size for Units
in the Trust will be (1) JPY 10,000,000 (or its equivalent in U.S. Dollars), with respect to offers to
subscnbe for a specific amount of JPY (or U.S. Dollars, as applicable), or (1) 1.000 Umts, with
respect to offers to subscribe for a specific number of Units.

The Trust also offers a class of Umts (USD Class (Management) Units) denominated in U.S.
Dollars to an affiliate of the Investment Manager. Such Units will not bear management fees or
performance fees. It is anticipated that the Units issued to the Investment Manager’s affiliate will
be redeemed, on an approximately dollar-for-dollar basis, as additional Umits are 1ssued after the
Trust commences its trading and investment operations. Such affiliate, may, however, be required
by act to reduce its investment in the Trust to not more than 3% of the value of the Trust’s
outstanding Units as of the first anmiversary of the establishment of the Trust.

Generally, unitholders will have the right to request redemption of any or all Units as of the first
business day of a calendar month, by providing five business days prior written notice to the
Administrator.

Year Ended December 30, 2020
1. Organization

Nineteen77 Global Merger Arbitrage Opportunity Fund (the Trust) is an exempted unit trust
organized in the Cayman Islands and registered under the Cayman Islands Trusts Act and
commenced operations on December 6, 2019. The Trust is registered under the Cayman Islands
Mutual Funds Act. The Trust’s investment objective 15 to realize consistently high risk-adjusted
appreciation in the value of its assets. The Trust seeks to achieve its investment objective primarily
through investments in the secunities of entities involved in announced mergers, acquisitions or
contests for control (including by shorting such securities), however, the Trust also may make
investments in enfities involved in other types of restructuring or corporate events when, in the
manager’s opinion, atiractive opportunities exist.

The Trust’s adviser is UBS O"Connor LLC (the Investment Manager), a Delaware limited liabality
company, which is registered with the U_S. Securities and Exchange Commission as an investment
adwviser. The Investment Manager may use certain personnel of one or more of its affiliates, or
engage one or more of its affiliates as sub-advisers to provide investment advice for certain assets
of the Trust. The Investment Manager 15 a wholly-owned subsidiary of UBS Asset Management
(Americas) Inc. UBS Asset Management (Americas) Inc. and any affiliated sub-advisers are
wholly owned subsidiaries of UBS AG (UBS) and are part of UBS Asset Management, which
provides various operational and managemnal support services to the Investment Manager.

The Trust’s admimstrator 18 MUFG Alternative Fund Services (lreland) Limited (the
Adminmistrator). The Administrator provides certain administrative services to the Trust, including
maintenance of the Trust’s books and records, and serves as registrar for the Trust’s umts. AFS
Controlled Subsidiary 3 Ltd. (the Trustee), a trust company. wholly-owned by an affiliate of the
Admimstrator and heensed to undertake trust services pursuant to the provisions of the Banks and
Trust Compames Act (as amended) of the Cayman Islands, has been appointed as trustee to the
Trust.

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The Investment Manager has evaluated the structure, objectives and activities of the Trust and
determined that it meets the characteristics of an investment company. As such, these financial
statements have applied the gunidance set forth in Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 946,

Use of Estimates

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with U.S. generally accepted
accounting principles (GAARP). The preparation of these financial statements requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial statements and
accompanying notes, Actual results could daffer from such estimates.

Investment Transactions

Investment transactions, which include securities sold, not yet purchased, are accounted for on a
trade-date basis. The settlement of the Trust’s transactions in bank loans can occur significantly
later than the trade date. Dividends are recognized on the ex-dividend date, and interest is accrued
as earned or incurred. Realized gains and losses on securities transactions are recorded on a first-
in, first-ont cost basis.

Fair Value of Financial Instruments

The fair value of the Trust’s assets and lhiabilities, which qualify as financial instruments under
ASC 823, Financial Instruments, approxamates the carrying amounts presented in the financial
statements.

ASC 820, Fair Value Measurement, clarifies the definition of fair value for financial reporting,
establishes a framework used to measure fair value and enhances disclosure requirements for fair
value measurements. The Investment Manager has categonzed the Trust’s financial instruments,
based on the priority of the valuation technique, into a three-level fair value hierarchy. The
valuation hierarchy is based upon the observability of the inputs to the valuation of the financial
asszet or liability as of the measurement date. A financial instrument’s categorization within the
valuation hierarchy is based on the lowest level of input that is significant to the fair value
measurement.

The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are as follows:

Level 1 — Inputs to the valuation methodology are quoted prices (unadjusted) for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets.

Level 2 — Inputs to the valuation methodology include quoted prices for similar assets and
liabilities in active markets, and inputs that are observable for the asset or liability, either
directly or indirectly.

Level 3 — Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair value
measurement, This includes situations where there 15 little, 1f any, market activity for the asset
or liability.

Fair value is the price that would be received in the sale of an asset or paid to transfer a liability in
an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date, Where available, fair
value is based on observable market prices or parameters, or denved from such prices or
parameters using market standard models. These wvaluation models involve some level of
estimation and judgment. the degree of which is dependent on the price transparency for the
instruments or market and the instrument complexity. Assets and liabilities recorded at fair value
are categorized for disclosure purposes based on the level of judgment associated with the inputs
used to measure their value as described above.

The availability of observable inputs can vary depending on the financial asset or liability and is
affected by a wide varety of factors, including, for example, the type of product, whether the
product is new, whether the product is traded on an active exchange or in the secondary market
and the current market conditions, To the extent that the valuation 18 based on maodels or inputs
that are less observable or unobservable in the market, the determination of fair value requires
more judgment. Accordingly, the degree of judgment exercised by the Investment Manager in
determining fair value is least for assets and liabilities classified as Level 1| and greatest for assets
and hiabilities classified as Level 3. In certain cases, inputs uged to measure fair value may fall into
different levels of the fair value hierarchy.

The valuation process is governed by the Investment Manager’s Valuation Policy and Procedures
(the Valuation Policy), which has been approved by the Trustee of the Trust. The Valuation Policy
governs the wvaluation of all investments and defines the valuation principles and pricing
conventions for each investment type as described below. In addition, the Valuation Policy
establishes a wvalvation committee (the Valuation Committee). The Valuation Committee
membership includes representation from the Investment Manager’s Legal, Compliance, Product
Control, Valuation and Market Risk Control teams. The Valuaton Committee 15 speafically
responsible for the implementation of the Valnation Policy. The Valuation Committee will escalate
1ssues to the Trustee as deemed necessary. The Valuation Committee also reviews and approves
the valuation methodology implemented for any new investment types, as well as for investments
in private securities or secunties where the valuation is driven by unobservable inputs. The voting
members of the Valuation Committee are non-investment team personnel, chaired by the
Investment Manager’s Chief Operating Officer, although the Valuation Committee may obtain
input from investment team personnel in reaching their conclusions. The Product Control team of
the Investment Manager holds a monthly valuation meeting attended by representatives of the
Trust’s Administrator to discuss the valuation process and any valuations that significantly diverge
from the independent sources. If these items cannot be resolved, they are escalated to the Valuation
Committee as appropriate,

The Investment Manager is responsible for the valuation of all assets and hiabilities of the Trust.
The Admimstrator also performs an independent review of all assets and liabilities, as defined by
the Valuation Policy. Any changes to the waluation methodology are reviewed by the
Administrator and the Valuation Committee. Any material changes are reviewed and approved by
the Trustee.

In addition to the Valuation Committee, the Investment Manager has created a committee for
transactions requiring pre-approval (TRPA Committee). This committee iz comprised of
representatives from the logistics teams of the Investment Manager, including Product Control,
Tax, Valuation, Legal, Compliance, Market Risk Control and Information Technology. Under the
TRPA Committee’s remit is the approval of new instrument types prior to trading, and also an
annual evaluation of dormant instrument types. An instrument type made dormant would need re-
approval through the TRPA Committee pnor to trading. The TRPA Committee evaluates the
relevant pricing models or pricing sources to be used in determining the instrument’s fair value
and agrees on a valuation methodology. The Product Control team of the Investment Manager also
reviews daily profit and loss reporting and analyzes material changes to assist in evaluating the
reasonableness of investment valuations. In addition, reviews of stale pricing and back-testing of
prices for certain less liquid investments are performed, and a summary of these results is provided
to the Valuation Committee on a quarterly basis for review.

The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for instruments measured at
fair value, including the general classification of such instruments pursuant to the valuation
hierarchy as described above. The valuation methodologies disclosed below are general guidelines
and the actual valuation methodology could vary from instrument to instrument to provide the
most appropriate fair value measurement. The net change in unrealized appreciation/depreciation
omn these instruments is reflected in the statement of operations.

Exchange and Nen-Exchange-Traded Instruments

Generally, the fair value of financial instruments that are listed on a securities exchange are
determined by their last sales price or the official closing price on the date as of which the value 1z
being determined on the primary exchange on which such financial instruments are trading. The
fair values for exchange-traded common and preferred equity securities are determined in thig
manner. The fair value of exchange-traded funds 15 determined by the official composite of the
closing prices. Exchange-traded options and warrants represent standard derivative contracts
(derivatives) traded on a regulated exchange. The fair values for non-U.S. exchange-traded options
and warrants are determined by the seftlement price as quoted on the exchange on which the
instrument is traded. The fair value of U.S. exchange-traded options and warrants is determined
by the composite exchange mid price. Exchange-traded common equity securities, funds, options
and warrants are generally classified within Level 1 of the fair value hierarchy.

Securities traded outside of exchanges, and actively quoted by brokers or dealers, are classified
within Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy, but if they are rarely quoted or the quotes or pricing
gources are not deemed to be representative of fair value, other inputs and assumptions, such as
analysis performed by the Investment Manager, may be used in the valuation that may result in
the classification of the security within Level 3 of the fair value hierarchy. Generally, fair value
for non-exchange traded instruments 1s based on the market approach. the income approach or the
asget-based approach. The Investment Manager may consider the cost of the security, acerued
interest and dividends related to the investment, discount rates, the fair value of similar publicly
traded securifies, discounts for lack of confrol, discounts for lack of marketability, developments
since the acquisiion of the secunty and other factors relevant to the valuation. Also, the Investment
Manager may receive independent valuations provided by a third-party valuation agent.

Fived Income mstruments

The fair value for fixed income instruments is determined by using quoted market prices, broker
or dealer quotations, external pricing providers or alternative prnicing sources with reasonable
levels of price transparency. The types of instruments valued based on quoted market prices
imneclude bonds backed by governments worldwide, These securities are generally classified within
Level 1 of the fair value hierarchy. The types of instruments that trade in markets that are not
considered to be as active as the markets described above, but are valued based on quoted market
prces, broker or dealer quotations, external pricing providers or alternative pricing sources with
reasonable levels of price transparency, include convertible bonds and corporate bonds. Such
instruments are generally classified within Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy. If a fixed income
ingtrument is rarely quoted or the quotes or pricing sources are not deemed to be representative of
fair value, other inputs and assumptions, such as analysis performed by the Investment Manager,
may be used in the valuation that may result in the classification of the security within Level 3 of
the fair value hierarchy.

Over-the-Counter Derivatives

The fair values for over-the-counter (OTC) derivatives are generally determined using market
standard quantitative pricing models using inputs based on observable market data or inputs
corroborated by observable market data in addition to counterparty quotes. The appropriate model
15 selected based upon the confractual terms of and gpecific nisks inherent in the instrument.
Valuation models require a vanety of inputs, including, but not limited to, the terms of the
derivative, observable market prices, time value of money, credit spreads, yield curves and
measures of volatility. For OTC denvatives that trade in liquid markets, such as certain swaps,
model inputs can generally be verified and observed, and model selection does not require
significant judgment by the Investment Manager. These model valuations are also validated by
comparing such values to quotes provided by the counterparty to the transaction or an independent
party. The Trust trades OTC options, warrants and contracts for differences. As the significant
inputs for these instruments can generally be corroborated to market observable inputs, these
instruments are generally classified within Level 2 of the fair value hierarchy. Certain of these
instruments may be classified within Level 3 of the fair value hierarchy becanse they trade
infrequently and therefore have little or no pricing transparency, or the lowest level of significant
input to the valuation model may not be readily observable.

Although the Trust’s functional currency is the U.S. Dollar, a portion of the Trust’s units are
denominated in Japanese Yen (JPY). For the YEN Class (Hedged) Units the Trust enters into
forward currency contracts with an affiliate of the Administrator to minimize the fluctuations of
the net asset values of the units denominated in foreign currency. The fair value for forward
currency contracts 1s determined by obtaining independent mid-market quotes for vanous forward
currency settlements as available and interpolating values falling between those settlement dates
to arrive at a value for the individual contract. These conftracts are generally classified within Level
2 of the fair value hierarchy.

Due from Brokers and Due to Brokers

Due from brokers and due to brokers include accrued commissions, net recervables and payvables
for unsettled trades, net unrealized gains and losses on foreign currency balances, cash, foreign
currencies, margin balances and collateral held at the brokers, The Trust has elected to not offset
fair value amounts recogmized for cash collateral receivables and payables against fair value
amounts recognized for net derivative positions executed with the same counterparty under the
same master netting arrangement. Margin balances are collateralized by certain of the Trust’s
gecurities and cash balances held by the brokers. In relation to margin debit balances, the Trust is
charged interest at fluctuating ratez based on a predefined index rate and a predefined spread.
Certain investments in securities are pledged to the brokers on terms that permit the brokers to sell
or repledge the secunties, subject to certain limitations. Certain cash and secunties at the brokers
that are related to securities sold. not yet purchased, are partially restricted until the securities are
purchased.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash consists of monies held at the Admimistrator. The Company has not expenenced any losses
in such accounts and does not believe it is exposed to any significant credit risk on such accounts.
Cash equivalents consist of short-term investments that have maturities of three months or less at
the date of purchase. As of December 31, 2020, the Company held no cash equivalents.

Taxation
There 1s currently no taxation imposed on income or capital gains by the government of the
Cayman Islands. The only taxes payable by the Trust are withholding taxes applicable to certain

investment income and capitals gains taxes in certain jurisdictons. For the vear ended December
30, 2020, no other tax liability or expense has been recorded in the financial statements.

ASC 740, Income Taves, defines how uncertain tax positions should be recognized, measured,
presented and disclosed in the financial statements. The Trust has evaluated tax positions taken or
expected to be taken in the course of preparing the Trust’s tax returns to determine whether the tax
positions are more likely than not to be sustained by the applicable tax authonty. Based on this
analysis of all significant tax jurisdictions and open tax vears subject to examination, all material
tax positions were deemed to meet a more likely than not threshold. Therefore, no additional tax
expense, including any interest or penalties, was recorded for the year ended December 30, 2020.
To the extent the Trust is required to record interest and penalties, they would be included in
interest expense and other expenses, respectively, in the statement of operations.

Generally, the tax authorities in the jurisdictions in which the Trust conductz its business can
initiate examinations of tax returns or security transactions within various time periods from the
date the returns are filed or the date the secunty transactions occurred. As a result, certain tax
returns or security transactions are still subject to examination.

Foreign Currency Translation

The functional currency of the Trust is the United States Dollars (U.S. Dollar). Assets and
liabilities denominated in a currency other than the U.S. Dollar are translated into U.S. Dollars at
the mid-market rate of exchange as reported by an independent pricing service. Purchases and
sales of investments and income and expenses denominated in currencies other than U.S, Dollars
are translated at the rates of exchange on the respective dates of such transactions. The resulting
gaing and losses from such translation are included in realized and unrealized gaing (losses) in the
statement of operations.

Recent Accounting Pronouncement

In March 2020, the Financial Accounting Standards Board 1ssued Accounting Standards Update
(ASUY No. 2020-04, Reference Rate Reform (Topic 848); Facilitation of the Effects of Reference
Rate Reform on Financial Reporting (ASU 2020-04). ASU 2020-04 provides optional guidance
for a himited period of fime to ease the potential burden 1in accounting for (or recognizing the effects
of) contract modifications caused by reference rate reform. The new guidance provides optional
expedients and exceptions for applying GAAP to contracts, hedging relationships and other
transactions affected by reference rate reform if certain criteria are met. The amendments apply

only to contracts that reference the London Interbank Offered Rate or another reference rate that
is expected to be discontinued due to reference rate reform. This guidance was effective upon
izsuance and may be applied prospectively for contract modifications that occur from March 12,
2020 through December 31, 2022. The amendments in ASU 2020-04 do not apply to contract
modifications that occur after December 31, 2022, Management has evaluated the new guidance
and it is not expected to have a material im pact on the Trust’s financial statements.

3. Fees

Management Fee

Ag defined in the Confidential Offering Memorandum, the Investment Manager earns a
management fee, payable monthly in arrears. The management fee is accrued as of each calendar
day, calculated at a rate of 1.10% per annum of the Trust’s net asset value, prior to any redem phons
and performance fees. Units held by the Investment Manager’s affiliates will not bear any
management fees.

Performance Fee

As defined in the Confidential Offering Memorandum, the Investment Manager earns a monthly
performance fee equal to 15% of the New Profit in respect of YEN Class Units. YEN Class
(Hedged) Units and USD Class Units. The performance fee 1s accrued on each business day and
ig payable as of the last business day of each calendar month and upon any intra-month redemption
or transfer of Units, The performance fee will be calculated and reported in the currency in which
the applicable class of Units is denominated. With respect to the YEN Class Units and the YEN
Class (Hedged) Units, each performance fee will be calculated without taking into account any
effect on the net asset value of such Units due to flactuations in the exchange rate with respect to
the Trust’s USD-denominated assets during the period in respect of which such performance fee
iz being calculated. Additionally, with respect to the YEN Class (Hedged) Units, the performance
fee will be calenlated without taking into account any expenses, profits or losses relating to any
currency hedge. Umits held by the Investment Manager's affiliates will not bear any performance
fees.

4. Related Parties

UBS Investment Bank, an affiliate of the Investment Manager, is one of the Trust’s executing and
prime brokers, The Trust incurred $3,600 in commissions and other charges on investment transactions
with UBS Investment Bank for the vear ended December 30, 2020,

Certain brokerage arrangements provide that the Investment Manager and its affiliates receive soft
dollar credits related to brokerage commissions paid by the Trust and other affiliated funds. Such
credits can be used by the Investment Manager for research and related services that would then
be paid for, or provided by, the brokers. The research services obtained by the Investment Manager
through the use of soft dollar credits can be for the benefit of the Trust or other funds managed by
the Investment Manager.

5. Risk Management

The Trust 15 subject to market nsk associated with changes in the value of its investments and
denivative financial instruments, as well as credit risk from the loss of appreciation if a counterparty
fails to perform. The Investment Manager takes an active role in managing and monitoring the
Trust’s market and credit risks and has established formal control procedures, which are reviewed
on an ongoing basis.

The Investment Manager has appointed an Investment Risk Committee compnsed of senior
personnel from different disciplines throughout the Investment Manager and its affiliates, The
Investment Risk Committee meets regularly and reviews the Trust’s potential exposures to market
and credit risks based on analyses performed by Risk Managers and Risk Control.

Market Risk

The Investment Manager monitors the risk parameters and expected volatility of individual
positions and the Trust’s aggregate portfolio. Additionally, the Investment Manager seeks to
control portfolio risks through selective and dynamic sizing of positions based on a regular
evaluation of each investment’s nisk and reward charactenistics. Regular mark-to-market portfolio
monitoring helps the Investment Manager monitor the investments. The Investment Manager has
also developed and uses propretary statistical models to 1dentify and hedge systemic portfolio
risk, as well as individual position specific risk. While the Investment Manager generally seeks to
hedge certain portfolio risks in an effort to increase the proportion of the Trust’s return attributable
to perceived high value-added risk exposures, the Investment Manager does not attempt to hedge
all market or other risks inherent in the Trst’s positions.

Securities sold, not yet purchased, represent obligations of the Trust to deliver specified financial
instruments at contracted prices, thereby creating commitments to purchase the financial
instruments in the market at prevailing prices. Consequently, the Trust’s nltimate obligation to
satisfy the sale of securities sold, not yet purchased, may exceed the amount recognized in the
statement of assets and liabilities.

Risks associated with epidemic and pandemic diseases (such as COVID-19), including. without
limitation, travel restrictions, closed international borders, quarantines, disruptions to supply
chains and lower consumer demand; a rise in protectionist trade policies; slowing global economic
growth; the risk of trade disputes and the possibility of changes to some international trade
agreements has impacted the investments held by the Trust during the yvear and could continue to
affect the economies of many nations, in ways that cannot be foreseen at the present time, and may
adversely impact the markets in which the Trust invests.

In the event these parties are unable to
fulfill their obligations, the Trust would be subject to credit risk. As a result of the Trust’s trading
relationship with these firms, the Trust could have a significant concentration of credit risk with a
certain broker(s). To the extent the Trust invests in denvatives, synthetic instruments (contracts
for differences) or it effects OTC transactions, the Trust may take on credit risk with regard to
parties with whom it trades and may also bear the nsk of settlement default. In an effort to
minimize this risk, the Investment Manager employs a margin monitoring and management
protocol on a daily basis to monitor exposure levels. The Investment Manager attempts to diversify
the credit risk associated with its trading activities by trading with multiple entities and allocating
transaction volume to counterparties with higher credit ratings, but it cannot guarantee its efforts
will be successful. In addition, the Investment Manager attempts to remain active across multiple
counterparties where possible in order to maintain flexability. The goal of the Investment Manager
ig to balance operating, counterparty credit, counterparty settlement and financial risks.
Additionally, refer to Note 6 for further discussion on the use of master netting arrangements to
help mitigate counterparty credit risk.

Aside from daily monitoring of such relationships, these relationships are governed by various
contracts. Generally, these contracts are standard industry agreements such as International Swaps
and Dernivatives Association (ISDA) agreements for OTC contracts. These agreements set forth
each party’s basic rights, responsibilities and duties. These agreements also contain information
regarding financial terms and conditions, as well as termination and events of default provisions.
The Trust’s trading strategies are dependent upon the existence of these agreements. The Trust’s
counterparties usually have multiple specified events under which they can terminate individual
transactions or the entire agreement. Thesze events are most commonly related to declines in assets
under management or performance below certain thresholds during a specified period. Should a
trigger event occur, counterparties have the right to terminate individual transactions or entire
agreements, which could severely impact the Trust’s portfalio. The Trust is not aware of any
“trigger events” occurring during the vear ended December 30, 2020. Certain swap agreements
contain provisions that require the Trust to either post additional collateral or immediately settle
any outstanding liability balances upon the occurrence of specific credit risk related events.

The Trust invests in bank loans, convertible bonds, corporate bonds and government bonds. Until
guch investments are sold or mature, the Trust is exposed to credit risk related to whether the issuer
will meet its obligation when the securities come due.

Currency Risk

The Trust may invest a portion of its assets in non-U.5, currencies, or in instruments denominated
in non-U.S. currencies, the prices of which are determined with reference to currencies other than
the U.S. Dollar. The Trust, however, values its securities and other assets in U.S. Dollars. The
Trust generally seeks to hedge all or any portion of its foreign currency exposure. To the extent
the Trust’s investments are not hedged, the value of the Trust’s assets will fluctuate with U.5.
Dollar exchange rates as well as the price changes of the Trust’s investments in the various local
markets and currencies.

6. Derivative Contracts

In the normal course of business, the Trust enters into derivatives for trading purposes. Derivatives
are either exchange-traded or OTC contracts. Exchange-traded derivatives are standard contracts
traded on a regulated exchange. OTC contracts are private contracts negotiated with
counterparties.

The primary differences in risks associated with OTC contracts and exchange-traded contracts are
credit and liquidity risks. For exchange-traded contracts, credit risk is limited due to the role of the
exchange or clearing corporation. The Trust’s maximum risk of loss from counterparty credit sk
on OTC contracts is limited to the unrealized gain amount on any open contracts, net of any
collateral received or collateral paid, plus any unsettled trade amounts. For the year ended
December 30, 2020, derivatives include forward currency contracts, options, warrants and swaps.
Details of these denvatives are provided below.,

Forward Contracts

The Trust is subject to foreign currency exchange risk in the normal course of pursuing its
investment objectives, The Trust may use OTC forward contracts to gain exposure to or hedge
against changes in the value of its foreign currencies. A forward contract is a cash market
transaction in which two parties agree to the purchase or sale of a currency at a specified price on
a specified date in the future. Upon entering into such contracts, the Trust bears the nsk of
exchange rates moving unexpectedly, in which case, the Trust may not achieve the anticipated
benefits of'the forward confract and may realize aloss. Forward contracts are traded in unregulated
markets and are typically liquidated by settling cash.

Options and Warrants

The Trust 15 subject to equity price risk, interest rate nsk and foreign currency exchange risk in the
normal course of pursuing its investment objectives. The Trust may use exchange-traded or OTC
options or warrants fo gain exposure to or hedge against changes in the value of its equities, interest
rates or foreign currencies. Options, which include warrants. are contracts that grant the holder,
for a premium payment, either the right to purchase or sell a financial instrument at a specified
price within a specified time or on a specified date from or to the writer of the option. Options
written by the Trust do not give rize to counterparty credit risk, as they obligate the Trust and not
its counterparty to perform. Options written by the Trust are subject to off-balance-sheet risk, as
the Trust’s satisfaction of the obligations may exceed the amount recognized in the statement of
assets and liabilities. Options and warrants are typically liquidated by selling, exercising or through
expiration.

Swaps

The Trust 15 subject to equuty price risk in the normal course of pursuing its investment objectives.
In certain instances. the Trust may enter into swap contracts to obtain equity price exposure or to
help hedge against equity price risk. Swaps, which include contracts for differences, are
agreements between two parties to exchange cash flows based on an agreed amount of underlying
equity shares. Swaps are traded in unregulated markets and are either liquidated or held to maturity.
The unrealized gain or loss, rather than the contract or notional amounts. represents the
approximate future cash flows. The Trust may elect to receive or pay equity returns based on the
agreed number of underlying shares versus paying or receiving a financing amount. Swaps are
marked to market based on the move of the underlying equity security and the accrued financing
amount, and the change, 1f any, is recorded as net change in unrealized appreciation/depreciation
on derivative contracts and foreign currency in the statement of operations. The risks of swaps
include changes in market conditions affecting the value of the contract or the cash flows and the
possible inability of the counterparty to fulfill its obligations under the agreement.

7. Financial Guarantees

The Trust enters into contracte that contain a variety of indemnifications. The Trust’s maximum
exposure under these arrangements is not known. However, the Trust has not had prior claims or
losses pursuant to these contracts and expects the risk of loss to be remote.

8. Units

The Trust issues itz units of beneficial interest (Units) in three (3) separate classes: USD Class
Umts, YEN Class Units and YEN Class (Hedged) Units.

It 1s anticipated that the Units 1ssued to the Investment Manager’s affiliate will
be redeemed, on an approximately dollar-for-dollar basis, as additional Umits are 1ssued after the
Trust commences its trading and investment operations.

1. Organization and Nature of Business

UBS O'Connor LLC (the Company) is an indirect whollv-owned subsidiary of UBS Group AG
(UBS). The Company’s direct parent 1s UBS Asset Management { Americas) Inc. (the Parent) and
is the sole Member of the Company. The Company is part of the UBS Asset Management business,
a division of UBS and is an investment adviser registered with the U.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission and the Financial Services Agency in Japan. The Company provides asset
management and advisory services to a senes of affiliated alternative investment funds and
separately managed accounts (the Funds). All of the Company’s advisory fees are from the Funds.

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of Presentation

The Company’s financial statements have been prepared on the accounting basis agreed to with
the Finanecial Services Agency in Japan and are prepared in accordance with U.S. generally
accepted accounting principles (U.S. GAAP) with the exception of the Company not consolidating
Clover Private Credit Opportunities Carry LLC (Clover PCO Carry) as deseribed below (the
regulatory basis).

The preparation of these financial statements requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial statements and accompanying notes,
Actual results could differ from such estimates.

New COVID-19 variants, including Omicron and its sublineage BA 2, continue to spread in many
countries, and there 1s uncertainty about when restrictions introduced in many countries will be
eased. However, the negative effects of the COVID-19 crisis on our financial and capital positions
remained limited in 2021.

Cash

Cash represents deposits of $14,063,103 held at affihates of the Company and a deposit of
$1.891.323 held at a non-affiliated bank.

Advisory Fees and Receivables

Advisory fees, including asset-based and performance fees, are recordad as revenue as services are
performed based upon terms of the advisory agreements. Distribution fees to affiliates of the
Company are based on a percentage of net assets under management and performance. Allocated
fees between affiliates represent revenue share based on the percentage of revenue generating
services. Distribution fees and allocated fees are net within advisory fees on the statement of
operations. Distribution fees pavable and allocated fees payable and receivable between affiliates
are presented in due to affiliates and due from affiliates, respectively, on the statement of financial
condition.

Capped fees represent reimbursements from the Funds for costs and expenses bome by the
Company on behalf of the Funds, among other expenses of the Company, and are charged to the
Funds based on the a percentage of net assets under management. Capped fees are included in
advisory fee revenue on the statement of operations, net of any related Fund admimistration and
other expenses. Other Fund related expenses are presented within professional fees on the
statement of operations.

Income Taxes

The Company 15 treated as a disregarded entity for U.S. federal, state and local income tax
purposes. As such, the Company does not provide for or pay any U.S. federal or state income taxes.
All income, expense, gain or loss of the Company flows through to the Parent.

Consolidation

U.S. GAAP requires a reporting entity to first assess the consolidation of entities on the basis of
the reporting entity’s ownership of a majority of voting interest. However, in certain situations,
there are no voting rights, or ownership of a majority of voting interest is not a reliable indicator
of control. If voting interests do not exast or if they differ significantly from economic interests or
if holders of the equity investment at risk lack the power to direct activities of the entity, the
obligation to absorb the expected losses of the entity or the night to receive the expected residual
returns of the entity, the entity 15 considered a Vanable Interest Entity (VIE) under ASC Topic
810, Consolidation (ASC Topic 810), and control is based on a qualitative determination of which
party has a controlling financial interest in the VIE (known as the primary beneficiary).

The Company has a subsidiary of Clover PCO Carry, which 1s organized for the object and purpose
of (a) receiving carmmied interest with respect to certain private credit entities and (b) engaging in
such activities as Clover PCO Carry deems necessary. The Company holds a 50% member
interest in Clover PCO Carry, the remaining 50% of which is held by emplovees. As
the Company’s financial statements are prepared on a regulatory basis, Clover PCO Carry has
not been consolidated in accordance with U.S. GAAP.

Foreign Currency Remeasurement

The Company’s functional currency 1s the U.S. dollar, however, it fransacts some business in
currencies other than the U.S. dollar. Assets and habilities denominated in currencies other than
the U.S. dollar are remeasured to U.S. dollars at the prevailing spot rate in effect at vear-end.
Revenues and expenses are translated at average rates during the period. Gains or losses resulting
from foreign currency transactions are determined using spot rates on the date of the transaction.
For the year ended December 31, 2021, net foreign currency income of $637,899 1s included in
other income on the statement of operations.

The
Company adopted ASU 2018-14 on its mandatory effective date of January 1, 2021 with no
material impact to its financial statements.

Pending Adoption

In July 2021, the FASB released ASU 2021-05 Lessors—Certain Leases with Variable Lease
Payments which amends lessor lease classification requirements. The ASU requires a lessor to
classify and account for a lease with variable payments as an operating lease if the lease would
have been classified as a sales-type lease or a direct financing lease and the lessor would have
otherwise recognized a day-one loss. A day-one loss or profit is not recognized under operating
lease accounting. ASU 2021-05 is effective for fiscal years, and interim periods within those fiscal
vears, beginning after December 15, 2021. The Company adopted the ASU on January 1, 2022
with no material impact to its financial statements.

In October 2021, the FASB released ASU 2021-07 Determining the Cuwrrent Price of an
Underlyving Share for Equitv-Classified Share-Based Awards which offers nonpublic entities a
practical expedient to use when determining the current price input of an equity-classified
sharebased payment award issued to employees and nonemployees, The ASU allows a nonpublic
entity to determine the current price input of a share option using the reasonable application of a
reasonable valuation method. ASU 2021-07 is effective for fiscal vears, and interim periods within
those fiscal years, beginning after December 15, 2021. The Company adopted the ASU on January
1, 2022 with no material impact to its financial statements.

In October 2021, the FASB released ASU 2021-08 dccounting for Contract Assets and Contract
Liabilities from Contracts with Customers which provides guidance on recognizing and measuring
contract assets and contract liabilities from contracts with customers acquired in a business
combination. The ASU amends FASB ASC 805 to add contract assets and contract liabilities to
the list of exceptions to the recognition and measurement principles that apply to business
combinations and requires that an entity (acquirer) recogmze and measure contract assets and

3. Sponsored Hedge Fund Entities

The Company is the investment manager of certain hedge fund entities. The purpose of these funds
1s to provide strategy specific investment opportunities for investors in exchange for management
fees and performance based fees. The investment strategies of the funds differ by product;
however, the fundamental nsks of the funds have similar characteristics, including loss of invested
capital and loss of management fees and performance based fees. In the Company’s role as tax
matter partner or investment adviser, it generally considers itself the sponsor of the applicable
fund. Certain of the funds may be deemed to be VIEs. The Company’s variable interests in such
VIEs predominantly include insignificant equity interests. The Company does not provide
performance guarantees and has no other financial obligation to provide funding to any VIEs other
than its own capital commitments. As of December 31, 2021, the Company did not have any
material VIEs that had to be consolidated.

4. Related-Party Transactions
Transfer Pricing Framework

From January 1, 2021, the Company entered into a new transfer pricing framework which operates
consistently across the UBS Asset Management division globally. The new framework shares
revenue to UBS affiliates who perform the three key revenue generating services: contract entity,
client relationship management and portfolio management. The Company allocates a portion of its
advisory fees revenue to those affiliates who participate in this framework. The allocated fees to
affiliates of $89,683,283 for the year ended December 31, 2021, are netted in advisory fees on the
statement of operations. The Company also provides services to those affiliates and receives
allocated fees from affiliates. The allocated fees from affiliates of $4.976.877 for the year ended
December 31, 2021, are included 1in advisory fees on the statement of operations.

In addition to the revenue share from the new framework, the cost supporting the revenue
generating services are also allocated between affiliates receiving and providing the supporting
services. For the vear ended December 31, 2021, the Company incurred net allocated expenses of

$4.858.445 which are included in the allocated expenses from affiliates on the statement of
operations.

As of December 31, 2021, the Company has pavables of $19.371.095 to affiliates under the new
transfer pricing framework which are included in due to affiliates on the statement of financial

condition. The Company has receivables of $3,676,075 under the new framework which are
ineluded in due from affiliates on the statement of financial condition,

Allocated Expenses

Allocated expenses relate to costs allocated to the Company by affiliates. Allocated expenses relate
to overhead, occupancy, information technology, benefits, marketing and other compensation plan
costs charged to the Company by affiliates that provide such services and support. For the vear
ended December 31, 2021, the Company incurred $23,721,317 in allocated expenses from
affiliates, excluding occupancy expenses and cost allocated from transfer pricing framework. .

The Company occupies office space in several locations leased by other UBS affiliates under
external lease commitments. For the vear ended December 31, 2021, the Company incurred
$1.548.341 in occupancy expenses allocated from affiliates.

The Company reimburses affiliates for amounts paid on behalf of the Company. As of
December 31, 2021, $866,752 is included in due to affiliates on the statement of financial
condition.

Distribution Fees

The Company has paid certain distribution fees to affiliates of UBS. Such distribution fees are
recorded net within advisory fees on the statement of operations. For the year ended December 31,
2021, the Company incurred $35,884,155 in distribution fees to affiliates. As of December 31,

2021, $9,770,540 of distnbution fees payable to affiliates is included in due to affiliates on the
staternent of financial condition.

5. Dividend

The Board of Directors of the Company declared a dividend on July 19, 2021 for the amount of
$157,125,085. The dividend was paid to the Parent on July 21, 2021.

6. Employee Benefit Plans

The Company participates with affiliates in a defined benefit pension plan sponsored by UBS that
provides retirement benefits to ehigible employees.

Effective December 2, 2001, the defined benefit pension plan was closed to new employees, and
new employees were automatically enrolled into the new retirement contribution feature of the
defined contribution 401(k) plan and began earning retirement contributions beginning January 1,
2002. In addition, existing emplovees as of December 1, 2001, made an election either to
participate in the new retirermnent contribution feature of the defined contnibution 401(k) plan as of
January 1, 2002, or to remain in the defined benefit pension plan.

The Company also participates in a UBS sponsored postretirement medical plan. Retiree medical
premiums are subsicized for eligible emplovees who retired prior to January 1, 2014, From January
1, 2019, these participants who are age 65 or older, or certain employees who are pre-65 and
Medicare eligible, will receive an annual notional contribution to a Health Savings Account which
they can use to purchase medical insurance and pay for eligible medical related expenses. The
post-refirement medical plan is funded on a pay-as-you-go basis.

The Company incurred expenses of $27,609 related to the aforementioned benefit plans for the
vear ended December 31, 2021, which are included in personnel expense on the statement of
operatons,

The calculation of the expenses applies actuarial assumpftions. The compensation 1s assumed to
increase by 2.80% up to age 59 and by 2.30% from age 60. As per plan rules the interest credits
on refirement savings are determined as the vield on | -year Treasury bills from the prior November
plus 1%, equal to 1.18% at vear-end 2021,

The Company also participates in a defined contribution 401(k) plan of UBS that provides
retirement benefits to eligible employees. Under the defined contribution 401(K) plan, participants
may contribute a portion of their eligible compensation on a pre-tax basis, and on a Roth 401(k)
and after-tax basis, with the Company matching some portion of those contributions, subject to
certain limitations prescribed by the Internal Revenue Code. The Company’s matching
contributions to each participant is limited to an annual amount of $8,000. A participant is 100%
vested in the Company's retirement and matching contribution plus earnings thereon after the
earlier of three years of service, attaining age 65 while still an emplovee, becoming totally and
permanently disabled or upon death.

Generally, to receive a retirement contribution and/or retain the Company’s matching
contributions for the year, a participant must be an active employee on the last business day of that
vear unless special termination conditions apply, The Company made a matching contribution of
$360,248 to this plan during the year, which is included in personnel expense on the statement of
operations. The retirement confribution is equal to 2.0% to 3.5% of ehgible compensation
depending on a participant’s date of employiment, subject to certain limitations prescribed by the
Internal Revenue Code. The Company made $191,654 of refirement contribution to this plan
during the year, which 15 included in personnel expense on the statement of operations. This
amount has been allocated by UBS based on the number of employees in the Company.

7. Equity Participation and Other Compensation Plans

UBS has several share-based and other deferred compensation plans that align the interests of
Group Executive Board (GEB) members and other employees with the interests of investors.

Share-based awards are granted in the form of notional shares and, where permitted, carry a
dividend equivalent that may be paid in notional shares or cash. Awards are settled by delivering
UBS shares at vesting, except in junisdictions where this 1s not permitted for legal or tax reasons.

Deferred compensation awards are generally forfeitable upon, among other circumstances,
voluntary termuination of employment with UBS. These compensation plans are also designed to
meet regulatory requirements and include special provisions for regulated employees.

The most significant deferred compensation plans are described below.
Equity Ownership Plan (EOP)

The EOP is a deferred share-based compensation plan for employees who are subject to deferral
requirements but do not receive Long-Term Incentive Plan (LTIP) awards. The LTIP is a
mandatory deferred share-based compensation plan for senior leaders of the Group (i.e., GEB
members and selected senior management). Vesting under the EOP generally occurs in equal
installments two and three year after grant, subject to confinued employment and, in certain cases,
achievement of defined performance conditions.

Asset Management emplovees receive some or all of their EOP in the form of cash-settled notional
investment funds. The amount delivered depends on the value of the underlving investment funds
at the time of vesting.

All EOP expenses recognized in the performance year for retirement eligible employees are subject
to an expected forfeiture rate, which was 6.5% for the year ended December 31, 2021.

Deferred Contingent Capital Plan (DCCFP)

The DCCP 15 a mandatory deferred compensation plan for all employees whose total anmual
compensation exceeds a specified threshold.

DCCP awards take the form of notional additional tier 1 {AT1) capital instruments, which, at the
discretion of UBS, can be settled in either a cash payment or a perpetual, marketable AT1 capital
instrument. DCCP awards vest in full after five vears, and up to seven years for certain regulated
employees, unless there is a tnigger event.

Awards are forfeited if a viability event oceurs, i.e., if FINMA notifies the firm in writing that the
DCCP awards must be wntten down to prevent an insolvency, bankruptey or failure of UBS, orif
UBS receives a commitment of extraordinary support from the public sector that is necessary to
prevent such an event. DCCP awards are also written down for GEB members if the Group’s CET1
capital ratio falls below 10% and for all other employees if it falls below 7%. As an additional
performance condition, GEB members forfeit 20% of their award for each loss-making vear during
the vesting period.

Interest payments on DCCP awards are paid at the discretion of UBS. Where interest payments
are not permitted, such as for certain regulated employees, the DCCP award reflects the fair value
of the granted non-interest-bearing award.

Equity Pius Plan (Equity Plus)

The Equity Plus Plan is a voluntary employee share purchase program that allows eligible
employees to purchase UBS shares at market price and receive one additional notional share for
every three shares purchased, up to a maximum annual limit, Additional shares vest after a
maximum of three years, provided the employvee remains emploved with UBS and has retained the
purchased shares throughout the holding penod.

The amount of non-vested awards not yet recognized in 2021, was $68,023,566 which is expected
to be recognized over a weighted average peniod of 2.79 vears.

3. Funding Facility

The Company has an uncommitted, unsecured money market funding facility with UBS Americas
Holding Inc. for USD 60 million. The agreement requires periodic interest payments on any
borrowed amounts, The funding facility has no expiration date, For the vear ended December 31,
2021, the Company incurred interest expense of §1,460 related to this funding facility, and has no
borrowing on the fimding facility as of December 31, 2021.

9. Commitments and Contingencies

At vanious times, the Company may be named as a defendant in legal actions arising in the ordinary
course of business. While the outcome of such matters cannot be predicted with certainty, in the
opinion of management of the Company, any such actions will be resolved with no material
adverse effect on the Company’s financial statements taken as a whole.

10. Subsequent Events

The Company is required by accounting literature (ASC 855, Subsequent Events) to evaluate
whether events occurring after the statement of financial condition date but before the date the
statement of financial condition 15 available to be 1ssued require accounting as of the statement of
financial condition date or disclosure in the financial statements. The Company has evaluated all
subsequent events through May 26, 2022, the date the financial statements were available to be
1ssued and determined that no such events have occurred.

1. Organization and Nature of Business

UBS OConnor LLC (the Company) 15 an indirect wholly-owned subsidiary of UBS Group AG
(UBS). The Company’s direct parent is UBS Asset Management (Americas) Inc (the Parent) and
15 the sole Member of the Company. The Company is part of the UBS Asset Management business,
a division of UBS and 1s an investment adviser registered with the U.S, Secunties and Exchange
Commission and the Financial Services Agency in Japan. The Company provides asset
management and advisory services to a series of affiliated alternative investment funds and
separately managed accounts (the Funds). All of the Company’s advisory fees are from the Funds.

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of Presentation

The Company’s financial statements have been prepared on the accounting basis agreed to with
the Financial Services Agency in Japan and are prepared in accordance with U.S. generally
accepted accounting prineiples (LS. GAAP) with the exception of the Company not consolidating
Clover Private Credit Opportunities Carry LLC (Clover PCO Carry) as described below (the
regulatory basis).

The preparation of these financial statements requires management to make estimates and

assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial statements and accompanying notes,
Actual results could differ from such estimates.

The spread of the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic and the governmental measures
taken to contain the pandemic have significantly adversely affected, and will likely continue to
adversely affect, global economic conditions, resulting in meaningful contraction in the global
economy, substantial volatility in the financial markets, increased unemployment, increased credit
and counterparty risk, and operational challenges such as the temporary closures of businesses,
sheltering-in-place directives and increased remote work protocols. Governments and central
banks around the world have reacted to the economuc cnsis caused by the pandemic by
implementing stimulus and liquidity programs and cutting interest rates, though it is unclear
whether these or future actions will be successful in countering the economic disruption. Despite
the uncertainties caused by the pandenuc, the negative effects of the COVID-19 related ensis on
our financial and capital positions were limited in 2020.

Cash

Cash represents deposits of $102,424,252 held at affiliates of the Company and a deposit of
$1,794.486 held at a non-affiliated bank.

Advisory Fees and Receivables

Advisory fees, including asset-based and performance fees, are recorded as revenue as services are
performed based upon terms of the advisory agreements. Subadvisory fees and distribution fees
between affiliates of the Company are based on a percentage of net assets under management and
performance. Subadvisory fees and distnbution fees between affiliates are presented net within
advisory fees on the statement of operations. Distribufion fees to third party are recorded within
other expenses on the statement of operations. Subadvisory fees payable and distribution fees
between affiliates are presentad in due to affiliates and due from affiliates, respectively. on the
staternent of financial condition.

Capped fees represent reimbursements from the Funds for costs and expenses bome by the
Company on behal f of the Funds, among other expenses of the Company, and are charged to the
Funds based on the a percentage of net assets under management. Capped fees are included in
advisory fee revenue on the statement of operations, net of any related Fund admimstration and
other expenses. Other Fund related expenses are presented within professional fees on the
staternent of operations.

Income Taxes

The Company i1s treated as a disregarded entity for U.S. federal, state and local income tax
purposes. As such, the Company does not provide for or pay any U. 5. federal or state income taxes.
All income, expense, gain or loss of the Company flows through to the Parent.

Consolidation

.S, GAAP requires a reporting entity to first assess the consolidation of entities on the basis of
the reporting entity’s ownership of a majonty of voting interest. However, in certain situations,
there are no voting rights, or ownership of a majorty of voting interest 1s not a reliable indicator
of control. If voting interests do not exist or if they differ significantly from economic interests or
if holders of the equity investment at nisk lack the power to direct activities of the entity, the
obligation to absorb the expected losses of the entity or the right to receive the expected residual
returns of the entity, the enfity is considered a Variable Interest Enfity (VIE) under ASC Topic
810, Consolidation (ASC Topic 810}, and control is based on a qualitative determination of which
party has a controlling financial interest in the VIE (known as the primary beneficiary).

On July 2, 2020, the Company sponsored the creation of Clover PCO Carry, which is organized
for the object and purpose of (a) receiving carried interest with respect to certain private credit
entities and (b) engaging in such activities as the Company deems necessary. The Company holds
a 50 % member interest in Clover PCO Carry, the remaining 50% of which is held by employees.
As the Company’s financial statements are prepared on a regulatory basis, Clover PCO Carry has
not been consolidated in accordance with U.S. GAAP.

Foreign Currency Remeasurement

The Company’s functional currency is the U.S, dollar; however, it transacts some business in
currencies other than the U.S. dollar. Assets and liabilities denominated in currencies other than
the U.S. dollar are remeasured to U.S. dollars at the prevailing spot rate in effect at vear-end.
Revenues and expenses are translated at average rates during the period. Gains or losses resulting
from foreign currency transactions are determined using spot rates on the date of the transaction.
For the vear ended December 31, 2020, net foreign curreney income of $492_505 is included in
other income on the statement of operations.

In June 2016, the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) issued Accounting Standards

As of December 31, 2020, the Company did not have any
matenial VIEs that had to be consolidated. other than Clover PCO Carry as described in Note 2
that 1s not consclidated under the regulatory basis.

4. Related-Party Transactions

The Company allocates a portion of its advisory fee revenue to UBS O’Connoer Limited (a UK.
company), which was liquidated as of October 31, 2020 and replaced by UBS Asset Management
(UK) Limited from November 1, 2020, UBS Asset Management (Hong Kong) Limited (a Hong
Kong company) and UBS Asset Management (Singapore) Limited (a Singapore company) for
certain funds under subadvisory agreements. These subadvisory fees, totaling $68,633,941 for the
vear ended December 31, 2020, are netted in advisory fees on the statement of operations. UBS
O*Comnor Limited, UBS Asset Management (UK) Limited, UBS Asset Management (Hong Kong)
Limited and UBS Asset Management { Singapore) Limited are affiliates of the Company.

Allocated expenses relate to costs allocated to the Company by affiliates. Allocated expenses relate
to overhead, occupancy. information technology, benefits, marketing and other compensation plan
costs charged to the Company by affiliates that provide such services and support. For the year
ended December 31, 2020, the Company incurred $24.716,795 in allocated expenses from
affiliates, excluding occupancy expenses.

The Company occupies office space in several locations leased by other UBS affiliates under
external lease commutments. For the vear ended December 31, 2020, the Company incurred
$1,757.044 in occupancy expenses allocated from affiliates.

The Company reimburses affiliates for amounts paid on behalf of the Company. As of
December 31, 2020, £7.420,434 15 included in due to affiliates on the statement of financial
condition.

The Company has paid certain distribution fees to affiliates of UBS. Such distribution fees are
recorded net within advisory fees on the statement of operations. For the vear ended December 31,
2020, the Company incurred $26,761,978 in distribution fees to affiliates. As of December 31,
2020, $7,276,805 of distribution fees payable to affiliates is included in due to affiliates on the
statement of financial condition.

The Company has entered into an Investment Management Agreement with UBS Asset
Management (Canada) Inc. to permit cerfain Canadian funds and investors to invest into a
Company-advised find. Fees eamed for the vear ended December 31, 2020 under this agreement
of 8,258,505 are included in advisory fees on the statement of operations. As of December 31,
2020, fees receivable of $4,035,200 is included in due from affiliates on the statement of financial
condition.

5. Employee Benefit Plans

The Company participates with affiliates in a definad benafit pension plan sponsored by UES that
provides retirement benefits to eligible emplovees.

Effective December 2, 2001, the defined benefit pension plan was closed to new emplovees, and
new emplovees were automatically enrolled into the new retirement contribution feature of the
defined contribution 401(k) plan and began eaming retirement contributions beginning January 1,
2002, In additon, existing employees as of December 1, 2001, made an election erther to
participate in the new retirement contribution feature of the defined contribution 401(k) plan as of
January 1, 2002, or to remain in the defined benefit pension plan.

The Company also participates in a UBS sponsored postretirement medical plan. Retiree medical
premiums are subsidized for eligible employees who retired prior to January 1, 2014, From January
1, 2019, these participants who are age 65 or older, or certain employees who are pre-65 and
Medicare eligible, will receive an anmual notional contribution to a Health Savings Account which
they can use to purchase medical insurance and pay for eligible medical related expenses. The
post-retirement medical plan 1s funded on a pay-as-you-go basis.

The Company incurred expenses of $14,028 related to the aforementionad benefit plans for the
year ended December 31, 2020, which are included in personnel expense on the statement of
operations,

The Company also participates in a defined contribution 401(k) plan of UBS that provides
retirement benefits to eligible emplovees. Under the defined contribution 401(K) plan, participants
may confribute a portion of their eligible compensation on a pre-tax basis, and on a Roth 401(k)
and after-tax basis, with the Company matching some portion of those confributions, subject to
certain limitations prescribed by the Internal Revenue Code. The Company’s matching
contributions to each participant 1s limited to an annual amount of $8,000. A participant 1s 100%
vested in the Company's retirement and matching contribution plus earnings thereon after the
earlier of three years of service, attaining age 65 while still an employee, becoming totally and
permanently disabled or upon death.

Generally, to receive a retirement contribution and/or retain the Company’s matching
contributions for the vear, a participant must be an active emplovee on the last business day of that
year unless special termination conditions apply. The Company made a matching contribution of
$305,273 to this plan during the year, which is included in personnel expense on the statement of
operations. The retirement contribution is equal to 2.0% to 3.3% of eligible compensation
depending on a participant’s date of employment, subject to certain limitations prescribed by the
Internal Revenue Code, The Company made $179,204 of retirement contribution to this plan
during the vear, which 1s included in personnel expense on the statement of operations.

UBS has several share-based and other compensation plans that align the interests of Group
Executive Board (GEB) members and other employees with the interests of investors. These
compensation plans are also designed to meet regulatory requirements. The most significant

Equity Ownership Plan (EOP)

The EOP is a mandatory deferred share-based compensation plan for all employees whose total
annual compensation exceeds a specified threshold, other than GEB members, Group Managing
Directors (GMDs) and Group or Divisional Vice Chair role holders who are granted share-based
awards under the new Long-Term Incentive Plan (LTIP) first granted in 2020. The Company
currently does not have any employees receiving the LTIP awards for the year ended December
31, 2020. Awards generally vest in equal installments after two and three vears following grant,
provided that vesting conditions are satisfied. Awards granted to GEB members in 2019 and prior
years generally vest three, four and five years after grant.

EOP awards granted to GEB members and GMDs in 2019 and prior vears, as well as EOP awards
granted to certain other employees will only vest if certain performance measures both for the
Group and the applicable business division are met.

In order to align deferred compensation of cerfain Asset Management employees with the
performance of the investment funds they manage, awards are granted to such emplovees in the
form of cash-settled notional investment funds. The amount delivered depends on the value of the
underlying investment funds at the time of vesting.

Certain awards, such as replacement awards issued outside the normal performance year cycle,
may take the form of deferred cash under the EOP plan rules.

All EOP expenses recognized in the performance year for retirement eligible employees are subject
to an expected forfeiture rate, which was 6.5% for the vear ended December 31, 2020.

Deferred Contingent Capital Plan (DCCP)

The DCCP 15 a mandatory deferred compensation plan for all employees with total annual
compensation exceeds a specified threshold.

DCCP awards take the form of notional additional tier 1 (AT1) capital instruments, which, at the
discretion of UBS, can be settled in either a cash pavment or a perpetual, marketable AT1 capital

instrument. DCCP awards vest in full after five vears, and up to seven vears for certain regulated
emplovees, unless there is a trigger event.

Awards are forfeited if a viability event occurs, 1.2, if FINMA notifies the firm in writing that the
DCCP awards must be written down to prevent an insolvency, bankruptey or failure of UBS, orif
UBS receives a commitment of extraordinary support from the public sector that is necessary to
prevent such an event. DCCP awards are also wrntten down for GEB members if the Group’s
common equity tier 1 capital ratio falls below 10% and for all other emplovees if it falls below
T%. As an additional performance condition. GEB members forfeit 20% of their award for each
loss-making vear during the vesting period.

Interest payments on DCCP awards are paid at the discretion of UBS, Where interest payments
are not permitted, such as for certain regulated employees, the DCCP award reflects the fair value
of the granted non-interest-bearing award.

Equity Plus Plan (Equity Plus)

The Equity Plus Plan is a voluntary employee share purchase program that allows eligible
emplovees to purchase UBS shares at market price and receive one additional notional share for
every three shares purchased, up to a maximum anmual limit, Additional shares vest after a
maximum of three years, provided the emplovee remains emploved with UBS and has retained the
purchased shares throughout the holding penod.

The amount of non-vested awards not yet recognized in 2020, was $8,631,056 which is expected

to be recogmzed over a weighted average penod of 2.4 vears.
7. Funding Facility

The Company has an uncommitted, unsecured money market funding facility with UBS Amencas
Holding Inc. for USD 5 million. The agreement requires periodic inferest payments on any
borrowed amounts. The funding facility has no expiration date. For the vear ended December 31,
2020, the Company did not incur any interest expense related to this funding facility as no
borrowings occurred during the vear.
