NOTE 1- GENERAL INFORMATION

Fictet Asset Management (Europe) S A, (hereafier the “Company™) was incorporated on June 14, 1995
under the name Pictet Balanced Fund Management (Luxembourg) S.A. and is orgamised under the laws of
Luxembourg as a “Sociétd Anonyme” governad by Luxembourg law for an unlimited period.

The Extracrdinary General Meeting of Shareholders held on December 8, 2005 modified the Articles of
Incorporation so that the name of the Company was changed to Pictet Funds (Europe) 5. A, and the object
of the Company was modified to comply with the modified Law of December 20, 2002,

The Extracrdinary General Meeting of Sharcholders held on December 28, 2011 modified the Articles of
Incorporation, so the object of the Company was modified to comply with Chapter 135 of the modified
Law of December 17, 2010.

The Extraordinary General Mesting of Shareholders held on May 29, 2015 modified the Articles of
Incorporation 2o that the name of the Company was changed to Pictet Asset Management (Europe) S.A..

The registered office of the Company is established in Luxembourg,
The Company's financial vear starts on January | and ends on December 31 of each year.

The purpose of the Company is the management (within the meaming of Article 101 (2} of the Luxembourg
Law of December 17, 2010 relating to undertakings for collective investment, as amended), of one or
several undertakings for collective investment under Directive 09/65/CE, as well as, as the case may be,
of one or more undertakings for collective investment not subject to such directive. Such management
activity includes the management, administration and marketing of investment funds Since 2018, the
Company has received the approval of the CSSF in order to extend the licenses of the Management
Company to the following services: Discretionary Portfolic Management, Investment Adwvice, and
Reception & Transmission Orders (within the meaning of Article 101 (3) of the Luxembowurg Law of
December 17, 2010 relating to undertakings for collective investment, as amended). The Company may
carry out any activities deemed useful to the accomplishment of its object remaimng, however, within the
limitations of Chapter 15 of the December 17, 2010 Law. The Company is also an authorised altemative
vestment fund manager (“AIFM™) within the meaning of Articles 5 of Chapter 2 of the Law of
July 12, 2013

The Company is included in the consolidated accounts of Pictet & Cie Group SCA forming at once the
largest and the smallest body of undertakings of which the Company forms a part as an indirect subsidiary
undertaking. The registered office of that company is located Route des Acacias 60, 1211 Genéve 73,
Swatzerland.

On Januvary 1, 2019 the Company acquired the businesses of the European branches of Pictet Asset
Management Lid through a contnbution in kand. The purpose of these businesses 1s mainly the distnbution
of the undertakings for collective investment managed by the Company in different European markets. As
part of this transaction, the Company has established, in 2018, six branches to conduet and held the
acquired businesses. These branches are located in the Netherlands, Belgiwm, France, Germany, Italy and

Spain.

322 Foreign currency anslation

The Luxembourg head office maintains its accounting records in Swiss francs {CHF) and the annual
accounts are expressed inthis currency.

Transactions expressed in eurrencies other than CHF are translated into CHF at the exchange rate effective
at the time of the transaction,

All the branches maintain their accounting records in Euro (EUR), and the transactions expressed in
currencies other than EUR are translated into EUR at the exchange rate effective at the time of the
tramsaction. For the establishment of the annual aceounts, all the balance sheet items of the branches are
translated into CHF at the rate effective at vear-end and all the profit and loss items are translated in CHF
at the average rate of the vear under review.

Cash at bank is translated at the exchange rate effective at the balance sheet date. Exchange losses and
gains are recorded in the profit and loss account of the vear,

Other assets and liabilities are translated separately respectively at the lower or at the higher of the value
converted at the historical exchange rate or the value determined on the basis on the exchange rate effective
at the balance sheet date.
