1 Domicile and activities

Tokio Marine CAT Bond Fund (the “Series Trust™) is a senes-irust of Credil Suisse Universal
Trust (Caymany IT (the “Trst" ). The Trus is an exempted unit trost registered under Section 74
of the Trusts Act (2021 Revision) of the Cayman Islands on December 2, 2013 and registered
under the Mutual Funds Act (2021 Revision) of the Cayman Islands on December 2, 2013, The
Series Trust was established on August 15, 2017 and commenced operations on September 28,
2017. The address of its registered office is One Nexus Way, Camana Bay, Grand Cayman KY'1-
o005, Cayman Islands.

The investment objective of the Series Trust is o seek to provide investors with income gains
through investing mainly in catastrophe bonds ("CAT Bonds™). In addition, the Series Trust can
invest in insurance linked securities other than CAT Bonds, insurance derivatives linked bonds
and cash and money market securities (together with CAT Bonds, the “debt instmuments™), CAT
Bonds are debt instruments that transfer the risk of catastrophic events from entities such as
insurance companies, feinsurance companies, corporalions amd goverments to the capital
markets. Investors receive a risk premium in the form of a yvield in exchange for bearing the risk
of losses from pre-defined natural and non-natural catastrophic events, such as earthquakes,
windstorms, mortality and other catastrophe related events. The principal amount of any given
CAT Bond will be potentially rednced {and subject to partial or, in some cases, total loss) upon
the ocowrrence of an event (o which the CAT Bond 1s contractually linked,

It iz expected that the assets of the Series Trust will mainly be denominated in (but not limdted to)
currencies such as US Dollars and Euro. Where practicable, the Investment Manager seeks to
hedge the currency exposiure of assets attributable to a Class and denominated in currencies other
than the currency of denomination of that Class with the currency of denomination of that Class.
The Investment Manager generally can use spot contracts, forward foreign exchange contracts

The Manager has
delegated all the nghis, obligations, privileges, powers, duties, tmsts and discretions vested in the
Manager by the terms of the Trust Deed with respect to the investment, management and re-
investment of the assets of the Senes Truat and responsibility for the discretionary day-to-day
investment decision-making over the portfolio of debt instruments {the "Sub-Advised Portfolio™)
and the management of the Currency Forwards (o Tobkio Marine Assef Management Co., Lid. {the
“Investment Manager™).

Market nisk embodies the potential for both losses and gains and includes price risk. cumrency
risk and interest rate risk.

The Senes Trust's strategy on the management of investment nsk is driven by its investment
objective and investment restrictions stated out in g offenng documents, The Series Trst
seeks to provide investors with income gains through investing mainly in CAT Bonds
amongst other insurance linked securities. In selecting the Seres Trust's portfolio of
investments, the Sub-Investment Manager takes into account the following factors:

In addition to the above factors, the Sub-Investment Manager, as far as possible, manages the
debt instruments s0 as not to invest in CAT Bonds having Japanese relevant risk.

The Sob-Investment Manager seeks to diversify the type of perils or the geographical focus
of the CAT Bonds it invesis in for the account of the Series Trust taking into account the type
of perils and’or the geographical focus of overall market of the CAT Bonds. The CAT Bonds
to which the Series Trust may gain exposure through direct investment are generally
unleveraged stroctured notes which are issued by special purpose vehicles (“SPV™"), The
relevant SPV assumes the risk of ocourrence of defined events and fully funds its exposure to
such risks through the issue of CAT Bonds to collateralize and directly pass on the dsk
generated from entering into risk transfer contracts with a sponsor.

The Investment Manager seeks to hedge foreign exchange rate nsk for Unitholders by
entering into the following Cumency Forwards:

The Investment
Mangger carties oul investment management activities in accordance with intemally prepared
and periodically wpdated investment guidelines. The Manager advizes the Trustee of any
investment management decisions or other investment management activities required a5 a
result of occurrences or circumstances owtside of the ordinary course of business,
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Price nsk is the risk that the value of the investmend will Auctuate as a result of changes
in market prices, whether cansed by factors specific to an individual invedment or its

issuer or factors affecting all instruments traded in the market.

As the Series Trust's investmenis are camied at fair value with fair value changes
recognised in the statement of comprehensive income, all changes in market conditions
will directly affect the net assets attribitable to the holders of redeemable units and

The Series Trust's investments, which are mainly CAT Bonds, are issued as floating rate
securities, in which the investor receives a set coupon spread over an index {or retum on
high-quality collateral, which 15 typically invested in short-term money market funds).

The Series Trust mainly invests in CAT Bonds in accordance with the investment policy
of the Senes Trst. The nsk management framework that the Sub-Investment Manager
applies to the Series Trust consists of three risk monitoring activities, which are (1) Daily
momboring of any single CAT Bond's weightage not to exceed 10% of the latest net asset
value of the Series Tmst; (2) Daily monitoring of any single bond issuer's weightage not
to exceed 353% of the latest nel asset value of the Senes Trust; and (3) Monthly
calculation of 194 annual Value at Risk indicator (VaR ).

As at August 31, 2022, the 1% ammual VaR of the Series Trust is USD 4,214,762 (2021:
LSO 61126473, which represents the maamum loss @l occurrence probability once

every 100 vears.

In recent years, a concentration of sponsors (such as insurance companies and
counterpanties of re-insurance contracts) and issuers has developed in the CAT Bond, As
a result of such concentrated exposure, the Series Trust may incur greater losses than a
diversified fund which invests in a wider range of sectors and issuers as well as a result of
entire or partial losses of the principal of the CAT Bonds due to the ocourrence of natural
catastrophes.

The Series Trust's imterest-bearing financial assets and labilities expose it o nsks
associated with the effects of fluctuations in the prevailing levels of market interest rates
on its financial position and cash flows. In general, the interest rate risk of fixed income
securities is higher than floating income securities. Therefore, the value of fixed income
secunties will be more subject to decline than that of fAoating income securifies because
of rise of inderest rates. As nominal interest rates rise, the value of the Senes Trust is
likely to decrease. A nomanal inferest rate can be described as the swm of a real interest
rate and an expected inflation rate.

Fixed income securities and floating income securities with longer durations tend to be
more sensitive to changes in inferest rates, usually making them more volatile than
securities with shorter durations.

Credit sk is the nisk that counterparty 1o a financial indrument will fail to discharge an
obligation or commutment that it has entered into with the Senes Trost, The camving amounts
of financial assets best represemt the maximum credit risk exposure at the statement of
financial position date.

The TAT bonds in which the assets of the Series Trust are invested may be subject to the risk
that the principal or interest of such instruments may not be paid. Adverse changes in the
financial condition of the msuer may impair the abdlity of the 1ssuer to make payments of
interest and principal. The inability {or perceived inability) of isseers to make timely
payments of interest and principal may affect the value of securities held for the account of
the Series Trust,

In particular, the price of CAT Bonds may significantly decrease as a result of a CAT bond
issner's defanlts or the possibility of its defaults due to the cccowrrence of natural catastrophes
and the spread of pestilence or exceeding trigger points defined in the bond's terms.

Credit risk is mitigated by undenaking transactions with an approved broker and other
reputable financial institutions, The Series Trust's financial assets are also held in custody
with established and approved counterparties. All transactions in listed securties are
settled/paid for npon delivery wsing an approved broker. Payment is made on a purchase once
the securities have been received by the broker. The trade will fail if either party fails to meet
its obligation. The Series Trust determines concentration risk in relation to exposure to

individual counterparties.
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Substantially all of the assets of the Series Trust are held by the Custodian, Bankruplcy or
insolvency of the Custodian may cause the Series Trust's rights with respect to investments
and cash and cash equivalents held by the Custedian 1o be delayed or limited. The Series
Trust momitors s msk by momtonng the credit quality and FAnancial positions of the

Custodian.

fe) Liquidity risk

Investment of the Series Trust's assets in relatively illiquid securities may restrict the ability
of the Manager (o dispose of the Series Trust's investments al a price and time that it wishes
to do 0. Futhermore, resale of such investments may at times be limited by contractual
provisions, which may itself have an impact on the value of such investments. It is also
possible that an exchange may suspend trading in a panticular instrument or contract, order
immediate hqudation and settlement of a particular instroment or contract or order that
trading in a particular instrument or contract be conducted for liquidation only. The risk of
illiquidity also arises in the case of over-the-commter transactions.  There may be no regulated
market in such instruments or contracts, and the bid and offer prices will likely be established
solely by dealers in these instruments or contracts.  Investment in non-marketable securitics
carries liquidity risk. In addition, such securities are difficult to value, and the issuers of such
securities are not always subject to the mles of a regulated market for the protection of
investors.

In general CAT Bonds have low liguidity and limited market participants and the market
prce of CAT Bonds in the secondary market may be highly volatile. Therefore, the sale
prices of CAT Bonds may be significantly discounted to the preceding prices of these CAT
Bonds, Furthermore, some CAT Bonds may not have a secondary market and it may be
necessary to find buyers for these CAT Bonds in over4he-counter transactions. In such case,
the sale prices of CAT Bonds may be significantly discounted the preceding prices of these
CAT Bonds and, as a result, the Series Trust may significantly incur losses.

Furthermore, in case the Senes Trust receives substantial subscriptions in a short period of
time and cannot identify sufficient CAT Bonds to invest in while complying with the
investment restrictions, the Series Trost may be required to temporarily hold substantial
amount of cash. As a result, the Unitholders exposure to CAT Bonds will be diluted.

In addition, the Series Trust may suspend andfor cancel the repurchase and/or subscription of
umits of any class of umits in significant circumstances such as the cocwrrence of significantly
catastrophes to be in the best interests of Unitholders.

In addition, governments from time to time intervene, directly and by regulation, in certain
markets, paticularly markets in currencies and interest rate related filures and options. Such
intervention often is intended directly to mfluence pnces and may, together with other factors,
cause all of such markets to move rapidly in the same direction because of, among other
thirgs, interest rate fluctuations.

Technigues and instruments risk

The wse of techniques and instruments also involves certain special risks, including (i)
dependence on the ability to predict movements in the prices of investments being hedged
and movements in interest rates, (i) imperfect comelation between the hedzing instruments
and the investments or market sectors being hedged, (iii) the fact that skills needed 10 use
these instruments are different from those needed o select investments, and (iv) possible
impediments to effective portfolio management or the ability to meet repurchase requests.

Early terminarion of the Series Trust

Although the final repurchase day of the Series Trust is scheduled for December 1, 2163, the
final repurchase day will be brought forward should a Compulsory Repurchase Event oceur.

Unless the Series Trust is terminated in accordance with the provisions described in the
offering docwments, the units will be compulsorily repurchased upon the first to occur of any
ofthe fallowing:

The determination of what constitutes ‘observable’ requires significant judgment by the Series
Trust. The Series Trust considers observable data to be market data that is readily available,
regularly distribmted or wpdated, reliable and verifiable, not propoetary, and provided by
independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market.
