Our opinion
We have audited the financial statements for the financial year ended 31 March 2023 of Nomura Europe Finance NV. based in
Amsterdam, the Netherlands.

In our opinion the accompanying financial statements give atrue and fair view of the financial position of Nomura Europe Finance
NYV. asat 31 March 2023 and of itsresult and its cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with International Financial
Reporting Standards as adopted by the European Union (EU-1FRS) and with Part 9 of Book 2 of the Dutch Civil Code.

Thefinancia statements comprise:
the statement of financial position as at 31 March 2023
the following statements for the year ended 31 March 2023: the income statement, the statements of comprehensive income,
changes in equity and cash flows
the notes comprising a summary of the significant accounting policies and other explanatory information

Basisfor our opinion
We conducted our audit in accordance with Dutch law, including the Dutch Standards on Auditing. Our responsibilities under those
standards are further described in the Our responsibilities for the audit of the financial statements section of our report.

We are independent of Nomura Europe Finance NV. (the company) in accordance with the “Wet toezicht accountantsorgani saties’
(Wta, Audit firms supervision act), the “Verordening inzake de onafhankelijkheid van accountants bij assurance-opdrachten” (ViO,
Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants, a regulation with respect to independence) and other relevant independence regulationsin
the Netherlands. Furthermore we have complied with the “Verordening gedrags- en beroepsregels accountants’ (VGBA, Dutch Code
of Ethics).

We believe the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

I nformation in support of our opinion

We designed our audit proceduresin the context of our audit of the financial statements as awhole and in forming our opinion thereon.
The following information in support of our opinion and any findings were addressed in this context, and we do not provide a separate
opinion or conclusion on these matters.

Our understanding of the business

Nomura Europe Finance NV. isawholly owned subsidiary of Nomura Holdings, Inc. (“NHI") which principa activity isto act asa
financing company for group financing purposes. The company’s objectives are to assist NHI and its subsidiaries (together the
Nomura Group) in such activities such as raising funds from the global debt capital markets and providing for the Nomura Group
internationally. The company also issued medium-term notes in the form of Japanese Depositary Receipt (JDRS), listed on the Tokyo
Stock Exchange. Contractual due amounts of these notes may link to various indices. For risk management purposes, the company uses
derivative instruments with other entities within Nomura Group to economically hedge the risk arising from the fluctuations of indices.
We paid specific attention in our audit to a number of areas driven by the operations of the company and our risk assessment.

We determined materiality and identified and assessed the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to

fraud or error in order to design audit procedures responsive to those risks and to obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and
appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

We have chosen ‘ debt issued and other borrowing’ and ‘financial liabilities designated at
Exolanation fair value through profit or loss as benchmark as we believe the total balance of these
. accounts is the most important metric for the users of the financial statements. We

determined materiality consistently with the previous financia year.

We have also taken into account misstatements and/or possible misstatements that in our opinion are material for the users of the
financial statements for qualitative reasons.

We agreed with the managing directors that misstatementsin excess of JPY 259 million, which are identified during the audit, would
be reported to them, as well as smaller misstatements that in our view must be reported on qualitative grounds.

Scope of the group audit
Nomura Europe Finance NV. has operationsin both Tokyo (Japan) and Amsterdam (the Netherlands). The financial information of
operations at both locationsis included in the financial statements of the company.

Because we are ultimately responsible for the opinion, we are also responsible for directing, supervising and performing the audit in
order to obtain sufficient appropriate audit evidence regarding the financial information of the company’s operations to express an
opinion on the financial statements. In this respect we have determined the nature and extent of the audit proceduresto be carried out
for both the Tokyo and Amsterdam operations.

We have:
Performed audit procedures ourselves over operations in the Netherlands
Used the work of acomponent auditor, an EY Global member firm, operating under our coordination and supervision when
auditing the operationsin Japan

We sent instructions to the component auditor for the Tokyo operations, covering the significant areas and the information required to
be reported to us. Based on our risk assessment, we held virtual site visits with our team in Japan. These site visits were virtua
encompassed some, or all, of the following activities: reviewing key local working papers and conclusions and obtaining an
understanding of key processes. We interacted regularly with the component team during various stages of the audit, through the use of
video or teleconferencing facilities. We held a collective virtual closing meeting with both Amsterdam and Tokyo management. We
reviewed key working papers of the component auditor using the EY electronic audit file platform, screen sharing or by the provision
of copies of work papers direct to the audit team.

By performing the procedures mentioned above over operations in the Netherlands and Japan, we have been able to obtain sufficient
and appropriate audit evidence about the company’s financial information to provide an opinion on the financia statements as awhole.

Teaming and use of specialists

We ensured that the audit teams both at group and at component levels included the appropriate skills and competences which are
needed for the audit of alisted client in the banking industry. We included specialistsin the areas of IT audit and income tax and have
made use of our own experts in the areas of valuations derivatives and other financia instruments designated at fair value.

Our focus on fraud and non-compliance with laws and regulations

Our responsibility

Although we are not responsible for preventing fraud or non-compliance and we cannot be expected to detect non-compliance with all
laws and regulations, it is our responsibility to obtain reasonable assurance that the financial statements, taken as awhole, are free from
material misstatement, whether caused by fraud or error. Therisk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is
higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the
override of internal control.
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Our audit responserelated to fraud risks

We identified and assessed the risks of material misstatements of the financial statements due to fraud. During our audit we obtained
an understanding of the company and its environment and the components of the system of internal control, including the risk
assessment process and the managing directors process for responding to the risks of fraud and monitoring the system of internal
control, as well as the outcomes.

We refer to section “Objective and policy of risk management” of the Managing directors report and note 23 “Risk management” to
the financial statements for the managing directors risk assessment after consideration of potential fraud risks.

We evaluated the design and relevant aspects of the system of internal control and in particular the fraud risk assessment, as well asthe
code of conduct and incident registration at the Nomura group level. We evaluated the design and the implementation and, where
considered appropriate, tested the operating effectiveness, of internal controls designed to mitigate fraud risks.

As part of our process of identifying fraud risks, we evaluated fraud risk factors with respect to financial reporting fraud and
misappropriation of assets. We evaluated whether these factors indicate that arisk of material misstatement due to fraud is present.

We incorporated elements of unpredictability in our audit. We a so considered the outcome of our other audit procedures and
evaluated whether any findings were indicative of fraud or non-compliance.

Asin all of our audits, we addressed the risks related to management override of controls. For these risks we have performed
procedures among others to evaluate key accounting estimates for management bias that may represent arisk of material misstatement
dueto fraud, in particular relating to important judgment areas and significant accounting estimates as disclosed in Note 2.2
“Significant accounting judgments, estimates and assumptions’ to the financial statements. We have also used data analysis to identify
and address high-risk journal entries and evaluated the business rationale (or the lack thereof) of significant extraordinary transactions,
including those with related parties. These risks did however not require significant auditor’'s attention during our audit.

We did not identify arisk of fraud in revenue recognition.

We considered available information and made enquiries of relevant executives both in Amsterdam and Tokyo, the managing
directors and Nomura group’s internal audit, legal and compliance departments.

The consideration of the potential risk of management override of controls or other inappropriate influence over the financial reporting
process, enquiries and other available information did not lead to specific indications for fraud or suspected fraud potentially materially
impacting the view of the financia statements.

Our audit responserelated to risks of non-compliance with laws and regulations

We performed appropriate audit procedures regarding compliance with the provisions of those laws and regulations that have adirect
effect on the determination of material amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. Furthermore, we assessed factors related to
the risks of non-compliance with laws and regulations that could reasonably be expected to have a material effect on the financial
statements from our general industry experience, through discussions with the managing directors, reading minutes, inspection of NHI’
sinternal audit and compliance reports, and performing substantive tests of details of classes of transactions, account balances or
disclosures.

We aso inspected alawyers |etter and correspondence with regulatory authorities and remained alert to any indication of (suspected)
non-compliance throughout the audit. Finally we obtained written representations that all known instances of non-compliance with
laws and regulations have been disclosed to us.

Our audit response related to going concern

Asdisclosed in the note 2.1 ‘Basis of preparation’ to the financial statements, the financial statements have been prepared on agoing
concern basis. When preparing the financia statements, managing directors made a specific assessment of the company’s ability to
continue as a going concern and to continue its operations for the foreseeable future.

We discussed and evaluated the specific assessment with the managing directors exercising professional judgment and maintaining
professional skepticism. We considered whether the managing directors going concern assessment, based on our knowledge and
understanding obtained through our audit of the financial statements or otherwise, contains all relevant events or conditions that may
cast significant doubt on the company’s ability to continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material uncertainty exists, we are
required to draw attention in our auditor’s report to the related disclosuresin the financial statements or, if such disclosures are
inadequate, to modify our opinion.
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Based on our procedures performed, we did not identify material uncertainties about going concern. Our conclusions are based on the
audit evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor’s report. However, future events or conditions may cause a company to cease to
continue as a going concern.

Our key audit matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit of the financia
statements. We have communicated the key audit matters to the managing directors. The key audit matters are not a comprehensive
reflection of all matters discussed.

In comparison with previous year, the nature of our key audit matters did not change.

The derivatives portfolio of Nomura Europe Finance NV. comprises of non-listed derivatives where the
values are based on valuation techniques using both market observable (mainly level 2 positions) and non-
market observable (mainly level 3 positions) inputs.

We consider the fair value of derivative financial instruments as disclosed in note 14 and note 24 to the
financial statements as akey audit matter due to the relative size of the related accounts as compared to the
financial position and materiality, and given the inherent complexity of the estimates with aresulting risk for
incorrect valuation of the derivative financial instruments.

Our audit procedures included, amongst others, evaluating the appropriateness of the company’ s accounting
policies relating to the valuation of derivative financial instrumentsin accordance with IFRS 13 ‘Fair Value
Measurement’ aswell as current and emerging industry practices and whether these have been applied
consistently.

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Asdisclosed in Note 2.3 () of the financial statements, Nomura Europe Finance NV. isrequired to record
an impairment allowance for expected credit losses for the loans and advances to affiliates. The impairment
alowance is based on the expected credit losses associated with the probability of default in the next 12
months unless there has been a significant increase in credit risk since origination, in which case the

Risk allowance is based on the probability of default over the expected life of the instrument.

We consider the valuation of the loans and advances to affiliates as disclosed in note 5 to the financial
statements as a key audit matter due to the size of the loans and advances to affiliates and given that an
impairment may have a material effect on the company’s result.

Our audit procedures included, amongst others, evaluating the appropriateness of the company’s accounting
policies related to recognition of expected credit losses in accordance with of IFRS 9 ‘Financial Instruments.
\We evaluated whether the accounting policies and methods applied for making estimates have been applied
consistently.

\We have verified the valuation of loans and advances to affiliates by obtaining an understanding of the
impairment process and model. We assessed the impai rment methodology and expected credit loss cal culation.
\We verified the criteriafor identifying significant increase in credit risk and tested the accuracy of internal
credit ratings.

\We evaluated the determination of the probability of default including forward-looking information. We
evaluated management’s impact assessment for current and expected market conditions on expected credit
losses. Furthermore, we recal culated the impairment allowance as per 31 March 2023.

Engagement

We were engaged by the managing directors as auditor of Nomura Europe Finance NV. We are unable to determine since which
financial year we have operated as the statutory auditor, but we have operated as statutory auditor for at least 18 years.

Description of responsibilities regarding the financial statements

Responsibilities of the managing directors for the financial statements

The managing directors are responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with EU-
IFRS and Part 9 of Book 2 of the Dutch Civil Code. Furthermore, the managing directors are responsible for such internal control as
the managing directors determine is necessary to enable the preparation of the financial statements that are free from material
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

As part of the preparation of the financia statements, the managing directors are responsible for assessing the company’s ability to
continue as a going concern. Based on the financial reporting framework mentioned, the managing directors should prepare the
financial statements using the going concern basis of accounting unless the shareholder either intends to liquidate the company or to
cease operations, or has no redlistic alternative but to do so. The managing directors should disclose events and circumstances that may
cast significant doubt on the company’s ability to continue as a going concern in the financial statements.
