1. Organization and Investment Objective

Western Asset Bank Loan (Multi-Currency) Fund (the *Fund” ) was formed on February § 2013 as
a sub-tmst of the Western Asset Offshore Funds (“Trust"), a umit trust established by a trust deed
under the Trusts Act {as amended) of the Cayman Islands and registered under the Mutwal Funds Act
of the Cayman Islands. The Trust is gmctured as an umbrella unit trust, which allows it to create
multiple sub-trosts, with the aim of segregating assets and labilities of each sub-trust. As of March
31, 2023, there were & sub-trusts of Western Asset Offshore Funds, Westem Asset Management
Company Limited (W AMCL" } 35 the Trust's Manager. Western Asset Management Company, LLC
(WANT), Western Assel Management Company Pte. Ltd. (“Western Asset Singapore™), Western
Asset Management Company Lid. (" Westem Asset Tokyo™ ), Western Asset M anagement Company
Distribuclora de Titulos ¢ Valores Mobilidrios Limitada (* Westemn Asset Brazil”), amd Westem Asscl
Management Company Piv. Lid (“Westem Asset Melboume™) are the sub-investment managers
to the Fund (collectively the “Irvestment Manager” ), BMY Mellon Fund Management {Caymian)
Limited is administrator and Trustee to the Fund. The Bank of New York Mellon, a wholly-owned
subsidiary of The Bank of New York Mellon Corporation, is the custodian and sub-administrator to
the Fund. The Bank of New York Mellon {Singapore Branch) is the registrar and transfer agent to the
Fund. Mutsubisha UF)] Morgan Stanley Secunties Co,. Ltd, (Japan) is Agent Company. Mitsulasha
UF) Morgan Stanley Secunties Co,, Lid, (Japan) and SMBC Nikko Securities Inc. are distributors
1o the Fund,

The Fund invests substantially all of its assets in the Western Asset Bank Loan (Multi-Currency')
Master Fund {the “Master Fund™), The Master Fund is organized a5 a separate sub-trost of the Trust
and is a separate investment company with investment objectives that are consistent with those of the
Fund. The Fund intends to achieve its investment objective by investing in the Master Fund, which,
in tum, makes investments on behalf of the Fund. Therefore, the Fund’s interest in the securities
aml other investments owned by the Master Fund 15 indirect. In such an arrangement, the Fund is
referred 1o as a ™ Feeder Fund”,

The investment objective of the Master Fund is to provide long-term total retum throngh a diversified
portfolio consisting substantially of bank loan instruments, designed (o control and restrict overall
portfolio nisk. The Master Fund shall invest approximately 90% of its net assets in fixed income
securities, including bank leans and inflation linked securities, that are rated Bal or BB+ or lower
b a nationally recognized rating agency such as Moody' s Investors Service, Inc., Standard & Poor’s
Fatings Services, or Fitch, Inc. or that are of comparable quality as determined by the Investment
Manager or WAMCL.

The accounting policies of the Master Fund, such as the valuation of the Master Fund's investmenis,
will directly affect the value of the Fund's interest in the Master Fund, and thus the net assets of the
Fund. The financial statements and accompanying footnotes of the Master Fund are attached and
should be read in conjunction with the Fund's financial gatements.

Basis of Accounting

In conformity with generally accepted accounting principles in the United States of America ("U.S.
GAAFPT), the Fund nses the accrml basis of accounting, Accondingly, income and expenses are
recorded as earned and incumed, respectively.

The Fund is an imvestment company which follows accounting and repoting guidance in the
Financial Accounting Standards Board Accounting Standards Codification 946, Financial Services
~ Investment Companies.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements, in conformity with U.S. GAAP. requires management to
mmke estimates and assumptions that affiect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, disclosune
of contingent assels and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amouns
of increases and decreases in net assets from operations during the reponting period. Actual resulis
could differ from those estimates.

Investment Transactions, Investment Income and Expenses
Investments made into the Master Fund and redemptions from the Master Fund are recorded on
trade date.

The Fund's net investment income o loss consids of the Fund's pro rata share of the net investment
income or loss of the Master Fund, less the Fund's feeder specific actual and acemed expenses
determined in accordance with ULS. GAAP.

Functional and Presentation Currency

Items included in the Fund’s financial statements are measured using the currency of the primary
economic environment inwhich it operates. The majority of issnances, redemptions, and valuations
of the wnits are effected and denominated in the U5 Dollars (“USD™).

Income Taxes

According to the current laws of the Cayman [slands, there 15 no income, estate, corporation, capital
gains or other taxes payable by the Fund. As a result, no provision for income taxes has been made
in the financial statements.

The Fund intends to conduect its affairs sothat it will not be deemed to be engaged in trade or business
in the U.S, and, therefore, none of its income will be treated as “effectively comnected” witha U.S.
trade or busingss carried on by the Fund. Effectively commected income is sulject to U5, federal
income tax at the graduated rates applicable to U185, domestic corporations, Certain categories of
income that are not *effectively connected™ but are derived from U.S. sources. including dividends
and interest income, are subject to a U.S. tax of thirty percent. However, under the portfolio interest
exemption, the thirty percent tax does not apply to portfolio interest eamed. For the year ended
March 31, 2023, interest earned by the Fund qualifies under the pontfolio interest exemption.

The Fund is subject to the authoritative guidance with respect to accounting for and disclosure of
unceriainty in tax positions, which requires the Fund (o determine whether a tax position is more
likely than not to be sustained upon examination. Management has analyzed the Fund's tax positicns
for all open tax years and has concluded that as of March 31, 2023, there are no uncemain tax
positions that would require financial statement recognition or disclosure, The Fund's policy is to
recognize inferest and penalties, if any, related to uncertain tax positions as a component of income
tax expense, For the vear ended March 31, 2023, the Fund did not recognize any interest or penalties
for uncertamn tax positions. There are currently no examinations being conducted of the Fund by the
Internal Revenue Service or any other taxing anthority.

Issuances and Redemptions of Units of Participation

Fund imits are issued in multiple classes {each a*Class™ and. collectively, the *Clagses™ ). The Fund
currently offers an Australian Dollar {* AUD"} Class, Brazilian Real ("BRL"™) Class, Japanese Yen
{JPY™) Class, and United States Dollar ("USD™) Class (each Class, except the USD Class, is a
“Hedged Class™). The Fund seeks (o hedge the USD currency exposure through the use of forward
contracts of the BRL Class to the BRL, the AUD Class to the AUD and the JPY Class to the JPY. The
denomination currency for units of the BRL Class and USD Class are USD, AUD for the AUD Class,
and JPY for the JPY Class {each a " Denomination Cumrency™ yin which issuances, redemptions, and
valuation of units are effected and in which units are denominated.

The net asset value of each Class is determined in the Denomination Currency on the relevant
“Dealing Day”. A Dealing Day is every business day on which federal, state or local banks are
open for business in New York, London, Japan and the Cayman Islands and the New York Stoack
Exchange, London Stock Exchange and Tokyo Stock Exchange are open for trading. Issuances and
redemptions of Fund units are made on such days, based upon the closing net asset value. A sales
charge of up to 3.5% of the net asset value may be charged. and retained. by the Distibutor. The sales

The Trestee, in consuliation with the nvestrment Manager, may temporanly suspend the detemination
of the net asset value of the Fund, and the issuance and redemption of the Fund's units, and may
postpone the date of payment of redemption proceeds if. among other reasons, during any period
when it is not reasonably practicable for the Investment Manager to fairly determine the value of the
Fund's net assets. There were no such ocourrences during the year ended March 31, 2023,

Allocation of Income, Expenses, Gains, and Losses

Income, expenses, and realized and unrealized gains and losses are allocated on a daily basis to
each Class of units based upon the relative portion of net assets of each Class. The Fund will apply
adjustments to the valuation of its Classes in order to specifically credit or charge to the relevant
Class of wnits any applicable gains, losses and expenses generated by hedging transactions with
respect o such Classes (eg. all costs associated with hedging transactions relating to the JPY
Class of umits are borne by the IPY Class of units). All Classes of units will bear matably any gains,
lesses and expenses generated by hedging non-USD denominated investments to the functional
CUITENCY.

Redemptions Payable

Redemptions are recognized as labilities when the amount requested in the redemption notice
becomes fixed and determinable. This will generally occur either at the time of the receipt of the
notice or on the last day of a fiscal period, depending on the nature of the redemption request. As a
result, redemptions paid after the end of the year but based upon year end net asset values, are reflected
as redemplions payvable on the Statement of Assets and Liabilities at March 31, 2023, Redemption
notices receivied for which the dollar and share amounts are not fixed remain in capital until the net
asset value vsed to determine the redemption and share amounts are determined.

Distributions to Unitholders

Distributions from net investment income, net realized or unrealized gains and/or capital are declared
by the Fund by the fifteenth (1 5th) day of each month, Distributions are paid in cash or in-kind, as
iy be determingd by the Investment Manager, unless the unitholders elect to reinvest in additional
units, Cash distributions with respect to a Class are paid in the Class Denomination Currency.

3 Valuation

9. Oifsetting Assets and Liabilities

By using derivative instruments, the Fund is exposed 1o the conmterparty ‘s credit risk, the risk that
derivative commnterparties may not perform in accordance with the contractual provisions offset by
the value of any collateral received. The Fund’s exposure to credit risk associated with counterpany
non-performance is limited to the unrealized gains inherent in such transactions that are recognized
withinthe Statement of Assets and Liabilities, The Fund minimizes counterparty credit risk through
credit limits and approvals, credit monitoring procedures, execuling master netling arrangements,
and managing margin and collateral requirements, as appropriate. The Fund records counterpany
credil risk valuation adjnstments, if material, on certain derivative assets in order Lo appropriately
reflect the credit quality of the counterparty. These adjustments are also recorded on the market
quotes received from counterparties or other market participants since these quotes may not fully
reflect the credit nisk of the counterparties to the derivative instruments,

Hedgine Transactions Risk

Hedging strategies in general are usually intended to limit or reduce investment risk, but can also be
expected to limit or reduce the potential for profit. Not withstanding the foregoing, to the extent that
agsets of the Fund attribatable to a panticilar Class of shares are insufficient to satisfy the liabilities
associated with a hedging transaction with respect to such Class of shares, such amount of the
liabilities that exceed such assets may be borne by the other Classes of shares of the Fund.

Interest Rate Risk

Interest rate risk is the nisk that fixed income secunities will decline in value because of changes
in interest rates. As nominal inferest rates rise, the value of certain fixed income securities held by
the Fund is likely to decrease. A nominal interest rale can be described as the sum of a real interest
rate and an expected inflation mte. Fixed income securities with longer durations tend to be more
sensitive to changes in interest rates, usually making them more volatile than securities with shorter
durations. Duration is used primarily as a measure of the sensitivity of a fixed income”s market price
to interest rate (i.e., yield) movements.

The Fund may invest in vanous derivatives which may present additional risks and costs that are
different from and, in certain cases, greater than the risks and costs presented by investing directly in
securities and other more traditional investments. Following are additional risk factors concerning
the use of derivatives:

o  MNanagement Risk: Denvative products are specialized instruments that requare investment
techniques and nsk analyses different from those associated wiath stocks and bonds. The
successful use of derivatives requires sophisticated management and an understanding not only
of the underying instrument it alzo ofthe derivative itself. In particular. the use and complexity
of derivatives require the maintenance of adequate controls to monitor the transactions entered
into, and the ability to assess the risk that a derivative adds to the Fund's port folio,

o Counferparty Credit Risk: The use of derivatives subjects the Fund to the risk that the counterpany
will not be able or willing 1o make timely settl ement payments or otherwise meet its obligarions,
especially during unusually adverse market conditions. If the counterpany defaulis. the Fund
will have contractual remedies, but the Fund may be unable to enforce its contractual rights.
Counterparty risk is more pronoumced if a counterparty’s obligations exceed the amount of
collateral held by the Fund (if any), the Fund is unable to exercise its interest in collateral upon
default by the counterparty, or the termination value of the instrument vanes significantly from
the marked-to-market value of the instrument.

o Documentaiion Risk: Many denvative mstruments have documentation nsk. Because the
comtract for each over-the-counter derivative transaction is individually negotiated with a specific
counterpany, there exists the risk that the panies may interpred contractual terms differently.
If that occurs, the cost and unpredictability of the legal proceedings required for the Fund to
enforce its contractual rights may lead the Fund to decide not to pursue its claims against the
counterpany. The Fund, therefore, assumes the risk that it may be unable to obtain payments the
Investment Manager believes are owed to them under derivatives instmument s or those payments
may be delayed or made only afier the Fund has incurred the costs of litigation.

In the nommal course of business, the Fund enters into contracts that contain a varety of representations
anmd warraies, which provide general indemmnifications. The Fund's maxanmion exposire under these
arrangements is unknown, as this would involve future claims that may be made against the Fumd
that have not yvel occmred. Based on experience, management is of the view that the risk of loss
in cormection with these potential indemmification obligations is remote; however, there can be no
assurance that material liabilities refated to such obligations will not arise in the future that could
adversely impact the business of the Fund.

1. Organization and Investment Objective

Western Asset Bank Loan (Multi-Curreney) Fand (the “Fund") was formed on February 8, 2013 as
a sub-trust of the Western Asset Offshore Funds (“Trust”), 4 unit trust established by a trust deed
under the Trusts Act (as amended) of the Cayman Islands and registered under the Mutual Funds Act
of the Cayman Islands. The Trust is structured as an umbrella unit trust, which allows it to create
multiple sub-trusts, with the a:m of segregating assets and lisbilities of each sub-trust. As of March
31, 2022, there were 10 sub-trusts of Western Asset Offshore Funds. Western Asset Management
Company Limited (“WAMCLT} is the Trust's Manager, Western Asse: Management Company, LLC
{"WAM™), formerly known as Western Asset Management Company, Western Asset Management
Company Pte. Lid. (“Wesiern Asset Singapore”), Western Asset Management Company Led.
{“Western Asset Tokyo"), Western Asset Management Company Disribuidora de Tilos ¢ Valores
Mobilifrios Limitads (“Western Assel Brazil”), and Western Asse! Management Company Piy.
Ltd. (“Western Asset Melbourne™) are the sub-investment managers to the Fund (collectively the
“Investment Manager™). BNY Mellon Fund Management {Cayman, Limited is adminisiwator and
trustee to the Fund. The Bank of New York Meilon, a wholly-owned subsidiary of The Bank of New
York Mellon Corporation, is the custodian and sub-administrator to the Fund. The Bank of New York
Mellon (Singapore Branch) is the registrar and transfer agent to the und. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan
Stanley Securities Co., Ltd. (Japan) is Agent Corpany. Mitsubishi UFJ Morgan Stanley Securities
Co,, Ltd. (Japan) and SMBC Nikko Securities Inc. are distributors to the Fund,

The Fund invests substantially ail of its assets in the Western Asset Bank Loan (Multi-Currency)
Master Fund {the “Master Furd"). The Master Fund is organized as a separate sub-trust of the Trust
and is a separate investment company with investrient objectives that are consistent with those of the
Fund. The Fund intends to achieve its investment objective by invest-ng in the Master Fund, which,
in turn, makes investments on behalf of the Fund. Therefore, the Fund's interest in the securities
and other investments owned by the Master Fund is indirect. In such an arrangement, the Fund is
referred to as a “Feeder Fund”,

The investrent objective of the Master Fund is to provide long-term tetal return through a diversified
portfolio consisting substantially of bank loan instruments, designec. to control and restrict overall
portfolio risk. The Master Fund shall invest approximately 90% of its net assets in fixed income
securities, including bank loans and inflation linked securities, that are rated Bal or BB+ or lower
by & nationally recognized rating ageney such as Moody's Investors Service, Inc., Standard & Poor’s
Ratings Services, or Fitch, Inc. or that are of comparable quality as determined by the Investment
Manager or WAMCL.

The accounting policies of the Master Fund, such as the valuation of the Master Fund's investments,
will directly affect the value of the Fund's interest in the Master Fund, and thus the net assets of the
Fund. The financial statemen's and accompanying footriotes of the Master Fund are attached and
should be read in conjunctior with the Fund's financial statements. The percentage of the Master
Fund owned by the Fund at March 31, 2022 was 100%. ‘ i

With regard to an investment by the Fund in its corresponding Master Fund, the determination of the

In the event of such a suspension by the
Master Fund, the Investment Manager will suspend calculations of tae net asset value of the Fund
that irvests in such Master Fund, as well as suspend issuances and recemptions of units of the Fund,
including redemption orders that were placed prior to suck suspension, but which have not been
setiled.

At March 31, 2022, the Fund had twe unaffiliated unitholders who individually held more than 10%
of the Fund’s units outstanding.

Basis of Accounting

GAAP™), the Fund uses the accrual basis of aczounting. Accordingly, income and expenses are
recorded as earned and incurred, respectively.

The Fund is an investment company which follows acccunting and reporting guidance in the
Financial Accounting Standards Board Accounting Standards Codification 946, Financial Services
— Investment Companies.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements, in conformity with 115, GAAP, requires management to
make estimates and assumpticns thar affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, disclosure
of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts
of increases and decreases in net assets from operations during the reporting period. Actual results
eould differ from those estimates.

Investment Transactions, Investment Income and Expenses
Investments made into the Master Fund and redemptions “rom the Master Fund are recorded on
trade date.

The Fund's net investment income or loss consists of the Fund's pro rata share of the net investment
income or loss of the Master Fund, Jess the Fund's feeder specific actual and accrued expenses
determined in accordance with ULS, GAAP

Agccording to the current laws of the Cayman [slands, there is no income, estate, corporation, capital
gains or other taxes payable by the Fund. As 2 result, no prevision for income taxes has been made

in the financial statements.

The Fund intends to conduct it3 affairs so that it will not be deemed to be engaged in trade or business
in the 1.8, and, therefore, none of its income wil be treated as “effectively connected” with a ULS.
trade or business carried on by the Fund, Effectively connected income is subject to ULS. federal
income tax at the graduated rates applicable to US. domestic corporations. Certain catepories of
income that are not “eective’y connected” but are derived from ULS, sources, including divideads
and interest income, are subject to a LS. tax of thirty percent. However, under the portfolio interest
exemption, the thirty percent tax does not apply to portfolio interest earned. For the year ended
March 31, 2022, interest earned by the Fund qualifies under the port®olio interest exemplion,

The Fund is subject to the auhoritative guidance with respect 10 accounting for and disclosure of
uncertainty in tax positions, which requires the Fuad to determine whether a tax position is more
likely than not to be sustained upon examination. Management has analyzed the Fund's tax positions
for all open tax years and has concluded that as of March 31, 2022, there are no uncertain tax
positions that would require financial statement recognition or disclosure, The Fund's policy 15 1o
recognize interest and penalties, if any, related to uncertain tax positions as a component of inceme
tax expense. For the year ended March 31, 2022, the Fund did not recognize any interest of penalties
for uncertain tax positions. There are currently no examinations being conducted of the Fund by the
Internal Revenue Service or any other taxing authority.

Issuances and Redemplions of Units of Participation

Fund units are issued in multiple classes (each a *Ciass” and, collectively, the “Classes™). The Fund
currently offers an Australian Dollar (“AUD") Class, Brazilian Real ("BRL") Class, Japanese Yen
{“IPY™) Class, and United States Dollar (“USD") Class (each Class, except the USD Class, 's a
“Hedged Class™). The Fund seeks to hedge the USD currenzy exposure through the use of forward
contracts of the BEL Class to the BRL, the AUD Class to the AUD and the JPY Class to the JFY. The
dercmination eurreney for units of the BRL Class and USIT Class are USD, AUD for the AUD Class,
and JPY for the JPY Class (each a “Denomination Currency”} in which issuances, redemptions, and
valuation of units are effected and in which units are denominated.

The net asset value of cach Class is determined in the Denomination Currency on the relevant
“Dealing Day”. A Dealing Day is every business day on which federal, state or local banks are
open for business in New York, London, Japan and the Cayman Islands and the New York Stock
Exchange, London Stock Exchange and Tokyo Stock Exchange are open for trading. Issuances and
redemptions of Fund units are made on such days, based upon the closing net asset value, A sales
charge of up to 3.5% of the net assct value may be changed, and retained, by the Distributor. The sales
charge is charged outside the “und by the Distnbuator.

Fund's net assets. There were no such occurrences during the year ended March 31, 2022,

Allocation of Income, Expenses, Gains, and Losses

Income, expenses, and realized and unrealized gains and Josses are allocated on a daily basis to
each Class of units based upon the relative portion of net assets of each Class. The Fund will apply
adjustments 1o the valuation of its Classes in order to specifically credit or charge to the relevant
Class of units any applicable gains, losses and expenses penerated by hedging wansactions with
respect {o such Classes (e.g., all costs associated with hedging trmsactions relating to the JPY
Class of units are bore by the JPY Class of units). All Classes of units will bear ratably any gains,
losses and expenses penerated by hedging non-USD denominated imvestments 1o the functional

curTEnCy.

Redemptions Payable

Redemptions are recognized as liabilities when the amount requested in the redemption notice
becomes fixed and determinable. This will genesally occur either at the time of the receipt of the
notice or on the last day of a fiscal period, depending on the nature of the redemption request. As a
result, redemptions paid after the end of the year but based upon year end net asset values, are reflected
ay redemptions payable on the Starement of Assets and Liabilities at March 31, 2022, Redemption
notices received for which the dollar and share amounts are not fixed remain in capital until the net
asset value nsed to determine the redemption and share amounts are determined.

Distributions to Unitholders

Distributions from net investment income, net realized or unrealized gains and/or capital are declared
by the Fund by the fifteenth (15th) day of each month, Distributions are paid in cash or in-kind, as
may be determined by the Investment Manager, unless the unitholders elect to reinvest in additional
units. Cash distributions with respect 1o a Class are paid in the Class Denomination Currency.

3. Valuation

The Fund's investment in the Master Fund is valued at the net asset value per share on the valuation
date as determined by the Master Fund. The Fund receives a daily allocation of the Master Fund’s
income, expenses, and net realized and unrealized gains and losses N Proportion o its investment
in the Master Fund.

Ower-the-counter financial derivative instruments, such a3 forward foreign currency coniracts,
options contracts, swaptions contracts, or swap agreements, derive their value from underiving asset:
prices, indices, reference rates, and other inputs or a combination of these factors. These contracts
are normally valued on the basis of pricing service providers or brokes dealer quotations. Depending

The Fund may enter into & forward foreign currency cont-act to hedge against foreign currency
exchange rate risk on its non-USD denominated securities and units or to facilitate settlement of
a foreign currency dennminated portfolio transsetion. A forward foreign currency contract is an
agreement between two parties to buy and sell a currency at a set price with delivery and settlement
at a future date, The contract is marked to market daily and the change in value is recorded by the
Fund as an unrealized gain or loss. When a forward foreign currency contract is closed, through
either delivery of the currencies or offset by entering into another forward foreign currency contract,
the Fund recognizes a realized gain or loss equal to the difference between the value of the contract
at the time it was opened and *he value of the contract at the time it is closed.

Forward foreign currency contracts involve elements of market risk in excess of the amounts reflected
on the Statement of Assets and Liabilities. The Fund bears the risk of an unfavorable change in the
foreign exchange rate underlying the forward foreign currency contract. Risks may also arise upon
entering into these contracts from the potential inability of the counterparties to meet the lerms
of their contracts.

The Fund may invest in various derivatives which may present additional risks and costs that are
different from and, in ceriain cases, greater than the risks and costs presented by investing directly in
securities and other more traditional investments.

& Management Risk: Derivative products are specialized instruments that require investment
techniques and risk amalyses different frorm those associated with stocks and bonds. The
successiul use of derivatives requires sophisticated management and an understanding not only
of the underlying instrument but also of the derivative itself.

If the counterparty defaults, the Fund
will have contractual remedies, but the Fund may be unable 1o enforce its contractual rights.
Counterparty risk is more pronounced if a counterparty’s obligations exceed the amount of
collateral held by the Fund (if any), the Fund is unable to exercise its interest in collateral upon
default by the counterparty, or the termination value of the instrument varics significantly from
the marked-to-market value of the instrument.

o Documentation Risk: Many derivative instruments have documentation risk. Because the
contract for each over-the-counter derivative transaction is individually negotiated with a specific
counterparty, there exists the risk that the parties may interpret contractual terms differently.
If that ocours, the cost and unpredictability of the legal proceedings required for the Fund to
enforee its contractual rights may lead the Fund to decide not to pursue its claims against the
counterparty. The Fund, therefore, assumes the risk that it may be unable to obtain payraents the
Irvestment Manager believes are owed to them under derivatives instruments or those payments
may be delayed or made only after the Fund has incurred the costs of litigation.

The Fund, through its investrment in the Master Fund, is exposed to various types of risks. As the
Fund’s assets are invested in the Master Fund, they are primarily exposed 1o the risks faced by the
Master Fund. A summary of risks is diseussed in the Master Fund’s financial statements, which are
attached and should be read in conjunction with the Fund's financial statements.

11, Contingencies and Commitments

In the normal course of business, the Fund enters into contracts that contain a variety of representations
and warranties, which provide peneral indemnifications. The Fund’s maximum exposure under these
arrangements is unknown, as this would involve future claims that may be made against the Fund
that have not yet occurred. Based on experience, management is of the view that the risk of loss
in connection with these potential indemnification obligations is remote; however, there can be no
assurance that material liahilities related 1o soch obligations will not arise in the finure that could
adversely impact the business of the Fund,

12. Subsequent Events

The Fund has evaluated subsequent events through May 26, 2022, the date the financial statements
were available wo be issued. Fo- the period April 1, 2022 through May 26, 2022, there were 38,812,139
of redemption, which represented 19% of the Fund's net assets.

Om February 24, 2022, Russia commenced a military attack on Ukraine. The outbreak of hostilities
between the two countries could result in more widespread conflict and could have a severe adverse
effect on the region and the markets. In addition, sanctions imposed on Russia by the United States
and other countries, and any sanctions imposed in the fiuture could have a significant adverse impact
on the Russian economy and related markets. The extent and duration of Russia’s military actions
and the repercussions of such actions are impossible to predict, but could result in significant market
disruption.

The Company provides a range of benelits o emplovees, including annual bonus arangements,
paid holiday arrangements and defined contribution pension plans,

() Short Term Benefits
Short term benefits, including holiday pay and other similar non-monetary benefits, are
recognised as an expense in the period in which the service is received.

(i) Jfncentive Plans
The Company operates an EDIP scheme as part of the overall remuneration strategy for
employees. Annually, a bonus sward, a5 defermined by the Company, may be paid into the
EDIP. Where the EDIF is considered to remain under the contral of the Company, the assels
and liabilities of the EDIP are incleded in the Company’s financial statements until they
become fully vested and are paid to the relevant emplovees. The Company consolidates its
EDIP in line with section 9 of FRS 102,

Additionally, the Parent issued resricted stock units to certain senior staff and vesting will
occur in July 2025 if certain conditions are met. Ownership of the redricted stock units are
transferred to the employee once vested. See Notes 2 and 9 for further detail. The Company
receives charges from its Parent and recognises the fair value ofthe share awards as an expense
over the vesting period.
