1. ORGANIZATION

AUD Short Term Bond Fund (the “Seres Trust™) is a Seres Trust of Credit Suisse Universal Trust {Cayman) Il {the
“Trust™), an open-ended umbrella unit trust constituted by a Master Trust Deed dated December 2, 2013 under Cayman
Islands law. The Series Trust was established pursuant to a Supplemental Trust Deed dated August 28, 2020 and
executed by Elian Trustee (Cayman) Limited (the “Trustea”), a trust company incorporated under the laws of the Cayman
Istands. The Series Trust commenced operations on September 24, 2020 and will conlinue until the Final Repurchase
Day being the eadiest practicable repurchase day being the eadier of August 29, 2025 or any subsequent date as
mutually agreed by the Trustee and the Manager, and the earliest praclicable repurchase day following the cccurrence of
any of the following; the net asset value ("Met Asset VWalue") being the value of ils total assets minus its liabilities
including accrued fees and expenses) on any Valuation Day is in respect of AUD Class Units AUD 1,000,000 or less and
on that valuation day or thereafier the Manager determines that all of the units of such class of units should be
compulsorily repurchased by giving notica to all unitholders, or the Trustes and the Manager agree that all of the units of
such class of units should be compulsorily repurchased, each a "Compulsory Repurchase Event™.

The Trust is an exempted unit trust under the Trusts Act (2021 Revision) of the Cayman Islands and registerad under the
Mutual Funds Act (Revised) of the Cayman Islands on January 22, 2014,

The principal office for the Trustee (and therefore the Series Trust) is One Nexus Way, Camana Bay,. Grand Cayman
KY1-9005, Cayman |slands.

On December 6, 2021, Corporation Service Company ("CSC") announced that a conditional agreement had been
reached on a recommended public offer for all issued and outstanding ordinary shares of which the Trustee is a wholly
owned subsidiary. In November 2022, CSC closed on its acquisition of Intertrust Group.

The manager of the Series Trust is Credit Suisse Management (Cayman) Limited (the "Manager”).

The Adminisirator, Custedian and Transfer Agent of the Series Trust is Brown Brothers Hariman & Co.
(the “Administrator”, “Custodian” and “Transfer Agent”).

Credit Suisse International acts as the Fee Agent (the “Fee Agent”).
Credit Suisse Securities (Japan) Limited acts as the Agent Member Company (the “Agent Member Company”).
The Investmeant Manager of the Series Trust is Daiwa Asset Management (Europe) Ltd. (the “Investment Manager”).

The Manager Support Service Provider of the Series Trust is Daiwa Asset Management Co. Lid. (the “Manager Support
Service Provider™),

Effective February 15, 2021, the Manager authorized Tokal Tokyo Securities Co., Lid. to act as a distributor of the units
in Japan, Effective February 3, 2021, the Manager authorized Chibagin Securities Co., Ltd. to act as a distributor of the
units in Japan. Effective January 19, 2021, the Manager authorized Kyushu FG Securities, Inc. to act as a distributor of
the units in Japan. Effective January 18, 2021, the Manager authorized Toyo Securities Co., Lid. to act as a distributor of
the units in Japan. Prior to January 18, 2021, the Manager authorized Marusan Securities Co., Ltd. to act as a distributor
of the units in Japan. The Manager may appoint further distributors of the Units in the future (each a "Distributor™ and
collectively the “Distributors”).

The Series Trust is denominated in Australian Dollar ("AUD" or “$") and AUD Class Units are also denominated in
Australian Dollar.

The investment objective of the Series Trust is to maintain a high degree of liquidity while providing stable income by
investing in Australian Dollar denominated high quality fixed and floating rate debt instruments (the “Australian Bonds”
and those securities selected by the Investment Manager being the "Selected Bonds™). The Series Trust may also hold
AUD cash and AUD-denominated money market securities (including but not limited to commercial paper, cerificates of
deposit and government bills) (the “Short-Term Instruments”, togather with the ALD cash and Selected Bonds being the
"Partfolio”™).

The Investiment Manager shall have day-to-day investmant decision-making and ongoing monitoring responsibility over
the Portfolio.

The Seres Trust has no exposure related to investments in financial assets with Credit Suisse International,
The financial statements were authorized for issue by the Trustee on November 30, 2023,

2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out below. These
policies have been consistently applied to all the pericds presented, unless otherwise stated. The financial statements
have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) as issued by the Intemational
Accounting Standards Board (IASB). The preparation of financial statements in accordance with IFRS requires the use of
certain critical accounting estimates and requires the Trustee and the Manager to exercise their judgment in the process
of applying the Series Trust's accounting policies, Areas where assumptions and estimates are significant to the financial
statements are disclosed in Mote 4. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The Series Trust has adopted Investment Entities [Amendments fo IFRS 10, IFRS 12 and IAS 27) (2012) (the
Amendments). Management conclueded that the Series Trust meets the definition of an investmant entity.

Classification and measurement of financial assets and financial liabilities

IFRS 9 contains three principal classification categories for financial assets: measured at amortized cost, fair value
through profit and loss (FVTPL) and fair value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI). The classification of
financial assets under IFRS 9 is generally based on the business model in which a financial asset is managed and its
contractual cash flow characteristics.

On initial recognition, the Series Trust classifies financial assets as measured at amortized cost or FVTPL.

A financial asset is measured at amortized cost if it meets both of the fellowing conditions and is not designated as at
FVTPL:

i) It is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets o collect contraciual cash flows; and,

i} Its contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely represent payments of principal
and interest (SPP1).

A financial asset is measurad at fair value through profit or loss if any of the following apply:

i} Its contractual terms do not give rise o cash flows on specified dates that are solely payments of principal and
interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding:

ii) It is not held within a business model whose objective is either o collect contractual cash flows, or to both
collect contractual cash fiows and sell;

ili} AL initial recognition, it is irevecably designated as measured at FVTPL when doing 2o eliminates or
significantly reduces a measurement or recognition inconsistency that would otherwise arise from measuring
assels or liabilities or recognizing the gains and losses on them on different bases.

In assessing whether the contractual cash flows are SPFPI, the Series Trust considers the contractual terms of the
instrument. This includes assessing whether the financial asset contains a contractual term that could change the timing
or amount of contractual cash flows such that it would not meet this condition. In making this assessment, the Series
Trust considers:

- contingent events that would change the amount or timing of cash flows;
- leverage features,

- prepayment and extension features;

- terms that limit the Series Trust's claim to cash flows from specified assets (e.g. non-recourse features); and

The Series Trust has determined that it has Iwo business models:
- Held-to-collect business model: this includes cash and cash equivalenis, olher asseis, receivables for

interest, expense reimbursement, securilies sold and units issued. These financial assets are held to collect
contractual cash flow.

- Other business maodel: this includes financial assels at fair value through profit or loss. These financial assets
are managed and their performance is evaluated, on a fair value basis, with frequent sales taking place.

In making an assessment of the objective of the business model in which a financial asset is held, the Series Trust
considers all of the relevant information about how the business is managed, including:

- the documented investment sirategy and the execution of this strategy in practice. This includes whether the
investment strateqy focuses on earning contractual interest income, maintaining a parlicular interest rate profile,
matching the duration of the financial assets to the duration of any related liabilities or expected cash outflows or
realizing cash flows through the sale of the assets;

= how the performance of the portfolio is evaluated and reported to the Series Trust's management;

- the risks that affect the performance of the business model (and the financial assels held within that business
model) and how those nisks are managed;

- how the investment manager is compensated: €.g9. whether compensation is based on the fair value of the
assets managed or the contractual cash flows collected; and

- the frequency, volume and timing of sales of financial asseis in prior periods, the reasons for such sales and
expectations about future sales activity,

Transfers of financial assels 1o third parfies in transactions that do not qualify for derecognition are not considered sales
far this purpose, consistent with the Series Trust's continuing recognition of the assets.

Financial liabilities carried at amortized cost include payables for professional fees, administrator fees, custody fees, fee
agent fees, transfer agent fees, distribution fees, investment management fees, agent member company fees, manager
support service provider fees, printing fees, units repurchased and securities purchased.

Impairment of financial assets

The “expected credit loss” (ECL) model applies to financial assets measured at amortized cost and debt invesiment at
FVOCI, but nat to investments in equity instruments.

Based on the Series Trust's assessment, the ECL model does not have a matenal impact on the Series Trust's financial
aszels because:

- The majority of the financial assets are measured at FVTPL and the impairment requirements do not apply 1o such
instruments.,

- The financial assets at amortized cost are shorl-term (i.e. no longer than 12 months), of high credit quality andfor highly
collateralized. Accordingly, the ECLs on such assets are expecltad to be small.

MNew standards, amendments and interpretations issued but not effective for the year ended August 31, 2023:
A number of new standards and amendments to standards are effective for annual perieds beginning after September 1,
2022 and earlier application is permitted; however, the Series Trust has not early applied these new or amended

standards in preparing these financial statements as they do not have a material effect on the Series Trust's financial
statements.

The Series Trust recognizes financial assels and liabilities on the date il becomes a party to the contraciual provisions of
the instrument. Regular purchases and sales of investmenis are recognized on the trade date - the date on which the
Series Trust commits to purchase or sell the investmenl. Financial assets are derecognized when the rights to receive
cash flows from the investments have expired or the Series Trust has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of
ownership. Financial liabilities are derecognized when ils contractual obligations are discharged, canceled or expired.

(C) Measurement

Financial assels and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are initially recognized at fair value with transaction costs
recognized in the Statement of Comprehensive Income. Subsequent to initial recognition, all financial assets and
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair value. Gains and losses arising from changes in the fair
value of the financial assetls and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss’ calegory are presanted in the Statermant of
Comprehensive Income in the period in which they arise. Realized gains or losses on sale of investiments are calculated
using first-in-first-out method.

Financial assets and liabilities other than those at fair value through profit or loss are carried al amortized cost using the
effective interest rate method, less impairment losses, if any. This is considered lo approximate fair value due to the
shor-term or immediate nature of these instrumants.

(D) Fair Value Estimation

The fair value of financial instruments traded in active markets (such as publicly traded derivatives and trading securities)
is based on quoted market prices at the close of trading on the reporting date. Fair value is the price that would be

received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date. The fair value of a liability reflects its non-performance risk. Investments or other assets for which
market quotations are not readily available are valued at their fair value as determined in good faith in accordance with
procedures adopted by the Trustee with advice from the Manager. The resulting change in unrealized gains or lossas are
reflected in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

(E} Investments in debt securities

The fair value is based on quoted markel prices on a recognized exchange or sourced from a reputable
brokerfcounterparty, in the case of non-exchange traded instruments, al the Statement of Financial Position date without
any deduction for estimatad future selling costs.

2.3 Offsetting Financial Instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Statement of Financial Position only when
there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognized amounts and there is an intention to setfle on a net basis, or
realize the asset and sefttle the liability simultaneously. As at August 31, 2023 and August 31, 2022, all financial assets
and liabilities are shown at their gross amounts as none met the criteria for financial instrument offsetting, and therefore
have not been offset in the Statement of Financial Position,

2.4 Receivables for Securities Sold and Payables for Securities Purchased

Receivables for secunfies sold and payables for securiies purchased represent frading transactions thal have been
contracted for but not yet settied on the Stalemeant of Financial Position date, These amounts are recognized initially and
subsequently measured at fair value, less provision for impairment for amounts of receivables for securities sold,
A provision for impairmeant is established when there is objective evidence that the Series Trust will not be able to collect
all amounts of receivables for securities sold. Significant financial difficulties of the broker, probability that the broker will
enter bankruptcy or financial reorganization, and default in payments are considered indicators that the amount of
recaivables for securities sold is impaired.

2.5 Expenses
Expenses are recognized on an accrual basis in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

The maximum fees, costs and expenses (the "Capped Expenses”) that may be deducted from the assets of the Seres
Trust attributable to the AUD Class Units is 0.90% per annum of the Net Asset Value (the "TER Cap”).

The Investment Manager shall instruct the Administrator on a monthly basis to adjust the TER Cap by monitoring the
yield of the 2-Year Australian Government Bond. The TER Cap fee table is as follows:

Expenses. Distribution Fees, Administration Fees, Manager Support Service Provider Fees, Custody Fees,
Agent Member Company Fees, any legal and auditing costs that are not included in the Audit Fees and
expenses, annual fees payable in respect of the Series Trust or the Trust to government bodies and agencies,
any insurance costs, any costs relating to the Offering Memorandum and other similar offering documents and
the cosls relating to the preparation, printing. transiation and delivery of such documents and any taxes relating
to the purchase or disposal of securities, legal or compensation costs, licensing, tax reporting, anti-money
laundering compliance and monitoring, expenses related fo the economic substance of the Series Trust,
expenses related to the termination or the liguidation of the Seres Trust, any costs and other charges and
expenses listed in the Offering Memorandum (to the extent such costs and expenses do not constitute the
Ordinary Costs) but excluding litigation and indemnification expenses and any expenses that the Manager
determines to be extracrdinary expenses that have not been incumed in the ordinary course of business
("Extraordinary Expenses”) and any broker fees or commissions (if any) and any issue or transfer taxes
chargeable in conneclion with any securilies lransactions ("Broker Expenses®), or thal, in the Manager's
determination, relate to the ongoing operation of the Series Trusl; and

(b} exclude the Ordinary Costs, Extraordinary Expenses, Broker Expenses and any other extraordinary or
unanticipated fees, costs, expenses or liabilities that, in the Manager's determination, would not usually oocur,

(c) Extracrdinary Expenses, Broker Expenses and Miscellaneous Expenses shall fall outside of the TER Cap and
shall be paid by the Administrator, on behalf of the Trustee, oul of the assels of the Series Trust

(d) In the event that a fee, cost or expense does not fall into either paragraph {a) ar (b) above it shall be deemed
not 1o be a Capped Expense

(e} The TER Cap is dependent on the Investiment Manager fulfilling its obligation to pay the Investment Manager
Expenses. In circumstances where the Investment Manager were to defaull on such obligation, it may not be
possible to maintain the TER Cap which would result in additional fees, cosls and expenses being payable out
of the assets of the Series Trust.

2.6 Foreign Currency Translation

{A) Functional and Presentation Currency

The performance of the Series Trust is measured and reported to the investors in Australian Dollars. The Trustee
considers the Australian Dollar as the currency that most faithfully represents the economic effects of the underlying
fransactions, events and condiions of the Series Trust. The financial statements are presented in Australian Dollars,
which is the Series Trust's functional and presentation currency.

(B) Transactions and Balances

Financial assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated in Australian Dollar amounts at the date
of valualion. Purchases and sales of financial assels and liabilities, issue and repurchase of unils and income and
expense items denominated in foreign currencies are translated into Australian Dollar amounts on the respective dates of
such transactions.

Reported net realized or unrealized foreign exchange gains or losses resulting from changes in foreign exchange rates
on financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are included in net realized gain or loss on financial
assefs and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss, and net change in unrealized appreciation or depreciation on
financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

Realized and unrealized appreciation or depreciation from foreign currency transactions and translation are disclosed
separately in the Statement of Comprehensive Income,

2.7 Distributions
The eurrent distribution policy of the Seres Trust, in respect of AUD Class Unils, is notl to make distributions to

Unitholders. Consequently, all the Series Trust's net income and realized capital gains will be reinvested and reflected in
tha Nat Asset Value of the applicable class of Units.

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2.8 Repurchases of Units

The Senes Trust has units which are repurchased at the holder's option. The Seres Trusl classifies its pullable
insfruments as liabilities in accordance with |AS 32 (Amendment) Financial instruments: Fresenfation. The amendment
requires puttable financial instruments that meet the definition of a financial liability to be classified as equity where
cartain strict criteria are met. Those criteria include:

®=  The puttable instruments must enfitle the holder to a pro-rata share of net assels;
®*  The puttable instruments must be the most subordinated class and class features must be identical;

=  There must be no contractual obligations to deliver cash or another financial asset other than the obligation on
the issuer to repurchase; and

*  The total expected cash flows from the puttable instrument over its life must be based substantially on the profit
or logs of the issuer.

As these conditions were met, the Series Trust's units have been classified as equity at August 31, 2023 and August 31,
2022

Units can be put back to the Series Trust at any time for cash equal to a proportionate share of the Series Trust's total
equity.

Units are camed al the repurchased amount that is payable at the Statement of Financial Position date if the holder
exercises the right to put the units back into the Series Trust.

Units are issued and repurchased al prices based on the Series Trust's total equity per unit al the time of issue or
repurchase. The Series Trust's equity per unil is calculated by dividing the total equity by the total number of cutstanding
units. Refer to Mote 3 for further discussion.

2.9 Indemnities

The Trustee and the Manager, on behalf of the Seres Trust, enter into certain confracts thal contain a variety of
indemnifications. The Series Trust's maximum exposure under these arrangements is unknown, However, the Seres
Trust has not had prior claims of losses pursuant to these conitracts and expects the risk of loss to be remole.

2.10 Receivables for Units Issued and Payables for Units Repurchased

Receivable for units issued is camried at lhe issuance amount that is receivable at the Statement of Financial Position
date. Payable for repurchase of units is cammed at the repurchase amount that is payable at the Statement of Financial
Position date.

2.11 Net income/f{loss) from financial instruments at FVTPL

MNet income from financial instruments at FVTPL includes realized and unrealized gainfloss on financial assets and
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss and interest income. Met realized gain or loss from financial instruments at
FVTPL is calculated using the first in, first cut method, Net realized gain or loss on financial assels and liabilities at
FVTPL represents the difference betwean the cost of the financial instrumeants and its settlemeant price of the sale trade.

MNet change in unrealized (depreciation)appreciation on financial assets and liabilities at FVTPL represents the difference
between the carmying amount of a financial instrument at the beginning of the period, or the transaction price if it was
purchased in the current reporting period and its carrying amount at the end of the reporting period. Refer to Note & for
further details.

Interest income and expense (where relevant) is calculated using the effective interest method and recorded on an
accrual basis. Interest income and expense presentad in the Statement of Comprehensive Income comprise interast on
financial assets and financial liabilities measured at FVTPL.

2.12 Taxation

The Trust has received an undertaking from the Cayman Islands Government exempting it from all local income, profits
and capital gains until December 2, 2063. No such taxes are levied in the Cayman Islands at the present time.

The Series Trust could incur withholding taxes imposed by certain countries on investment income and capital gains.
Such income or gain would be recorded gross of withhelding taxes in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

The Series Trust invests in securities domiciled in countries other than the Cayman Islands. Many of these foreign
countries have tax laws which indicate that capital gains taxes may be applicable to non-residents including the Series
Trust. These capital gaing taxes are required to be determined on a self-assessment basis and, therefore, such taxes
may not be deducted by the Series Trust's broker on a "withholding” basis.

In accordance with 145 12 fncome Taxes, the Series Trust is required to recognize a tax liability when it is probable that
the tax laws of foreign countries require a tax liability to be assessed on the Series Trust's capital gains sourced from
such foreign country, assuming the relevant taxing authorities have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances. The
tax liability is then measured at the amount expected to be paid to the relevant taxation authorities using the tax laws and
rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the reporting pericd. There is sometimes uncertainty
about the way enacted tax law is applied 1o offshore investment Series Trusts. This creates uncertainty about whether or
not a tax liability will ulimately be paid by the Series Trust. Therefore, when measuring any uncertain tax liabilities
managaement considers all of the relevant facts and circumstances available at the time which could influence the
likefihood of payment, including any formal or informal practices of the relevant tax authorities.

As at August 31, 2023 and August 31, 2022, the Manager has determined that the Series Trust did not have a liability 1o
record for any unrecegnized tax benefits in the accompanying financial statements. While this represents the Manager's
best estimate there remains a risk that the foreign tax authorities will attempt to collect taxes on capital gains earmed by
the Series Trust. This could happen without giving prior warning, possibly on a refrospective basis, and could result in
a loss to the Series Trust.

3. REPURCHASES OF UNITS

The Net Asset Value of each unit of the Series Trust is calculated by dividing the Net Asset Value of the Series Trust by
the total number of units of the Seres Trust then outstanding. The Administrator computes the Net Asset Value of the
Series Trust at the close of business on each dealing day.

The price of units, for all purposes, is calculated and paid in Australian Dollars,

The minimum initial subscription must be no less than 1 unil. The initial purchase price of units is AUD 1 per unit. All
unitholders must complete a subscription application.

After the initial issue of units, an eligible investor may subscribe for units on any subsequent subscription date al the
relevant subscription price. All payments in respect of AUD Class Units must be made in Australian Dollar. The Trustee
may reject any subscription for any reason and without providing reasons.

Investors wishing to subscribe for Units of a class of Units on a Dealing Day must send a completed Application Form to
the Administrator by no later than 7:00 p.m., (Tokyo time) on the last day of the Initial Offer Period or 7,00 p.m, (Tokyo
fime) on the relevant Dealing Day, respactively, or such other time or times on such day or days as the Manager may, in
its sole discretion, determine.

Repurchase orders may be
submitted in either the relevant currency or in units. If such nolice is not in respect of the entire holding units of such
unitholder recorded in the register of unitholders then the Trustee in its sole discrelion may apply a minimum repurchase
requirement of 1 unit. Repurchase notices are irrevocable.

At the time of each repurchase of units prior to the Final Repurchase Day, no repurchase fee is applied to each unit
being repurchased.

Amounts payable to the unitholder in connection with the repurchase of units of any class is paid in cash bul may be
made in kind (or parially in kind) by the distribution of securities held by the Trustee o the extent that the Trustee, in
consullation with the Manager, determinegs il to be in the best interests of the unitholder. If such a determination is made
by the Trustee, distributions to all repurchasing unitholder on the same day is made on the same basis.

Payment may also be made in such other currency that may be freely purchased with such applicable currency as
a unitholder may request, provided that any foreign exchange cost shall be deducted from the amount payable to such
unithaolder. Mo such repurchase proceads will bear interest prior 1o actual distribution,

4. CRITICAL ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND JUDGMENTS

Management makes estimates and assumptions concaming the future that affect the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities. Estimates are continually evaluated and based on hislorical experience and other factors, including
expectations of future events that are believed o be reasonable under the circumstances. The resulling accounting
eslimates will, by definition, seldom equal the related actual results. The Series Trust may, from time to time, hold
financial instruments that are not quotad in active markets, such as over-lhe-counter derivatives. Fair values of such
instruments are determined by using valuation techniques. Where valuation technigues (for example, models) are used
to determine fair values, they are validated and perodically reviewed by the Manager.

3. FINANCIAL RISKS MANAGEMENT

5.1 Principal Risk Factors of the Series Trust

The Series Trust's activities expose it o a variety of financial risks: market risk (including currency risk, interest rate risk
and price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The management of these risks is carmed out by the Manager under policies
approved by the Trustes,

The Series Trust uses different methods to measure and manage the varous types of risks to which it is exposed; these
methods are explained below,

(A) Market Risk

(1) Currency Risk

Securiies held by the Series Trust are denominated in Australian Dollars, thus the Manager believes that the Series
Trust has little currency risk exposure, and is not subject to risk due to direct fluctuations in the prevailing levels of foreign
currency rates.

(i) Interest Rate Risk

Interest rate risk is the rsk that prices of fixed income securifies generally increase when interest rates decline and
decrease when interes! rates increase, Prices of longer larm secunities generally change more in response o interest
rate changes than prices of shorer term securities, The Series Trust may lose money if short-term or long-term interest
rates rise sharply or otherwise change in a manner not anticipated by Seres Trust management. When interest rates
fluctuate, the duration of the security may ba used as an indication of the degree of change in the debt price of the dabt
security. The bigger the security’s duration value, the larger the change in the price of the debt security for a given
movement in interest rates may be. Therefore, the Net Asset Value may fluctuate.

The value of a security may decline due to general market conditions which are not specifically
refated to a parlicular company, such as real or perceived adverse economic condiions, supply and demand for
particular securities or instruments, changes in the general outlook for corporate eamings. changes in interest or
currency rates or adverse investor sentmenl, They may also decline due to factors which affect
a particular industry or industries, such as labor shortages or increased production costs and competitive conditions
within an industry, During a general downtum in the securities markets, multiple asset classes may decline in value
simultanegusly.

The Investment Manager monitors the Series Trust's credit position on an on-gaing basis,

The maximum exposure to credit risk of all financial assets at August 31, 2023 and August 31, 2022 is the camying
amounts as shown on the Statement of Financial Position. No collateral or other credit enhancements are held by the
Series Trust. None of these assels are impaired or past due,

At August 31, 2023 and August 31, 2022 the clearing and depository operations for the Series Trust's security
transactions are mainly concentrated with the Custodian, with a Fitch rating of A+. At August 31, 2023 and August 31,
2022, substantially all cash and cash equivalents and investmeants are placed in custody with the Custodian,

The Series Trust's policy o manage this risk is to invest in debt securities that have an investment grade
by a well-known rating agency, Moody's. The Series Trust may also invest in unrated assets where a rating is assigned
by the investmeant advisor using an approach that is consistent with the approach used by that rating agency.

(C) Liquidity Risk

Ligquidity risk exists when particular investments are difficult to purchase or sell, The Seres Trust's investments in illiquid
securities may reduce the returmns of the Series Trust because it may be unable to sell the illiguid securities
at an advantagecus time or price. To the extent that the Series Trust's principal investment strategies involve non-
developed country securities, derivatives or securities with substantial market andfor credit risk, the Series Trust will tend
o have the greatest exposure o liquidity risk.

(D) Risk Management

The Series Trust's Investment Manager's team is supporied by certain risk management systems and professionals,
which provide regular reporting on all portfolio positions and quantitative risk measures. Prospective investors should be
aware that no risk management system is fail-safe, and no assurance can be given that risk frameworks employed by the
Manager (e.g., stop-win, stop-loss, sharpe ratios, loss limits, value-at-risk or any cther methodology now known or later
developed) will achieve their objectives and prevent or otherwise limit substantial losses. Mo assurance can be given that
the risk management systems and techniques or pricing models will accurately predict future trading patterns or the
manner in which investments are priced in financial markets in the future.

(E) Capital Risk Management

The capital of the Series Truslt is represented by the net assels attributable 1o the hoelder of units, The amount of net
assels attributable to the helder of units can change significantly on a daily basis as the Series Trust is subject to daily
subscriptions and repurchases al the discretion of the unitholder, The Series Trust's objective when managing capital is
to safequard the Series Trust's ability to conlinue as a going concemn in order to provide returns for the unitholder and
benefits for other stakeholders and to maintain a strong capital base to support the development of the investment
aclivities of the Series Trust. In order to maintain or adjust the capital struclure, the Series Trust's policy is to perform the
following:

®  Nonitor the level of daily subscriptions and repurchases relative to the liquid assets and adjust the amount of

distributions the Series Trust pays to the holder of units.
®  Repurchase and issue new units in accordance with the constitutional documents of the Series Trusl.

The Manager monitors capital on the basis of the value of nel assets alirbulable to the holder of units,
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(Expressed in Australian Dolfars)
5.2 Additional Series Trust's Risks

(A) Custody Risk

Meither the Trustee nor the Manager controls the custodianship of the Senes Trust's entire holding of securities. The
Custodian or olher banks or brokerage firms selected to act as custodians may become insolvent, causing the Series
Trust to lose all or a porlion of the funds or securities held by those custodians,

(B) Risk of Indemnification

The Trustee, the Manager, the Administrator, the Cuslodian, and other parties, and each of their respective agents,
principals, officers, employees, and affiliates are entitled to be indemnified out of the assets of the Series Trust under
carain circumstances which may result in a decrease in Net Asset Value per unit,

(C) Settlement Risk

Settlement and clearance procedures in certain foreign markets differ significantly from those in the United States, the
European Union and Japan. Foreign settliement and clearance procedures and trade regulations also may involve certain
risks [such as delays in payment for or delivery of securities) not typically associated with the settlement of United States
investments, At times, setlements in cerlain foreign countries have not kept pace with the number of securities
fransactions. These problems may make it difficult for the Manager o carry oul transactions for the account of the Series
Trusl.

If the Manager cannot seffle or is delayed in setlling a purchase of securities, it may miss atfractive investment
epporunities and certain of the Series Trusts assets may be uninvested with no refurm eamed thereon for some year, If
the Manager cannol setlle or is delayved in setlling a sale of securities, the Seres Trust may lose maney if the value of
the security then declines or, if it has conlracted to sell the security to another party; the Series Trust could be liable for
any losses incurred,

(D) Counterparty and Broker Risk

The financial institutions and counterparties, including banks and brokerage firms, such as the Custodian, with which the
Manager or its delegate trades or invests for the account of the Seres Trust, may encounter financial difficulties and
default on their respective obligations owed in respect of the Series Trust. Any such default could result in material losses
fo the Series Trust. In addition, the Manager may pledge collateral for the account of the Series Trust to the
counterparties in order to secure certain transactions. No collateral was pledged by the Manager during the years ended
August 31, 2023 and August 31, 2022,

The Seres Trust has not offset any financial assets or liabilities in the Statement of Financial Paesition and did not hold
any derivative assets,

(E) Concentration Risk

The Investment Manager will invest substantially all of the proceeds from the sale of the Units in the Selected Bonds and
therefore losses incurred by the Selecled Bonds will have a material adverse effect on the Series Trust's overall financial
position,

(F) Risk of investing In Australian Bonds

Exposure o instruments of issuers may involve significant economic and political risks. By investing in Australian Bonds,
the Series Trust will be exposed o the direct or indirect consequences of political, social and economic changeas in
Australia. Political changes may affect the willingness of the Australian issuers to make or provide for timely payments of
their debt obligations. The country's and local economic slatus, as reflected, among other things, in its inflation rate, the
amount of its external debt and its gross domeslic product, will also affect the local issuers’ ability to honor their
obligations.

(G) No Interest in the Selected Bonds
Any return on the Units depends, amongst other things, on the performance of the Selected Bonds. An investment in
Units does not give a Unitholder a direct interest in the Selected Bonds.

(H) Early Termination of the Series Trust
Although the Final Repurchase Day of the Series Trust is schedulad for August 29, 2025, the Final Repurchase Day will
be brought forward should a Compulsory Repurchase Event ocour,

5.3 Fair Value Estimation and Hierarchy Designation

The Series Trust applies IFRS 13, "Fair value measuremeant’ and utilizes the |ast traded market price for its fair valuation
inputs for both financial assets and liabilities.
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(Expressed in Australian Dollars)

An active market is a market in which transactions for the asset or liability take place with sufficient frequency and
volume to provide pricing information on an ongoing basis.

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not traded in an active market is determined by using valuation
techniques. The Series Trust uses a variely of methods and makes assumptions that are based on market conditions
existing at each period end date, Valuation techniques used for non-standardized financial instruments such as options,
currency swaps and other over-the-counter derivatives, include the use of comparable recent arm's length transactions,
reference to other instrumenis thal are substantially the same, discounted cash flow analysis, option pricing models and
other valuation techniques commonly used by market participants making the maximum use of market inputs and relying
as little as possible on entity-specific inputs.

For instruments for which there is no active market, the Series Trust may use internally developed models, which are
usually based on valuation methods and techniques generally recognized as standard within the industry. Some of the
inputs to these models may not be market observable and are therefore estimated based on assumptions.
The output of a model is always an estimate or approximation of a value that cannot be determined with certainty, and
valuation techniques employed may not fully reflect all factors relevant fo the positions the Series Trust holds. Valuations
are therefore adjusted, where appropriate, to allow for additional factors including model risk, liquidity risk and
counterparty risk.

The Series Trust classifies fair value measurements using a fair value hierarchy that reflects the significance of the inputs

=  Level 3 inpuls are unobservable inpuls for the asset or liability,

The level in the fair value hierarchy within which the fair value measurement is categorized in its entirety is determined on
the basis of the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement in its entirety. For this purpose, the
significance of an input is assessed against the fair value measurement in its entirety. If a fair value measurament uses
observable inputs that require significant adjustment based on unobservable inputs, that measurement is a Level 3
measurement. Assessing the significance of a particular input to the fair value measurement in its entirety requires
judgment, considenng factors specific to the asset or liability.

The determination of what constitutes ‘observable’ requires significant judgment by the Administrator, under advisement
of the Manager. The Administrator, under advisement of the Manager, considers observable data to be that market data
that is readily available, regularly distibuted or updated, reliable and verifiable, notl proprietary, and provided by
independent sources that are actively invalved in the relevant market,

For the avoidance of doubt, the Fee Agent is not responsible for the payment of the capped expenses, extraordinary
expenses, broker expenses or miscellaneocus expenses. Capped expenses will be paid by the Administrator, on behalf of
the Trustee, out of the assets of the Series Trust up to and including the TER Cap, and any Capped Expenses above the
TER Cap will be borme by the Investment Manager. Extraordinary Expenses, Broker Expenses and Miscellaneous
Expenses fall oulside of the TER Cap and shall be paid by the Administrator, on behalf of the Trustee, out of the assets
of the Series Trust,

To the extent that the Operational Cosls Fees do nol cover the Ordinary Cosls, the Fee Agent will be liable for any
outstanding amounts. Any amounts remaining following payment of the Ordinary Costs will be retained by the Fee Agent
as its remuneration for acting as fee agent in respect of the Series Trust.

The Operational Costs Fees will be payable guarterly in arrears in the amount accrued from and excluding, for the first
accrued period only, the initial Closing Day, and for all other accrued periods, the last day of each calendar quarter, each
being a "Fee Calculation Day”, to and including, for all but the last accrual period, the next Fee Calculation Day, and for
the last accrual period, the Final Repurchase Day or if such day is not also a Valuation Day then the immediately
preceding Valuation Day (the "Final Valuation Day”™).
