I.  General information

Western Asset Management Company Limited (“the Company™) is an investment manager, principally
providing investment management services to both external clients and to clients of its affiliates. The
Company is authorised by the Financial Conduct Authority as a MIFIDPRU investment firm,

The Company is a company limited by shares, incorporated and domiciled under the laws of England
and Wales. The address of its principal place of business and registered office is 10 Exchange Square,
Primrose Strest, London ECZA ZEM.

2. Statement of complianice

These individual financial statements of the Company have been prepared in compliance with United
Kingdom Accounting Standards, including Financial Reporting Standard 102, “The Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland™ (“FRS 102"}, and the Companies Act 2006.

3. Surimary of significant accounting policies

There were no new accounting standards adopted during fiscal year 2023 that have material impacts on
the Company*s inancial condition or results of operations.

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out
below. These policies have been consistently applied 1o all the years presented, unless otherwise stated,

{a) Basis of preparation
These separate financial statements are prepared on a going concem hasis, under the historical cost
convention, as modified by the recognition of certain financial assets and liabilitizs measared at
fair value,

The Directors consider that the Company has adequate financial resources to remain in operation
for a period of at least twelve months from when the finencial staternents are anthorised for issue
and have therefore continued to adopt the going cencem basis in preparing these financial
staterments.

{b) Significant judgements and estimates
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with FRS 102 requires the use of carain
critical accounting estimates. Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on
historical experience and other factors, including expectations of future evenis thal are believed to
be reasonahle under the circumstances, The resulting accounting estimates will, by definition
seldom equal the related actual results.

As disclozed in note 8, the Parent issued restricted stock to certain emplovees and 100% vesting
occurs in July 2025 if certain performance based vesting conditions are met. As disclosed in note
7, an accrued liability related to restricted stock umits issued by the Parent was reversed due to an
ussessment made, indicating that the performance conditions were unlikely 1o be met. The awards
remain open and active and performance eonditions will continue to be monitored until the vesring
dare in July 2025,

{c) Funchicnal currency
The functional and reporting currency of the Company is US Dollar, as it reflects the Company’s
primary economic environment in which it operates.

{d) Forei
Foreign currency monetary assets and liabilities are ranslated into US Dollars at the balance sheet
date, Transactions during the period expressed in foreign currencies are translated into LIS Dollars
at the rate of exchange ruling in the month in which they occur. Any foreign exchange differences
are taken to the Statement of Income and Retained Eamings in the vear in which they arise.

Foreign currency non-monctary assets are carmied in the balance sheet translated into US Dollars at
historic rates of exchange. This is determined using the month end rate of exchange for the month
in which they were acquired.

The £/ US Dollar rate used at the balance sheet date is 12200 (2022: 1,1165)
The average rate for the income statement for the year was 1.2265 (2022: 1.276%)

Financial risk factors

The Company's activities expese it 1o a variety of financial risk: market risk (including currency risk,
fair walue intercst rate risk, cash flow interest rate risk and price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The
Company's overall risk management programme focuses on the unpredictability of financial markets

and seeks to minimise potential adverse effects on the Company®s financial performance.

Risk management is carried out by an internal risk management department adhering to principles and
policies approved by the board of directors. The Company has written principles for overall risk
manggement, as well as written pelicies covering specific areas, such as foreign exchange risk, interest
rate risk, credit nisk use of derivative financial instruments, and investment of excess liguidity.

{a) Market risk

(1) Fareign exchange risk

The Company, being US Dollar functional, and operating intemationally, is exposed 1o foreign
exchange risk arizing from various currency exposures, primarily to Sterling, Evro and Yen.

{b) Credit rick

Credit risk is managed on a Company-wide basis, Credit risk arises from cash deposits with banks
and financial institutions, cash eguivalents, derivative financial instruments, credit exposures to
clients from outstanding fee receivables and loans made to group Companies. All the Company's
banking relationships are with highly rated banks for short term deposits and are limited to those
with a Moody*s rating of at least Baal, or with a Standard and Poor’s rating of at least BEB+. The
Company assesses the credit quality of clients, taking into account their financial statements,
regulatory position, past experience and other factors. Intercompany loans, including existing
lpans, may be considered only after assessing the impact projected cash flows under stress testing
scenarios and ensuring the Company’s minimum liguidity tolerance levels are maintained.

{c} Liguidity nisk
Liquidity risk is the risk that cash may not be available at a reazonable cost to pay obligations when
due. The Company performs monthly cash liquidity monitoring against set limits 1o ensure funds
are available to meet such requirements.

{d) Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk
