“Truzt?). The Trust iz an apen-ended exempted umbrella unit trust establizhed by a trust deed under the Trusts Act 2011
{Revision) of the Cayman |slands dated 10 February 2010 (as supplemented or amended from bime to ime, the “Trust
Dewd’) executed by Brown Brothers Harriman Trust Company (Cayman) Limited (the “Trustes”) and Mitsubsshi LIFJ
Imvestor Senvices & Banking (Luxernbourg) S.A (the "Manager”). The Trust is regulated under the Mutual Funds Act
{Revised).

Goldman Sachs Asset Management Intemnational (*GSAMI), a related party to the Sub-Trust, serves as Investment
Manager pursuant to an investmen! management agreement (Management Agreement”) with the Sub-Trust, The
Investrnent Manager is responsible for oversesing and monstoring the day-to-day operations of the Sub-Trust's afairs
regarding their investments.

The Imvestent Manager appointed Goldman Sachs Asset Managemant, L P, ("G3AMT and Goldman Sachs Asset
Management Co., Ltd. ("GSAM Japan™), each a related party of the Goldman Sachs Group, Inc. ("Goldman Sachs’)
a5 Investment Advistrs, each an "lnvestment Advisoer, and together the “lnvestment Advisers”, pursuant i a Master
Intercompany Sub-Advisory Agreement and a Master Intercompany Sub-Advisory and Participating Affiliate Services
Agreement, respectively (collectively, the “investment Advisory Agreements”), Under the Investment Advisory
Agreements, G5AM and G5AM Japan provide the Sub-Trust with continucus professional investment advice, and
offects and manages all ransactions on behalf of the Sub-Trust. As compensation for services rendered under the
Investment Advizory Agreements, GSAM and GS5AM Japan receive a fee.

The Sub-Trust will be terminated on 29 September 2028, unless the Manager extends the duration ofthe Sub-Trust
at its discretion on consultation with the Trustee and the Investment Manager.

The fmancml statements are presented in U3D (United States Dallar?), the Sub-Trest's functional and presentaticn
currency. The Investment Manager considers that this currency most accurately represents the economic effects of the
underlying transactions, events and condtions of the Sub-Trust.

Basis of Preparation of Financial Stalements

The preparation of the financial staternents is in accordance with Intemational Financial Reporting Standards as
iszued by the International Accounting Standards Board (*|FRS Azcounting Standards"). The financial statements have
been prepared under the historical cost convention as modified by the revaluation of financial assets and liabilities
(including derivative instruments} at fair value through profit or loss. The preparation of the financial statements
requires managemsant to make certain estimates and assumptions that may affect the amounts reported in the financial
staternents and accomparnying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

I Hew standards, amendments and interpretations effective for annual pericds beginning on or after

The Sub-Trug adopted Disclosure of Accounting Policies (Amendments to 145 1 and IFRS Practce Statement 2) from
1 January 2024, Although the amendments did not result in any changes to the accounting policies themsaives, they
impacted the accounting policy informabion disclosed in the financial statements.

The Sub-Trust records its imvestment transactions on a trade date basis. Realized gains and losses are based on
the First In First Out ("FIFO") method. Dividend income and dividend expense are recorded on the ex-dividend date
and interest and intorest axpense are sccrued over the life of the investment. Overdralt expenses which are accrued
as incurred, if any, are included in interest expense. Interest from financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
includes accretion of market discount, original issue discounts and amortization of premiums and is recorded into
income over the life of the underlying investment. Interest from financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
and dividend income are recognized and presented on a gross basis before withholding tax, if any, in the Statements
of Comprehensive Income. Interest income includes interest from cash and cash eguivalents. Reimbursement of
expenses is represented in the Staternents of Comprehensive Income, if any,

Cperating expenses are récegnized on an accrual basis,

In order to better define As contractual rights and to secure nghts that will help the Sub-Trust mitigate its counterparty
rigk, the Sub-Trust may enter into an Intermnational Swaps and Dervatives Association, Inc. Master Agreement (1504
Master Agreement’} or similar agreements with its derivative contract counterparties. An 1ISDA Master Agreement
i% & bilateral agreament bebween the Sub-Trust and a counterparty that govemns OTC denvabives, includmg fareign
exchange contracts, and typically contains, ameng other things, collateral posting terms and netting provisions in the
event of a default andior termination event. The provisions of the 1504 Master Agreement typically perrmit a single
net payment in the event of a default (close-out netting) or ssmilar event, including the bankruptcy or insolvency of the
counterparty.

Colleteral and margin requirements differ between exchange traded derivatives and OTC dervatives. Margin
requirements are established by the broker or clearing house for exchange-fraded and centrally cleared derivatives
{fnancial futures contracts, options and centrally cleared swaps) pursuant to the governing agreements for those
instrument types. Brokers can ask for margin in excess of the minimum i certain crcumstances. Collateral terms are
contract-specific for OTC derivatives (foreign currency exchange contracts, options and certain swaps). For derivatives
traded under an ISDA Master Agreement. the collateral requarements are typically calculated by netting the mark-to-
market amount for each transaction under such agreement and comparing that amount to the value of any collateral
currently pledged by the Sub-Trust and the counterparty. Additionally, the Sub-Trust may be required to post additional
collateral ta the counterparty in the form of initial margin, the terms of which would be outlined in the confirmation of
the OTC transaction.

For fmancial reporting purposes, cash collateral that has been pledged to cover obiigations of the Sub-Trust and cash
collateral received from the counterparty, if any, iz reported separately on the Statements of Financial Position as duse
fromfdue to broker. Mon-cash collateral pledged by the Sub-Trust, if any, is noted in the Schedules of Investments.
Generally, the amount of collateral due from or o a counterparty must exceed a minimum transfer amount threshold
before a transfer is required to be made, To the extent amounts due tothe Sub-Trust from its counterparties are not fully
collateralized, contractually or otherwise, the Sub-Trust bears the risk of loss from counterparty nonperfcrmance. The
Sub-Trust attempts to mitigate counterparty risk by onby entering into agreements with counterpartes that & balioves to
be of good standing and by monitceing the financial stability of thoze counterparties,

Additionally, the netting of assels and liabilihes and the offsetting of collateral pledged or received are based on
contractual netting/set-of provisions in the ISDA Master Agreement or samilar agreements. However, in the event of 2
default or msclvency of a countarparty, a court could determane that such rights are not enforcesble due to restrictions
of prohibitions against the right of setoff that may be imposed due to a particular jurisdiction’s bankruptey or insolveney
lavers.

Taxation

There are at present no corporation, income, capital gaing, profits or other taxes in the Cayman Islands which would
apply to the profits in respect of the Sub-Trust, Nor are there gift, estate or inheritance taxes in the Cayman islands.
The Trustes has applied for and has received Fom the Govemnor-in-Cabmnet of the Cayman |slands an undertaking in
accordance with Section 81 of the Trusts Act (as amended) that for a period of S0 years from the date of the creation
of the Master Trust no law which is thereafter enacted in the Cayman |slands imposing any taxes or duty to be levied
of income of on capital assels, gains of appreciation of any tax in the nalure of estate duly of mhertance tax shall
apply to the property comprised in or any income ansing under the Sub-Trust or to the Trustee or Unitholders thereof
in respect of any such property or income, provided that a Unitholder who is at any time resident or domiciled in the
Cayman Islands (other than any object of a chamtable trust or power or an exempted or ordinary non-resident company
incorporated in the Cayman Islands) shall be liable in and in respect of such time to all and any tax and duty as if such
undertaking had never been given and nothing in the relevant section ofthe Trusts Lew shall be construed as exempting
any such person resident or domiciled in the Islands from any law imposing any tax or duty referred to in the Trusts Act.

The Sub-Trust cumently incurs withholding taxes imposed by certain countries on investiment income and caplital gains.
Such income or gain is recorded gross of withholding taxes in the Staterments of Comprehensive Income. Withholding
taxes are shown as a saparate itern in the Statements of Comprehensive Income,

The Sub-Trust invests in securities issued by entities which are domiciled in countries other than the Cayman lslands.
Many ofthese foreign countries have tax laws which indicate that capital gains taxes may be applicable to non residents,
such as the Sub-Trust, Typically, these capital gaing taxes are réquired to be determaned on a self assessment basis
and, therefiore, such taxes may not be deducted by the Sub-Trust's brokers on a “withholding” basis.

In aceordance with LAS 12 - Income Taxes, the Sub-Trust is required to recognize a tax lability when it is probable that
the tax lews of foreign countries reguire a tax liabidlity to be assessed on the Sub-Trust's capital gains sourced from
such foreign country, assuming the relevant taxing authorties have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances.

The tax ability iz then measured at the amount expected to be paid to the relevant taxation authorities using the tax
laws and rabes that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the reporting year.

There is sometimes uncertainty about the way enacted tax law is apphed to offshore investment funds. This creates
uncertainty about whether or not a tax liability will ultimately be paid by the Sub-Trust. Therefore when measuring any
uncetain tax liabiities management considers all of the relevant facls and creumstances available at the Hme which
could influence the likelihood of payment, including any formal or informal practices of the relevant tax authosities.

For the years ended 30 September 2024 and 30 September 2023, the Sub-Trust has measured uncertain tax liabilities
and redated interest and penalties with respect to foreign capital gaing taxes at nil, While this represents managemant's
best estimate there rernains a risk that foreign tax authorities will attempt to collect taves on capital gains earmed by the
Sub-Trust. This could happen without giving any prior waming, possibly on a retrospective basis, and could result in a
substantial loss to the Sub-Trust,

Financial Investments and Associated Risks

The Sub-Trust's investing activities expose it to varous types of risks that are associsted with the financial investments
and markets in which it and its underlying Sub-Trust invest. These may be both derivative and non-derivative financial
imvestments. The Sub-Trust's investment portfolio is comprised of debt and derivative imvestrments at the perod end.
The Trustee has appointed the Investment Advisors to manage the risks of the Sub-Trust. The significant types of
financial risks which the Sub-Trust is exposed to are market risk, liquidity risk and credit risk. Events such as was,
military conflict, acts of terrorism, social unrest natural dizasters, recessions, inflaton, rapid interest rate changes,
supply chain dsruptions, sanctions, the spread of infectious liness or public heakh threats could also significantly
impact the Sub-Trust and its investments. The Ofering Memorandum provides details of these and other types of risk
some of which are additional to that information provided in these financial statements,
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Financial Investments and Associaled Risks (continued)

Asszet allocation iz determined by the Sub- Trust's Investment Advisors who manage the allocation of assets bo achieve
the investment objective as detailed in Mote 2. Achievement of the investment ciyective involves taking risks. The
Imvestment Advisors axercise judgment based on analysis, research and risk management techniques when making
imvestment decisions. Divergence Fom the benchmark andfor the target asset allocation and the composition of the
portfclio is meonitored in accordance with the Sub-Trust's risk management policy.

The risk management policies amployed in relation to the Sub-Trust are detailed below:

Market Risk

The patential for changes in the fair value of the Sub-Trust's investment portfolio is referred to as market risk. Commonly
used categories of market risk include currency risk, interest rate risk and other price nsk.

. Currency risk may result Fom exposures to changes in spet prices, fonward prices and volatiities of currency
rates.

. Interast rate risk may result from exposures to changes in the level, slope and curvature of the various yield
curves, the volatility of interest rates, mortgage prepayment speeds and credit spreads,

. Other price risk is the risk that the value of an investrnent will fluctuate as a result of changes in market prices
other than those arising from cumency risk or interest rate sk and may result from exposures to changes in
the prices and volatiities of individual equities, equity baskets, equity indices, and commodities,

The market rizk strategy is driven by the Sub-Trust's investrment risk and return objectives.

Market risk is managed through the application of nisk budgeting principles. The Investment Advisor determines an
appropriate risk target. commonly referred to as Tracking Error, employing a risk budgeting Framewark.

A Market Risk Analysis Group at Goldman Sachs ("IMD MRA) is responsible for independently monitoring, analyzing
and reporting the market risks taken by the Investment Advisors. IMD MRA uses a number of risk metrics to monitor the
market risks including menitoring sensdivities, and Tracking Emror.

Details of the Sub-Trust's investment portfclio at the reporting date are disclosed i the Schedules of Investments.
Al individual debt, equity, preferred stock, collective investment schemes and derivative investrnents are disclosed
saparately.

1 Currency Risk

Each currency class of the Sub-Trust will seek to hedge against each relevant currency, This is referred to as Class
Hedging. The performance of the BRL Class, CNY Class and MXN Class may dverge materialty from the performance
afthe Investments, because fuctuations in the exchange rale between U S, Dollars and the respective class currencies
will affect the performance of the BRL Class, CNY Class and MXM Class Units.

Any change to the refevant interest rates for
particular sacurities may result in the Investment Advisors being unable to sacure similar retumns on the expiry of the
contracts or the sale of securities.

Liquidity risk is the msk that the Sub-Trust will encounter dificulty in meeting cbligations associated with fmancial
liabilities that are settled by delivening cash or ancther financial asset, Among cther things liquidity could be impaired by
an inakility to access secured andfor unsecured sources offinancing, an inability to sell assets or unforeseen cutflows
of cash or collateral of viclations of counterparty of peime broker terms of covenants. This situalion may arnse dus
to circumstances outside of the Sub-Trust's conftrol, such as a general market disruption or an operational problem
affecting the Sub-Trust or third parties. Also, the ability to sell assets may be impaired if other market participants are
seaking to sell similar assets at the same time.

The Sub-Trust's financial assets and financial kabilities include investrnents in derivative contracts traded over the
counter, which are nof traded in an organized public market and which may be illiquid and in investments which may
represent a significant percentage of issue size. As a result, the Sub-Trust may not be able to kguidate quickly some
of these investments at an amount clese to fair value in order to meet requiremants, or to respond to specific events
such a5 deteroration in the credtworthiness of any particular issuer. The forced liquedation of investment positions may
cause financial loszes,

The Sub-Trust's investments include collective investment schemes, which may impose greater resfricbions on
redemptions than those imposed by the Sub-Trust. This may Include offerings less frequent redemption dates than are
offered by the Sub- Trust to its Unitholders.

The Sub-Trust provides for the subscription and redemption of Units and it is therefore exposed to the liguidity risk
associated with Unitholder redemptions in accordance with the terms in the Offering Memorandum. The Sub-Trust's
Offering Memorandum provides for the daily subscription and redemption of Units.,

The Sub-Trust is managed to include iquid investments sufficient to meet narmal liquidity needs: although substantial
redemnptions of Units in the Sub- Trust could reguire the Sub-Trust to liquidate its investments more rapidly than
otherwise desirable in order to raise cash for the redemptions. These factors could adversely affect the value of the
Units redeemed and the valuation of the Units that remain cutstanding and the liquedity of the Sub-Trust's remaining
assets if more liquid assels have been sold to meet redemptions,

The Trustes may limit or suspend redemptions in certain circumstances, includéng, but not limited to, when the
determination of NAY has been suspended; whore the disposal of part or all of the Sub-Trest's assels to meet
such redemption requesis would, in the reasonable opinion of the Trustes, be prejudcial to Unitholders; or under
extraordinary circumstances beyond the control of the Trustes. With respect to any redemption, having consulted with
the Investment Manager, the Trustee may reserve amounts from the redernption proceeds for any expenses, liabiliies
of contingencies, even if such reserves are not required by IFRS,

A decrease in the market value of those assets may
resultin the lender (including derivative counterparties) requiring the Sub-Trust to post additional collateral or otherwize
sell assets at & ime when it may not be in the Sub-Trust's best interest to do so,

Credit Risk

Crecht risk is the risk that one party to & financial investment will cause a financial loss for the other party by failing to
discharge an obligation,

The Investrent Advisers have adepted procedures to reduce eredt rick related to its dealings with counterparties
of issuers in the Sub-Trust. Before transacting, the Investment Advisors or their related parties evaluate both credit-
worthiness and reputation by conducting a credit analysis of the party, their business and reputation. The credit risk
of approved counterparties or issuers is then monitored on an ongoing basis, including periadic reviews of financial
statements and interim financial reports as needed.

In order to reduce exposure to credit losses, some over-the-counter derivative agreements entered into by the Sub-Trust
parmret netting of transacions arising under such agresments, excluding those with counterparties executing only spot
foreign exchange contracts. While such netting rights do not result in an offset of reported assets and lkabilities, they
do provide for the reducton of credit risk on favorable ever-the-counter transactions with a single counterparty to the
extent of the value of unfavorable over-the-counter transactions with the same countenparty upon the occumence of an
event of defau®t or termination event as all over-the-counter transactions with the counterparty under such agreement
are terminated and amounts owed from and amounts payable to the counterparty are settied on a net basis.

Debt securfties are subject to the risk of issuer's or a guarantor's inabity to meet principal and interest payments on
its obligations and are subject to price volatility due to factors such as interest rale sensitivity, market parception of the
creditworthiness ofthe issuer, and general market liquidity.

The Sub-Trust is subject to a number of risks relating to the inselvency, administration, liquidation or other formal
nrotection from creditors (Cinsolvency”) of the Custodian or any sub-custodian / Trustee, These risks include without
imitation:

The funded amount af the FRL shall reach by the end of 2024 at least 1% of covered deposits, as defined in
article 107(1) of the Law, of all authorized credit institutions in all participating Member States. This amount will
be collected during the years 2015 to 2024,

The target level of funding of the FGDL s set at 0,8% of covered deposits, as defined in article 170(1) of the
Law, of the relevant credit institutions and is to be reached by the end of 2018 through annual contributions.
This amaount will be callected during the vears 2016 to 2018, When the level of 0,8% is reached, the
Luxembourgish credit instituhons are to continue to contribute for 8 addibonal years n order to constitute an
additional safety buffer of 0.8% of covered deposits as defined in aricle 180(1) of the Law:
