In order to better define i contractual rights and to secure nghts that will help the Trust mitigate s countenparty risk,
the Trust may enter into an Intemational Swaps and Derivatives Association, Inc. Master Agreement (*ISDA Master
Agresment’) of similar agresments with its dervative contract counterparties. An |SDA Master Agreement is @ bil ateral
agreement between the Trust and a counterparty that governs OTC derivatives, including foreign exchange contracts,
and typically contains, among other things, collateral posting terms and netting provisions in the event of a default and/
or termination event. The provisions of the IS0 Master Agreement typically permit a single net paymentin the event of
a default (close-out netting) or simitar event, including the bankruptcy or insolvency of the counterparty.

Collateral and margin requirements differ between exchange traded derivatives and OTC derivatives. Margin
requirements are estabfished by the broker or clearing house for exchange-traded and centrally cleared derivatives
{financial futures contracts, options and centrally cleared swaps) pursuant to the governing agresments for those
instrument types. Brokers can ask for margin in excess of the minimum in certain crcumstances. Collateral terms ane
contract-specific for OTC derivatives {foreign currency exchange contracts, options and certain swaps). For derivatives
traded under an S04 Master Agreement, the coflateral requirernents are typically calculated by netting the mark-te-
market amount for each transaction under such agreement and comparing that amount to the value of any collateral
currently pledged by the Trust and the counterparty. Additionally, the Trust may be required to post additional collateral
te the counterparty in the form of initial margin, the terms of which wowld be outlined in the confirmation of the OTC
transaction,

Fer financial reponting purposes, cash collateral for OTC derivatives that has been pledged to cover obligations of the
Trust and cash collateral received from the counterparty, if any, is reported separately on the Statements of Financial
Position as collateral amounts due fomidue to broker. Non-cash collateral pledged by the Trust, if amy, is noted in the
Schedules of Investments. Generally, the amount of collateral due from or to a counterparty must exceed a minirmum
transfer amount threshold before a transfer is required to be made. To the extent amounts due to the Trust from its
counterparties are not fully collateralized, contractually or ctherwise, the Trust bears the risk of loss from counterparty
nonperformance. The Trust attempts to mitigate counterparty risk by only entening into agresments with counterpartios
that it believes to be of good standng and by monitoring the financial stabdity of those counterparties.

Additionalty, the netting of assets and labilities and the ofselting of collateral pledged or received for OTC derivatives
are based on contractual netting/set-off provisions in the IS0W Master Agreement or similar agresments, However, in
the event of a default or insolvency of a counterparty, a court could determine that such rights are not enforceable due
to restrictions or prohibitions against the right of setoff that may be imposed due to a paicular jurisdiction's bankruptey
or insohency laws.

There are at present no corporation, income, capital gaing, profits or other taxes in the Cayman |slands which would
apply to the profits in respect of the Trust. Mor are there gift, estate or inhertance taxes in the Cayman Islands. The
Trustes has applied for and has received from the Govemor in Cabinet of the Cayman lslands an undertaking n
accordance with Section B1 of the Trusts Act (as amended) that for a period of S0 years from the date of the creation
of the Master Trust no taw which is thereafer enacted in the Cayman |slands imposing any tax or duty to be levied en
income or on capital assets, gains or appreciation or any tax in the nature of estate duty or inhertance tax shall apply to
the property comprised in or any income anising under the Trust o to the Trustes or the Unitholders thereof in respect of
amy such property or incoma; provided that a Unitholder who is at any time resident or domiciled in the Cayman |slands
{other than any cbject of a chantable trust or power or an exempted or ordinary non-resident company inconporated
in the Cayman Istands) shall be liable in and in respect of such time to all and any tax and duty as if such undertaking
had never bean given and nothing in the relevant section of the Trusts Law shall be construed as exempling any such
person resident or dormiciled in the lslands from any law imposing any tax or duty referred to in the Trusts Act.

The Master Fund Trustee has recerved a similar undertaking in respect of the Master Fund.

The Trust invests in Securities issued by entities which ane domiciled in countries other than the Cayman Islands, Marry
of these foraign countries have tax laws which indicate that capital gains taxes may be applicable to non-residents,
such as the Trust. Typically, these capital gains taxes are required to be determined on a selfassessment basis and,
therefore, such taxes may not be deducted by the Trust's brokers on a “withholdng” basis.

In accordance with LAS 12, Income Taxes. the Trustis requared to recognize a tax liabdity when &t is probable that the
tex laws of foreign countries require a tax liability to be assessed on the Trust's capital gains sourced from such foreign
country, assuming the relevant taxing authorities have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances.

Thee tax lability is then measured at the amount expected to be paid to the relevant taxation authorties using the tax
lawes and rates that have been enacted or substantivaly enacted by the end of the reparting perod. Thers 1S sometimes
uncertainty about the way enacted tax law is applied to ofshore investment funds. This creates uncertainty about
whether or not a tax lmbility will ultimately be paid by the Trust. Therefore when measuring any uncertain tax liabilities
management congsiders all of the relevant facts and cireumstances avadlable at the time which could influence the
lixefhood of payment, induding any formal or informal practices of the relevant tax authorities.

The imvestrent management fee payable by the Trust in respect of any Class of Units is payable in .5, Dollars based
upon an exchange rate determingd by a third party on the applicable measurement day, whether oficial or ctherwise,
which the Investment Manager deems appropriate,

The investment managament fae payable to the Investment Manager in respect of each Hedged Class subject to the
investment management fee is calculated based upon the NAY of such Hedged Class as determined in the relevant
Class Reference Currency and is payable in 1.5, Dollars based upon an exchange rate as of the applicable fes
determination date, whether official or otherwize, which the Investment Manager deems appropriate.

As compensation for senices rendered under the Investment Advisory Agreement, GSAM Japan receives a fee. In the
normal course of their oparations, the Trust may enter into transactions in securities, curmencies or other investments
with Galdman Sachs or Goldman Sachs affiliates. For the years endad 31 October 2024 and 31 October 2023, there
were no fees paid in connection with transactions entered into with Goldman Sachs affiliates.

The Trustee andior ite affiliates, including Brown Brothers Harriman & Co. (in such capacity, the “Administrater” and
in such capacity, the “Custodian”), (collectively *Brown Brothers Harriman®), are paid solely out of the assets of the
Trust including asset-based, transaction, senvicing and other fees as may be agreed upon from time to time with the
Investrnent Manager, Additionally, at month end, the securities for the Trust are segregated bazed on the ransaction
type and a fee rate is applied. The Trust pays such fees monthly in amears to (i) the Trustee inttially limited to USD

On any Dealing Day where there are net subscriptions or redemptions the Trustee may determine (based on such
reasonable factors as they see fit), including without limaation, the prevailing market condfions and the level of
subseriptions and redemplions requested by Unsthclders or potential Linitholders in relation to the size of the Master
Fund to apply & diution adjustment to the NV per Unit. This adustment is intended to pass the estimated cost
of underlying investment activity of the Master Fund to the active Unitholders by adjusting the MAW of the relevant
classes of Units and thus to protect the Master Fund's longterm Unstholders from costs associsted with ongoing
subseription and redemption activity, The dilution adjustment may take into account trading spreads on the Master
Fund's investments, the value of any Duties and Changes incurred as a result of trading and may algo include an
alliowance for market impact. The diution adustment may change from time to ime due to changes in these factors.,

Distributions

Distributions are made at the election of the Investment Manager and the amounts declared and paid for the years
ended 31 October 2024 and 31 October 2023 are disclosad in the Staterments of Comprehensive Income when Met
Aszets Atfributable to the Holders of Redeemable Participating Units are classified as a financial lability.
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Financial Investments and Associaled Risks

The Trust's investing activities expose it to vanous types of risks that are associated with the financial investments
and markets in which they and the Master Fund invest. Theze may be both derivative and non-derivative financial
investments. The Trust's underlyng investrents are comgrrised of collective mwestment schemes and denvative
investments at the period end. The Trustes has appointed the Investment Manager to manage the investrment risks of
the Trust. The significant types of financial risks which the Trust is exposed to are market risk, Bguidity risk and credit
fisk. The Cffenng Memorandum provides details of these and other bypes of isk some of which are additional to that
information provided in these financial statements.

Asset allocation is determined by the Trust's imvestment Manager who manages the allocation of assets to achisve
the investment objective as detailed in Mote 2. Achievernent of the investment cbjective involves taking nisks. The
Investment Manager exercises judgment based on analysis. research and risk management technigues when making
investment decisions. Divergence from the benchmark andfor the target asset allocation and the composition of the
portfiolio s meonitored in accordance with the Trust's nsk management policy.

The masterfesder structure, and in parbicular the existence of mulbple imestment vehicles mvesting in the same
portfolio, presents certain unique risks to investors. The Trust may be matenally afected by the actions of ancther entity
investing in the Master Fund, For example, if another Unitholder of the Master Fund redeems some of all of its interests
in the Master Fund, the Master Fund and, in tum, the Trust, may axperience higher pro rata operating expenses,
theseby procucing lower retums. Similarly, the Master Fund may become less dverse due to redemptions from its
other Unitholders, resulting in increased portfolio risk. The Master Fund may restrict its investment activities or be
precluded from investng in certain mstruments due to regulatory restrictions on cartain of its direct or indrect investors
ot otherwise, which may have an adverse effect on the performance ofthe Master Fund, and, in turn, the Trust.

The rsk management policies emploved in relation to the Trust are detailed below:

Market Risk

The patential for changes in the fair value of the Trust's imvestment portfolio is referred to as market risk. Commenly
used categories of market risk inclede currency risk, interest rate risk and other price sk,

. Currency risk may result fom exposures to changes in spot prices, forward prices and volatilities of currency
rafes.
. Interest rate risk may result from exposures to changes in the level, slope and curvature of the varicus yield

curves, the volatility of interest rates, mortgage prepayment speeds and credit spreads.

. Other price risk is the risk that the value of an investment will fluctuate as a result of changes in market prices
other than those arising fom curmrency risk o interest rate sk and may result from exposures to changes in
the prices and volatilites of individual equities, equity baskets, equity indices, and commosdities.

The Trust's market risk strategy is diven by the Trust's invesiment risk and return objectives,

Market risk is managed through the application of risk budgeting principles. The Investment Advisor determines an
appropriate rigk target. commaonly refemred to as Tracking Error, employing a risk budgeting framewark.

A Markat Risk Analysis Group at Goldman Sachs ("IMD MRA”) is responsible for independently monitoring, analyzing
and reporting the market nisks taken by the Investrment Advisors. IMD MRA uses a number of risk metrics to monitor the
market risks including monitering sensitivities, and Tracking Emor,

Details ofthe Trust's imvestment portfolio at the reporting date are disclosed in the Schedule of Investments_All individual
debt, collective investment schemes and derivative investrments are disclosed separately.

i Currency Risk

Tha Trust may invest in financial investments and enter into transactions denominated in currencies other than its
functional currency. Consequently, the Trust may be exposed to risks that the exchange rate of their functional currency
redative to other foreign currencies may change in a manner that has an adverse effect on the value of that portion of
the Truet's assels or liab#ties denominated in currencies other than it Brnctional currency, Please refer to the Schedule
of Investments which details the investrents in currencies other than the functional currency.

When an investor invests into a Unit class which is in a diferent currency to the baze currency of the Trustin which it
imvests, the currency risk of the investor will be different to the cumrency nizk of the Trust.

When an investor invests into a hedged share dass, which is in a differant cumency to the base curency of the Trust
and the Master Fund inwhich it invests, the Trust and the Master Fund hedges the currency risk on behalf of the hedged
share class. As the hedges are used solely to hedge the cumrency risk of the hedged share class, hedges at the Master
Fund are not included in the sensitivity analysis for the Trust's indirect exposure through the Master Fund. Realized
ins and losses attibutable to hadges are allocated to the relevant hedged share class, Certain Classes of the
rust are hedged to the Currency of that Class. However, hedging with the relevant Class currency is not necessarily
complete and each currency may be subject ko currency exchange fluctuation of the currency in which its investments
have bean issusd,

Share class level forwards on the Trust as well as hedges at the Master Fund are not included in the sensitivity analysis
unless they are part of the Trust's main strategy orifthere is a material unrealized appreciation/depreciation associated
with themn at year end.

The yield on the Master Fund's (and indirectly, the Trust's) investments may be sensitive to changes in prevailing interest
rates, which may result in @ mismatch between the Master Fund's asset yield and borrowing rates and consequentty
reduce or eliminate income derved fom its investments, The Master Fund's Investment Manager will. in s sole
discretion, seek to predominantly hedge the interest rate exposure of the Master Fund. There can be ne assurance that
any interest rate hedgng will be efective. The value of ficed income securities will change in response to fectuations
in interest rates and currency exchange rates, Except to the extent that values are independantly afected by currency
exchange rate fluctuations, when interest rates decling, the value of ficed income securities genesally can be expected
to rise. Ifinterest rates ncrease, prices of fived income securties generally decline, reducing the value of the Master
Fund's (and indirectly, the Trust's) investments. A major change in intesest rates or a significant decline in the market
value of the Master Fund's (and indrectly, the Trust's) investments, or other market event, could cause the value of
the imeestments of the Master Fund's investors {and indirectly the Unitholders’ investments in the Trust), or its yield to
decline. As interest rates decline, the issuers of mortgage-related secunties hald by the Master Fund may pay principal
earlier than scheduled, forcing the Master Fund to reinvest in lower yielding securities. Although mertgage pools issued
byy agencies are guaranteed with respect to payments of principal and interest, such guarantee does not apply to
losses resulting from declines in the market value of such securibes. The performance of investments in ficed income
securties denominated in a speafic currency will also depend an the mlerest rate ervirenment @ the country ISsuing
the currency,

The Trust may invest in corporate debt securities through its indirect exposure to the investments ofthe Master Fund.
Arvy changas to the relevant interest rates for particular securties may result in the investmant Advisor baing unable to
secure similar retums on the expiry of the contracts or the sale of securities, In addition, changes to prevailing interest
rates or changes in expectations of future rates may result in an increase or decrease in the value of the securities
held. In general, ifinterest rates rise, the value of the fited income securties will decline. & dacline in interast rates will
in general have the opposite efect.

The Trust may imest in instruments in desired curmencies at fixed, floating and zero rates of interest,

The following table sets forth the interest rate exposures for various curencies in the Trust and the impact that is
associated with changes in the interest rates. This sensitvity analysis is based on a change in the interest rates
applicable to one currency while holding all other interest rates constant. For the Total Portfolio, the assemption is
that all interest retes move simultanecusly by the same number of basis points.

Wiile # is
expected that the azsets of the collective investment schemes will generally be valued by an independent third party
administrator or other service provider, there may be circumstances in which cerain securities or other assets of a
collective investment schome may not hsve & readily ascenainable make! price, In such crcumstances, thi manager
ofthe relevant collective investment scheme may be required to value such securities or instrurments.

(i Limitations of Sensitivity Analysis

Some of the limitations of the sensithity analysis lables above include:

. the analysis i based on histosical data and cannot take account of the fact that future market price movements,
corredations bebween markets and levels of market liquidity may bear no redation to historical pattems;

. the analysis is a relative estimate of risk rather than a precise and accurate number;

. the analysis represents a hypothetical outceme and is not intended to be predictive; and

. future market conditions could vary significantly from those experienced in the past.

Liquidity Risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Trust will encounter cifficulty in meeting obligations associated with financial labilities
that are settled by delivering cash or another financial asset. Among ather things: liquidity could be impaired by an
inability to access secured andior unsecured sources of financing. an inability to sell assets or unforeseen cutflows
of cash or coflateral or viclations of counterparty or prime broker terms or covenants. This situation may arize due to
circumstances outside of the Trust's control, such as a general market disruption or an operational problem afecting
the Trust or third parties. Also, the ability to sell aszets may be impaired if other market participants are seeking to sell
similar assets at the same time.

The Trust's investmeants include collective investments schemes, which may impose greater restrictions on redemptions
than thoss mposed by the Trust, This may include ofenng bess Fequont redemption dates than ane offered by the Trust
toits Unitholders,

The Trust's financial assets and financial liabilities include investments in dervative contracts traded over the counter,
which are not traded in an organized public market and which may be iliquid and in investments which may represent a
significant percentage of issue size_As a result, the Trust may not be able to liquidate quickly some ofthese investments
atan amount close to fir value in order to meet requirements, or to respond to specific events such as deterioration in
the creditworthiness of any particular issuer. The forced liquidation of mvestment positions may cause financial losses.

Thie Trust provides for the subscripton and redemption of Unats and it is therefore exposed to the liquidty sk associated
with Unithclder redemptions in accordance with the terms in the Offeding Memorandurm. The Trust is managed to
include liquid investments sufficient to meet normal liquidity needs although substantial redemptions of Units in the
Trust could require the Master Fund to liquidate ®s investments more rapidly than otherwise desirable in order to raise
cash for the redemptions. These factors could adversely affect the value of the Units redeemed and the valuation of
the Units that rernain cutstanding and the liquidty of the Trust's remaining assets if more liquid aszets have been sold
to mest redemptions.,

The Trust's Offering Memorandum peovides for the daily subseription and redemgtion of Unitz. The Trust is therefore
exposed to the liquidity risk of meeting Unitholder redemptions.

Feor the years ended 31 October 2024 and 31 October 2023 there was one Unitholder with holdings of 100% of the
Trust's net assels. The Unitholder is a distributcr which is a related party.

Expiration or termination of available financing for leveraged positions, and the requirements to post collateral in respect
of changes in the fair value of leveraged exposunes or changes in advance rates o other terms and conditions of the
Trust's financing arrangements, can result in adverse effects to the Trust's access to liguidity and ability to maintain
leveraged posibons, and may cause the Trust to meur matenal losses, The Trust may bomaw of ulilize other forms of
leverage {on a secured and unsecured basis) for any purpose including. increasing investment capacity and covering
operating expenses or for the settlement of ransactions. However, these is no guarantee that any such arangements
for obtaining leverage will be available, or, if avaiable, will be available on terms and conditions acceptable ta the Trust.
Unfavorable economic conditions also could increase funding costs, Emit access to the capital markets or result in 2
decision by lenders not to extend credit to the Trust.

The use of leverage also increases risk as it magnifies the effect of any volatility in fair values on the Trust's equity.

A decline in the market value of the Trust's assets may have particular adversa consequences in instances where they
have borrowed maney on the market value of those assets. A decrease in the market value of those assets may result
in the lender (including derivative counterparties) requiring the Trust to post addtional collateral or otherwise sell assals
at a time when it may not be in the Trust's best interest to do so.

{ch Credit Risk

Credit risk s the risk that one party to a financial investment will cause a financial loss for the other party by failing to
discharge an cbligation.

Structured securities in which the Masber Fund may invest could be subject to the credit risk of the underlying assets
and in the event of default of such assets and the exhaustion of any underlying credit suppo, the Master Fund may
not recover its full investment. Furthermaore, it is possible that some issuers of fived income securities in which the
Master Fund invests will be unable to make the required payments on their debt securities held by the Master Fund.
Debt secunties could afso go up or down in value based on the perceived creditworthiness of issuers. Payments
of principal and interest on morigage pools issued by govemment related erganizations are not guaranteed by the
applicable government. Accordingly, a default on an investment held by the Master Fund could cause the valuee of the
Master Fund's Unitholders’ (including the Trust) iwvestrments in the Master Fund to decling, Investing in sovereign debt
of other debt guaranteed by a sovereign government entads risks related to a government’s ability and willingness
to repay principal and pay interest. in addition, short-term cash eguivalent investments, such az commercial paper,
bankers' acceptances, certificates of deposit, and repurchase agreements, are not guaranteed by any government and
are subject to some risk of default.

The Investment Advisor has adopted procedures to reduce credit risk related to its dealings with counterparties or
issuers in the Trust. Before transacting the Investment Advisor or its related parties evaluate both creditwarthiness
and reputation by mndunlirﬁ a credit analysis of the party, their business and reputation. The credit risk of approved
counterparties or issuers is then monitored on an ongoing basis, including pericdc reviews of fmancial statements and
inteqim financial reports as needed.

In erder to reduce exposure to credt losses. some over-the-counter dervative agreements enterad into by the Trust
permit netting of transactions arising under such agreements, excluding those with counterparties executing only spot
foreign exchange contracts. While such netting rights do not result in an offset of reported assets and labilities, they
do provide for the reduction of credd risk on favorable over-the-counter transactions with a single counterparty to the
extent of the value of unfavorable overdhe-counter transactions with the same counterparty upon the occurrence of an
avent of default or termination event as all oves-the counter transactions with the counterparty undar such agreement
are terminated and amounts owed from and amounts payable to the counterparty are settied on a net basis.

Debt securities are subject to the risk of issuer's or @ guarantor's inabity to meet principal and interest payments on
itz ebligations and are subject to prica volatility due to factors such as interest rate sensitivity, market perception of the
crediteorthiness of the issuer, and general market liquidity.

The Trust is subject to a numbser of risks relating to the insclvency, admimstration, liquidation or other formal protection
from creditors {Insolvency”) of the Custodian or any sub-custodian / Trustes, These risks include without limitation:

i, The loss of all cash held with the Custodian or sub-custodian [ Trustee which is not being treated as client
money both at the level of the Custodian and any sub-custodians / Trustes (“client money™).

ii. The loss of all cash which the Custodian or sub-custodian f Trustee has failed to treat as client meoney in
accordance with procedures (if any) agreed with the Trust,

i, The loss of some or all of any securities held on Trust which hawve not been properly segregated and so
identified both at the level of the Custodian and any sub-custodians / Trustee (“Trust Assets”) or chent money
held by or with the Custodan or sub-custodian / Trustee,

i The loss of some or all assets due to the incorrect operation of accounts by the Custodian or sub-custodian
I Trustee or due to the process of identifying and transferring the relevant Trust Assets andior client money
including any deduction to meet the administrative costs of an insclvency.

W Losses caused by prolonged delays in receiving transfers of balances and regaining control over the relevant
assels.

An insolvency could cause severs disruption to the Trust's investment acivity. In some circumstances, this could cause
the Investmant Manager to temporanly suspend the calculation of the MAY and dealing in Uinits.

At 31 October 2024 and 31 October 2023, the following financal assels were exposed to credit risk: investments in
other Funds, derivative financial assels, cash and cash equivalents and other receivables. The carrying amounts of
financial assets best reflect the maximum credt risk exposure at the reporting date.

The clearing and depository eperations for the Trust's security ransactions are mainly concentrated with the Custodian.
At 3 October 2024 and 31 October 2023, substantialty all cash and cash equivalents, balances due from broker and
investments are placed in custody with the Custodian,

The maxdrmum exdposure to credt nsk (excluding notional values on forward foreign currency confracts) as at the
reporting date can be analyzed as follows.
