Note 1 - Significant accounting policies

1.1 - Presentation of financial statements

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with Luxembourg generally accepted accounting
principles applicable to investment funds. Considering that the fiscal year end of 5 Series Trusts is the
same, the financial statements and annual report of Wealth Core Portfolio Growth Type, Wealth Core
Partfolio Conservative Type, Global Core Equity Fund, Wealth Core Portfolio Advanced Type and Global
Core Bond Fund are combined from this issue,

1.2 - Valuation of the investments and other assets

(&) collective investment schemes, investment funds and mutual funds are valued at the most
recent net asset value available as of the relevant valuation day (or, if a net asset value as of
such valuation day is not available, the net asset value as of the immediately preceding day
shall be used);

{b) securities which are traded on a securities exchange are valued at their latest available market
price {as more fully described in the Master Trust Deed and/or relevant supplemental trust
deed) on such securities exchange or whichever securities exchange shall be selected by the
Manager in consultation with the Administrator;

(c) securities not traded on a securities exchange but traded owver-the-counter are valued as
determined from any reliable source selected by the Manager in consultation with the
Adrministrator;

(d} "swaps™ and other over-the-counter instruments held by the Series Trusts are valued in good
faith by the Manager based on quotations received from dealers deemed appropriate by the
Manager in consultation with the Administrator;

{e) short-term money market instruments and bank deposits are valued at the cost plus accrued
interest;

(F) if, on the date of which any valuation is being made, the exchange or market herein designated
for the valuation of any given assets is not open for business, the valuation of such assets shall
be made as of the last preceding date on which such exchange or market was open for
business;

() all other assets and liabilities shall be valued in good faith by the Manager in consultation with
the Administrator, including assets and liabilities for which there is no identifiable market value;

{h} net change in unrealised appreciation or depreciation comprises changes in the net asset value
of investments for the year and the reversal of prior year's unrealised appreciation or
depreciation for investments which were realised in the reporting year;

(i} net realised gains and losses on the disposal of investments are calculated using the average
cost method.

1.3 - Formation expenses

Formation expenses have been fully amortised for Wealth Core Portfolio Growth Type, Wealth Core
Portfolio Conservative Type, Wealth Core Portfolio Advanced Type and for Global Core Equity Fund.

Formation expenses for Global Core Bond Fund are to be amortised within the first five financial years
of the Series Trust, unless the Trustee or the Manager decides that some other method shall be applied.

1.4 - Interest income
Interest income is accrued on a daily basis and is recorded net of withholding tax.

1.5 - Foreign currency translation

Assets and liabilities expressed in currencies other than the US dollar ("USD") are translated into USD
at exchange rates prevailing at year end. Transactions in currencies other than USD are translated into
USD at exchange rates prevailing at the transaction dates.

Net change in unrealised appreciation and depreciation and net realised gains or losses on foreign
exchange are recorded in the statement of operations and changes in net assats for the year.

1.6 - Forward foreign currency exchange contracts

Forward foreign currency exchange contracts are valued at the forward rate applicable at the date of
the statemenkt of net assets for the remaining peried until maturity.

Net change in unrealised appreciation and depreciation and net realised gains or losses resulting from
farward foreign currency exchange contracts are recorded in the statement of operations and changes
in net assets,

Note 2 - Trustee fees

The Trustee is entitled to receive out of the assets of the each Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.01%
per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable quarterly in arrears (with a minimum of USD 15,000 per annum and a maximum of
USD 30,000 per annum).

The fee set out above is subject to review on an annual basis. Where the Trustee is required to consider
or engage in further activities, liigation or other exceptional matters, additional fees will be subject to
further negotiation at the relevant time with the Manager and, in the absence of contrary agreement,
additional fees will be charged by the Trustee at its hourly rates in effect from time to time.

For Wealth Core Portfolio Growth Type, Wealth Core Portfolio Conservative Type and
Wealth Core Portfolio Advanced Type

The Investment Manager receives a fee out of the assets of the Underlying Fund and therefore does
not receive any fee out of the assets of the Series Trusts.

For Global Core Equity Fund and Global Core Bond Fund

The Investment Manager is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of
0.05% per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation
day and payable monthly in arrears.

Note 5 - Administrator fees

For Wealth Core Portfolio Growth Type, Wealth Core Portfolio Conservative Type, Global
Core Equity Fund and Wealth Core Portfolio Advanced Type

The Administrator is entitled to receive out of the assets of each Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.06%
per annum of the net assets of each Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 12,500 per year.

For Global Core Bond Fund

The Administrator is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.06%
per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 16,000 per year.

The Agent Company is entitled to receive out of the assets of each Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.10%
per annum of the net assets of each Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable monthly in arrears.

The Distributor is entitled to receive out of the assets of each Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.02% per
annum of the net assets of each Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and
payable monthly in arrears.

Note 12 - Taxation

12.1 - Cayman Islands

There are no taxes on income or gains in the Cayman Islands and the Trust has received an undertaking
from the Governor-in-Cabinet of the Cayman Islands exempting it from all local income, profits and
capital taxes for a period of 50 years from the date of incorporation. Accordingly, no provision for
income taxes is included in these financial statements.

12.2 - Other countries

The Series Trusts may be subject to withholding or other taxes on certain income sourced in other
countries. Prospective investors should consult legal and tax advisers in the countries of their
citizenship, residence and domicile to determine the possible tax or other consequences of purchasing,
holding and repurchasing units under the laws of their respective jurisdiction.

Note 13 - Terms of subscriptions and repurchases of units

Units may be issued and subscribed as of each issue day at the net asset value per unit as of the
relevant issue day for the relevant unit ("Issue Price™), subject to the subscription notice procedure
described in the Offering Memorandum and the relevant appendix to the Offering Memorandum (the
"Appendix”). The Issue Price shall, subject to any suspension, be calculated and published by the
Administrator on the relevant calculation day.

Units may be repurchased as of any repurchase day at the net asset value per unit as of the repurchase
day for the units ("Repurchase Price”), subject to the repurchase notice procedure described in the
Cffering Memorandum and the Appendix. The Repurchase Price shall, subject to any suspension, be
calculated and published by the Administrator on the relevant calculation day.

Note 14 - Related party transactions

The Manager, the Trustee, the Administrator and Custodian, the Distributor and Agent Company, the
Investment Manager, and the Sales Handling Company are considered as related parties to the Series
Trust.

The Investment Manager of each Series Trust is considered as a related party to the relevant Series
Trust because it belongs to the same corporate group as the management company of the Underlying
Fund of each Series Trust.

Note 15 - Event

The Manager resolved on July 12, 2024 to change the underlying fund of Global Core Equity Fund from
BlackRock Strategic Funds — BlackRock Systematic Global Equity Fund (the “Former UF™) to Blackrock
Funds I ICAV — BlackRock Sustainable Advantage World Equity Fund Class D Acc USD (the “New UF")
on the basis of the advice of the Investment Manager which indicated that they had determined that
this change would be in the best interest of investors due to the lower total expense ratio of the New
UF and its similar risk and return profile to the risk and return profile of the Former UF. During the
period between September 3, 2024 and September 18, 2024, the Series Trust progressively
repurchased its holding {and thus decrease its investment) in the Former UF and progressively
increased its investment into the New UF in pararell. The New UF became the sole underlying fund of
the Series Trust on September 18, 2024,

The Distributor's and Sales Handling Company’s fees of Wealth Core Portfolio Advanced Type was
decreased from the net assel value as of September 3, 2024 from 1.15% per annum to 0.50% per
annum of the net asset value of the Series Trust corresponding to the units handled by each of them
by the decision of the Manager made on July 30, 2024,

Note 16 - Subsequent events

The Investment Manager of Premium Funds - Global Core Equity Fund announced on March 18, 2025
that the Underlying Fund's name will change as from April 17, 2025 to BlackRock Advantage World
Equity Fund.

Mote 1 - Significant accounting policies

1.1 - Presentation of financial statements

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with Luxembourg generally accepted accounting
principles applicable to investment funds.

1.2 - Valuation of the investments and other assets

(a) collective investment schemes, investment funds and mutual funds are valued at the most
recent net asset value available as of the relevant valuation day (or, if a net asset value as of
such valuation day is not available, the net asset value as of the immediately preceding day
shall be used);

(b} securities which are traded on a securities exchange are valued at their latest available market
price (as more fully described in the Master Trust Deed andjor relevant supplemental trust
deed) on such securities exchange or whichever securities exchange shall be selected by the
Manager in consultation with the Administrator;

{c) securities not traded on a securities exchange but traded over-the-counter are valued as
determined from any reliable source selected by the Manager in consultation with the
Administrator;

(d) “swaps" and other over-the-counter instruments held by the Series Trust are valued in good
faith by the Manager based on quotations received from dealers deemed appropriate by the
Manager in consultation with the Administrator;

(e) short-term money market instruments and bank deposits are valued at the cost plus accrued
interest;

(F) if, on the date of which any valuation is being made, the exchange or market herein designated
for the valuation of any given assets is not open for business, the valuation of such assets shall
be made as of the last preceding date on which such exchange or market was open for
business;

(g} all other assets and liabilities shall be valued in good faith by the Manager in consultation with
the Administrator, including assets and liabilities for which there is no identifiable market value;

(h) net change in unrealised appreciation or depreciation comprises changes in the net asset value
of investments for the year and the reversal of prior year's unrealised appreciation or
depreciation for investments which were realised in the reporting year;

(i} net realised gains and losses on the disposal of investments are calculated using the average
cost method.

1.3 - Formation expenses

Formation expenses are to be amortised within the first five financial years of the Series Trust, unless
the Trustes or the Manager decides that some other method shall be applied.

1.4 - Interest income

Interest income is accrued on a daily basis and is recorded net of withholding tax.

1.5 - Foreign currency translation

Assets and liabilities expressed in currencies other than the US dollar "USD™) are translated into USD
at exchange rates prevailing at year-end. Transactions in currencies other than USD are translated into
USD at exchange rates prevailing at the transaction dates.

Net change in unrealised appreciation and depreciation and net realised gains or losses on foreign
exchange are recorded in the statement of operations and changes in net assets for the year.

1.6 - Forward foreign currency exchange contracts

Forward foreign currency exchange contracts are valued at the forward rate applicable at the date of
the statement of net assets for the remaining period until maturity.

Net change in unrealised appreciation and depreciation and net realised gains or losses resulting from
forward foreign currency exchange contracts are recorded in the statement of operations and changes
in net assets.

MNote 2 - Trustee fees

The Trustee is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a trustee fee at a rate of 0.01%
per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable quarterly in arrears with @ minimum of USD 15,000 per annum and a maximum of
USD 30,000 per annum.

The fee set out above is subject to review on an annual basis. Where the Trustee is required to considar
or engage in further activities, litigation or other exceptional matters, additional fees will be subject to
further negotiation at the relevant time with the Manager and, in the absence of contrary agreement,
additional fees will be charged by the Truskee at its hourly rates in effect from time to time.

Note 3 - Manager fees

The Manager is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of 0.03% per
annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and
payable monthly in arrears.

Note 4 - Investment Manager fees

The Investment Manager is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of
0.05% per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation
day and payable monthly in arrears.

Note 5 - Administrator fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of 0.06%
per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 16,000 per year.

Note & - Custodian fees

The Custodian is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of 0.04% per
annum of the net assefs of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and
payable manthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 4,000 per year.

Note 7 - Agent Company fees

The Agent Company is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of
0.10% per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation
day and payable monthly in arrears.

Note 8 - Distributor fees and Sales Handling Company fees

The Distributor is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at the rate of 0.02%
per annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day
and payable monthly in arrears.

In addition to the above fee, the Distributor and the Sales Handling Company are each entitled to
receive, out of the assets of the Series Trust, a fee at the rate of 1.05% per annum of the portion of
the net assets of the Series Trust corresponding to the units handled by each of them, accrued on and
calculated as at each valuation day and payable monthly in arrears.

Note 8 - Management and advisory fees of the Underlying Fund

The Series Trust, in connection with its investment in the Underlying Fund, bears annual management
and advisory fees at the rate of 0.40% of the average daily net asset value of the Underlying Fund
during a reference peried, The fees are invoiced to the Series Trust by the Underlying Fund on a
quarterly basis.

Note 10 - Printing and publishing expenses

Expenses recorded under the caption "Printing and publishing expenses” in the statement of
operations and changes in net assets are mainly composed of fees for production of annual and semi-
annual reports and Japanese legal documents.

There are no taxes on income or gains in the Cayman Islands and the Trust has received an undertaking
from the Governor-in-Cabinet of the Cayman Islands exempting it from all local income, profits and
capital taxes for a period of 50 years from the date of creation of the Trust. Accordingly, no provision
for income taxes is included in these financial statements.

12.2 - Other countries

Note 1 - Activity

SMBC Nikko Investment Fund Management Company S.A. (the “Company™) was
incorporated under the laws of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg as “Société Anonyme” on
February 27, 1992,

The purpose of the Company is the management (within the meaning of article 125-2 of the
law of 17 December 2010 relating to undertakings for collective investment as amended
from time to time) (the “2010 Law™), of undertakings for collective investment, whether
domiciled in Luxembourg or offshore, provided that the Company must manage at least one
Luxembourg UCI (the “Funds™). In that context, the Company acts as Alternative
Investment Fund Manager in accordance with the Luxembourg law of 2013 as amended
from time to time (the “2013 Law™) and perform the activities listed in item 1 of the Annex
1 of Directive 2011/61/EU of the European Parliament (the “Annex™) and of the Council of
8 June 2011 on alternative investment fund managers (the “AIFMD™). The Company
performs risk management by itself while delegating portfolio management and conducting
oversight of investment managers. The Company may further carry out any of the activities
listed under item 2. of the Annex.

As at March 31, 2024, the Company manages 6 investment funds: Nikko Money Market
Fund, Nikko Global Funds, Quantitative Multi-Strategy Program II (For Qualified
Institutional Investors) (“QMS II™"), Premium Funds, Nikko World Trust and Quantic Trust.

Note 2 - Significant accounting policies

The Company maintains its books in Euro (“EUR"™) and these annual accounts have been
prepared on a going concern basis in accordance with Luxembourg legal and regulatory
requirements including the following significant accounting policies.

2.1 - Foreign currency translation

Transactions expressed in currencies other than EUR are translated into EUR at the exchange
rate effective at the time of the transaction.

Fixed assets expressed in currencies other than EUR are translated into EUR at the exchange

rate effective at the time of the transaction. At the balance sheet date, these assets remain
translated at historic exchange rate.

Cash at bank is translated at the exchange rate effective at the balance sheet date. Exchange
losses and gains are recorded in the profit and loss account.

Short-term debtors and creditors are translated on the basis of the exchange rates effective
at the balance sheet date.

2.1 - Foreign currency translation (continued)

Other assets and liabilities are translated separately respectively at the lower or at the higher

of the value converted at historical exchange rate or the value determined on the basis of the
exchange.

Realised exchange gains are recorded in the profit and loss account at the moment of their
realisation.

Where there is an economic link between an asset and a liability, expressed in currencies
other than EUR, only the net unrealised loss is recorded in the profit and loss account.

2.2 - Current debtors

Debtors are valued at their nominal value. They are subject to value adjustments where their
recovery is compromised. These value adjustments are not continued if the reasons for which
the value adjustments were made have ceased to apply.

2.3 - Provisions for liabilities and charges
Provision for liabilities and charges are intended to cover losses or debts, the nature of which

is clearly defined and which, at the date of the balance sheet, are either likely to be incurred

or certain to be incurred but uncertain as to their amount or as to the date on which they will
arise.
