&5 Financial Institutions Capital Securities FX Fund (the "Sub-Trust?) is a sub-trust of MUGC G5 Cayman Fund (the
“Trust’). The Trust is an open-ended exempted umbrella unit trust established by a trust deed under the Trusts Act 2041
{Revision) of the Cayman |slands dated 10 February 2010 (as supplemented or amended from time to time, the “Trust
Dead’) executed by Brown Brothers Harriman Trust Company (Cayrman) Limited (the “Trustes”) and Mitsubsshi LIFJ
Imvestor Services & Banking {Luxembourg) 5.A. (the "Manager”). The Trust is regulated under the Mutual Funds Act
(Revised).

Gaoldman Sachs Asset Management intemnational ("GSAMI7). a related party to the Sub-Trust, serves as Investment
Manager pursuant to an investmen! managiment agresment (“Management Agreement” with the Sub-Trust, The
Investrent Manager is responsible for overseeing and monstoring the day-to-day operations of the Sub-Trust's afairs
regarding their investments,

The Imvestmant Manager appointed Goldman Sachs Asset Managemant, LP. ("GSAMY and Goldman Sachs Asset
Management Co., Ltd. ("GSAM Japan™), each a related party of the Goldman Sachs Group, Inc. ("Goldman Sachs”)
a5 Investment Advisors, each an “Investment Advisor”, and together the “Investment Advisors”, pursuant ko a Master
Intercompany Sub-Advisory Agreement and a Master Inbercompany Sub-Advisory and Participating Affiliate Services
Agreement, respectively (collectively, the “invesiment Advisory Agreements”). Under the Imvestment Advisory
Agreements, G5AM and GS5AM Japan provide the Sub-Trust with continuous professional nvestment advice, and
offects and manages all transactions on behalf of the Sub-Trust. As compensation for services rendened under the
Investment Advizory Agreements, GSAM and GS5AM Japan receive a fee.

The Sub-Trust will be terrninated on 28 September 2028, unless the Manager extends the duration ofthe Sub-Trust
atits discretion on consultation with the Trustee and the Investment Manager.

The financial staternents are presented in USD (United States Dollar™), the Sub-Trust's functional and presentation
currency. The Investrment Manager considers that this currency most accurataly represents the sconomic effects of the
underlying transactions. events and conditions of the Sub-Trust.

Investment Objective

The investrment objective of the Sub-Trust is to seek 1o provide Unitholders with a longterm total retumn congisting
of income and capital gains through imvesting in a diversified portfolio consisting of preferred securities, perpetual
subordinated debt securties, subordinated term debt securities and sensor debt securties which are issued mainky by
financial institutions.

At this time, managemant is evaluating the implications of these changes
on the financial staterments. There are no other slandards, armendments to standards of nterpretations that have a
material effect on the financial statements of the Sub-Trust.

Investment Transactions, Related Investment Income and Operating Expenses

The Sub-Trust records its investment transactions on a trade date basis. Realized gains and losses are based on
the: First In First Out (*FIFO") method, Dividend income and dividend expense are recorded on the ex-dividend date
and interest and interest expense are accrued over the life of the investment. Cverdraft expenses which are accrued
as incurred, if any, are included in interest expense. Interest from financial assets at fair value through proft or loss
includes accration of market dscount, original rssue discounts and amortization of premiums and s reconded into
income over the life of the underlying investment. Interest from financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
and dividend income are recognized and presented on a gross basis before withhalding tax, if any, in the Statements
of Comprehensive Income. Interest income includes interest from cash and cash equivalents. Reimbursement of
expenses is represented in the Staterments of Comprehensive Income, if any.

Cwperating expenzes are recognized on an acerual basis.

Transaction costs, when incurred, are recognized in the Statements of Comprehensive Income.

If a quoted market price is not avadable from a third party pricing service or a dealer, or a quotation is believed
to be materiafly inaccurate, the fair value of the investment is determined by using valuation techniques. Valuation
tochniques nclude the use of recent market transactions, reference to the current fair value of anather investment that
is substantially the same, discounted cash flow analyses or any other techniques that provides a reliable estimate of
prices cbtamed in actual market transactions.

Due fromto brokers consists primardy of cash collateral (for dervative conftracts) and margin amounts receivable from/
payable to the Sub-Trust's deaning brokers and varous counterparties. Collateral amounts due fromito broker balances
are valued at cost, The amounts receivable from and payable to brokers représents cash settled in the Sub-Trust's
broker accounts.

In order to better define As contractual rights and to secure nghts that will help the Sub-Trust mitigate its counterparty
rigk, the Sub-Trust may enter into an Intermational Swaps and Dervatives Association, Ine. Master Agresmant (1504,
Master Agreement”} or similar agreements with its derivative contract counterparties. An ISDA Master Agreement
i5 @ biateral agreement between the Sub-Trust and a counterparty that govemns OTC denvatives, including foreign
exchange confracts, and typically contains, among other things, collateral posting terms and netting provisions in the
event of a default andior termination event. The provisions of the IS0A Master Agreement typically perrmit a single
net payment in the event of a default (close-out netting) or semilar event, including the bankruptcy or insolvency of the
counterparty.

Collateral and margin requirements difer between exchange traded derivatives and OTC dervatives. Margin
requirements are established by the broker or clearing house for exchange-traded and centrally cleared derivatives
(fnancial futures contracts, options and centrally cleared =waps) pursuant to the governing agreements for those
instrument types. Brokers can ask for margn in excess ofthe minimum in cerain crcumstances. Collateral terms ane
contract-specific for OTC derivatives {foreign currency exchange contracts, options and certain swaps). For derivatives
traded under an ISDA Master Agreement. the collateral requirements are typically calculated by netting the mark-to-
market amount for sach transacton under such agresment and comparing that armount to the value of any collateral
currently pledged by the Sub-Trust and the counterparty. Additionally, the Sub-Trwst may be required to post additional
collateral to the counterparty in the form of initial margin, the terms of which would be outlined in the confrmation of
the OTC transaction.

For fnancial reponting purposes, cash collateral that has been pledged to cover obiigations of the Sub-Trust and cash
collateral received from the counterparty, if any, iz reported separately on the Statements of Financial Position as due
fromfdue to broker. Non-cash colfateral pledged by the Sub-Trust, if any, is noted in the Schedules of Investments.
Generally, the amount of collateral due from or o a counterparty rust exceed a minimun transfer amount threshobd
before a transfer is required to be made. To the extent amounts due tothe Sub-Trust from its counterparties are not fully
collateralized, contractually or otherwise, the Sub-Trust bears the risk of loss from counterparty nonperformance. The
Sub-Trust attempls to miigate counterparty risk by only entering into agreemants with counterpartes that i belioves to
be of good standing and by menitoing the financial stability of those counterparties,

Additionally, the netting of assels and liabilites and the offsetting of collateral pledged or received are based on
contractual netting/set-off provisions in the IS0A Master Agreement or samilar agreements. However, in the svent of a
default or msclvency of a counterparty, a court could determana that such rights are not enforceable dus to restrictions
of prohibitions against the right of setoff that may be imposed due to a particular jurisdiction’s bankruptey or inzolvency
lavwrs.

In accordance with LAS 12 - Income Taxes, the Sub-Trust is required to recognize a tax liability when it is probable that
the tax laws of foreign countries require a tax liabdlity to be assessed on the Sub-Trust's capital gains sourced from
such foreign country, assuming the relevant taxing authorities have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances,

There is sometimes uncertainty about the way enacted tax law is appled to offshore investment funds. This creates
uncertainty about whether or not a tax Eability will ultimately be paid by the Sub-Trust.

Distributions

Distnbutions are made at the election of the Imvestment Manager and the amounts declared and paid during the years
ended 30 September 2025 and 30 September 2024 are disclosed in the Statements of Comprehensive Income when
net assets attributable to Holders of Redeemable Participating Units are classified as a financial liability, Distributions
to Unitholders reduce the Sub-Trust's NAY per Unit without any corespondng change in the number of Units per
Unitholder. This results in a Unitholder's overall investment in the Sub-Trust being reduced. In addition, any distributions
paid during a year which are in excess of the Sub-Trusts accumulated net incomef{loss) from operations results in a
portion of the distributrons being a return of capital.

Financial Investments and Associated Risks

The Sub-Trust's investing activities expose it to various types of risks that are associsted with the fimancial investments
and markets in which it and its underlying Sub-Trust invest. These may be both derivative and nen-dervative fmancial
investments. The Sub-Trust's investment portfolio is comprised of debt and derivative investments at the penod end.
The Trustee has appointed the Investment Advisors to manage the risks of the Sub-Trust, The significant types of
financial risks which the Sub-Trust is sxposed 1o are market risk, liquidity risk and crodit risk. Events such as war,
military conflict, acts of terrorism, social unrest natural disasters, recessions, inflation, rapid interest rate changes,
supply chain disruptions, sanctions. the spread of infectious iliness or public heakh threats could also significantly
impact the Sub-Trust and its investments. The Ofering Memorandum provides details of these and other types of risk
some of which are addtional to that information provided in these financial statements,

Aszet allocation is determined by the Sub- Trust's Investment Advisors who manage the allocation of assets to achieve
the investment objective as detailed in Mote 2. Achievement of the investment cbiective involves taking nsks. The
Investrent Advisors exercise judgrment based on analysis, research and risk management techniques when making
imvestment decisions. Divergence from the benchmark andfor the target asset allocation and the composition of the
portfolio is menitored in accordance with the Sub-Trust's risk management policy.

Market Risk

. the anatysis is a relative estimate of risk rather than a precise and accurate number;
. the analysis represents a hypothetical outcome and is not intended to be pradictive; and
. fubure market conditions could vary significantly from those experienced in the past.
by Licpuidiny Risk

Liquidity risk iz the risk that the Sub-Trust will encounter difficulty in meeting obligations associated with financial
liabilities that are setffed by delivering cash or ancther financial asset. Amaong cther things liquidity could be impaired by
an inability 1o access secured andior unsecured sources of financing, an inakility to sell assets or unforeseen outflows
of cash or collateral or viclations of counterparty or prirme broker terms or covenants. This sitwation may arise due
to eircurnstances outside of the Sub-Trust's contrel, such as a general market disruption or an operational problem
affecting the Sub-Trust or third parties. Also, the ability to sell assets may be impaired if other market participants are
seaking to sell Smilar assets at the same time.

Liguidity Risk {cortinued)

The Sub-Trust's fnancial assets and financial Eabilites include investments in dervative contracts traded over the
coumer, which are net traded in an organized public market and which may be illiguid and in investmants which may
represent a significant percentage of issue size. As a result. the Sub-Trust may not be able to Bguidate quickly some
of these investments at an amount close to fair value in order to meet requirements, of to respond to specific events
such as detenoration in the craditwosthiness of any particular issuer. The forced liquidation of investment positions may
cause fimancial losses,

The Sub-Trests investrments include collective investment schemes, which may impese greater restrictions on
redermptions than those imposed by the Sub-Trest. This may include oferings less frequent redemption dates than are
offered by the Sub-Trust to its Unithelders.

The Sub-Trust provides for the subscription and redemption of Units and it is therefore exposed to the liguidity risk
associated with Unitholder redemptions in accordance with the terms in the Offering Memorandum. The Sub-Trust's
Offaring Memorandum provides for the daily subscription and redemption of Uinits.

The Sub-Trust is managed to include Bguid investments sufficient to meet narmal llguidity needs althaugh substantal
redernptions of Units in the Sub- Trust could require the Sub-Trust to liquidate its investments more rapidly than
otherwise desirable in order to raise cash for the redempbons. These factors could adversely affect the value of the
Units redeemed and the valuation of the Units that remain cutstanding and the liguidity of the Sub-Trust's remaining
assets if more liguid assets have been sold to meet redemplions.

The Trustee may limit or suspend redemptions in certain circumstances, including, but not limited to, when the
determination of NAY has been suspended; where the disposal of part or all of the Sub-Trust's assels to meat
such redemption requests would, in the reasonable opinion of the Trustee, be prejudcial to Unitholders; or under
extracrdinary cincumstances beyond the control of the Trustee. With respect to any redemption, having consulted with
the investment Manager, the Trustes may reserve amounts from the redermpbon proceeds for any expenses, liabiities
of contingencies, even if such reserves are not required by IFRS,

Expiration o termination of available financing for leveraged positions, and the requirements to post collateral in respect
of changes in the Fair value of leveraged exposures or changes in advance rales o other terms and condibons of the
Sub-Trust's financing arrangements, can result in adverse efiects to the Sub-Trust's access to lguidty and abdlity to
maintain leveraged positions, and may cause the Sub-Trust to incur material losses. The Sub- Trust may borrow or
utilize other forvs of leverage (on a secured and unsecured basis) for any purpose Including, mereasing imvestiment
capacity, and covering operating expenses or for the settement of ransactions. However, there is no guarantee that
amy such amrangements for obtaining leverage will be available, or, if availlable, will be aveilable on terms and conditions
acceptable to the Sub-Trust. Unfavorable economic condiions also could increase funding costs. limit access to the
capital markets or result in a decision by lenders not to extend credit to the Sub-Trust.

The use of leverage also increases nisk as it magnifies the effect of any volatility in fair values on the Sub-Trust's Net
Assets Attnbutable to Holders of Redeemable Participating Units.

A decline in the market value of the Sub-Trust's assets may have particudar adverse consequences in instances where
they have borrowed money en the market value of those assets. A decrease in the market value of those assets may
result in the lender (including derivative counterparties) requining the Sub-Trust to post additional collateral or othenwize
sell assets at a ime when it may not be in the Sub-Trust’s best interest to do so.

Credit Risk

Credit risk is the nisk that one party to & fmancial investment will cause a financial loss for the other party by failing to
dizcharge an cbligation,

The Imvestment Advisors have adopted procedures to reduce credi risk related fo its dealings with counterparties
of issuers in the Sub-Trust. Before transacting, the Investment Advisors or their related parties evaluate both credit-
worthiness and reputation by conducting a credit analysis of the party, their business and reputation. The credit risk
of approved counterpamios or issuers s then monitored on an ongoing basis, including penodic reviews of financial
statements and interim financial reports as needed.

In order to reduce exposure to credit losses, some over-the-counter denvative agreements entered into by the Sub-Trust
parerel netting of transactions arising under such agreements, excluding those with counterparies executing only spot
foreign exchange contracts. While such netting rights do not result in an offset of reported assets and Eabilities, they
do provide for the reduction of credi risk on favorable over-the-counter transactions with a single counterparty to the
axtent of the value of unfaverable overdhe-counter ransachions with the same counterparty upon the occurrence of an
event of defaull or termination event as all over-the-counter transactions with the counterparty under such agreement
are berminated and amounts owed from and amounts payable to the counterparty are setfed on a net basis.

Debt securities are subject to the risk of issuer's or @ guarantor's inabity to meet principal and interest payments on
itz ebligation s and are subject to prica volatility due to factors such as interest rate sensitivity, market perception of the
creditworthiness of the issuer, and general market liquidity.

The Sub-Trust is subject to a number of risks relating to the insolvency, administration, liquidation or other formal
protection from creditors (“Insolvency”) of the Custodian or any sub-custodian / Trustee. These nsks include without
limitatkion:;

The loss of some or all of any securties held on Sub-Trust which have not been properly segregated and so
identfind both at the level of the Custodian and any sub-custodians [ Trustes ("Trust Assets”) or cBent money
held by orwith the Custodian or sub-custodian / Trustes,

v, The loss of some or all assets due to the incorrect operation of accounts by the Custodian or sub-custodian
I Trustee or due to the process of identifying and transferring the relevant Trust Assets andfor client money
including any deduction to meet the administrative costs of an insohency.

v Losses caused by prolonged delays in receiving transfers of balances and regaining control over the relevant
assets.

An insolvency could cause severe disruption to the Sub-Trust's investment activity, In some circumstances, this could
cause the Investment Manager to temporarnily suspend the calculation of the MAV and dealing in Linits.

The clearng and depostory operatons for the Sub-Trust's security transactions are mainly concentrated with the
Custodian. At 30 September 2025 and 30 September 2024, substantially all cash and cash equivalents, balances due
from broker and investrments are placed in custody with the Custedian (with the exception of the Time Deposits which
may be held with a third party custodian) or with the underlying broker.

A credit default swap is an agreement that invelves one party making a stream of payments to ancther party in exchange
for the right to receive protection on a reference security or obligation. As a seller of protection, the Sub- Trust generally
receives a payment stream threughout the term of swap, provided that there is no credit event. In addition, if the Sub-
Trust sells protection through a credit default swap, the Sub-Trust could suffer aloss because the value of the reference
obligation may ba less than the prermsum payments received. Upon the occurrence of a specific credit event. the Sub-
Trust, es & seller of credit protection, may be reguired to take possassion of the defaulted reference oblgation and
pay the buyer an amount equal to the notional amount of the swap in a physical settled trade. The Sub-Trust may also
pay a net settlement amount in the form of cash or securities equal to the notional amount of the swap reduced by the
recovery value of the reference obligation in a cash seltled trade. Recovery values are at times established through
the credit event auction process in which market participants are ensured that a transparent price has been set for the
defaulted secunty or oblagation. In addtien, the Sub-Trust is entited to a return of any assets. which have been pledged
as eollateral to the counterparty. The netional amount of the Sub-Trust’s credit default swaps, il any, is dizclosed in
the Schedules of Investments. There were no credit default swaps as at 30 September 2025 and 30 Septermiber 2024,

The Sub-Trust had no individual counterparty o issuer credit risk greater than 5% of the net assets attributable to

The capital of the Sub-Trust is representad by the Met Assets Atfributalile to Holders of Redeemable participating Units.
The amount of the Met Assets Altnbutable to Holders of Redeemable Participating Units can change significantly on a
daily basis as the Sub-Trust is subject to daily subscriptions and redemplions at the discretion of Unitholder. The Sub-
Trust's obpective whon managing capetal is to safeguard the Sub-Trust's ability to continue as & going concam in order
to provide returns for Unitholder and benefits for cther stakeholders and to maintain a strong capital base to support the
development of the investment actvities of the Sub-Trust.

() Concentration Risk

The Sub-Trust may invest in a limited number of investments and investment themes. A consequence of a limited
number of investments is that performance may be more favorably or unfavorably affected by the performance of an
individual mvestment.

(i) Operaticnal Risk

Operational risk is the potential for loss caused by a deficiency in infarmation, communications, ransaction processing
and settlement, and accounting systems. The Sub-Trust's service providers, as shown in Mote 7, maintain controls and
procedures for the purpose of helping to manage cperational risk. Reviews of the service levels of service providers
are performed on a reguiar basis by the Investment Advisors_ Mo assurance is given that these measures will ba 100%
effective.

() Legal, Tax and Regulatory Risks

Legal, tax and regulatory changes could cccur during the duration of the Sub-Trust which may adversely afect the
Sub-Trust,

With respect to tax, the Sub-Trust may be swubject to taxation on capital gains. interest and dividends in certain
jurisdictions where the Sub-Trust invests,

The interpretation and applicability of the tax law and regulations by tax authcriies at imes may not be clear or
consistent. Tax obligations where probable and estimable are recorded as liabilites. However, some tax cbligations
are subject to uncertainty and may result in additional tax Esbilities, interest and penalties based on future actions,
interpretations or judgments of these authorities covering curment and past tax posiions. Accounting standards may
also change. creating of remsving an cbligation Ffor the Sub-Trust to accrue for a potential tax kability. Conseauently, it
i% possible that certain potential tax obligations which cumently are not prebable may become so which may result in
additional tax Eabilittes for the Sul- Trust in the future and these additional liabilites may be material. Because of the
foregoing uncedainties, the NAV may not reflect the tax liabdties ultimately Borne by the Sub-Trust, including at the
time of any subscriptions, redemptions or exchanges of interests in the Sub-Trust, which could hawve an adverse impact
on investors at that time.

Mitsubishi UFJ Investor Services & Banking (Luxembourg) 5.4 (the “Bank™) was incorporated in Luxembourg
on April 11, 1974 as a socikéls amomyme.

Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the annual accounts, whether due
to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and
obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our
opinion. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher
than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional
omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Bank"s internal control.

Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of
accounting estimates and related disclosures made by the Board of Directors.

Conclude on the appropriateness of Board of Directors® use of the going concern basis of
accounting and, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty
exists related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the Bank"s
ability to continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material uncertainty exists,
we are required to draw attention in our report of the ““réviseur d"entreprises agréé”” to
the related disclosures in the annual accounts or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to
modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on the audit evidence obtained up to the
date of our report of the ““réviseur d"entreprises agréé””. However, future events or
conditions may cause the Bank to cease to continue as a going concern.

Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the annual accounts, including
the disclosures, and whether the annual accounts represent the underlying transactions and
events in a manner that achieves fair presentation.

We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the planned
scope and timing of the audit and significant audit findings, including any significant
deficiencies in internal control that we identify during our audit.

We also provide those charged with governance with a statement that we have complied with
relevant ethical requirements regarding independence, and communicate to them all relationships
and other matters that may reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and where
applicable, actions taken to eliminate threats or safeguards applied.

From the matters communicated with those charged with governance, we determine those matters that
were of most significance in the audit of the annual accounts of the current period and are
therefore the key audit matters. We describe these matters in our audit report unless law or
regulation precludes public disclosure about the matter.

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

We have been appointed as réviseur dentreprises agréé by the Board of Directors on 14 March 2024
and the duration of our uninterrupted engagement, including previous renewals and reappointments,
is 5 years.

The management report is consistent with the annual accounts and has been prepared in accordance
with applicable legal requirements.

We confirm that the prohibited non-audit services referred to in the EU Regulation N° 537/2014
were not provided and that we remained independent of the Bank in conducting the audit.
